SIR—I beg leave to call your attention to the great embarrassment and obstruction which occurs 
to the usiness of street cleaning by reason of the multitude of vehicles which are standing in the 
paved streets of the city without teams attached. The pavements under and areund them cannot be 
cleaned, and the sweepers have not the physical power to remove them fir the purpose o. cleaning 
the area which they occupied ; and if they had, the removal of eighteen thousand vehicles at each 
cleaning, and the restoration of them to their former positions, would call for a large increase of the 
street sweeping force, and add no small sit n to the at eady large expenditure for street cleaning. 

The number of vehicles referred to was counted on Friday night, and nu.nbered (l8,j65) 
eighteen thousand seven hundred and sixty-five. The numbers were counted again on Sunday, 
during the clay, and found to be (i8,6go) eighteen thousand six hundred ant ninety. 

Schedules herewith inclosed will exhibit the locations and distribution of the vehicles by 
Precincts. 

Numbers of these vehicles are not in constant use, and are, no doubt, a street ineum'arance, 
which should be dealt with by the Bureau of Sweet I icu nbrances. 

You are respectfully requested to coosi der the natter as on affecting permanently the interests 
of the city, and to suggest such legislation and any modification of the ordinances of the C.imnlan 
Council a; shall be, in your judgment, calculated to afford remedy, and to call upon the Bureau of 
Incumbrances to take measures to mi.igate this nuisance as far as it shall exist in vialatian of the; city 
ordinances.
