DEPUTY MAYOR FOR PUBLIC SAFETY BANKS TO HOLD BRIEFING ON PUBLIC SAFETY IN NEW YORK CITY

NEW YORK - Tomorrow, New York City Deputy Mayor for Public Safety Philip Banks III will be joined by New York City Emergency Management (NYCEM) Commissioner Zachary Iscol, New York City Department of Buildings (DOB) Commissioner James Oddo, and New York City Director of Rodent Mitigation Kathleen Corradi to take New Yorkers’ questions and update them on the Adams administration’s ongoing public safety efforts in New York City.
 
During the briefing, NYCEM Commissioner Iscol will update New Yorkers on the Heat Advisory issued by the National Weather Service and provide tips on how New Yorkers can stay safe during the ongoing heat wave, DOB Commissioner Oddo will provide an update about the ongoing emergency recovery operation following a crane collapse in Manhattan earlier this week, and Director Corradi will discuss the city’s recently announced progress on rodent mitigation and upcoming Anti-Rat Day of Action.
