In keeping with the goal of the Workplace Gender Transition Guidelines and in continued conjunction with Executive Order 16, the Department of Finance’s EEO Officer will encourage all employees to take advantage of the “lgbTq: The Power of Inclusion” computer-based, adaptive training offered by DCAS. In support of Pride Month, I reiterated my commitment to building a fair and inclusive workforce at the agency by reminding everyone that, “This agency understands that fully embracing diversity is not just a nice thing to do; it is the right thing to do.” We want to provide a work environment where everyone thrives; where everyone has the opportunity to contribute and where everyone feels acknowledged.
