fact that no part of the appropriation available for this purpose in 1908, amounting  
to $10,000, has been used. The amount required in special revenue bond is, therefore, 
$10,000 less than the face of the bills. 
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at that point on account of the Queensboro Bridge. Investigations were made in 
May, June and September, 1909, and on March 1, 1910. The conditions did not show 
the necessity for the construction of an additional stairway, and for that reason the 
matter has been kept alive and additional inspections made to ascertain what changes 
were taking place on account of the traffic across the Queensboro Bridge. The facili-
ties at that point for handling the traffic are much better than at many other sta-
tions on the elevated and subway systems. In view of the existing physical condi-
tions as shown by our investigations, and in view of operating changes which are 
expected in the near future, an order by the Commission for the erection of the 
stairway would not be warranted.

The proceeds are, as stated, 
for the purpose of salaries and wages of men to be employed in waste detection and 
in the testing and repairing of [lie meters now in use. 

In the four Boroughs of Manhattan, The Bronx, Queens and Richmond, where 
the revenue front the 69,000 teeters in use amounts to $4,130,000, there has been no  

test of most of the meters since they were installed and no effort has been made to 
detect and prevent leaks in service pipes .nd unmetered places. 

It is certain that such investigation as is here contemplated, at a cost of $125.000. 
will increase the rev'zrues of the Department over $300,000 in the next two }ears.

I am fearful thaL n(rthing short of a positive disaster will follow, if something 
decisive is not done Sit once 1,) reinccle the prc~e'nt very unsatisfactory conditions. 

A desire for stark cconomy inlpeV,d '1hi' pruuine• of the appropriation asked for 
to the extent of 40 per cent., notw'ithst;uldin the estimates were honestly made and 
with tile titniost pru(lence, taking in all the conditions an(I future exigencies. 

In 1908 there wt•a, allmved t245,(X!ll, which was wholly inadequate, the Bureau 
suspending operations for several weeks. In 1909 there was provided $306,000, when 
there was limited and inadequate force for three months. Yet with very serious 
conditions confronting the Burcan for 1911), Only a meager stilt of 53,000 has been 
added to the amount allotted in 1909. 

At the beginning of 1911Q the populttioi of Oiiecii, which is growing by leaps and 
bound, was estimated at 238,000. At the commencement of 1909 this population was 
estimated at 264,000, and hc c,timatc(1 population to-day is 322.000. New school 
houses, factories and t(lalts h:nc hceii estahlishe,d. Yet, with ucarly 60,000 more people 
(one estimate makes it 72.000), with 40 a(l(litional miles of paved streets and gutters, 
with a tremendous increlhe!!t of miles, garbage and detritus to collect and dispose of. 
the ridiculously (lispruporuonate increment of $3,000 is made to the scant amount 
expended with the most s'rillgent eionnlnv. 

Estimated at its lowest cost for increased work caused by increase of population, 
it would require $504,000 to carry on the work of this Bureau anywhere within the 
bounds of the necessities. with stringent economy in s.-iew. To allot but $309,000 to do 
this work is obviously absurd. The lamentabl,, feature of the whole affair is the un-
scientific and seemingly haphazard way the parsimony was exercised. 

In the sweeping of the streets, and the collection, removal and final disposition of 
ashes, garbage, detritus, etc., labor is the chief factor, with carriage second in import-
ance. The carriage or removal of this matter, owing to the action of the Health Board,

The latest estimate i; that Quceii: has now ;, p(ipulatloll 
of three hundred and fort' thousand people. The estahli;hment of (tcr}• p')ldf' 
increase., the labors and burdens of this Bureau. 	There iS ever \ intlicaltii'n of a 
continued great iup()n nfln of people into the Boron-11i. 	Building operations are 
greater inn' than ever before in the history of Queens, and before Jui.v the work 
of this Bureau will he multipl'ed considerably. 

The Budget appropriation did not suffice for one-half the population, and already 
there is complaint froln newcomers of the failure to remove garbage and ashes 
from remote and newly settled localities. If this thing is permitted to continue. I fear 
that with the present inadequate force it will be hevond human endeavor to cope 
with conditions which threaten in the early sanlnier. The health and sanitation of 
this Borough demand immediate action. If an epidemic should impend because of 
festering garbage it would be because of the limitations and restrictions placed on 
the Bureau of Street Cleaning.

