At the sewing-room the female prisoners made 200 night-gowns, 1,532 shirts, 802 aprons, too 
shrouds, 655 chemises, 276 dresses, 217 petticoats, 344 pillow-ticks, 400 sheets, 22 mattrasses, 828 
towels, 300 bed-ticks, 204-pillow-cases, 4 table-cloths, I I awnings, 300 pairs suspenders, 200 pair, 
pants ; repaired 3,274 shirts, 1,689 undershirts, I,008 socks, 485 dresses, 517 chemises, 274 petti-
coats, 28 aprons, 21 stockings, 774 pillow-ticks, 19 bed.ticks, 1,852 pairs women's shoes bound. 

At the stone shed the prisoners cut 1,500 feet building-stone, 70 feet corner-stone, 34 feet 
window-jambs, 16 feet door-jambs, 200 feet water-table, 348 feet window-sills, 244 feet window-
lintels, 30 feet door-lintels, 51 feet door-sills, 6 feet sewer-caps, 49 feet curbing, 6 feet pier-stone, 420 
feet flagging. 

By prisoners employed at out-door labor the roads and sea-wall have been kept in proper 
repair ; 463 tons of coal and iloo tons of ice have been unloaded from barges ; "I,oco tons of ice 
have been cut from reservoir and pond and stored in ice-house.

SIR—I respectfully submit to your Honorable Board the following report of labor performed at 
Randall's Island Hospital during the quarter ending June 30, 1885 : 

Carpenters—Made new ceiling in 3 hallways of North and South Hospitals, 2 double doors, 2 
tables, new room for nurses in Pavilion A, 14 benches for church, 4 sash.doors, new railing around 
play ground and garden ; repaired, 20 days' work repairing furniture, Io days repairing sashes and 
putting in 120 sash-cords, to days repairing roofs, Io days repairing sinks and water-closets, 5 
days repairing church. 

Tinsmiths—llade I iron baking-pan, 3 large spoons, I slop-pail, 4 bread-pans, 2 letter boxes, 
I tea-chest, I coflee-chest, I watering pot, I sprinkler for watering cart, I bread-box, I boiler, 2 
galvanized-iron pots for fumigating, 2 clothes baskets, I clothes box, 4 dippers, I large galvanized-
iron safe for books, t large galvanized-iron box for drug store, I large street lantern, new gutters on 
Pavilion C ; repaired, roof of the several buildings and kept in repair all the tinware in general use 
in the Institution.

Laundry—The women employed in the Laundry have washed and made up for the use 
of the Institution 51,895 pieces ; have done the washing and ironing for the employees, also the 
washing required for the Branch Penitentiary.

Epileptics—Made loo shirts, 2 aprons, 27 chemises, 63 pairs of suspenders; repaired, 73 dresses, 

to petticoats. 
Insane—The inmates of the Pavilion for Insane have taken good care of their pavilion and 

dormitories, and the grounds around the same ; they have also been employed in keeping the roads 
and walks clean and in good condition, have assisted in digging up water and gas pipes, sewer 
connections, etc„ and an average number of twenty of this class have been daily employed on the 
farm in planting, weeding, etc.

SIR—I have the honor to submit to your Honorable Board the following Labor Report for the 
quarter ending June 30, 1885 : 

Carpenters have repaired the doors, windows, blinds, water-closets in the several wards; repaired 
ice boxes, chairs, tables, and other ward furniture ; repaired the drying frames in laundry, and 
repaired windows and doors of boat-house ; repaired the carts and wheelbarrows and extensive 
repairs to boats ; put up shelves in clothes room, and railing on pavilion ; made five new butcher 
blocks, and repaired gates and garbage boxes ; the meat boxes were also kept in good order, and 
locks were repaired where necessary. 

Painters have painted walls and calcimined ceilings and oiled wood-work in Wards 14, I I and 
19, night nurses' room, also in the Staff dining-room, kitchen, pantry and hallway, and Matron's 
rooms ; painted the four-oared ferry-boat and lettered the back board ; painted new tin-work on 
roofs and the windows on the third floor of the Hospital, and put in glass in all the Wards of the 
Main Building, as required. 

The tinsmiths have made the following articles : i letter-box, I tin-chest for coffee and I tin-
chest for tea for the store, I coffee-strainer, 2 tea-strainers, and 2 drip-pans ; put new bottoms in I 
boiler, 4 coffee-cans and I milk-pail, and new copper bottoms in 2 coffee-cans ; repaired two gal-
vanized-iron clothes-hampers, and two galvanized-iron pots. 

The Penitentiary gang have finished repairing the roof of Infants' Hospital, and have flashed 
the top sides and backs of Io5 windows, and covered each with tin. 

The Engineer and his help have repaired 47 steam-radiators, renewed 275 feet of main steam. 
pipe, and put in 12 lengths of earthen sewer-pipe ; they have also made repairs to the gas-main 
pipe, and put in 12 ventilating pipes in Main building, besides attending to the necessary repairs of 
bath-tubs, water-closets, gas-pipes, burners, etc. 

In the Gas-works, 453,200 feet of gas was made, to supply the Randall's Island Hospital, 
Infants' Hospital and pavilions.

Section g6. ']'hat the keeping and slauxhtering of all 
cattle. and the preparation and keeping of all meat and 
fish, birds and fowl, shall be in that manner which is. or 
is generally reputed or known to be, best adapted to 
secure and continue I heir safety and \vholesomeness as 
food. The slaughtering shall not be permitted or con-
ducted at any place in the City of New York south of 
Thirty-ninth street, nor north of said street without a 
special written permit from this Department ; nor unless 
the same shall be done in buildings located upon the 
water-front. 

Section 184. The business of slaughtering animals in 
the City of New York shall not he conducted south of 
One Hundred and 'tenth street, unless the same shall be 
in buildings located up"n the water-front, and so con-
structed as to receive all stock deliverable thereat from 
boats, cars or transports ; and to secure the proper care 
and disposition of all part, of the slauchtered animals 
upon the premises or the immediate removal thereof by 
means of boats ; and no cattle, sheep, hogs or calves 
shall be driven in the streets of such city below One Hun-
dred and Tenth street, except through Sixtieth street and 
Elevent': avenue, pursuant to the provisions of chapter 
350 of the Laws of 1883, and subject to the provisions of 
chapter 394 of the Laws of 1885 ; nor shall any fat, hides, 
hoofs, or entrails, or other refuse, parts of slaughtered 
animals, be transported in said streets ; nor shall any 
buildings be erected or converted into or used as a 
slaughter-house or factory or place for fat-rendering, 
or for any offensive business growing out of slaughtering, 
such as tat-melting, hide-curing, gut-cleaning, bone-boil-
ing, glue-making, etc., until the plains thereof have been 
duly submitted to the Board of Health and approved in 
writing by the said Board.
