DEPUTY MAYOR FOR PUBLIC SAFETY BANKS TO HOLD BRIEFING ON PUBLIC SAFETY IN NEW YORK CITY
 
NEW YORK – Tomorrow, New York City Deputy Mayor for Public Safety Philip Banks III will be joined by the Mayor’s Office of Criminal Justice (MOCJ) Director Deanna Logan, New York City Police Department (NYPD) Commanding Officer of the Harbor Unit Inspector Anthony Russo, and the Office for the Prevention of Hate Crimes (OPHC) Executive Director Hassan Naveed to take New Yorkers’ questions and update them on the Adams administration’s ongoing public safety efforts in New York City.
 
During the briefing, MOCJ Director Logan will discuss the office’s recent summit on diversion and reentry, NYPD Inspector Russo will highlight the Harbor Unit’s summer water safety and enforcement efforts, and OPHC Executive Director Naveed will outline upcoming events and safety plans in New York City during Pride Month.