The Committee on Finance, to which was referred on March 1, 1910 (Minutes, 
page 619), communications from the Trustees of Bellevue and Allied Hospitals and 
the State Board of Charities asking for $8,000 special revenue bonds to establish 
service for care of the apparently insane, respectfully 

It ttwill be noted that the patients included iii stihdit isiums 3, 4, 5 and (i, are i,rotigiht 
to the psychopathic ward of Bellevue hospital by a police officer, either vith (or 
without a patrol wagon. Over one-half of the men are included in the,e roups. and 
nearly one-half of the women. The exact ligures are as follows: 

In 1907, 61.7 per cent, of the men atol 48.5 per cent. of the ttotiicn vatic t, I all,• 
hospital in charge of police officers, and in IQ()X 50.4 per cent, of the two anal 47.tt 
per cent. of the tomen came in a similar %\aN. 

This seems to its decidedly objectionable. In the case of seribausl sick or injurel 
persons a physician and the aid of a hospital is considered iiece~sar v, and the 1' lice 
Department is called upon only so far as may l,e necessary to facilitate the vork of tilt 
Hospital Attendant in removing the person, he restraining and keepim, in order a to 
curious crowd. The insane person is not akva,ts tractable, and 1 r this rca n, t vether 
with the fact that there has been no provision for trained llo~pital Attendant, t , . 
handle these cases, the custom has grown tap of depen(ling upon a Policeman anal a 
patrol wagon. Unfortunately this Was extended in many cases, anal the police stati( ,11 
and the jail were used as a place (i cuntmeiteot for such pers it. The cstal,lish-
ment of psychopathic wards in connection with our general hospital has ma(ic such 
confittentent inexcusable, and it has to a large extent disappcarcd. 1.egi>latirn is ii' a 
being contemplated by the State Charities -lid Association, which will make it pos,ihlt• 
for Magistrates to send persons vho are charge(t with minor offenses to the psYchn-
pathic wards of Bellevue and Kings County hospitals, which aims to still further 
substitute the hospital for the prison as a place of coniinement pending the determina-
tion of a person's sanity. 

Now that there are hospital facilities for the detention of insane persons, the ncyt 
logical step necessary to carry out the policy of substituting the ph)•sician anal the 
hospital for the Policeman and the *prison is for the hospital to provide a means f 
transportation and a trained Attendant to remove such cases to the hospital. 

The objections to the present practice stated briefly are 

1. A Policeman, by reason of his training, which cotistaittiv requires hitn to 1)1 
stern in suppressing disorderly and criminal persons, acquires stern and rough habits 
of dealing with people, and for this reason is the very person who should not handle 
an insane person. 

2. The uniform of the Policeman, regardless of the gentleness which its wearer 
may possess, is at once associated by the insane patient with an attempt to lock hint 
up and deprive hint of his rights, which acts very frequently to aggravate and make 
violent a case otherwise tractable, thus interfering with a calm, medical observation 
and treatment of the case, and tending to bring on rather than ward off serious 
insanity. 

3. The use of a patrol wagon greatly exaggerates this effect. :A patrol wagon is 
intended to convey criminals, and should not be used to convey sick persons. This is 
especially true where the disease is insanity. 

In view of these facts we think the following practice should be substituted for 
that at present in vogue: 

1. Bellevue Hospital should provide an ambulance with a trained Attendant, 
which should be used in the Boroughs of Manhattan and The Bronx to convey all 
cases of persons who are insane, or who are suspected of being insane, to the 
hospital, provided such persons cannot he persuaded by their friends to go to the hos-
pital voluntarily. 
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2. The Police Department should be called upon only in those cases in which it 
real• he necessary to protect persons and property from injury, until an Attendant of 
the psychopathic ward arrive, and in those cases in which it may he necessary for 
the Attendant to ack assistance in handling unusually violent cases. The former cases 
would not he frc'inert, ;tud with an experienced Nitre the latter cases would be very 
feNc indeed. 

[r order to put thest pri icil;le into practice it would be necessary for Bellevue 
I ospital to provide persolrs who can at once he trained Nurses for the psychopathic 
ward and Deputy Peace Officers. In the case of a person "apparently insane and 
conducting, himself in a manner which ii; a sane person would he disorderly," the 
Nurse would, in accordance with the provisions of section 88 of chapter 87 of the 
Cc,11solidate(1 Laws of 1909, apprehend the person and take him to the psychopathic 
ward for the determination of the question of his sanity. thus eliminating or reducing 
to a mininitim the neceslty of calling upon the police authorities. Such a Nurse 
shoul(l also be sent, upon proper notification, to v-ariotts courts. workhouses, jails, etc., 
from which persons are received for examination as to their sanity, and such a person 
shnul(l be transported under the custody of a Nurse in an ambulance of the psychn- 
pa:liic V 11.(1. 	.An ;t1l)nl;m('C <hnnld he made availahle fir this purilsc 	at all hotlr< 

of the day and night, which should be differentiated as little as is practicable from an 
ordinary automobile, so as to avoid the attention (if the public in the vicinity of the 
residence or place of confinement of the person for whom the ambulance is called. 

Estimate of :Additional Officers and Equipment Necessary. 

Rellelue Ilospit:d tvould heel! for this purpose a new automobile ambulance and 
two additional chauffeur. It is quite possible, indeed probable, that this ambulance 
rr~alll (II) sr,nlc emergency work in P,cllevue'., immediate district in addition to the 
,%-,)rk of bringing in ininc naticnts. I f it were so arranged that either one of the 
:nrtomobile ambulances which Bellevue would then own. could be sent for insane 
Ilaticnts with the prolix ion that only one of them should at any (Inc lime go out of 
l ellevne's immediate emergency district, much additional emergency work could be 
lone by automobile atllhnlall e:. This ought to make unnecessary at least one or 
possibly two of the present horse ambulance Drivers. The psychopathic ward of 
Bellevue would also need at least two additional male Nurses (who would be at the 
Tattle time Deputy Peace Officers) and me female Nttrse. The estimated cost of this 
additional equipment and s,A- N- ices at Bellevue is as follolvs:

This provi(le; for all expenditure of $8,000, but it will be noted as stated above, that 
the expenditure of this money vould not oil'% give an adequate ambulance service 
for the transportation of insane persons, but it would also add to the emergency 
ambulance equipment of Bellevue and remove rile expense of maintenance of at least 
one, and probably two horse ambulances. 

In making this inquiry and preparing these recommendations we have consulted 
with representatives of the State Lunacy Commission, and they are in entire accord 
with the suggestion; nlad(_ in this communication. Indeed it was partially at their 
suggestion Ilia: the ;nquiry lta undertaken. The natter we consider of very great 
importance and the expenditure involved is small in proportion to the advantages 
whic!l wou'lld accrue from such an ambulance service. We would therefore respect- 
fhlll>. urge 	c1 Oil lrn v•nnrlr 1par, pith regard to the platter.

The lowest bid was in excess of the 
appropriation and it was resol~crl to proceed with the work in wards 18 and 25. This 
cost about $7,(X)0, lea ing ;l halallcc of $3,0011, which with :in additional $2,(00 will meet 
the cost of constructing new isolating rooms. 

On January 19, 1909, the Board of Aldermen authorized an appropriation of $4,700 
for the erection of a temporary reception office at the gate of Bellevue Hospital and 
of a transfer room within the grounds. It has since been considered advisable not to 
construct a transfer room, inasmuch as the new dormitory for men employees will be 
opened within a few months and one of the buildings to be vacated can he converted 
into a room for the care of patients waiting to he transferred to other hospitals. It 
is very necessary, however, to improve the facilities of the admitting office by installing 
bath rooms in order that the patients may he bathed and their property checked before 
they are sent to the wards of the hospital. Bids which have been received prove that 

the sum of $4,700 is insufficient for the purposes of installing baths in addition to th• 
gate hnusp, and it i; estimate(1 that an additional $15110 will hp required.
