Sir—I have the honor to submit the following report of work done under my 

charge and supervision for the quarter ending March 31, 1913:
N orth River.

Battery, North River.
The landings in this locality have been maintained and repaired during the quarter 

by the force of the department.
Temporary buildings have been erected along the Battery wall by the United 

•States government for the use of the Commissioner of Immigration until the com­
pletion of the new Barge Office now in course of construction near the foot of 
Whitehall street.

Pier A, North River.
This pier, upon which are located the executive offices of the department, has 

been maintained and kept in repair during the quarter.
Pier (New) 1, North River.

Repairs are being made to the unleased portion of this pier by the force of the 
department under B. O. 11600.

An extensive improvement is in progress by this Department in conjunction with 
the Department of Parks along the water-front between W. l t d  st. and W. 129th< st., 
North River. This improvement involves an extension of Riverside P ark  out into 
the river to about as far as the bulkhead line established in 1868. Dredging was done 
during a prior quarter preliminary to the depositing of a riprap embankment for the 
purpose of containing the filling. This embankment is outshore o f the New York 
Central and Hudson River Railroad Company's embankment. The material used for 
this filling is taken from the shafts and headings of the high pressure water tunnel 
on Manhattan Island.

st. to the sout
of the E. 91st s t  section, a distance of about 405.05 feet. Cobble was deposited 
on foundation and piles were driven and sawed to grade.

E. 91st St. Section, East River.
The authorization for this section is resolution of the Board of Docks dated 

May 25, 1895. In  order to make a complete joint with the E. 90th st. section it has 
been found necessary to complete the lower end of the E. 91st. section, where it was 
racked off. Preparations were made to drive piles at this section.

E. 123d St. Section. East River.
The work of this section is being done under action of the Commissioner of 

Docks, of October 2, 1911, Bureau Order 10010. This section begins at a point in 
the pierhead and bulkhead lines as established by the Secretary of W ar in 1890, 
at its intersection with the southerly line of E. 123d st., distant 271.25 feet from the 
easterly line of Pleasant ave.; thence northerly along said bulkhead and pierhead 
line a distance of 294.24 feet to its intersection with the southerly line of E. 124th 
st., at a distance of 137 feet from the easterly line of Pleasant ave.; the total length 
of the section being 294.24 feet. W ork on the bulkhead wall proper has been 
in progress during the quarter. Mud has been pumped and stone tubbed off foun­
dation area. Granite has been set and backed up with concrete backing. Coping 
has been set. bn the wall and two mooring posts placed. Joints in granite have been 
pointed. Rip-rap has been deposited in rear of bulkhead wall and backing logs 
have been placed. Stone tubbed off foundation area and steam ashes have been 
placed in rear of wall.

Pile platform has been built and masonry wall is being constructed at this locality 
by the P. J. Heany Co., under permit from this Department.

Clason Point, East River.
Crib bulkhead and pier are being built and dredging and filling done at this 

locality by Clinton Stephens, under permit from this Department.
Other work done by private parties in the Borough of The Bronx has been super­

vised and a general supervision of the water-front made.
General Repairs, East and Harlem Rivers.

Repairs have been made to the unleased piers and bulkheads as required.
Brough o f Brooklyn.

W hale Creek Section, Brooklyn.
In that portion of the Borough of Brooklyn adjacent to Newtown Creek, near 

Greenpoint ave., proceedings have been instituted and the necessary property has 
beep acquired to secure pier room which exists only on Whale Creek, an arm of

Newtown Creek. Near the mouth of Whale Creek the property acquired will not 
only enable the City to build over 1,000 feet of bulkhead wall with the adjacent 
Marginal st., but also two piers.

During the present quarter filling has been deposited and graded in rear of the 
concrete bulkhead wall built in 1910.

Between 28th and 64th Sts., Brooklyn.
A plan has been submitted and approved by the Commissioners of the Sinking 

Fund establishing new lines for bulkheads and piers, with Marginal street, wharf 
or place extending from 28th to 64th sts., South Brooklyn. P lans and studies are 
in progress for the dock development of this water-front.

Gowanus Section, Brooklyn.
The work at this section is being done under authorization of the Commissioner 

of Docks of September 21, 1909, Bureau Order 6647. This section extends from 
the northerly side of 28th st. to the southerly side of 36th st., South Brooklyn, a 
distance of 2,142.82 feet, more or less. There have been completed up to date 2,022.824 
linear feet of bulkhead wall on the top course of granite under the coping, leaving 
a balance of about 120 linear feet to be completed.

Test piles have been driven between 28th and 61st sts., and wash borings have 
been taken at Erie Basin, Brooklyn Basin and at Gowanus Canal. Engineer’s office 
is being'built at 32d st.

30th St., Brooklyn.
A contract, No. 1209, was prepared during a prior quarter for building a new

Crib has been rebuilt by the Atlantic Dock Co. at this locality, under permit from 

this Department.
Henry St., Newtown Creek, Brooklyn.

A two-story brick building is being built at this locality by the Standard Oil Co., 
under permit from this Department.

permit from this Department.
Willets Point, Little Bayside, Queens.

Crib bulkhead is being built at this locality by Mrs. M. J. Dougherty, under 
permit from this Department.

Berrian Island, East River.
Filling is being placed at this locality by the Astoria Light, H eat & Power Co 

under permit from this Department.
Hollywood Ave., Jamaica Bay, Queens.

Walkway, two-story waiting room and five boat houses are being constructed at 
this locality by the Seaside Improvement Co., under permit.

Atlantic—Storm Aves., Arverne, Queens.
The boardwalk and approach at this locality are being rebuilt by the Boardwalk 

Owners’ Association, under permit from this Department.
Park and Montauk Avenues, Jamaica Bay, Queens.

Sheet pile bulkhead is being constructed at this locality by the W est Rockaway 
Land Co., under permit from this Department.

A number of permits have been granted to occupy land and to erect structures 

thereon at Jamaica Bay, Queens.
Jamaica Bay Improvement, Queens.

A complete survey of the Jamaica Bay Improvement, extending from the ocean- 
side of W est End ave., Manhattan Beach, in Sheepshead Bay, and along the northerly 
shore of Rockaway Inlet, the westerly, easterly and southerly shores of Jamaica 
Bay, Boroughs of Brooklyn and Queens, is in progress.

Under contract No. 1355, the work of dredging a channel 500 feet wide and 18 
feet deep between Barren Island and Mill Basin, Jamaica Bay, Borough of Brooklyn, 
and placing the material dredged back of a sod fence or bulkhead was begun on 
December 4, 1912, and is still in progress. Six hundred thousand cubic yards of 
material have been excavated and about 1,650 linear feet of channel dredged to the 
required depth.

The base line as run by this Department, both previous and subsequent to the 
establishment of the triangulation points by the United States Coast and Geodetic 
Survey, has been connected with that system and the. proper adjustments between 
such stations are being calculated and final co-ordinates shown and designated in the 
system of the United States Coast and Geodetic Survey.

Mfg. Co., under permit from this Department.

At Tompkinsville, crib bulkhead is being erected at A rrietta st., by the American 
Dock and Trust Co., under permit from this Department.

At the Quarantine Station, Rosebank, a pier is being built by the Health Officer 
of the port, under permit from this Department.

At Tottenville, a concrete block building is being* constructed by F. Lapiedra, 
under permit from this Department.

Other work done by private parties in the Borough of Richmond has been super­
vised and a general supervision of the w ater-front made.

Pavement on Marginal Street, North, East and Harlem Rivers.
The granite pavement along the North, East and Harlem rivers has been repaired

irom time to time, and the asphalt pavement where taken up to repair gas pipe by the 
Consolidated Gas Co. has been relaid. Repairs have been made to the asphalt pave­
ment on the N orth River under contract No. 1359, class 1.

A  strip of the asphalt pavement on the marginal street between Barclay and West 
Houston streets,. North River, has been taken up and a new granite pavement laid 

under contracts Nos. 1337 and 1338.
Old Material Storage Basin, N o tt Ave., Queens.

Old material has been rafted and cared for.
Department Yards at W . S7th and E. 24th Sts.

At the Department Yards, the force of the Department has been engaged in 
construction of concrete blocks, the handling and cutting of granite, the care of 
materials and the issue of supplies for various pieces of work.

Floating Property.
All the floating property of the Department has been cared for during the quarter 

and repaired where necessary.
Dredging.

All the dredging has been supervised whether done by the Department or by 
private parties.

Surveying Party.
All the necessary lines, levels, grades, soundings, surveys and examinations have 

ieen made and given. W ork done by private parties has been supervised, automatic 
tide gauges have been attended to, and the daily and weekly reports have been made. 
The records of the anemometer and weather vane, etc., have been compiled. An 
extensive survey of the water-fronts of Brooklyn, Queens, The Bronx and Richmond 
is in progress.

Recreation Structures.
The recreation structures have been maintained and cared for during the quarter.

Ferries.
Staten Island Ferry, Whitehall Terminal.

The large dolphin between the two slips of the Whitehall Terminal has been 
rebuilt, and repairs have been made to the ferry racks, etc., by the force of the 
Department.

St. George Terminal.
The work of removing the present wooden trolley platform and building a new 

platform of steel and concrete, and furnishing and installing electroliers, railings and 
electric cables at the St. George Terminal is in progress under contract No. 1290. 
This work is about 80 per cent, completed. W ork is being done by the force of the 
Department in connection with the new trolley platform under B. O. 10461.

Stapleton Terminal, S . I.
The proposition for establishing a Municipal Ferry to Stapleton was consummated 

on the 27th of May, 1909, by preparations made for the running of ferryboats from 
that point to Whiteshall st., Manhattan. Plans have been in course of preparation 
for the construction of a new ferry terminal at this locality.

39th St. Ferry, South Brooklyn.
On November 16, 1906, the City came into possession of the property of the 

New York and South Brooklyn Ferry and Steam Transportation Co., operating a 
ferry between Whitehall st., Manhattan, and 39th st., South Brooklyn, and since that 
time the City has been operating the ferry as a Municipal Ferry.

The work of building a new ferry house, etc., at the 39th st. ferry terminal, 
Brooklyn, is in progress under contract No. 1294.

D rafting Room.
W ork has been done in the preparation of plans and specifications for contract 

work and other work, and various studies and maps have been made as follows:

Avenue Extension, from, Greenwich Avenue to Carmine S treet; to Varick Street, 
Widening from  Carmine Street to Franklin Street, and to Varick Street Extension, 
from  Franklin Street to W est Broadway, Borough o f Manhattan (Cal. No. 1).

The Secretary presented the following report of the Chief Engineeer:
Report No. 12746. June 16, 1913.

Hon. W illiam J. Gaynor, Mayor, Chairman o f the Board o f Estimate and Appor­
tionment:

Sir—Herewith is transmitted a communication from the Acting President of the 
Borough of Manhattan, bearing date of June 14, 1913, presenting for consideration 
the rule map and damage map prepared for the court record and for the use of 
the Commissioners of Estimate and Assessment to be appointed in the proceeding for 
acquiring title to the following streets: 7th avenue extension, from Greenwich avenue 
to Carmine street; Varick street widening, from Carmine street to Franklin street; 
Varick street extension, from Franklin street to W est Broadway.

This proceeding was instituted by the Board of Estimate and Apportionment on 
January 9, 1913. The maps now presented correspond in dimensions with the plan 
under which the streets were laid out and indicate that the proceeding affects an ai ea 
of 306,526 square feet distributed among the various streets as shown in the following 
table, which also indicates the number of buildings affected and the extent to which 
the buildings will be damaged. /

An examination of the damage maps shows that the carrying out of the pro­
ceeding will result in seriously goring a large number of parcels with the probability 
that the damage allowance will be equivalent to their entire value. At the present time 
there does not appear to be any remedy for this condition, but in case the Constitutional 
amendment relative to excess condemnation is adopted and provision is made by the 
Legislature for its application prior to the completion of the proceeding, it may prove 
practicable to take advantage of the opportunity which would thus be afforded for 
acquiring all gored areas. It also appears that in a number of instances gores might 
now be included by the introduction of a slight flare in the street lines.

W ith the understanding that steps will be taken by the Borough President to amend 
the map in conformity with the latter suggestion, provided that such a course is found 
practicable, and that all the gores will be included in the proceeding in case legis­
lation is obtained, I would recommend that the maps now presented be approved, and 
that after certification they be forwarded to the Corporation Counsel. Respectfully,

sion of 7th avenue, from Greenwich avenue to Carmine street; to the widening of 
Varick street, from Carmine street to Franklin street, and to the extension of Varick 
street, from Franklin street to West Broadway, Borough of Manhattan.

Affirmative—The Mayor, the Deputy and Acting Comptroller, the Acting Presi­

dent of the Board of Aldermen, the President of the Borough of Brooklyn, the 
Acting President of the Borough of Queens, and the President of the Borough of 
Richmond—13.

The Secretary was then directed to call the attention of the President of the Bor­
ough of Manhattan to the suggestion concerning the modification of the street plan 
to include any gores which might properly be incorporated within the street area.

Removing Encroachments on 5th Avenue, from  23d Street to Broadway, and on Broad­
way, from  5th Avenue to 24th Street, and Fixing the W idth o f the Sidewalks on the 
W esterly Side o f 5th Avenue and Broadway Between Said L im its at 22^  
Feet and 16 Feet, Respectively, Borough o f Manhattan (Cal. No. 2).

The Secretary presented the following report of the Chief E ngineer:
Report No. 12744. June 16, 1913.

Hon. W illiam  J. Gaynor, Mayor, Chairman o f the Board o f Estimate and Appor­
tionment:

Sir—At the meeting of the Boa'rd of Estimate and Apportionment, held on June 
12, 1913, the President of the Borough of Manhattan presented a resolution pro­
viding for the removal of encroachments on 5th avenue from 23d street to Broadway 
and on Broadway from 5th avenue to 24th street, and for fixing the width of the side­
walks on the westerly side of 5th avenue and Broadway, between the above limits, at 
22^  feet and 16 feet, respectively.

The Board referred the matter to the Chief Engineer, with directions to submit 
a report in the matter at the meeting of June 19.

On May 18, 1911, and May 16, 1912, the Board adopted resolutions p ro v id in g ^ !  
increasing the width of the roadways of 5th avenue and Broadway in the sections 
adjoining the block now under consideration by decreasing the sidewalk widths 
7l/ 2 feet on the former street and 3 feet on the latter. This work has been carried out 
and the resolution now presented provides for a similar sidewalk treatment in the 
block between 23d and 24th streets to make the alignment of the curb conform with 
that in the adjoining sections of these streets. The resolution also provides for remov­
ing sidewalk encroachments.

Under an authorization of February 15, 1912, relating to Broadway from Battery 
place to Columbus Circle, the latter work has evidently been performed on this street, 
and the only apparent encroachments on 5th avenue are granite columns on either side 
of the main entrance to the 5th avenue building which extend three feet beyond the 
building line.

The approval of this resolution is in accordance with the policy instituted by 
the President of the Borough of Manhattan, which has proven so beneficial to the 
general public and which is undoubtedly desirable in this case.

Resolved, By the Board of Estimate and Apportionment of The City of New 

York, that all ordinances, resolutions, permits or licenses heretofore adopted, issued

or granted by The City of New York, or by any board, body, council or officer 
thereof, or by any department, division, bureau or officer thereof, permitting, 
licensing or allowing any stoop, steps, courtyard, area, platform, porch, fence, 
railing, showcase, bay window, ornamental entrance, storm door, newsstand, 
flower stand, sign, or any other projection or encroachment of whatsoever nature 
or description, either temporary or permanent, on the west side of Broadway, between 
the southerly curb line of 24th street and the intersection of the westerly building 
lines of Broadway and 5th avenue, and on the west side of 5th avenue, between the 
northerly curb line of 23d street and the intersection of the westerly building lines 
of Broadway and 5th avenue, in the Borough of Manhattan, between levels ten (10) 
feet above the curb grade and a sufficient depth below the curb to provide proper 
support for the street and walk surfaces, and for necessary and proper subsurface 
structures, or signs which extend more than one foot from the building line, be and 
they are hereby in all respects repealed, cancelled and revoked; and be it further

Resolved, That the widths of the roadway and sidewalk on the west side of Broad­
way, Borough of Manhattan, between the southerly curb line of 24th street and the 
intersection of the westerly building lines o f Broadway and 5th avenue, be and they

sufficient depth below curb grade to provide proper support for the street and walk 
surfaces, and for necessary and proper subsurface structures, which are not altered 
by the occupants of the said vaults, or by the owners of the adjoining property, so 
as to make possible the physical change in the roadway and sidewalk widths in con­
formity with the requirements of this resolution and to the satisfaction of the Bor­
ough President.

Maiden Lane Between Gold Street and Pearl Street, Borough o f Manhattan (Cal. 
No. 3).

The Secretary presented the following:
Honorable Board o f Estimate and Apportionment, N ew  York City:

The undersigned property owners, lessees of property in Maiden lane east of Gold 
street, most respectfully petition: .

That the order directing the removal of sidewalk encroachments from Maiden 
lane, between Gold street and the East River, dated April 18, 1912, be rescinded.

Your petitioners show that in the past year there has been a great change in 
traffic conditions in that part of Maiden lane, east of Gold stree t; that during the con­
struction of the 24-story office building, No. 80 Maiden lane, there was some conges­
tion on the north side of the street due to the obstrudtion of the south side by opera­
tions attending said new building, which blocked the sidewalk for nearly a year, also 
increasing the traffic in said street due to the employment of nearly 3,000 mechanics who 
at morning, noon and night overflowed into the street causing a seeming congestion, 
but which was only temporary.

That since said building has been finished, the street traffic therein has largely 
fallen off; trucking has decreased as well as pedestrians, and this is partly due to the 
completion of No. 80 Maiden lane, and to the decrease in the number of occupants 
using the buildings in said street.

Many lofts have become vacant in the past year, as well as stores and their num­
ber will be largely augmented when a number of leases expire; this is particularly true 
of the north side of the street, between Gold and Pearl streets. One tenant who has 
monopolized the sidewalk with boxes and barrels has lately moved, because the land­
lord objected to his obstructing the sidewalk, thus improving conditions.

Your petitioners have caused a computation to be made of the traffic on Maiden 
lane, between Gold and Pearl streets, on March 20, 1913, with the following results:
March 20—12 to 1 p. m., north side of street...................................................  603
March 20—12 to 1 p. m., south side of street.......................................   625
March 20—2 :30 to 3 :30 p. m., north side of street............................................  397
March 20—2:30 to 3:30 p. m., south side of street........ .................................  305
March 20—5:10 to 6 p. m., north side of street........... ....................................  633
March 20—5:10 to 6 p. m., south side of street...............................................  435
March 21,10 to 11 a. m., north side of s t r e e t ...................................................  363
March 21—10 to 11 a. m., south side of street.................................................  352

That since the date of said computation the traffic has not increased.
The above figures show an average of about 10 people per minute passing a given 

point on the north side of the street during the busy hours, and from 8 to 10 on the 
south side of the street.

Only an average of about 6 persons per minute constitute the normal traffic dur­
ing the morning and afternoon when the traffic is light.

A large loss will be inflicted on the owners and lessees in the street if they are 
obliged to alter their premises at great expense when there is no necessity therefor. 
The buildings in many instances are old, of the four and five-story type, and do not 
now lend themselves to the alterations demanded.

That the falling off in traffic on Maiden lane, east of Pearl street, has been so ap: 
parent that the City authorities have not insisted on the removal of encroachments iii 
those blocks, but do insist on the removal of encroachments in the block between Gold 
and Pearl streets, wherei; are located the properties of these petitioners.

W herefore your petitioners pray that said order, or ordinance, heretofore adopted 
by your honorable Board be rescinded as far as it relates to encroachments on Maiden 
lane between Gold and Pearl streets.

Sir—At the meeting of the Board of Estimate and Apportionment held on June 

12, 1913, a hearing was given concerning a district of assessment in a proposed pro­
ceeding for acquiring title to the following streets in the Borough of Queens: Bayreuth 
street, from Parsons avenue to Dutchess street; Percy street, from Sanford avenue 
to Bayreuth street; but the matter was referred back to the Borough President for 
further consideration.

Under date of June 13, last, the Borough President advises that the property 
owners are opposed to the Percy street opening proceeding, and he requests that the 
Bayreuth street matter only be considered by the Board at this time.

In the report originally prepared it was shown that Bayreuth street has been given 
a width of 60 feet, and between the limits named comprises six blocks or about one- 
half mile. The street is approximately graded from Parsons avenue to Custer street, 
but is not in use east of the latter point. A few buildings have been erected upon the 
abutting property, but it is believed that none of these encroaches upon the land 
to be acquired.

It has already been pointed out that from Parsons avenue to a point east of Murray 
street the greater portion of Bayreuth street has been ceded to the City by Mr. William 
Ziegler. The boundary of the ceded area is very irregular, and for the reason that it 
is impracticable to accurately describe the land still to be acquired, it seems advisable to 
carry out the opening proceeding as initiated by the Local Board. The property 
abutting on the ceded area is included in the district of assessment hereinafter pro­
posed, but this will be automatically exempted from assessment under section 992 of 
the City Charter. The Board has recently granted preliminary authorization for the 
construction of sewers in Bayreuth street, from Parsons avenue to W entworth avenue, 
where the area in private ownership comprises only a narrow strip located on the 
northerly side.

In accordance with the request of the Borough President I would recommend 
the institution of a proceeding for acquiring title to Bayreuth street, where not already 
ceded, from Parsons avenue to Dutchess street.

I would also recommend that title to the land be acquired in fee ; that the entire cost 
and expense of the proceeding, including any damages allowed for intended regulating, 
be assessed upon the property benefited, and that a district of assessment be laid out 
to comprise the following area:

Beginning at a point on the northeasterly line of Parsons avenue, where it is 
intersected by a line midway between Ash street and Bayreuth street, as these streets 
are laid out immediately east of Parsons avenue, and running thence eastwardly along 
the said line midway between Ash street and Bayreuth street to a point distant 100 
feet westerly from the westerly line of M urray street ; thence northwardly and parallel 
with Murray street to the intersection with a line bisecting the angle formed by the 
intersection of the prolongations of the southerly line of Sanford avenue and the 
northerly line of Bayreuth street, as these streets adjoin Murray street on the east;

Hon. W illiam  J. Gaynor, Mayor, Chairman o f the Board o f Estimate and Appor­
tionment:

Sir—Herewith is transmitted a communication from the Secretary to the Presi­
dent of the Borough of Queens, bearing date of June 9, 1913, presenting for consid­
eration that section of the damage maps in the Queens Boulevard opening proceeding 
covering the greater portion of the distance between Caldwell avenue and Penelope 
street, this relating to damage parcels 509, 548 to 586, inclusive; 591, 592 and 596 to 
601, inclusive. •

A proceeding for acquiring title to Queens Boulevard from Van Dam street 
to Hillside avenue was instituted by the Board of Estimate and Apportionment on 
October 19,1911. The rule map covering the entire area to be acquired, together with 
the damage map for that section of the street lying west of Fisk avenue, have already 
been approved. The oaths of the Commissioners of Estimate iind Assessment were 
filed on November 14, 1912, and title has been vested in the City to all of the land 
needed between Van Dam street and Greenpoint avenue.

The maps now under consideration affect an area of 696,109.7 square feet. Of 
this area 376,653.4 square feet has already been acquired under an opening proceeding 
relating to Hoffman Boulevard, affd 8,754.9 square feet is included in a proceeding 
now in progress relating to Chicago street, leaving a net area of 310,701.4 square feet 
still to be acquired. As previously reported, the proceeding affects a net area of 
1,032,84^.1 square feet between Van Dam street and Fisk avenue, which makes the 
total net area included in the damage maps presented up to the present time aggre­
gate 1,343,545.5 square feet. -In the section now under consideration 34 buildings, to­
gether with a number of fences, fall within the street lines, making the total number 
of such encroachments heretofore noted amount to 99.

Gentlemen—I am in receipt of a communication dated June 5, 1913, from your 
Secretary, Joseph Haag, enclosing a copy of a letter dated May 27, 1913, from 
Abraham S. Gilbert, attorney for Stuard Hirschman, to Mr. Haag, and a copy of a 
petition of Stuard Hirschman to the Board of Estimate of The City of New York, 
dated May 27, 1913, requesting that the proceeding for acquiring title to a sewer 
casement in Harsell street (W ilbur avenue), from Vernon avenue to the East River, 
be discontinued and set aside.

Your Secretary states that at a meeting of your Board held on June 5, 1913, 
this matter was referred to me for advice as to the power of the Board under the 
circumstances.

Replying thereto, I beg to state that by an order of the Supreme Court, datec 
January 13, 1913, and entered in the office of the Clerk of the County of Queens 
on February 13, 1913, the reports of the Commissioners of Estimate and of the 
Commissioner of Assessment in proceedings for acquiring an easement for sewer 
purposes in Harsell street (W ilbur avenue), from Vernon avenue to the bulkheat 
line of the East River, First W ard of the Borough of Queens, in the City of New 
York, as shown upon a map or plan submitted by the Secretary of the Board o ’ 
Estimate and Apportionment with his communication dated June 13, 1910, were 
confiimed in all respects; and the title to the easements for sewer purposes acquiree 
herein became vested in The City of New York on the date of the confirmation of the 
report of the Commissioners of Estimate, to w it: February 13, 1913.

. This map shows the highways required to replace existing roads which fall 
within the limits of the area which will be flooded when the reservoir is filled. It 
has been prepared in conformity with the provisions of section 25 of chapter 724 of 
the Laws of 1905, this requiring a further, ratification by the Supreme Court before 
the changes become binding. Excepting in the vicinity of Valhalla, provision for 
the new highway system was made on the maps of the land taken for reservoir 
mrposes, but a number of modifications have been found necessary in the treatment 
then planned, these being required partly to conform with court orders- and partly 
to secure a more advantageous location.

Gentlemen—We, the undersigned property owners, taxpayers, tenants and rent 
payers, respectfully petition that the kiosks on 42d street on the east side of Madison 
avenue, be removed, according to the plan which has already been prepared and the 
execution of which has been pending for over one year.

We understand that the Public Service Commission and the City officials and 
the transit Company all agree that the kiosks should be removed, and that work 
on the plans already prepared for their removal has long been postponed because ot 
the difference of opinion of the cost of the work.

We understand that the Transit Company estimated the cost as something over 
one hundred thousand dollars ($100,000), and that the City estimated the cost at 
something about seventy-five per cent. (75%) of this^amount.

We respectfully submit that an important public improvement in the very heart of 
the city, which is unanimously conceded ought to be made, is being delayed merely 
because the question of cost remains unadjusted.

We submit that millions of dollars for private improvements have recently been 
expended in the immediate vicinity, and that the removal of the kiosks is a matter of 
urgent importance to business and public welfare.

We submit that 42d street east o t Madison avenue, almost to the Belmont Hotel 
on one side, and to Vanderbilt avenue on the other, still remains unwidened, although 
it has been widened beyond that point, and that the widening of 42d street at this 
locality is an important improvement, which should be promptly executed, but which 
has been delayed owing to the existence of the kiosk and the work in connection with it.

We submit that the street car tracks on the northeast corner of 42d street and 
Madison avenue, have been permitted to be moved in almost to the sidewalk, anti­
cipating the widening of the street, which, however, has been delayed, and, conse­
quently,^ serious danger to pedestrians is occasioned owing to this condition.

We submit that pedestrians are in such danger o f accident owing to the existence 
of the kiosk on the northeast corner of Madison avenue and 42d street, that the opaque 
glass in one side of the kiosk has been removed and a screen substituted, in order that 
pedestrians may be able to see an approaching street car traffic and other street traffic, 
but that the danger still is very great and that immediate relief should be given.

We submit that the important and costly private improvements in the vicinity o 
42d street and Madison avenue, and the thousands of dollars paid annually in taxes 
justifies prompt action in the execution of an urgent public improvement which in 
volves comparatively small expense, but which is of great public importance.

We, therefore, respectfully petition that such steps as may be necessary, be taken 
to ascertain the cost of the improvements petitioned tor, and that the portion to be 
borne by the City be decided upon, and that the work be executed promptly without 
subjecting the taxpayers and the business interests and the traveling public to further 
danger and loss.

Removal o f Encroachments from  Tremont Avenue  (East 177th S tree t), 3d Avenue 
and Washington Avenue, Borough o f The Bronx  (Cal. No. 17).

City of New York, President of the Borough of The Bronx, Office of the Presi 
dent, June 16, 1913.
Mr. Joseph H aag, Secretary, Board o f Estimate and Apportionment:

Sir—At the meeting of the Board of Estimate and Apportionment on June U. 
1913, the petition of certain property owners of The Bronx for a rescission by tne 
Board of its resolutions of March 6, 1913, authorizing the President of the Borough 
of The Bronx to order the removal of encroachments from Tremont avenue, 3d ave­
nue and Washington avenue in the Borough of The Bronx, was referred back to the 
President of the Borough of The Bronx at his request, to give him an opportunity 
to examine said avenues again to see if there were any portions thereof from which 
it would be inadvisable to remove said encroachments. I have made a personal in­
spection this day of Tremont avenue, 3d avenue and W ashington avenue, and have 
come to the conclusion that the public welfare demands the removal of said encroach­
ments as provided in said resolutions of March 6, 1913.

On Tremont avenue business will be improved by said changes, and the crowds 
which frequent that avenue at intervals will be given room.

On Washington avenue in certain sections, there are collected scores of children 
who are forced by said encroachments to leave the sidewalks and play in the roadway. 
This is very dangerous, and I think that all the money which will be required to remove 
said encroachments is not worth the life of one child.

On 3d avenue, the conditions are so bad, because of encroachments and encum­
brances in the wav of showcases and other materials outside of the doors, that the 
immediate removal of the same is essential. There are several sections of 3d avenue 
in which there is no business activity to speak of, but I think there never will be unless 
some changes are made to clear up the messy conditions of the street. I was struck 
again with the fact that the damages claimed by the property owners because of the 
enforcement of said order, were exaggerated greatly. In many cases simply fences and 
railings need to be moved. In many others, inexpensive changes are all that are nec­
essary. On Washington avenue there are some apartment houses which will be in­
jured.

During the negotiations for rapid transit in the City, the property owners along 
these avenues were very forceful in urging the President of the Borough and tne 
Public Service Commissioner resident in the Borough, to get the Interborough Rapid 
Transit Co. to third track the Elevated Railroad on 3d avenue, in order to give fci 
commodations for tenants of these properties using the 3d Avenue Railroad, and to 
induce more to come. This contract has been signed, and I am satisfied that the third 
tracking of the 3d Avenue Elevated will bring many more persons to use these 
avenues.

Taken altogether, I am satisfied that the enforcement of the rule will be bene­
ficial to all concerned, and I recommend, therefore, that the petition be denied. Yours, 
very truly.

Dear Sirs—Your Committee, to which was referred the question of acquiring 
East River Park and recommending to the Board the distribution of cost for such 
acquisition, has carefully reconsidered the matter, and is now prepared to make its 
recommendations.

In stating the benefit to be derived from the acquisition of this park, it appears 
that by far the largest number of people using the same come from Manhattan, and 
that it would, therefore, be but right to allow Manhattan to bear the largest individual 
share of such assessment, and consequently it is recommended that 35 per cent, of 
the cost be borne by the Borough of Manhattan. Next in order of benefit is the 
Borough of Queens, in which the park is located, and then Brooklyn, which has sev­
eral means of direct communication with the park and whose population would 
undoubtedly use it to a considerable extent.

The local area does not appear to be very greatly benefited by reason of the 
establishment of this playground, as it will undoubtedly draw a very large number 
of visitors on holidays and Sundays, which will to a certain extent prove a detri­
ment to the neighborhood. This, however, is offset by the fact that the ground will 
not be built over and that light and air will at all times be conserved to the sur­
rounding property. ♦

Amending the Area o f Assessment in the Proceeding fo r  Acquiring Title to W hite 
Plains Road, from  a Point N e a O l d  Unionport Road to a Point Near Thwaites 
Place, Borough o f The Bronx  (No. 21).

The President of the Borough of The Bronx presented the following report of 
the Chief Engineer:

Report No. 12738. June 19, 1913.
Hon. W illiam  J. Gaynor, Mayor, Chairman o f the Board o f Estimate and Appor­

tionment:
Sir—At the meeting of the Board of Estimate and Apportionment, held on March 

6, 1913, a report was presented by the Chief Engineer in which an amendment was 
recommended in the district of assessment fixed in the matter of the proceeding for 
acquiring title to W hite Plains road, from a point near Old Unionport road to a 
point near Thwaites place, Borough of The Bronx. On May 29, 1913, and after pro­
longed consideration, this amendment was adopted by the Board.

In the meantime the Board was asked to consider a change in the street plan 
of this territory, under which provision was made for a radical change in the lines 
of some of the streets used as the basis for preparing the description of the assess* 
ment district, and, as a result of the approval of this change, the description used 
fails to conform with the one which was planned. In order to remove the discrep­
ancy it will be necessary to give a new hearing concerning the required modification 
in the description, which should be amended by incorporating in it a statement to 
the effect that “the lines of the streets referred to in this description are intended 
to be those as incorporated upon the City plan immediately prior to April 3, 1913,” 

After giving such a hearing I would recommend the adoption of a resolution 
amending the technical description of tRe assessment district in the particular noted.

Hon. W illiam J. Gaynor, Mayor, Chairman o f the Board o f Estimate and Appor­
tionment:

Sir—Herewith is transmitted a resolution of the Local Board of the Washing­
ton Heights District, Borough of Manhattan, adopted on June 3, 1913, recommending 
a change in the plan for the street system within the territory bounded by Fort Wash­
ington avenue, W est 168th street, Broadway and W est 165th street.

This area is owned by the New York Institute for the Education of the Blind, 
which appears to be the petitioner for the change, this providing for laying out 
extensions of W est 166th street and of West 167th street, from Broadway westerly 
to Fort Washington avenue, both having a width of 60 feet, and for further subdivid­
ing the area by laying out a new north and south street, distant 250 feet west of 
Broadway, this having a width of 80 feet. The petitioners advise that as soon as 
the plan is approved they propose to cede the land within the street lines to the City.

No provision has been made for establishing grades for the new streets, and for 
this reason it will be necessary to submit another plan to supply the omission.

With the understanding that this will be done, I can see no reason why the map 
should not be adopted, and would recommend such action after a public hearing.

Union Railway Company o f N ew  York City (Cal. No. 1).

viaduct and 155th street, from 8th avenue to Broadway, Borough of Manhattan, by 
eliminating that portion of the route from Amsterdam avenue to Broadway, and re­
ducing the annual payments on account of such shortening of the route.

The hearing was fixed for this day by resolution adopted May 8, 1913.
Affidavits of publication were received from the “New York Herald,” the “New 

York Times” and the City R ecord. N o one appeared in opposition to or in favor of 
the proposed grant and the Chair declared the hearing closed.
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The following was offered:
Resolved, That the Board of Estimate and Apportionment hereby consents 

to certain modifications in the terms and conditions of the said contract of April 
4, 1913; such modified terms and conditions being fully set forth and described 
in the following form of proposed contract for the grant thereof, embodying such 
terms and conditions as modify or alter said contract of April 4, 1913, which 
said contract otherwise remains unchanged as to all other terms and conditions 
expressed therein, and that the Mayor of The City of New York be and he hereby 
is authorized to execute and deliver such contract in the name and on behalf of 
The City of New York, as follows, to w it:
This contract made this day of , 1913, by and between The

City of New York (hereinafter called the City), party of the first part, by the 
Mayor of said City, acting for and in the name of said City, under and in pursuance 
of the authority of the Board of Estimate and Apportionment of said City (here­
inafter called the Board), and the Union Railway Company of New York City 
(hereinafter called the Company), party of the second part, witnesseth:

Whereas, The Board did by resolution adopted May 11, 1911, and approved by 
the Mayor May 12, 1911, authorize the execution and delivery of a contract granting 
the Company the right to construct, maintain and operate a street surface railway 
as an extension to its existing system, upon and along the 155th Street viaduct afiq 
155th Street, from 8th Avenue to Broadway, Borough of M anhattan; and

Whereas, Said contract was executed by the Vice-President and Secretary of 
the Company on March 27, 1913, and by the Mayor and City Clerk on April 4 zfnd 
April 5, 1913, respectively, and bears date of April 4, 1913; and

Whereas, The Company has by a petition dated March 27, 1913, applied to the 
Board for certain modifications and amendments in and to said contract authorized 
by resolution approved May 12, 1911, to w it:

First—By striking out in Section 1, the words, “the easterly side of Broadway,” 
and substituting therefor the words, “Amsterdam Avenue.”

Second, By amending Section 2, Third, by reducing the amount of the several 
payments required thereunder, in proportion to the reduction in the length of the 
extension.

Third—By striking out in Section 2, Twenty-fifth, the word “Broadway” and 
substituting therefor the words “Amsterdam Avenue;”

Now, Therefore, in consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements herein 
contained, the parties hereto do hereby covenant and agree as follows:

Section 1. The City hereby consents, subject to  the conditions and provisions 
hereinafter set forth, to the modifications and amendments in and to said contract 
authorized by resolution approved May 12, 1911; said modifications and amendments 
to be as follows:

1. Section 1 of said contract is hereby stricken out and the following substituted 
therefo r:

“Section 1. The City hereby grants to the Company, subject to the condi­
tions and provisions hereinafter set forth, the right and privilege to construct, 
maintain and operate a double track extension to its present street surface rail­
way, with the necessary wires and equipment, for the purpose of conveying 
passengers only in the Borough of Manhattan, City of New York, upon the fol­
lowing route, to wit:

“Beginning at and connecting with the existing tracks of the Company on 
the 155th Street Viaduct at or near 8th Avenue; thence westerly on and over 
said viaduct to its intersection with 15#5th Street and westerly upon and along 
said 155th Street to the easterly side of ‘Amsterdam Avenue and to cross such 
other streets and i venues named and unnamed as may be encountered in said 
route.

“The said route with turnouts, switches and cross-overs hereby authorized, 
is shown upon a map entitled:

“Map showing proposed modifications of route of franchise of Union Rail­
way Company of New York City authorized by the Board of Estimate and 
Apportionment by resolution adopted on May 11, 1911, and approved by the 
Mayor on May 12, 1911, to accompany petition dated March 27,1913, to the Board 
of Estimate and Apportionment and signed by Edward A. Maher, Vice-President, 
and T. F. Mullaaey, Chief Engineer, a copy of which is attached hereto, is to be 
deemed a part of this contract and is to be substantially followed, provided that 
deviations therefrom and additional turnouts, switches and crossovers which are 
consistent with the foregoing description and the other provisions of this con­
tract may be permitted by resolution of the Board.”
2. So much of Section 2—Third of said contract providing for an initial pay­

ment of Three thousand five hundred dollars ($3,500) and for annual minimum 
sums of Six hundred dollars ($600), Ten hundred and seventy-five dollars ($1075), 
Twelve hundred dollars ($1200) and Thirteen hundred dollars ($1300) during the 
term of the grant is hereby stricken out and the following substituted there fo r:

“Third. The Company shall pay to the City for the privilege hereby granted, 
the following sums of money:

“ (a) The sum of Two thousand five hundred dollars ($2500) in cash within 
three (3) months from , 1913, and before anything is done
in exercise of the privilege hereby granted.

“ (b) During the first term of five (5) years an annual sum which shall 
in no case be less than Four hundred dollars ($400) and which shall be equal to 
three (3) per cent of its gross annual receipts if such,percentage shall exceed 
the sum of Four hundred dollars ($400).

“During the second term of five (5) years an annual sum which shall in no 
case be less than Seven hundred and twenty-five dollars ($725) and which shall 
be equal to five (5) per cent of its gross annual receipts, if such percentage 
shall exceed the sum of Seven hundred and twenty-five dollars ($725).

“During the remaining term expiring September 14, 1928, an annual sum 
which shall in no case be less than Eight hundred and fifty dollars ($850) and 
which shall be equal to five (5) per cent of its gross annual receipts if such 
percentage shall exceed the sum of Eight hundred and fifty dollars ($850).”
3. Section 2—Twenty-fifth of said contract is hereby stricken out and the fol­

lowing substituted th ere fo r:
“Twenty-fifth: Upon one (1) year’s notice from the Board, the Company 

shall, if the Board shall so determine by resolution, cease the operation of the 
stubend terminal at 155th Street and Amsterdam Avenue, and shall within sixty 
(60) days from the date of such notice, make application to the Board for the 
right to construct, maintain and operate a loop terminal upon streets to b« 
designated by the Board, and shall on or before the expiration of said one (1) 
year, enter into a contract for such new terminal in substitution for the stubend 
terminal, hereby authorized.”
Section 2. The grant of this privilege is subject to the following conditions: 
First—All the terms, provisions and conditions contained in the said contract au­

thorized by resolution approved May 12, 1911, excepting those which are herein 
amended or modified shall remain unchanged, and shall apply to the route herein de­
scribed in section 1 of this contract, with the same force and effect as when they 
applied to the route described in said contract authorized by resolution approved 
May 12, 1911, and as though the route herein described had been specifically described 
in said contract.

Second—The Company shall within one year from the date on which this con­
tract is signed by the Mayor, comply with the provisions of section 184 of the Rail­
road Law for the abandonment of that portion of the route granted by said contract 
authorized by resolution approved May 12, 1911, and described as follow s:

Beginning at the intersection of 155th street with the easterly side of Amsterdam 
avenue; thence westerly upon and along said 155th Street to the easterly side of 
Broadway, Borough of Manhattan.

I f  the Company shall fail to secure the approval of the Public Service Commis­
sion, or shall fail for any other reason to comply with the provisions of this subdi­
vision within the time stipulated, this contract shall be void and of no effect, and 
the original franchise contract authorized by resolution approved Mav 12,1911, and the 
obligations and liability of the Company thereunder shall be unaffected by the pro­
visions of this contract; provided, however, that the Board may extend said period 
for a period or periods not exceeding in the aggregate six (6) months.

A certified copy of the certificate o f abandonment shall be filed with the Board 
within ten (10) days from the date on which the same is obtained by the Company.

Section 3. The Company promises, covenants and agrees on its part and behalf 
to conform to and abide by and perform all the terms and conditions and require­
ments in this contract fixed and contained.

In witness whereof, the party of the first part, by its Mayor, thereunto duly au­
thorized by the Board of Estimate and Apportionment of said City, has caused the

corporate name of said City to be hereunto signed and the corporate seal of said 
City to be hereunto affixed; and the party of the second part, by its officers, there­
unto duly authorized, has caused its corporate name to be hereunto signed and its 
corporate seal to be hereunto affixed, the day and year first above written.

Affirmative—The Mayor, the Deputy and Acting Comptroller, the Acting Presi­

dent of the Board of Aldermen and the Presidents of the Boroughs of Manhattan, 
Brooklyn, The Bronx, Queens and Richmond—16.

Seaboard Refrigeration Company (Cal. No. 2).
The public hearing was opened on the form of contract for a modification of con­

tract dated June 22, 1906, as amended, granting the Seaboard Refrigeration Company 
a franchise to construct, maintain and operate a conduit system under and along cer­
tain streets and avenues at Coney Island, Borough of Brooklyn, for the distribution of 
refrigeration to consumers by extending the time for the completion of the conduit 
line from May 1, 1913, to May 1, 1915.

The hearing was fixed for this day by resolution adopted May 8, 1913.
Affidavits of publication were reecived from the “Standard Union,” “Brooklyn 

Times” and City Record. No one appeared in opposition to or in favor of the pro­
posed grant. On motion of the President of the Borough of Brooklyn the hearing 
was continued until July 3, 1913.

N ew  York Quotation Company (Cal. No. 3).
The public hearing was opened on the form of contract for the grant of a fran­

chise to the New York Quotation Company to lay, construct, maintain and operate 
suitable wires or other electrical conductors in that portion of the Borough of Man­
hattan, south of Chambers street, for the purpose of distributing stock and bond quota­
tions and other notices to printing telegraph instruments commonly known as “stock 
tickers.”

The hearing was fixed for this day by resolution adopted May 8, 1913.
Affidavits of publication were received from the “New York Press,” the “Sun” 

and the City Record. No one appeared in opposition to or in favor of the proposed 
grant and the Chair declared the hearing closed.

The following was offered:
Resolved, That the Board of Estimate and Apportionment hereby grants to the 

New York Quotation Company jhe franchise or right fully set out and described in 
the following form of proposed contract for the grant thereof, embodying all of the 
terms and conditions, including the provisions as to rates and charges upon and sub­
ject to the terms and conditions in said proposed form of contract contained, and 
that the Mayor of The City of New York be and he hereby is authorized to execute 
and deliver such contract in the name and on behalf of The City of New York, as 
follows, to wit:

This Contract, made this day of , 1913, by and between The
City of New York (hereinafter called the City), party of the first part, by the Mayor 
of said City* acting for and in the name of said City, under and in pursuance of the 
authority of the Board of Estimate and Apportionment of said City (hereinafter called 
the Board), and the New York Quotation Company (hereinafter called the Company), 
party of the second part, witnesseth:

In  consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements herein contained, the 
parties hereto do hereby covenant and agree as follows:

Section 1. The City hereby grants to the Company subject to the conditions and 
provisions hereinafter set forth, the right and privilege to lay, construct, maintain and 
operate suitable wires or other electrical conductors under the streets and avenues 
within that portion of the Borough of Manhattan lying south of a line beginning at a 
point on the Hudson River on a line with the northerly side of Chambers street; run­
ning thence easterly along the northerly side of Chambers street to the northerly side 
of New Chambers street on a line therewith; thence continuing easterly along the 
northerly side of New Chambers street to the easterly side of James Slip; tnence south­
erly along the easterly side of James Slip to a point on the shore of the East River in 
line therewith, for the purpose of electrically connecting its places of business with 
each other and with other offices and places of business of persons, firms and corpora­
tions so as to allow of the distribution of stock and bond quotations and dividend 
and other notices over the said wires to printing telegraph instruments, commonly 
known as “stock tickers,” and for no other purpose whatsoever.

Section 2. The grant of this privilege is subject to the following conditions, which 
shall be complied with by the Company:

First—The said right and privilege to lay, construct, maintain and operate wires 
or other electrical conductors in conduits, for the purpose aforesaid, shall be held and 
enjoyed by the Company for the term of fifteen (15) years from January 1,1913, with 
the privilege of renewal of said contract for a further period of ten ( 10) years, upon 
a fair revaluation of said right and privilege.

If  the Company shall determine to exercise its privilege of renewal, it shall make 
application to the Board, or any authority which shall be authorized by law to  act for 
the City in place of the Board. Such application shall be made at any time not earlier 
than two (2) years and not later than one ( 1) year before the expiration of the 
original term of this contract. The determination of the revaluation shall be sufficient 
if agreed to in writing by the Company and the Board, but in no case shall the annual 
rate of compensation to the City be fixed at a less amount than the sum required to 
be paid during the last year prior to the termination of the original term of this con­
tract.

If  the Company and the Board shall not reach such agreement on or before the 
day one ( 1) year before the expiration of the original term of this contract, then the 
annual rate of compensation for such succeeding ten ( 10) years shall be reasonable, 
and either the City (by the Board) or the Company shall be bound upon request o f the 
other to enter into a written agreement with each other fixing the rate of such com­
pensation at such amount as shall be reasonable, but in no case shall the annual rate 
so fixed be less than the sum required to be paid for the last year prior to the termina­
tion of the original term of this contract, and if the parties shall not forthwith agree 
upon what is reasonable, then the parties shall enter in to  a written agreement fixing 
such annual rate aiid at such amount as shall be determined by three disinterested 
freeholders selected in the following m anner:

One disinterested freeholder shall be chosen by the B oard; one disinterested free­
holder shall be chosen by the Company; these two shall choose a third disinterested 
freeholder, and the three so chosen shall act as appraisers and shall make the revalua­
tion aforesaid. Such appraisers shall be chosen at least six (6) months prior to the 
expiration of this original contract, and their report shall be filed with the Board 
within three (3) months after they are chosen. They shall act as appraisers and not 
as arbitrators. They may base their judgment upon their own experi­
ence and upon such information as they may obtain by inquiries and investi­
gation, without the presence of -either party. They shall have the right to 
examine any of the books of the Company and its officers under oath. The valuations 
so ascertained, fixed and determined shall be conclusive upon both parties, but no 
annual sum shall, in any event, be less than the sum required to be paid for the last 
year of this original contract. I f  in any case the annual rate shall not be fixed prior 
to the termination of the original term of this contract, then the Company shall pay 
the annual rate theretofore prevailing until the new rate shall be determined, and 
shall then make up to the City the amount of any excess of the annual rate then deter­
mined over the previous annual rate. The compensation and expenses of the said 
appraisers shall be borne jointly by the City and the Company, each paying one-half 
thereof.

Second—The Company shall pay to the City for the privilege hereby granted, the. 
following sums of money:

1. The sum of ten thousand dollars C$10,000) in cash within thirty (30) days
after the date upon which this contract is signed by the Mayor.

2. For past use and occupation of the streets of the City, a sum a t the rate of
eight thousand dollars ($8,000) a year from April 24, 1912, to the date o f 
the signing of this contract by the Mayor.

3. During the first term of five (5) years, an annual sum which shall in no case

4
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be less than eight thousand dollars ($8,000) and which shall be. equal to 
three (3) per cent, of its gross annual receipts, if such percentage shall 
exceed the sum of eight thousand dollars ($8,000).

4. During the second term of five (5) years, an annual sum which shall in no
case be less than ten thousand dollars ($10,000) and which shall be equal 
to four (4) per cent, of its gross annual receipts, if such percentage shall 
exceed the sum of ten thousand dollars ($10,000).

5. During the remaining term, an annual sum which shall in no case be less
than twelve thousand dollars ($12,000) and which shall be equal to five 
(5) per cent, of its gross annual receipts, if such percentage shall exceed the 
sum of twelve thousand dollars ($12,000).

The annual charges shall commence from the date on which this contract is 
signed by the Mayor.

All annual charges as above shall be paid into the Treasury of the City on 
November 1 of each year and shall be for the amount due to September 30 next 
preceding. Provided that the moneys due when this contract is signed by the Mayor 
shall be paid into the Treasury of the City within thirty (30) days immediately 
following such date, and provided further that the first annual payment thereafter 
shall be only for that proportion of the first annual charge as the time between the 
date upon which this contract is signed by the Mayor and September 30 following 
shall bear to the whole of one year.

Whenever the percentage required to be paid shall exceed the minimum amount 
as above, then such sum over and above such minimum shall be paid on or before 
November 1 in each year for the year ending September 30 next preceding.

Any and all payments to be made by the terms of this contract to the City by 
the Company shall not be considered in any manner in the nature o i a tax, but such 
payments shall be made in addition to any and all taxes of whatsover kind or descrip­
tion now or hereafter required to be paid by any ordinance of the City, or resolution 
of the Board, or any law of the State of New York.

Third—The annual charges or payments shall continue throughout the whole 
term of this contract (whether original or renewal), notwithstanding any clause in 
any statute or in the charter of any other company providing for payment for similar 
rights or franchises at a different rate, and no assignment, lease or sublease of the 
rights or privileges hereby granted (whether original or renewal), or of any part 
thereof, shall be valid or effectual for any purpose, unless the said assignment, lease 
or sublease shall contain a covenant on the part of the assignee or lessee that the 
same is subject to all the conditions of this contract; and that the assignee or lessee 
assumes and will be bound by all of said conditions and especially said conditions 
as to payments, anything in any statute or in the chatter u i sucn assignee or lessee 
to the contrary notwithstanding, and that the said assignee or lessee waives any more 
favorable conditions created by such statute or its charter, and that it will not claim 
by reason thereof, or otherwise, exemption from liability to perform each and all of 
the conditions of this contract.

Fourth—The rights and privileges hereby granted shall not be assigned, either 
in whole or in part, or leased or sublet in any manner, nor shall the title thereto, or 
right, interest or property therein pass to or vest in any other person or corporation 
whatsoever, either by the act of the Company or by operation of law, whether under 
the provisions of the statutes relating to the consolidation or merger of corporations 
or otherwise, without the consent of the City, acting by the Board, evidenced by an 
instrument under seal, anything herein contained to the contrary thereof in any i 
wise notwithstanding, and the granting, giving or waiving of any one or more of such 
consents shall not render unnecessary any subsequent consent or consents. I

F ifth—Upon the termination ot this original contract, or, if the same be renewed, 
then at the termination of the said renewal term, or ypon the termination of the 
rights hereby granted for any cause, or upon the dissolution of the Company before 
such termination, the wires and equipment o f the Company constructed pursuant to this 
contract within the streets and avenues shall become the property of the City with­
out cost and the same may be used or disposed of by the City for any purpose what­
soever, or the same may be leased to any company or individual.

If, however, at the termination of this contract as above, the Board shall so 
order by resolution, the Company shall, upon thirty (30) days’ notice from the Board, 
remove any and all of its wires and other equipment constructed pursuant to this 
contract and the said streets and avenues shall be restored to their original condition 
at.the sole cost and expense of the Company.

Sixth—The Company shall construct, maintain and operate its electric system 
subject to the supervision and control o t all the authorities of the City who have 
jurisdiction in such matters, as provided by the Charter of the City and in strict 
compliance with all laws or ordinances or departmental rules and regulations now in 
force, or which may be adopted, affecting companies operating electrical conductors 
in the City.

No construction or repair of said electric system shall be commenced until writ­
ten permits have been obtained from the proper City officials. In any permit so 
issued, such officials may impose such conditions, as a condition of the granting of 
the same, as are necessary for the purpose of protecting any structures in the streets 
and avenues and the proper restoration of the surface of such streets and avenues 
over which such officials have jurisdiction, and the Company shall comply with such 
conditions.

Upon the completion of any work of construction the Company shall furnish to 
the President of the Borough a plan of such character as he may direct, showing 
accurately and distinctly the location, size and type of construction and complete 
dimensions of the structures erected, installed or constructed under this contract and 
the location and dimensions of all substructures encountered during the progress of 
the work. The depth below the street surface of the new structure and of the sub­
structures encountered must be shown; also their location with reference to the 
nearest curbline and the nearest curbline intersection.

The electrical and other equipment to be installed by the Company, whether the 
same be under streets and avenues, in any Department of the City or in private prop­
erty, shall be constructed and maintained subject to the approval and under the super­
vision and control of the Commissioner of W ater Supply, Gas and Electricity.

Seventh—The plant, conduits, wires, conductors, connections, instruments and all 
appurtenances thereto, shall be constructed, maintained and operated in the latest 
approved manner and with the most modern and improved appliances, and it is hereby 
agreed that the Board may require the Company to improve or add to its plant, con­
duits, wires, conductors, connections, instruments and appurtenances, from time to 
time, as such additions or improvements are necessary in the opinion of the Board. 
Upon failure on the part of the Company to comply with the direction of the Board 
within a reasonable time, the rights hereby granted shall cease and determine. Nothing 
herein contained shall be deemed to affect the patent rights of the Company or the 
patented devices used or in the future to be used by it in the operation of its system.

Eighth—All cables and wires of the Company laid pursuant to this contract 
shall be placed in ducts, conduits or subways (referred to in this paragraph as sub­
ways). Such subways shall be leased from the company or companies having con­
trol thereof under the provisions of law, or from the City should it succeed to the 
rights of such company or companies. I f  the City shall construct or acquire subways 
for electrical conductors of the character or tension of those used by the Company
or similar companies, in the Borough of Manhattan, the Company hereby agrees to
lay its wires and conductors in such subways and the City agrees to lease to the 
Company such space as may be necessary and available for the operation of the 
system hereby authorized. No cables or wires shall in the future be strung above
the surface of the streets and avenues by the Company and those at present in exist­
ence shall be removed and placed underground when and where required by the i 
Board or the Commissioner o f W ater Supply, Gas and Electricity.

Ninth—It is a condition of this contract that the Company shall bear the entire 
expense o f all work undertaken by- reason of this grant.

Tenth—The Company shall, upon request from any individual, firm or corpora­
tion occupying or owning premises in the territory in which the Company is author­
ized to operate by this contract, not personally in arrears to it for services already 
rendered, and who shall be designated by the sender of the stock and bond quota­
tions and dividend or other notices requested by the applicant and transmitted by 
the Company, extend its wires to such premises and transmit such stock and bond 
quotations and dividend or other notices to such individual, firm or corporation so 
designated. The Company shall also, upon request of any financially responsible, 
individual, firm or corporation, occupying or owning premises in the territory in 
which the Company is authorized to operate by this contract, not personally in 
arrears to it for services already rendered, undertake to, and transmit for such indi­
vidual, firm or corporation, stock or bond quotations and dividend or other notices 
furnished it by such individual, firm or corporation for that purpose to such indi­

viduals, firms and corporations as may be designated by the sender thereof, provided 
that such service shall not be required to be furnished in any given case until after 
the expiration of a reasonable time for procuring and installing the necessary equip­
ment and apparatus for rendering such service, and provided further, that when the 
undertaking of the transmission of such messages, shall require the installation of 
additional plant and equipment, the Company may require the individual, firm or 
corporation, hereinbefore referred to, to enter into such agreement with respect to 
the length of time for which the said service is contracted as may be fair and rea­
sonable.

Eleventh—The Company shall file with the Board on the first day of November 
in each year a map or plan upon which shall be plainly and separately indicated the 
number of wires which were in use by the Company on September 30 preceding, 
and the streets in which the same are located, and also those which were put in use 
during the year preceding that date. It shall also file with the Department of W ater 
Supply, Gas and Electricity, on or before the tenth day of each month, a map or 
plan of the locations in which wires have been placed by it during the preceding 
month.

Twelfth—The rates to be charged by the Company shall not be in excess of the 
following, and it is agreed that the same may be altered or changed by the Board, 
as hereinafter provided:

(a) For transmitting financial news, including stock and bond quotations re­
ceived from the New York Stock Exchange and including the use of one 
printing telegraph or ticker during such period as financial news may be 
transmitted to a ,designated recipient, the sum of Twenty Dollars a month 
or Two hundred and forty dollars ($240) a year.

(b) For any other service authorized by this contract furnished or to be fur­
nished by the Company at the request of any person, co-partnership, cor­
poration or exchange the rates charged shall be reasonable and fair and 
before being put into effect shall be submitted to the Board for its approval. 
In the event that it shall be necessary for the Company in order to under­
take to render such additional or other service, to install plant or equip­
ment additional to that at present in use, the rates to be charged may be 
such as to enable the Company during the life of the contracts for the 
furnishing of such additional or other service, to receive a return of the 
moneys so invested by it in such additional plant and equipment and a 
fair and reasonable profit on such investment.

The Company agrees, upon request of the Board, to transmit messages addressed 
I to any department or bureau of the City where no additional equipment need be in­
stalled by the Company, save the laying of wires and installation of tickers, free of 

I charge.
Thirteenth—During the term of this contract, or any renewal thereof, the Board 

shall have the power, by resolution, to regulate and fix the maximum and minimum 
rates to be charged by the Company in the City, provided such rates shall be rea­
sonable and fair.

Fourteenth—The Company shall not require nor receive from the individuals, 
firms or corporations to which it transmits stock or bond quotations or dividend 
or other notices, any deposit or advance payment in excess of what is reasonably 
necessary to insure payment of current bills, and on such amounts so paid the Com­
pany shall pay interest at the statutory rate whenever such money is held for more 
than one month. Unpaid bills, unless due from its owner, shall never be charged 
against property, and no person not himself in arrears shall be denied service because 
any previous occupant of the same premises is in arrears to the Company for 
service.

Fifteenth—The wires of the Company shall be employed for no other purposes 
than those explicitly set forth herein and the Company binds itself not to lay, use, 
lease or operate wires for illegal purposes or to illegal places.

Sixteenth—The Company shall assume all liability to persons or property by 
reason of the construction or operation of the system authorized by this contract, 
and it is a condition of this contract that the City shall assume no liability whatso­
ever to either persons or property on account of the same, and the Company hereby 
agrees to repay to the City any damage which the City shall be compelled to pay by 
reason of any acts or defaults of the Company.

Seventeenth—Nothing in this contract shall be deemed to affect in any way the 
light of the City to grant to any individual or other corporation a similar right or 
privilege upon the same or other terms and conditions in the territory covered by 
this contract, or apy part thereof.

Eighteenth—If the Company shall fail to give efficient public service at the rates 
herein fixed, or fail to maintain its structures and equipment as herein provided in 

I good condition throughout the whole term of this contract, the Board may give notice 
to the Company, specifying any default on the part of the Company, and requiring 
the Company to remedy the same within a reasonable time; and upon failure of the 
Company to remedy such default within a reasonable time, the Company shall, for each 
day thereafter during which the default or defect remains, pay to the City the sum of 

| one hundred dollars ($100) as fixed or liquidated damages or the Board, in case such 
structures or equipment which may affect the surface of the streets shall not be put 
in good condition within a reasonable time after notice by the Board as aforesaid, 
shall have the right to make all needed repairs at the expense of the Company, in 
which case the Company shall pay to the City the amount of the cost of such repairs, 
with legal interest thereon, all of which sums may be deducted from the fund herein­
after provided for.

Nineteenth—If for a period of six consecutive months the system of the Com­
pany shall not be operated, or if the same shall not be operated for a period of nine 
months out of any consecutive twelve months, the Board may declare the right and 
franchise and this contract terminated without further proceedings at law or in equity.

Twentieth—The Company shall at all times keep accurate books of account and 
shall, on or before November 1 in each year, make a verified report to the Comptroller 
of the City of the business done by the Company for the year ending September 30 
next preceding. Such report shall contain a statement of the gross receipts of the 
Company, together with such other information and in such form and detail as the 
Comptroller mav require. The Comptroller shall have access to all books of the 
Company for the purpose of ascertaining the correctness of its report and may 
examine its officers under oath.

Twenty-first—The Company shall submit to the Board a report not later than 
November 1 of each year for the year ending September 30 next preceding, and at 
any other time, upon request of the Board, which shall state:

1. The amount of stock issued, for cash, for property.
2. The amount paid in as by last report.
3. The total amount of capital stock paid in.
4. The funded debt by last report.
5. The total amount of funded debt.
6. The floating debt as by last report.
7. The total amount of floating debt.
8. The total amount of funded and floating debt.
9. The average rate per annum of interest on funded debt.

10. Statement of dividends paid during the year.
11. The total amount expended for same.
12. The names of the directors and officers elected at the last meeting of the

corporation held for such purpose.
13. Location, value and amount paid for real estate owned by the Company as

by last report.
14. Location, value and amount paid for real estate now owned by the Company.
15. Number and location of premises served by the Company and number of

instruments in each.
16. Total receipts of the Company for each class of business.
17. Amounts paid by the Company for damage to persons or property on

account of construction and operation.
18. Total expenses for operation, including salaries.

—and such other information in regard to the business of the Company as may be 
required by the Board.

Twenty-second—This grant is upon the express condition that the Company, 
within thirty (30) days after the signing of this contract by the Mayor, and before 
anything is done in exercise of the rights conferred hereby, shall deposit with the 
Comptroller of the City the sum of fifteen thousand dollars ($15,000). either in 
money or securities, to be approved by him. which fund shall be security for the per­
formance by the Company of all of the terms and conditions of this contract, especially 
those which relate to the payment of the annual charges for the privileges hereby 
granted, in default of which payment of the annual charges, the City shall collect the
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same, with interest, from the said fund after ten (10) days’ notice to the Company.
In  case of failure of the Company to comply with the terms of this contract 

relating to the filing of annual statements, furnishing of service to applicants as 
herein provided or its neglect or refusal to comply with any demand or direction of 
the Board or other municipal officials, made pursuant to the terms of the contract, or 
under the authority of any laws, ordinances or departmental regulations now or here­
after in force, in such case and in aqy of these events, the Company, except as herein 
otherwise provided, shall pay to the City a penalty of fifty dollars ($50) for each 
violation.

The procedure for the imposition and collection of the penalties in this contract 
shall be as follows:

The Board, on complaint made, shall give notice to the Company, directing its 
President or other officer to appear before the Board on a certain day not less than 
ten (10) days after the date of such notice, to show cause why the Company should 
not be penalized in accordance with the foregoing provisions. I f  the Company, fails 
to make an appearance, or after a hearing appears in the judgment of the Board to 
be in fault, said Board shall forthwith impose the prescribed penalty, or where the 
amount of the penalty is not prescribed herein, such amount as appears to the Board 
to be just, and without legal procedure direct the Comptroller to withdraw the 
amount of such penalty from the security fund deposited with him. In case of any 
drafts made upon the security fund, the Company shall, upon ten (10) days’ notice in 
writing, pay to the City a sum sufficient to restore said security fund to the original 
amount of fifteen thousand dollars ($15,000), and in default thereof this contract shall 
be cancelled and annulled at the option of the Board, acting in behalf of the City. 
No action or proceeding or right under the provisions of this contract shall affect 
any other legallrights, remedies or causes of action belonging to the City.

Twenty-third—In case of any violation or breach or failure to comply with any 
of the provisions herein contained, this contract may be forfeited by a suit brought by 
the Corporation Counsel, on notice of ten (10) days to the Company, or at the option 
of the Board, by resolution of said Board, which said resolution may contain a pro­
vision to the effect that the system constructed and in use by virtue of this contract 
shall thereupon become the property of the City without proceedings at law or in 
equity. Provided, however, that such action by the Board shall not be taken until 
the Board shall give notice to the Company to appear before it on a certain day not 
less than ten ( 10) days after the date of such notice, to show cause why such resolu­
tion declaring the contract forfeited should not be adopted. In case the Company fails 
to appear, action may be taken by the Board forthwith.

Twenty-fourth—If at any time the powers of the Board or any other of the au­
thorities herein mentioned, or intended to be mentioned, shall be transferred by law 
to any other board, authority, officer or officers, then and in such cases such other 
board, authority, officer or officers shall have all the powers, rights and duties herein 
reserved to or prescribed for the Board or other authorities, officer or officers.

Twenty-fifth—The words “notice” or “direction” wherever used in this contract 
shall be deemed to mean a written notice or direction.

Delivery or mail­
ing of such notice or direction as and when above provided shall be equivalent to 
direct personal notice or direction, and shall be deemed to have been given at the time 
of delivery or mailing.

Twenty-sixth—The words “streets and avenues” or “streets or avenues,” wherever 
used in this contract, shall be deemed to mean streets, avenues, highways, parkways, 
driveways, concourses, boulevards, bridges, viaducts, tunnels, public places or any 
other property to which the City has title 'o r over which the public has an easement, 
included within the limits of the territory in which the Company is hereby authorized 
to operate.

Twenty-seventh—The grant of this privilege is subject to whatever right, title or 
interest the owners of abutting property or others may have in and to the streets 
and avenues of the territory in which the Company is authorized to operate by this 
contract.

Sec. 3. Nothing in this contract shall be construed as in any way limiting the 
present or future jurisdiction of the Public Service Commission under the Laws of 
the State of New York.

Sec. 4. The Company promises, covenants and agrees on its part and behalf to 
conform to and abide by and perform all the terms, conditions and requirements in 
this contract fixed and contained.

tion should not in any manner figure in these negotiations, for prior to the execution 
of the subway contract (Contract No. 4), this matter had been entirely settled and 
determined upon. Unfortunately, the powers of the Board of Estimate, those of the 
Public Service Commission and those of the Brooklyn Grade Crossing Commission 
are so involved that it does not seem possible for any one or all to compel this 
Railway Company to carry out an agreement previously made and which did not 
become effective prior to the execution of Contract No. 4. although to all intents and 
purposes every condition for the construction of this bridge had been previously 
agreed to. The question of this bridge has been pending for a number of years and 
the matter seems no nearer solution than ever.

I have called the attention of Commissioner Williams of the Public Service 
Commission to the reply of the Company and he informs me that he will have il 
taken up at the next meeting of the Board. If  no word is received from the Public 
Service Commission prior to the meeting, I would respectfully suggest that the letter 
of the New York Municipal Railway Corporation be referred to the Commission and 
that it be requested to advise the Board whether or not it has power to order the 
immediate construction of this bridge, as the situation has now reached such a point 
that any further delay is absolutely unjustified.

Stage Coach Companies— Investigation o f Operation (Cal. No. 14).
The Secretary presented the following:

Bureau of Franchises, June 12, 1913.
To the Board o f Estimate and Apportionment:

Gentlemen—There are now pending before the Board three petitions for the 
right to maintain and operate stage or omnibus routes in the Borough of Manhattan. 
One petition is by the Fifth Avenue Coach Company, which operates the only stage 
line within the City limits, and two petitions by recently incorporated companies. Judg­
ing from statements made by representatives of other interests to this office, it is 
believed there will be several other petitions presented in the near future for the 
operation of stage lines in the Borough of Manhattan and in other Boroughs of 
the City as well.

Until recently the law was such that it was practically impossible for any company 
other than the one already operating to obtain franchise rights for stage lines within 
the City. During the last session of the Legislature a law was passed giving the Board 
of Estimate and Apportionment control of the granting of future franchises for all 
stage lines within the City, and making the procedure of the granting of such fran­
chises the same to both old and new companies, without regard to whether they are 
operating existing lines or not, thus putting all such companies on an equal basis. 
The passage of this law has apparently brought about the filing of the applications 
mentioned with the Board, and inquiries by other companies, which indicate that further 
applications will be filed.

Since the commencement of operation of street surface railways, stages have 
been used but little as a means of transportation in this City, though prior to that 
time stages were used quite extensively. None of the franchises which have been 
granted are of any value as a guide for the terms and conditions for a franchise for 
such operation at the present time. During the past twenty years stages have been 
little used in this country. However, the development of the motor car during the 
past few years seems to make this form of transportation possible to a considerable 
extent, if the statements of some experts are to be credited. Whether motor buses are 
now or will become desirable, as a general transportation vehicle to a great extent, 
is uncertain, and the Board should proceed with care in the granting of franchises 
for their use.

Stages have been used for many years with increasing numbers in some of the 
larger European cities, particularly London and Paris. The experience which those 
cities have had seems to be all that is available at the present time, and would, 
without doubt, be worthy of study. Important features have already presented them­
selves with the filing of the pending petition, such as the effect of stage operation upon 
the wear of street pavement, the desirability of routes applied for, the type of motor 
car to be used, its power and capacity and its particular effect on the wear of pave­
ment. It is believed that a study of fhe problems which the European cities have had 
to contend with would be highly instructive and be most helpful to the Board in fixing 
terms and conditions for the grant of any franchise for the operation of stage lines.

In view of this and of the importance of the matter, it is suggested that ..the • 
Chief of the Bureau of Franchises be authorized to send a representative to some of 
the European cities during the coming summer, for the . purpose of making such a 
study, with reference to stage and omnibus operation, the expense to be incurred not to 
exceed five hundred dollars, and to be chargeable to the appropriation made for Con­
tingencies, Board of Estimate and Apportionment. Respectfully,

Sirs—We hereby petition your Honorable Board for permission to erect and main­
tain two connecting steel bridges to be located over and across Washington Street, 
Borough of Brooklyn.

Bridge No. 1, as shown on annexed plan, starting from a  point in the building 
line at a distance of 90 feet 2 inches from the northwest corner of Washington and 
Front Streets, thence crossing at right angle to the opposite building line of Washing­
ton Street at a height of 111 feet from the curb line to the floor line of said bridge.

Bridge No. 2, as likewise shown on annexed plan, starting from a point in the 
building line at a distance of 90 feet 2 inches from the northwest corner of Washing­
ton and Front Streets, thence crossing at right angle to the opposite building line of 
Washington Street, at a height of 32 feet from the curb line to the floor line of said 
proposed bridge.

The accompanying plan provides for these bridges in order to connect our new 
factory building No. 6, now in course of construction on the block bounded by W ash­
ington, Water, Front and Main Streets, taking up the entire block on Washington 
Street and extending about two-thirds of the depth to our adjoining property fronting 
on Main Street, with out factory building No. 3-4, which occupies the entire block 
opposite, bounded by Washington, W ater, Front and Adams Streets.

The annexed plan shows the location and dimensions of the proposed bridges and 
that the floors thereof will be above any municipal or other structure when completed 
and will not damage or interfere with any future structure; that the bridges will directly 
cross the street above the thoroughfare connecting buildings owned and controlled by 
the same owner, the Robert Gair Company, a New York State corporation, the peti­
tioner of these presents.

The bridges will be located near the centre of the block fronts, which are en­
tirely owned by the petitioner on both sides of W ashington Street. The property 
below and above this block is also owned to a large extent by the Robert Gair Com­
pany, the structures, therefore, will not interfere with anyone’s rights.

The character of our plant requires this communication between the buildings for 
its proper operation and for the convenience of the two thousand or more operatives 
to be employed in these buildings.

The proposed structure will be of approved type of steel and concrete and of 
pleasing and effective architectural design, and will be in addition effective fire 
escapes and an insurance against fire panic.

Sir—The Robert Gair Company has presented a petition dated May 6, 1913, to 

the Board of Estimate and Apportionment, for permission to erect, maintain and use 
two single span steel bridges over and across Washington street, in the Borough of 
Brooklyn, connecting the petitioner’s premises on opposite sides of said street, at a 
point 90 feet 2 inches north ot the northerly line of Front street. The proposed 
bridges are designed to be eight feet in width and nine feet in height, inside dimen­
sions, the lower one to be thirty-two feet above the street surface and the upper one 
directly over the lower to be one hundred and eleven feet above the street surface.

The Company, which is engaged in the manufacture of paper products, cartons, 
bags, corrugated paper, etc., is now erecting a large factory building on its premises 
on the westerly side of Washington street, and the bridges are designed to connect 
its existing building on the easterly side with such new building when completed; 
the petition states they are necessary as a means of communication between the build­
ings for their proper operation and the convenience of the two thousand or more 
operators to be employed in the said buildings.

Attention is called'to the fact that these buildings occupy the entire block front 
on Washington street, and that the property north and south ot the block is owned, to 
a large extent, by the Robert Gair Company.

At the meeting of the Board held May 22, 1913, the m atter was referred to this 
Buieau for investigation and report.

A copy of the petition and accompanying plan was forwarded to the President 
of the Borough of Brooklyn, and to the Fire Commissioner, with the request that 
examinations made by the various bureaus of their, departments, having jurisdiction, 
with a view to ascertaining if there are any objections to the bridges or any par­
ticular conditions necessary to be incorporated in the form of consent heretofore used 
by the Board for similar privileges.

In a reply dated May 17, 1913, the Fire Department advises that the project 
meets with its approval, provided the bridges are constructed as proposed, and each 
end of the bridges be protected by self-closing fireproof doors. Such condition has 
been uniformly inserted in all resolutions adopted of late years granting consent 
of the Board to the erection of such bridges.

Under date of May 22, 1913, the Commissioner of Public W orks informed me 
that the proposed bridges leave ample clearance over the street surface, and, in 
consequence, there appears, in his opinion, to be no objection.

The customary examination by this Bureau disclosed that this district is a strictly 
manufacturing district, and the neighborhood has been considerably improved of 
late years by the erection of large new factory buildings by the Robert Gair Company.

It has of late been made a condition that the plans for all bridges across streets, 
granted by the Board, should be approved by the A rt Commission, and in a com­
munication dated October 19, 1911, the Art Commission addressed the Board on the 
subject of bridges across the street, which was considered at the meeting held 
November 9, 1911, and referred to the Franchise Committee. This communication 
expressed the hope that, in the future, private bridge privileges would be granted only 
in exceptional instances and where the public interest or convenience served would 
clearly overbalance the obstruction of light and air and the disfigurement of the 
street.

# This recommendation was called to the attention o f  the applicant, and in reply 
it is stated that the petitioner owns the entire block frontage on opposite sides of the 
street and will be the sole sufferer from anv obstruction of light and air. I t is further 
submitted that looking southerly along Washington street the view of the river is 
obstructed by the Manhattan Bridge, and, in consequence, the bridges will not be so 
noticeable as if the view of the river was unobstructed at the foot of the street. The 
bridges are tô  be erected not far north of the water-front, and, as this section is entirely 
a manufacturing section, they will not be the subject ot much observation from that 
side.

The Company now maintains a bridge across Washington street between W ater 
and Plymouth streets, under the authorization of a resolution adopted by the Board 
on January 12, 1906, and approved by the Mayor January 17, 1906, connecting its 
factory building, occupying the entire block on the westerly side of Washington 
street between W ater and Plymouth streets, with its factory building on the easterly 
side, occupying about half of the said block frontage. W hen the present petition was 
submitted, I was advised that it was the intention of the company to remove that 
bridge, but I am now in receipt of a communication dated June 10, 1913, informing 
me that’ while it is not in use at present, changes are contemplated which may neces­
sitate its use in the near future, and therefore it is requested that any action regard­
ing it be defertred. It is claimed by the applicant to be absolutely necessary if large 
business concerns are to be encouraged and retained in the City, that connecting bridges 
and tunnels be authorized, in order that such business may be properly co-ordinated. 
The Robert Gair Company occupies with its buildings more than four entire blocks 
in this immediate vicinity, and it is claimed that direct communication between the 
departments occupying buildings on opposite sides of the street is vitally necessary.

I  therefore submit the matter to the Board for such action as it may deem fit.
Should it be decided to give the requested permission. I  would suggest that the 

privilege be granted only during the pleasure of the Board, but in no case to extend 
beyond a period of ten ( 10) years from the date of the approval of the consent by

the Mayor, and revocable upon six ty ' (60) days’ notice in writing, and that it be 
made a condition of the consent that a security deposit in the sum of fifteen hundred 
dollars be required, said deposit to be in the form of either cash or securities, to be 
approved by and deposited with the Comptroller for the faithful performance of the 
terms and conditions of the consent.

At the rate heretofore fixed by the Board for private bridges across City streets, 
viz., eight per cent, per annum of the assessed valuation of the plan area of the 
structure, with the customary increase of five per cent, for the second term of five 
years—the compensation for the two bridges should be:

During the first term of five years, the sum of $300 per annum ; and 
During the second term ot five years, the sum of $315 per annum.
Such sums should be paid into the City Treasury in advance on November 1 of 

each year. As the new factory of the petitioner is not yet erected, it has been made a 
condition of the resolution granting consent, herewith submitted for adoption, that 
the bridges shall be completely erected by July 1, 1914.

The following was offered:
Whereas, The Robert Gair Company has presented a petition dated May 6, 

1913, to the Board of Estimate and Apportionment, for permission to erect, maintain 
and use two single span steel bridges, one directly above the other, over and across 
Washington street, at a point 90 feet 2 inches north of the northerly line of Front 
street. Borough of Brooklyn, connecting the factory buildings of the petitioner on 
opposite sides of said street; now, therefore, be it

Resolved, That the consent of the corporation of The City of New York be and 
the same is hereby given to the Robert Cair Company, a domestic corporation, to 
erect, maintain and use two single span steel bridges, 10 feet in width, outside dimen­
sions, over and across W ashington street; one bridge to be directly above the other, 
and the southerly line of the bridges to be at a point 90 feet 2 inches north of the 
northerly line of Front street; one bridge to be 32 feet above the street surface, and 
the other about 111 feet above the street surface; the bridges to connect the factory 
buildings of the petitioner on opposite sides of said Washington street, for use in 
connection with the operation of the petitioner’s business, all as shown on the plan 
accompanying the petition, and entitled:

“Plan showing location and construction of two steel bridges over Washing­
ton street, Brooklyn, for Robert Gair Company, to accompany application, dated
May 6, 1913, to the Board of Estimate and Apportionment.”

—and signed Robert Gair Company, George W. Gair, Vice-President, a copy of which 
is attached hereto, and made a part hereof upon the following terms and conditions:

1. This consent shall continue only during the pleasure of the Board of Estimate 
and Apportionment, and shall be revocable upon sixty (60) days’ notice in writing 
to the grantee, but in no case shall it extend beyond a term of ten ( 10) years from 
the date of its approval by the Mayor, and thereupon all rights of the grantee in said 
street by virtue of this consent shall cease and determine.

2. The grantee shall pay into the Treasury of The City of New York, as com­
pensation for the privilege hereby granted, during the first term of five years the sum 
of $300 per annum; and during the second term of five yars the sum of $315 per 
annum. Such payments shall be made in advance on November 1 of each year, pro­
vided, however, that the first payment shall be made within sixty (60) days of the 
approval of this consent by the Mayor, and shall be only such proportion of the annual 
charge as the time between the approval of this consent by the Mayor and November 
1 following bears to a whole year.

Such rate of compensation shall continue up to the date of restoration of the 
street pavement after the removal of the structure from the street.

Such payments shall not be considered in any manner in the nature of a tax, but 
shall be in addition to any and all taxes of whatsoever kind or description now or 
hereafter required to be paid under any ordinance of The City of New York, or by 
any law of the State of New York.

3. Upon the removal of the grantee from either of the premises to be connected 
by the structure, or upon the revocation or termination by limitation of this consent, 
the grantee shall cause the structure hereby authorized to be removed and all of 
said street affected by this permission to be restored to its proper and original condi­
tion, if required so to do by The City of New York or its duly authorized representa­
tives, and the entire cost of such work shall be borne by the said grantee. If  the 
structure hereby authorized shall not be required to be removed, it is agreed that it 
shall become the property of The City of New York.

4. This consent is for the exclusive use of the grantee and shall not be assigned 
either in whole or in part, or leased or sublet in any manner, nor shall title thereto, 
or right, interest or property therein pass to or vest in any other person, firm or 
corporation whatsoever, either by the acts of the grantee or -by operation of law, 
without the consent in writing of The City of New York, acting by the Board of 
Estimate and Apportionment.

5. The grantee shall pay the entire cost of all work, labor and material in con­
nection with the structure hereby authorized, and particularly—

(a) Its construction, maintenance and removal.
(b) The protection of all structures which shall in any way be disturbed by its 

construction or removal.
(c) All changes in sewers, or other subsurface structures necessitated by its 

construction or removal, including the laying or relaying of pipes, conduits, sewers or 
other structures.

(d ) The replacing or restoring of the pavement in said street which may be 
disturbed during its construction or removal.

(e) Each and every item of the increased cost of the installation of any future 
structures or repairs or alterations to any existing or future structures caused by its 
presence in the street.

( f )  The inspection of all work during its construction or removal as herein 
provided, which may be required by the President of the Borough and the Commis' 
sioner of W ater Supply, Gas and Electricity.

6. Before the construction or removal shall be begun, the grantee shall obtain 
permits to do the work from the President of the Borough and from the Commis­
sioner of W ater Supply, Gas and Electricity. The grantee shall perform all the duties 
which may be imposed by those officials as conditions of such permits, provided such
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conditions are not inconsistent with the provisions of this consent. The grantee shall 
submit to those officials working plans which shall include and show in detail the 
method of construction of the structure hereby authorized and the mode of protec* 
tion or changes in all structures required by the construction or removal of the same.

Upon the completion of the work, the grantee shall furnish to the President of 
the Borough a plan of such character as he may direct, showing accurately and dis­
tinctly the location, size and type of construction and complete dimensions of the 
structure erected or installed under this consent; also the location and dimensions of 
all substructures encountered during the progress of the work. The depth below the 
street surface of the new structure and of the 'substructures encountered must be 
shown; also their location with reference to the nearest curb line and the nearest 
curb-line intersection.

The grantee shall obtain the approval of the Municipal A rt Commission to the 
plans of the proposed bridges as to their artistic design before the commencement of 
erection of the bridges, provided action be taken by the said Commission within 
thirty (30) days from the date of the submission of the designs to it, and a copy of 
such approval shall be filed with the Board of Estimate and Apportionment. The 
grantee shall obtain the approval of the Bureau of Buildings to the plans of the said 
bridges as to their adequacy of construction, and shall file a copy of such approval 
with the Board of Estimate and Apportionment.

The bridges shall be constructed of fire proof material throughout and equipped 
with self closing fire proof doors at both ends, and all windows, skylights, etc., shall 
be of wire glass.

No material of any kind, character or description shall be allowed to remain 
standing on the bridges. No signs of any description shall be placed thereon, and no 
pipes or electric wires shall be placed upon or attached to the bridges, except those 
for the adequate lighting of the same.

7. The grantee shall allow to The City of New York a right of way through, 
under or above any part of the structure hereby authorized for any and all structures 
which are now or may be hereafter placed by The City of New York in said street.

If  at any time it shall become necessary to replace or alter any structure in said 
street, the City shall have the right to break through or remove all or any portion of 
the structure hereby authorized and the grantee shall pay to the City the expense 
incurred by such removal.

8. The structure hereby authorized and any fixtures laid therein shall be con­
structed, maintained and operated subject to the supervision and control of the proper 
authorities of The City of New York. It shall be open at all times to the inspection 
of all the authorities who have jurisdiction in such matters under the Charter of The 
City of New York.

9. This consent is subject to whatever right, title or interest the owners of abut­
ting property or others may have in and to said street.

10. Said grantee shall be liable for all damages to persons or property, including 
the street and structures therein and thereunder, by reason of the construction and 
operation or maintenance of the structure hereby authorized, and it is a condition of 
this consent that The City of New York assumes, no liability to either person or prop­
erty on account of this consent.

11. This consent is granted on the further and express condition that all laws or 
ordinances now in force, or which may hereafter be adopted, shall be strictly com­
plied with.

12. This consent is upon the express condition that within sixty (60) days after 
its approval by the Mayor, and before anything is done in exercise of the rights con­
ferred hereby, the grantee shall deposit with the Comptroller of The City of New 
York the sum of Fifteen Hundred Dollars ($1,500), either in money or in securities 
to be approved by him, which fund shall be security for the performance of the terms 
and conditions of this consent, especially those which relate to the payment of the 
annual charge, the repairs of the street pavement and the removal of the structure 
hereby authorized. In case of default in the performance by said grantee of any of 
such terms and conditions, The City of New York shall have the right to cause the 
work to be done and the materials to be furnished for making the necessary changes 
or repairs, after ten ( 10) days’ notice, and shall collect the reasonable cost thereof 
from the said fund without legal proceedings, or in case of default in the payment of 
the annual charge, shall collect the same, with interest, from such fund after ten ( 10) 
days’ notice in writing to the said grantee.

In case of any drafts so made upon the security fund the said grantee shall, 
upon thirty (30) days’ notice in writing, pay to the Comptroller of The City of , New 
York a sum of money sufficient to restore the said fund to the original amount of 
Fifteen Hundred Dollars ($1,500), and in default of the payment thereof, the consent 
hereby given may be cancelled and annulled, at the option of the Board of Estimate 
and Apportionment of The City of New York, acting on behalf of said City. No 
action or proceeding or rights under the provisions of this section shall affect any other 
legal rights, remedies or causes of action belonging to The City of New York.

13. Said grantee shall give notice, in writing, to the President of the Borough 
and to  the Commissioner of W ater Supply, Gas and Electricity of its intention to 
begin the work hereby authorized at least forty-eight hours before such work com­
mences. The grantee shall also give to the Board of Estimate and Apportionment 
notice, in writing, of the date on which the work is commenced and also the date on 
which the same is completed, not later than ten ( 10) days after such dates.

14. Said grantee shall commence the construction of the structure hereby author­
ized and complete the same on or before July 1, 1914, otherwise this consent shall be 
forfeited forthwith, and without any proceeding, either at law or otherwise, for 
that purpose; provided, however, that such time may be extended by the Board of 
Estimate and Apportionment.

15. This consent shall be null and void unless said grantee shall duly execute an 
instrument in writing, wherein said grantee shall accept this consent and shall promise, 
covenant and agree to conform to, abide by and perform all the terms, conditions 
and requirements in this consent fixed and contained and file said instrum ent with the 
Board of Estimate and Apportionment of The City of New York within thirty (30) 
days after the approval of this consent by the M ayor; provided, however, that such 
time may be extended by the Board of Estimate and Apportionment.

And said grantee shall promise, covenant and agree in said instrument Jo hold 
The City of New York harmless from all damages to persons or property which may 
result from the construction, use, maintenance or operation of the structure hereby 
authorized.

Which was adopted by the following vote:
Affirmative—The Mayor, the Comptroller, the Acting President of the Board of 

Aldermen and the Presidents of the Boroughs of Manhattan, Brooklyn, Queens and 
Richmond—15.

Negative—The President of the Borough of The Bronx—1.

Sulzberger and Sons Company (Cal. No. 18).
An application was received from Sulzberger and Sons Company for permission 

to install, maintain and use an existing scale on the south side of 45th Street, about 
275 feet east of First Avenue, Borough of Manhattan, for the purpose of weighing 
wagons bringing in fats to said premises.

Which was referred to the Bureau of Franchises.

Manhattan and Queens Traction Corporation Company (Cal. No. 19).
The Secretary presented the following:

In the Matter of the application of Manhattan and Queens Traction 
Corporation for an extension of time of ninety days in which to complete 
and put in operation that portion of its railway from the intersection 
of Thomson Avenue and Broadway to the Long Island Railroad Station, 
in that section of The City of New York formerly known as the Village 
of Jamaica.

To the Honorable Board o f Estimate and Apportionment o f The City o f N ew  York:
Your petitioner, the Manhattan and Queens Traction Corporation, respectfully 

shows as follow s: .
First—That pursuant to section 7 of the Franchise Contract entered into between 

The City of New York and the South Shore Traction Company, and bearing date the 
29th day of October, 1912, said contract having been heretofore assigned to, and now 
owned by your petitioner, your petitioner must complete and put in operation the third 
section of its railway as in said contract provided, to w it: from the intersection of 
Thomson Avenue and Broadway to the proposed new Long Island Railroad Station 
in the former Village of Jamaica, on or before the 30th day of June, 1913, the time 
originally provided for in said Franchise Contract having been heretofore duly ex­
tended for ninety days by approved resolution number 82, dated October 31, 1912, by 
your Honorable B oard..

Second—Your petitioner respectfully asks for an extension of ninety days from the 
30th day of June, 1913, within which to complete and put in operation the third sec­
tion of its road, that is, that section of the road extending from the intersection of 
Thomson Avenue and Broadway, to the proposed new Long Island Railroad Station, 
in the former Village of Jamaica.

This section of the road is now largely constructed, but owing to delays un­
foreseen at the time that the franchise contract was entered into, and in no wise due 
to any default or omission on the part of the petitioner, it is deemed advisable, for the 
purpose of avoiding any possible default, that this further extension of ninety days 
should be granted. The reasons why this extension is asked for are as follows:

Third— (a) Contracts have been entered into by your petitioner for the rolling 
stock necessary for the operation of the entire line between its Manhattan Terminal 
and the Long Island Railroad Station, in Jamaica, with responsible car builders, with 
the assurance that the company would obtain these cars before the first day of July, 
1913. Delay in the acquisition of the material for these cars by the car builders, due 
to the unsettled conditions caused by the recent floods, and other reasons beyond the 
control of the company, has made it impossible to have these cars delivered as prom­
ised. and the car builders can now not guarantee the delivery of these cars before the 
15th day of August next. Attempts have been made by your petitioner to rent addi­
tional cars suitable and necessary for the operation of its whole line, but without suc­
cess, and for this reason your petitioner finds itself unable to put its entire line between 
the Manhattan Terminal and the Long Island Railroad Station, in Jamaica, in opera­
tion as called for by the provisions of the Franchise Contract within the time limits 
originally contemplated.

(b) Your petitioner entered into a contract with the Long Island Railroad Com­
pany with regard to the elimination of the Grade Crossing of the Long Island Rail­
road at Thomson Avenue East, the details of which contract have already been pre­
sented to your Board. Your petitioner showed its good faith in this matter by paying 
the Long Island Railroad Company a considerable sum of money to expedite the elim­
ination of this crossing. Owing to delay in the physical work involved in doing away 
with this Grade Crossing, it is now extremely unlikely that by the first of July, 1913, 
your petitioner will be able to make physical connection of its tracks at this point. 
Should the company attempt to operate its line as now constructed, without having 
this physical connection at Thomson Avenue East, it would be necessary for your peti­
tioner to place from six to eight cars upon its track east of this crossing with the 
Long Island Railroad. Inasmuch as the company’s proposed car barns and facilities 
for repairs are to the west of this.crossing, it would be impossible for the company to 
maintain and repair these cars unless special facilities were constructed for this work, 
which would require, in your petitioner’s belief, an unwarranted expenditure inasmuch 
as these facilities would only be used for a few weeks time. If  such special facilities 
were not provided, it is apparent that every time a car became disabled it would be 
necessary to lift it across the tracks of the Long Island Railroad at midnight and sub­
stitute another car for it. Efficient service, under these conditions, would be impos­
sible.

Fourth—Your petitioner has already completed its two tracks as far as Fulton 
Street, Jamaica, with the exception of about a half mile of single track, and the over­
head work connected therewith is practically completed. Your petitioner therefore be­
lieves that it has shown the utmost good faith, and that it is evident that it is push­
ing this work with all due diligence. An extension of ninety days is, therefore, re­
quested, for the reason that your Honorable Board may adjourn for the summer in 
the early part of July, and might not reconvene in time to grant a further extension of 
time in the latter part of August if.a  lesser time were asked for, and some unforeseen 
emergency should arise.

Your petitioner believes that it will be unnecessary for it to avail itself of the full 
period of ninety days, but for the purpose of avoiding embarrassment through some 
unforeseen emergency at a time when your Honorable Board is not in session asks 
for an extension which it believes will be ample to enable it to carry out the pro­
visions of its Franchise Contract relative to the construction of this section of its 
road.

W herefore your petitioner prays for a resolution of this Board extending the time 
within which it may complete and put in operation the third section of its railway for 
a period of ninety days from the 30th day of June, 1913.

Sir—The Manhattan and Queens Traction Corporation has under date of June 

13, 1913, petitioned the Board of Estimate and Apportionment for an extension of 
time of ninety days from June 29, 1913, in which to complete and place in operaiion 
that portion of its street surface railway between Thomson Avenue and Broadway, 
and the Long Island Railroad station, in the former Village of Jamaica, Borough of 
Queens.

Section 3, Subdivision Seventh of the contract dated October 29, 1912, granting 
the South Shore Traction Company a franchise for the construction, maintenance 
and operation of a street surface railway upon and over the Queensboro Bridge and 
upon and along Thomson Avenue and Hoffman Boulevard, and other streets and 
avenues in the Borough of Queens, which was subsequently, with the consent of the 
Board, assigned to the Manhattan and Queens Traction Corporation, provides' that 
certain portions of the railway shall be completed and put in operation as follows:

First—From the Manhattan terminal of the Queensboro Bridge to the inter­
section of the tracks of the Long Island Railroad Company with Thomson Avenue 
at or near Greenpoint Avenue on or before October 31, 1912.

By resolution adopted October 31, 1912, and approved by the Mayor on the same 
day, the Company was granted an extension of time until January 29, 1913, in which 
to complete this section, and this portion of the railway was put in operation on that 
date.

Second—From the above described point at or near Greenpoint Avenue to the 
intersection of Thomson Avenue and Broadway on or before December 31, 1912.

By the resolution of October 31, 1912, and by a further resolution approved 
March 28, 1913, the time for the completion of this section of the railway was ex­
tended to April 30, 1913, and operation over this portion was commenced on April 26, 
1913.

Third—From Thomson Avenue and Broadway to the proposed new station of 
the Long Island Railroad Company in the former Village of Jamaica on or before 
March 31.1913.

By the resolution'of October 31, 1912, this time was extended to June 29, 1913, 
and it is for this section of the railway that a further extension of time is now re­
quested.

The Company recites in its petition and a letter accompanying the same that this 
section of the railway has been completed as far as Fulton Street, Jamaica, with the 
exception of about one-half mile of single track, and that it is not believed that it 
will be necessary for the Company to avail itself of all of the extension of time re­
quested before placing the railway in operation between the Queensboro Bridge and 
Jamaica. The reasons alleged by the Company for the necessity of the requested ex­
tension are:

(a ) That contracts have been entered into for the construction of the necessary 
rolling stock to be delivered before July 1, but that for reasons beyond the control 
of the Company it will be impossible for such delivery to be made prior to about 
August 15. The Company states that it does not feel that it would be proper for it 
to purchase second hand or temporary cars to carry on the operation of this line as 
these cars would be of little or no service after the arrival of the new cars, and that 
it has been unsuccessful in efforts to lease rolling stock of a suitable character.
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(b) By resolution adopted by the Board March 27 and approved by the Mayor 
March 28, 1913, consent was given to the transfer of passengers over, under or across 
the tracks of the Long Island Railroad at their intersection with Thomson Avenue, 
between Newtown and Bushwick Turnpike and Maurice Avenue, pending the elim­
ination of the existing grade crossing at this point. The Company states in its peti­
tion and the accompanying communication that it does not believe that this crossing 
will be eliminated by July 1 in such a way as to enable a physical connection between 
the street surface railway tracks on either side thereof.

From the foregoing it would appear that the request of the Manhattan and 
Queens Traction Corporation for an extension of time of ninety days in which to 
complete and place in operation that portion of its street surface railway between 
Thomson Avenue and Broadway, in Jamaica, is reasonable, and one which may 
properly be granted by the Board.

A resolution granting the prayer of the petitioner is herewith transmitted.

The following was offered:
Whereas, The Board of Estimate and Apportionment did, by contract dated Octo­

ber 29, 1912, grant a franchise to the South Shore Traction Company to construct, 
maintain and operate a street surface railway from the Manhattan approach of the 
Queensboro Bridge, upon, along and over said bridge and its approaches to the Bor­
ough of Queens, and upon and along Thomson Avenue, Hoffman Boulevard, and 
other streets and avenues in the Borough of Queens to the boundary line of the 
County of Nassau; and

Whereas, Section 3, Seventh, of said contract provides as follows:
“Seventh—The Company shall complete and put in operation that portion of 

the railway herein authorized from the Manhattan terminal of the Queensboro 
Bridge to the intersection of the tracks of the Long Island Railroad with Thom­
son avenue at or near Greenpoint avenue, on or before October 31, 1912, from the 
intersection of the tracks of the Long Island Railroad Company with Thomson 
avenue to the intersection of Thomson avenue and Broadway on or before De­
cember 31, 1912, from the intersection of Thomson avenue and Broadway to the 
proposed new Long Island Railroad Station, in the former village of Jamaica, 
on or before March 31, 1913. The Company shall complete and put in operation 
that portion of its railway herein authorized between the former village of Jamaica 
and the City Line at Central avenue, within six months after notification by 
the President of the Borough of Queens that he is willing to issue a permit for 
the construction of tracks on the streets involved.

“Upon the failure of the Company to complete the construction and place in 
operation any of the said portions of the railway on or before the dates or 
times herein specified, the right herein granted shall cease and determine, and all 
sums or securities paid to the City or deposited with the Comptroller, as security 
for performance by the Company of the terms and conditions of this contract as 
herein provided, shall be forfeited to the City without action by the City, pro­
vided, however, that the Board may extend the time within which to complete 
the construction and place the railway in operation as it may deem just and 
equitable.”

—and
Whereas, The Board of Estimate and Apportionment, by resolution adopted Octo­

ber 31, 1912, approved by the Mayor on the same day, granted the South Shore 
Traction Company an extension of time for the first section until January 29, 1913, 
when said portion of the railway was completed and put in operation, and up to and 
including March 31, 1913, in which to complete and put in operation that portion of 
the railway from the intersection of the tracks of the Long Island Railroad with 
Thomson Avenue at or near Greenpoint Avenue, to the intersection of Thomson Ave­
nue and Broadway, and up to and including June 29, 1913, in which to complete and 
put in operation that portion of the railway from the intersection of Thomson Ave­
nue and Broadway to the proposed new Long Island Railroad station, in the former 
Village of Jamaica; and

Whereas, The Board of Estimate and Apportionment, by resolution adopted No­
vember 21, 1912, approved by the Mayor November 22, 1912, granted its consent to 
the South Shore Traction Company to assign, transfer and set over all rights and 
privileges granted by said contract dated October 29, 1912, so that the same should 
pass to and vest in the Manhattan and Queens Traction Corporation; and

Whereas, The Board of Estimate and Apportionment by resolution adopted March 
27, 1913, approved by the Mayor March 28, 1913, granted the Manhattan and Queens 
Traction Corporation an extension of time up to and including April 30, 1913, in 
which to complete and put in operation that portion of its railway from the inter­
section of the tracks of the Long Island Railroad with Thomson Avenue at or near 
Greenpoint Avenue to the intersection of Thomson Avenue with Broadway, and '•aid 
portion of the railway was completed and put in operation on April 26, 1913; and 

Whereas, The Manhattan and Queens Traction Corporation has presented an ap­
plication dated June 13, 1913, to this Board, requesting an extension of time of ninety 
days from June 29, 1913, in which to complete and put in operation that portion of 
its railway between the intersection of Thomson Avenue and Broadway, and the 
Long Island Railroad station in the former Village of Jamaica; now, therefore, be it 

Resolved, That the Board of Estimate and Apportionment herein and hereby 
grants to the Manhattan and Queens Traction Corporation an extension of rime 
up to and including September 30, 1913, in which to complete and put in operation 
that portion of its railway from the intersection of Thomson Avenue and Broadway 
to the Long Island Railroad station in the former Village of Jamaica.

Which was adopted by the following vo te:
Affirmative—The Mayor, the Comptroller, the Acting President of the Board of 

Aldermen and the Presidents of the Boroughs of Manhattan, Brooklyn, The Bronx, 
Queens and Richmond—16. 1

American Sugar Refining Company o f N ew  York  (Cal. No. 20).
A communication was received from the American Sugar Refining Company of 

New York, stating the work of installing electric conduit under Kent Avenue, north 
of South 2d street, Borough of Brooklyn, was commenced May 30, and finished May 
31, 1913.

This consent was granted by resolution adopted by this Board December 19, 1912, 
approved by the Mayor December 24, 1912, and the notice is given in conformity with 
section 13 of the consent.

The communication was ordered filed.

The Jay Street Connecting Railroad Company (Cal. No. 21).
In the matter of the franchise granted The Jay Street Connecting Railroad Com­

pany, to construct, maintain and operate certain railroad tracks in the vicinity of Jay, 
John, Plymouth and Pearl Streets, Borough of Brooklyn.

This franchise was granted by contract dated June 29, 1911.
The Secretary presented the following:

Bureau of Franchises, June 14, 1913.
Hon. W illiam J. Gaynor, Mayor, Chairman o f the Board o f Estimate and Appor­

tionment:
Sir—By a contract, dated June 29, 1911, The Jay Street Connecting Railroad was 

authorized to construct, maintain and operate certain railroad tracks, in the Borough 
of Brooklyn, as follow s:

(a) One track across the intersection of Jay and John Streets, with two spurs 
to the southerly side of John Street, connecting the freight terminal on the water­
front with the freight house of Arbuckle Brothers, situated in the block bounded by 
John, Jay, Plymouth and Pearl Streets.

(b) One track across the intersection of John and Pearl Streets, connecting r
said freight house with the sugar refinery of Arbuckle Brothers. |

(c) One track across Pearl Street, connecting said freight house with the 
main plant of the E. W. Bliss Company.

(d) One track across Plymouth Street, connecting said freight house with the 
Masury Paint Works.

(e) One tracks across the intersection of Plymouth and Jay Streets, connecting 
said freight house with the foundry of the E. W. Bliss Company.

The Jay Street Connecting Railroad was incorporated under the Railroad Law 
on October 9,1909, for the purpose of building, constructing and operating a standard 
gauge railroad by steam power, by means of a dummy or locomotive engine of the 
switching type, such railroad to be used exclusively as a freight railroad for receiving 
and distributing all classes of freight from and to shippers in the Borough of 
Brooklyn.

The Railroad Company was organized by Arbuckle Brothers, the operators of the 
freight terminal bounded by the water-front, Jay and John Streets and a line parallel

l

to and about 150 feet westerly from Gold Street, and the owners o f a large sugar 
refinery on the north side of John Street and of the block on which is located the 
freight house above referred to. The Company obtained the endorsement of its 
project by the other large shippers affected, including the Bliss and Masury Com­
panies, and made the plea in its petition to the Board that it was

“desirous of establishing and maintaining large freight stations in the Borough 
of Brooklyn, City of New York, where all classes of freight may be shipped 
and received by the public over trunk line railroads traversing the United States 
now coming into a terminal establishment at the foot of Jay Street on the East 
River water-front."

It was further stated in the petition that the tracks, freight stations and terminals 
would greatly facilitate the convenience of this manufacturing centre and relieve much 
of the congestion due to the heavy growth in industries and consequent increase 
in the volume of shipping.

The contract of June 29, 1911, provides that construction of the tracks should 
be commenced within six months from the date upon which the consents of property 
owners were filed with the Board, and that such construction should be completed 
and the railroad placed in full operation within nine months from the date of filing 
such consents. The consents of the owners of more than fifty per cent, in value 
of the property bounded on the streets and avenues affected were filed with the 
Board August 4, 1911. These consents included those of both the E. W. Bliss Com­
pany and the Masury Paint Works. As such consents should have been filed on 
July 29, 1911, the times for commencement and completion of the railroad were 
computed from August 1,1911, and fixed at February 1 and May 1, 1912, respectively. 
By resolution adopted by the Board and approved by the Mayor April 25, 1912, the 
time for the completion of the railroad was extended six months, to November 1.1912.

The contract provides that in the event of the railroad not being completed and 
placed in full operation by the specified time, the right granted shall cease and deter­
mine, and all sums paid to or deposited with the Comptroller of the City under its 
provisions shall become forfeited to the City.

Examinations of the streets in which the tracks were authorized to be laid have 
been made by a representative of this Bureau on November 1, 6 and 20, 1912, January 
28 and May 26, 1913. As the result of such examinations it was found that the 
track described above as “A” has been constructed and placed in operation prior to 
May 1, 1912, the date fixed by the contract; that the track described as “B” had not 
been constructed on any of said dates; that the track described as “C” was constructed 
between the curb lines of the street between November 1 and 6, 1912, but has not 
yet been placed in operation, and that the tracks described as “D” and “E” had been 
constructed between the curb lines of the streets on November 1, 1912, but have 
not yet been put in operation.

During September, 1912, this Bureau was informed by a representative of John 
W. Masury & Son that the track (“D”) across Plymouth Street, leading into their 
paint works, had not been constructed and that the Company had been unable to 
secure the services contemplated by the contract. Upon receipt of this information, 
communications were addressed to the President of The Jay Street Connecting Rail­
road and to the attorneys for the Company, calling attention to the complaint and 
to the fact that the time for compliance with the terms and conditions of the contract, 
as amended by the resolution of the Board regarding the completion of the railroad, 
would expire November 1, 1912. In these communications, this Bureau asked to be 
informed as to the reason for the delay in the construction of the several tracks and 
whether or not it was proposed to construct such tracks before the expiration of the 
extension of time on November 1, 1912. The attention of both the President of the 
Company and the attorneys for the Company was invited to the fact that the franchise 
contract provides that i f  the railroad is not constructed and placed in fu ll operation 
within the fixed time, the rights granted cease and determine. In a communication 
under date of September 24, 1912, the attorneys stated that after consultation with 
their clients they would call and take the matter up. Subsequently one of the attorneys 
did call and said it was his understanding that the tracks were to be completed and 
service furnished as contemplated by the contract.

It would seem from the foregoing that, although not required, ample notice had 
been given the Company regarding the completion of construction.

In January, 1913, the E. W. Bliss Company (to which service should have been 
rendered over two of the tracks) complained to the Public Service Commission for 
the F irst District that The Jay Street Connecting Railroad was not furnishing it with 
such service as had been agreed upon between the two companies. Hearings upon the 
complaint were held by the Commission and by an order made May 13, 1913, The 
Jay street Connecting Railroad was directed to proceed to exercise its entire franchise 
and complete the work of constructing the tracks and commence the operation of cars 
thereon on or before June 15, 1913, and provide adequate service to the E. W. Bliss 
Company and to the public. The order further provided that on or before May 20, 
1913, the Company notify the Commission whether the terms of said order would be 
accepted and obeyed. I t  is to be noted that this action was taken by the Commission 
notwithstanding the fact that the franchise had lapsed about six months previously.

By a petition dated May 16, 1913, the Company applied for a rehearing in the 
matter, and, by an order made May 20,1913, such application was denied.

It appears from a reading of the testimony taken before the Public Service Com­
mission

First—That on December 16, 1910, a contract was made and entered into by 
Arbuckle Brothers and The Jay Street Connecting Railroad, under which the latter 
was granted the right to construct and operate its railroad upon and through the 
block on which is located the freight house of the former.

< Second—That the Railroad Company constructed and put in operation those tracks 
which would serve Arbuckle Brothers, but have failed and neglected to complete the 
construction of the tracks which would furnish service to the E. W. Bliss Company 
or the Masury Paint Works, although both of these concerns gave their consents 
as property owners to the construction and operation of the tracks authorized by the 
contract.

Third—That after the execution of the above mentioned contract of December,
1910, Arbuckle Brothers constructed a building of concrete, supported by steel columns, 
covering the entire block, bounded by John, Jay, Pearl and Plymouth Streets, and 
made no openings, and no provisions for openings in the street walls thereof, through 
which the tracks to the Bliss Company’s properties might be constructed and operated.

Fourth—That at the point where the track crossing Jay Street to the Bliss Com­
pany’s foundry should emerge from the freight house, there is located a steel column 
of the Arbuckle Building, and at the point in Pearl street where the track leading 
to the main plant of the Bliss Company should leave the freight house, there has 
been constructed a large freight elevator.

F ifth—That negotiations have been had between the Railroad Company and the 
Bliss Company regarding a change in the location of the track across Pearl Street, so as 
not to interfere with the elevator.

The situation seems to be clearly defined in the following quotation from the 
opinion of the Commissioner before whom the Public Service Commission hearings 
were held :

“On the first hearing, the Railroad Company claimed that it was anxious to do 
business with the Bliss Company, but could not do so ‘because of the physical 
difficulties in the way.’ On later hearings, however, it became apparent that the 
Railroad Company did not desire to handle the business of the Bliss Company, 
but desired to handle only the business of Arbuckle Brothers, which is the only 
business it is handling now. In other words, Arbuckle Brothers, who own the 
railroad, desire to operate a railroad for the purpose of handling only their own 
business. They do not want to serve anyone else. Apparently, they have not 

, intended from the beginning to serve anyone else. If  they had intended to serve 
anyone else they would not nave constructed their building in the manner in which 
they did construct it, with no provision for the completion of the road or service 
to others.”
From the foregoing it would appear that although the Company received ample 

notice of the date on which the entire railroad authorized by the contract of June 29,
1911, should be completed and placed in full operation, it has failed to comply with 
the terms and provisions of such contract, and, in consequence, the right conferred 
thereby have ceased and determined and become null and void.

I t is therefore recommended:
First—That the Company be notified to forthwith cease operation of its railroad 

within the limits of the streets and avenues within the City and to remove its tracks 
and appurtenances from said streets and avenues and restore the pavement thereof 
to its original condition, on or before July 1,1913.

Second—T hat in the event of the Company failing or neglecting to comply with 
this order of the Board, the President of the Borough of Brooklyn be authorized to
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remove said tracks and to restore the pavement of the streets, at the expense of the 
Company.

A resolution to this effect is herewith transmitted.
It is also recommended that the Secretary of this Board be directed to forward a 

copy of this report and the accompanying resolutions to the Public Service Commis­
sion for the First District. Respectfully,

The following was offered:
Whereas, By contract dated June 29,1911, by and between The City of New York 

and The Jay Street Connecting Railroad, said Company was granted the right and privi­
lege to construct, maintain and operate five eertain railroad tracks, either at the same 
grade as the surface of the streets or avenues or above or below the grade thereof, 
as should be determined by the Public Service Commission for the F irst District, in 
the streets and avenues adjacent to the block bounded by John, Jay, Plymouth and 
Pearl streets, in the Borough of Brooklyn; and,

Whereas, Section 2, subdivision 8, of said contract provides as follow s:
“Eighth—The Company shall commence construction of the railroad herein 

authorized within six (6) months from the date upon which the consents of the 
property owners are filed with the Board, or from the date of the order o f the 
Appellate Division of the Supreme Court made pursuant to section 174 of the 
Railroad Law confirming the determination of the Commissioners appointed 
thereunder, that such railroad ought to be constructed, and shall complete the 
construction and place the same in full operation within nine (9) months from 
the date of filing such consents or the date of such order, otherwise this right 
shall cease and determine, and all sums paid, or which may be deposited with 
the Comptroller of the City, as hereinafter provided, shall thereupon be forfeited 
to the City; provided that the period for commencement and the period for 
completion and placing the railway in full operation may be extended by the 
Board, but the total extension of time for either of such periods shall not exceed 
in the aggregate six (6) m onths; and provided, further, that when the commence­
ment or completion of said construction shall be prevented by legal proceedings 
in any court or by works of public improvement, or irom  other causes not within 
tile control of the Company, the time for the commencement or completion of 
such construction may be extended for the period of such prevention, but no delay 
shall be allowed for unless the court proceedings shall be diligently prosecuted 
by the Company, and provided further, that in no case shall such delay be deemed 
to begin until the Company shall have given written notice to the Board of any 
such court proceedings or other occasion of delay, and deliver to the Board copies 
of any injunction or other orders, and the papers upon which the'sam e shall have 
been granted, and unless upon the request of the Board the Company shall, in 
writing, consent that the Board either in its own name as a party, or in the name 
of the City as a party, may intervene in any such proceedings.”

—and,
Whereas, The consents of the abutting property owners were filed with this 

Board August 4, 1911; and.
Whereas, The time for commencement of construction o f the railroad expired 

February 1, 1912, and the time for completion of construction of the railroad and 
placing the same in full operation expired May 1, 1912; and,

Whereas, By a resolution adopted by this Board April 25,1912, and approved by 
the Mayor on the same date, said Company was granted an extension of time of six 
months from May 1, 1912, within which to complete the construction of its railroad 
and place the same in full operation; and,

Whereas, The time as thus extended for completing and placing in full opera­
tion the railroad authorized by said contract of June 29, 1911, expired November 1, 
1912; and,

Whereas, Said Company has failed or neglected to complete and place in opera­
tion four of the tracks authorized by said contract on or before such date; and, 

Whereas, In consequence of such failure or neglect, the rights granted by said 
contract have ceased and determined, and all sums paid to or deposited with the 
Comptroller of the City under and pursuant to the provisions of said contract have 
become forfeited to the City; now, therefore, it is

Resolved, That The Jay Street Connecting Railroad be and it hereby is notified 
to forthwith cease the operation of its railroad within the streets and avenues of the 
City and to remove its tracks and appurtenances therefrom and .restore said streets 
and avenues to their original condition on or before July 1, 1913; and be it further, 

Resolved, That should said The Jay Street Connecting Railroad fail or neglect 
to comply with this direction of the Board, the President of the Borough of Brooklyn 
be and he hereby is authorized to remove said tracks and appurtenances from 
within the limits of the streets and avenues of the City and to restore the pavement 
thereof to its original condition, at the expense of the said The Jay Street Connecting 
Railroad.

William N. Dykman, counsel for the Company, appeared on its behalf and at 
his request the matter was referred to the Franchise Committee.

Mason and Hanger Company (Cal. No. 22).
In the matter of the application of Mason and Hanger Company for permission 

to construct, maintain and use a narrow gauge track across, and on the surface of 
Reservoir Avenue at Shaft No. 4 of the Catskill Aqueduct, Borough of The Bronx.

This application was presented to the Board at the meeting of June 5, 1913, and 
was referred to the Bureau of Franchises.

The Secretary presented the following:
Mason & Hanger Co., (Incorporated), New York City, May 27, 1913.

Contract 63, Catskill Aqueduct.
Honorable Board o f Estimate and-Apportionment, Division o f Franchises, 277 Broad­

way, New York City:
Sirs—We herewith respectfully request permission to construct, maintain and use a 

narrow gauge railroad track on and across Reservoir Avenue at Shaft 4 of the Cats­
kill Aqueduct, which work is under construction by us for the Board of W ater Supply 
of The City of New York.

This narrow gauge track is for the purpose of conveying material to the shaft 
from a plot of land directly opposite the shaft 4 enclosure in a small car drawn by a 
horse or mule. The material to be transported is crushed stone, which we will use 
for the purpose of lining the tunnel with concrete, and we would respectfully point 
out that besides facilitating our work the transportation of the material on the track 
will avoid the injury which would be caused to the road by hauling a large quantity 
of material in wagons across the public highway.

We would respectfully mention the fact that Reservoir Avenue is bounded on the 
easterly side by Jerome Park Reservoir and on the westerly side there are no 
dwellings for a distance of one-quarter of a mile on either side of the proposed 
track, and that the avenue is a dirt road, the travelway being about 20 feet in width. 
That portion of the avenue lying west of the travelway to be occupied by the track 
is overgrown with weeds and not'open to public traffic.

The track will be laid in a satisfactory manner, so as to ensure a safe crossing 
for all traffic, and it is proposed to depress the track so that the top of the rail will be 
on the same level as the existing highway.

We also beg to state that we are willing to pay the City the compensation required 
for permission to cross the above road.

We are enclosing you a tracing showing the proposed location of the track.

Hon. W illiam  J. Gaynor, Mayor, Chairman o f the Board o f Estimate and Appor­
tionment:

Sir—The Mason & Hanger Company has presented a petition, dated May 27, 
1913, to the Board of Estimate and Apportionment, for permission to construct, main­
tain and use a narrow gauge track across and on the surface of Reservoir avenue, 
Borough of The Bronx, at shaft No. 4 of the Catskill Aqueduct. ̂  The petition recites 
that a portion of the aqueduct is under construction by the petitioner, under contract 
with the Board of W ater Supply of the City. The track is for the purpose of convey­
ing broken stone in a small car, to be drawn by a horse or a mule, from a plot 
of land directly opposite the shaft 4 enclosure in Reservoir avenue, to the shaft, in 
order to make concrete to be used in lining the shaft and water tunnel. I t  is pointed 
out that, besides facilitating the work, such method of transportation of the material 
will avoid injury to the road. Attention is also called to the fact that Reservoir 
avenue is bounded on the easterly side by Jerome Park  Reservoir, and on the westerly 
side there are no buildings for a distance of a quarter of a mile either way.

At the meeting of the Board held June 5, 1913, the matter was referred to this 
Bureau for investigation and report.

A copy of the petition, with accompanying plan, was forwarded to the President 
of the Borough of The Bronx, with a request that examinations be made by the 
various bureaus of his Department having jurisdiction, with a view to ascertaining if 
there are any objections to the proposed track or any particular conditions necessary 
to be incorporated in the form of consent heretofore used by the Board for similar 
privileges. In  a reply dated June 2 , 1 have been informed that, in view of the public 
nature of the work, there are no objections to granting the requested consent, and no 
particular conditions necessary to be inserted in the customary iorm  of resolution.

An examination by this Bureau disclosed that there is apparently veiy little traffic 
along Reservoir avenue at this point, and the conveyance of the material in the pro­
posed manner would seem to be the most feasible method of doing the work. The 
petitioner at present maintains a bridge over and across Reservoir avenue at this 
point, supporting a mechanical conveyor, used to convey the stone excavated from 
the shaft and tunnel to the property opposite, held under lease by the petitioner. 
The boring of the tunnel will be completed some time during the summer and the 
concrete lining will then be put in place. As soon as the boring is completed, the 
bridge will be removed and the track installed.

As there are no objections to the project, I can see no good reason why permis­
sion should not be given, should the Board see fit to do so. In such case, I would 
suggest that consent be granted only during the pleasure of the Board, but in no 
case to extend beyond January 1, 1916, by which time it is estimated the concrete 
lining will have been entirely put in place. It should be made a condition of the 
consent that a security deposit in the sum of five hundred dollars ($500) be required, 
said deposit to be in the form of either cash or securities, to be approved by and 
deposited with the Comptroller for the faithful performance o t the terms and condi­
tions of the consent.

At the rate fixed by the Board for private tracks in the City streets, namely, 
four per cent, per annum o t  the assessed valuation of area of street occupied, the 
charge would be less than one hundred dollars per annum, and compensation for the 
privilege should therefore be fixed at the sum of one hundred ($100) per annum.

As the track is not to be installed until the tunnel has been completely bored, it 
is made a condition of the resolution herewith submitted for adoption that the grantee 
shall install the track on or before September 1,1913.

jiingsbridge Road, connecting property leased by the petitioner on the westerly side 
of Reservoir Avenue with the said shaft, located in the roadway of said avenue; now, 
therefore, be it

Resolved, That the consent of the Corporation of The City of New York be and 
:he same is hereby given to the Mason & Hanger Company, a corporation organized 

and existing under the laws of the State of West Virginia, and duly authorized, by 
certificate of the Secretary of State, dated June 14, 1909, to do business in the State 
of New York, to construct, maintain and use a narrow gauge track across and on 
the surface of Reservoir Avenue, in the Borough of The Bronx, at a point about 
1200 feet north of Kingsbridge road, connecting property leased by the petitioner on 
the westerly side of Reservoir Avenue with Shaft No. 4 of Contract No. 63 o f the 
Catskill Aqueduct, now in process of construction by the petitioner, the track to be 
used exclusively by the petitioner for the conveyance o f material from the property 
on the westerly side of the avenue to the shaft, by means of a small car, drawn by 
animal power; all as shown on a plan accompanying the petition, and entitled:

—and signed. Mason & Hanger Company, Edgar A. Groves, Applicant,, a copy of which 
is attached hereto and made a part hereof, upon the following terms and conditions:

1. Said consent shall continue only during the pleasure of the Board of Estimate 
and Apportionment, and shall be revocable upon sixty (60) days’ notice in writing 
to the grantee, but in no case shall it extend beyond January 1, 1916, and thereupon 
all rights of the grantee in said street by virtue of j h i s  consent shall cease and deter­
mine.

2. The grantee shall pay into the Treasury of The City of New York, as com­
pensation for the privilege hereby granted, the sum of one hundred dollars ($100) 
per annum. Such payments shall be made in advance on November 1 of each year, 
provided, however, that the first payment shall be made within sixty (60) days of the 
approval of this consent by the Mayor, and shall be only such proportion of the annual 
charge as the time between the approval of this consent by the Mayor and November 
1 following bears to a whole year.

Such payments shall not be considered in any manner in the nature of a tax, but 
shall be in addition to any and all taxes of whatsoever kind or description now or 
hereafter required to be paid under any ordinance of The City of New York, or by 
any law of the State of New York.

3. Upon the removal of the grantee from either of the premises to be connected 
by the structure, o r upon the revocation or termination by limitation of this consent, 
the grantee shall cause the structure hereby authorized to be removed and all of 
said street affected by this permission to.be restored to its proper and original condi-

tion, if required so to do by The City of New York or its duly authorized representa­
tives, and the entire cost of such work shall be borne by the said grantee. I f  the 
structure hereby authorized shall not be required to be removed, it is agreed that it 
shall become the property of The City of New York.

4. This consent is for the exclusive use of the grantee and shall not be assignee 
either in whole or in part, or leased or sublet in any manner, nor shall title thereto, 
or right, interest or property therein pass to or vest in any other person, firm or 
corporation whatsoever, either by the acts of the grantee or by operation of law, 
without the consent in writing of The City of New York, acting by the Board o:: 
Estimate and Apportionment.

5. The grantee shall pay the entire cost of all work, labor and material in con­
nection with the structure hereby authorized, and particularly—

(a) Its construction, maintenance and removal.
(b) The protection of all structures which shall in any way be disturbed by its 

construction or removal.
(c) All changes in sewers or other subsurface structures necessitated by its con­

struction or removal, including the laying or relaying of pipes, conduits, sewers or 
other structures.

(d) The replacing or restoring of the pavement in said street which may be dis­
turbed during its construction or removal.

(e) Each and every item of the increased cost of the installation of any future 
structures or repairs or alterations to any existing or future structures caused by its 
presence in the street.

( f )  The inspection of all work during its construction or removal as herein pro­
vided, which may be required by the President of the Borough and the Commissioner 
of W ater Supply, Gas and Electricity.

6. Before the construction or removal shall be begun, the grantee shall obtain 
permits to do the work from the President of the Borough and from the Commis­
sioner of W ater Supply, Gas and Electricity. The grantee shall perform all the duties 
which may be imposed by those officials as conditions of such permits, provided such 
conditions are not inconsistent with the provisions of this consent. The grantee sha 
submit to those officials working plans which shall include and show in detail the

' method of construction of the structure hereby authorized and the mode of protection 
or changes in all structures required by the construction or removal of the same.

Upon the completion of tne w ork,'the grantee shall furnish to the President o : 
the Borough a plan of such character as he may direct, showing accurately and dis­
tinctly the location, size and type of construction and complete dimensions of the 
structure erected or installed under this consent; also the location and dimensions o 
all substructures, encountered during the progress of the work. The depth below the 
street surface of the new structure and of the substructures encountered must be 
shown; also their location with reference to the nearest curb line and the nearest 
curb-line intersection. . ■

7. The grantee shall allow to The City of New York a right of way through, 
under or above any part of the structure hereby authorized for any and all structures 
which are now or may be hereafter placed by The City of New York in said street.

I f  at any time it shall become necessary to replace or alter any structure in saic 
street, the City shall have the right to break through or remove all or any portion o: 
the structure hereby authorized and the grantee shall pay to the City the expense 
incurred by such removal.

8. The sructure hereby authorized and any fixtures laid therein shall be con­
structed, maintained and operated subject to the supervision and control of the proper 
authorities of The City of New York. It shall be open at all times to the inspection 
of all the authorities who have jurisdiction in such matters under the Charter of The 
City of New York.

9. This consent is subject to whatever right, title of interest the owners of 
abutting property or others may have in and to said street

10. Said grantee shall be liable for all damages to persons or property, including 
the street and structures therein and thereunder, by reason of the construction and 
operation or maintenance of the structure hereby authorized, and it is a condition of 
this consent that The City of New York assumes no liability to either person or prop' 
erty on account of this consent.

11. This consent is granted on the further and express condition that all laws or 
ordinances now in force, or which may hereafter be adopted, shall be strictly com­
plied with.

12. This consent is upon the express condition that within sixty (60) days after 
its approval by the Mayor, and before anything is done in exercise of the rights con­
ferred hereby, the grantee shall deposit with the Comptroller of The City of New 
York the sum of five hundred dollars ($500), either in money or in securities to be 
approved by him, which fund shall be security for the performance of the terms and 
conditions of this consent, especially those which relate to the payment of the annual 
charge, the repairs of the street pavement and the removal of the structure hereby 
authorized. In case of default in the performance by said grantee of any of such terms 
and conditions, The City of New York shall have the right to cause the work to be 
done and the materials to be furnished for making the necessary changes or repairs, 
after ten ( 10) days’ notice, and shall collect the reasonable cost thereof from the said 
fund without legal proceedings, or in case of default in the payment of the annual 
charge, shall collect the same, with interest, from such fund aften ten ( 10) days’ 
notice in writing to the said grantee.

In case of any drafts so made upon the security fund the said grantee shall, 
upon thirty (30) days’ notice in writing, pay to the Comptroller of The City of New 
York a sum of money sufficient to restore the said fund to the original amount of 
five hundred dollars ($500), and in default of the payment thereof, the consent hereby 
given may be cancelled and annulled, at the option of the Board of Estimate and 
Apportionment of The City of New York, acting on behalf of said City. No action or 
proceeding or rights under the provisions of this section shall effect any other legal 
rights, remedies or causes of action belonging to The City of New York.

13. Said grantee shall give notice, in writing, to the President of the B.orough 
and to the Commissioner of W ater Supply, Gas and Electricity of its intention to 
begin the work hereby authorized at least forty-eight hours before such work com­
mences. The grantee shall also give to the Board of Estimate and Apportionment 
notice, in writing, of the date on which the work is commenced and also the date on 
which the same is completed, not later than ten ( 10) days after such dates.

14. Said grantee shall commence the construction of the structure hereby author­
ized and complete the same on or before September 1, 19l3, otherwise this consent 
shall be forfeited forthwith, and without any proceedings, either at law or otherwise, 
for that purpose; provided, however, that such time may be extended by the Board of 
Estimate and Apportionment.

15. This consent shall be null and void unless said grantee shall duly execute an 
instrument in writing, wherein said grantee shall accept this consent and shall promise, 
covenant and agree to conform to, abide by and perform all the terms, conditions 
and requirements in this consent fixed and contained and file said instrument with the 
Board of Estimate and Apportionment of The City of New York within thirty (30) 
days after the approval of this consent by the M ayor; provided, however, that such 
time may be extended by the Board of Estimate and Apportionment.

And said grantee shall promise, covenant and agree in said instrument to hold 
The City of New York harmless from all damages to persons, or property which may 
result from the construction, use, maintenance or operation of the structure hereby 
authorized.

Bureau of Franchises, June 16,1913.
Hon. W illiam  J. Gaynor. M ayor, Chairman o f Board o f Estimate and Apportion- 

ment:
Sir—I beg leave to submit herewith the annual report of the Bureau of Franchises 

for the year 1912, showing the work performed during this period. Accompanying the 
report are schedules which show in detail all applications relating to franchises, re­
vocable privileges, rapid transit railways and miscellaneous matters which were un­
disposed of on January 1,1913, or made during the year and the disposition or present 
status thereof.

Proposed Am endm ent to Section 74 o f the Charter Relating to the Franchise Procedure
(Cal. No. 24).

A communication was received from the Secretary to his Excellency the Governor, 
acknowledging receipt of certified copy of resolution adopted by this Board June 12, 
1913, approving a proposed bill for the amendment of section 74 of the Charter and 
requesting the incorporation in his message to the Legislature at the proposed 
extraordinary session a request for immediate consideration and favorable action on 
said bill.

Which was ordered filed,

N ew  York Railways Company, Lessee N ew  York and Harlem Railroad Company
(Cal. No. 25).

In the matter of the franchise to construct, maintain and operate a street sur­
face railway by the New York and Harlem Railroad Company or its lessee, New York 
Railways Company, over the Madison Avenue Bridge between the Boroughs of Man­
hattan and The Bronx.

At the meeting of April 24, 1913, a report was received from the Bureau of 
Franchises stating numerous complaints had been made by residents and business men 
in the Mott Haven section against the abandonment of this service and requesting 
that it be again placed in operation and the matter was referred to the Bureau of 
Franchises to negotiate with the officials of the Company.

The Secretary presented the following:
Bureau of Franchises, June 16, 1913.

Hon. W illiam  J. Gaynor, Mayor, Chairman o f Board o f Estimate and Apportion­
ment:

Sir—At the meeting of April 24, 1913, a report was presented to the Board call­
ing attention to the fact that numerous complaints had been made by residents and 
persons doing business in the Mott Haven section of the Borough of The Bronx, 
that the abandonment by the New York Railways Company of its former service 
over the Madison Avenue Bridge, between 135th Street and Madison Avenue, Bor­
ough of Manhattan, and 138th Street and Park Avenue, Borough of The Bronx, v/as 
causing much inconvenience to them. A petition signed by over three hundred indi­
viduals and firms was presented to the New York Railways Company, requesting the 
resumption -of this service, a copy of which petition accompanied the report of this 
Bureau. The suggestion had been made that an extension of the service northerly 
to 149th Street would add greatly to the accessibility of this section, and in view of 
the fact that the New York Central Railroad Company has in contemplation the con­
struction of a union station at 149th Street and Mott Avenue, it was believed that 
the New York Railways Company, by extending its line to that point, could add 
materially to its receipts from the railway and thus remove the principal objection 
which the Company had to the maintenance of the service north of 135th Street, i. e., 
that it would be unprofitable. Therefore, the report presented by the Bureau recom­
mended that a resolution be adopted authorizing negotiations with the New York 
Railways Company, with a view to either restoring the service as far as 138th Street 
and Park Avenue, the original terminus, or the extension of such service to 149th 
Street and Mott Avenue. A resolution was adopted authorizing such negotiations, 
and under date of April 25, I addressed a letter to Mr. T. P. Shonts, President of rhe 
New York Railways Company, enclosing a copy of the report and resolution and re­
questing that he name a day for a conference on the matter. No reply having been 
received up to June 9, 1913, another letter was sent renewing the request.

In the meanwhile numerous communications were being received from those 
affected by the abandonment of the service, urging haste in the settlement of the mat­
ter on the ground that they were being seriously inconvenienced through the non­
operation of cars above 135th Street and Madison Avenue.

On June 12, 1913, Mr. Hedley, Vice-President and General Manager, and Mr. 
Wood, Assistant to the President, of the New York Railways Company, called at 
this office and discussed the matter. It was shown to these gentlemen that it was 
the universal sentiment of the residents and business men of the Mott Haven section 
that the New York Railways Company should at least resume the service into that 
section which twenty-seven years of continuous operation by this Company and its 
predecessors had given them the right to expect, and, furthermore, that even though 
the service did not show a profit, as the Company claimed, there was, nevertheless, 
some obligation on the part of the Company, as a public service corporation, to take 
the lean with the fat, and not abandon a non-paying portion of its line, while at the 
same time retaining the paying portions. The practical effect of the continuous oper­
ation of that portion of the Madison Avenue line north of 135th Street for so long a 
period was to make it as much a portion of the Company’s route as any other part 
hereof, that is, so far as the public was concerned. It was also pointed out that the 
ength of the line which had been discontinued was but 1,600 feet, and that the cost 

of operation of such line could be but small. Further, that the City would entertain 
a proposition which the Company might either suggest or accede to in the way of ex­
tending the line to such a terminal point in the Borough of The Bronx, as would 
probably insure the Company such an increase in its receipts as would enable it to 
carry on the service so as not only to cover operating expenses, but also show a rea­
sonable profit. It was suggested that the construction of a union station, which the 
New York Central and Hudson River Railroad Company is to build in the vicinity 
of 149th Street and Mott Avenue, would create an important terminal at 149th Street, 
which, in conjunction with the growing importance of 149th Street as a business 
thoroughfare, should make th£ advantages of an extension to this point apparent to 
the Company. The Company’s representatives, however, could not be brought to 
agree with this view. Their position was stated to be as follows:

The former service over the Madison Avenue bridge to 138th Street and Park 
Avenue was carried on at a loss, and there was no such probability that conditions 
would so change in the immediate future at least as to justify the Company in either 
resuming the service formerly maintained or extending it to the proposed station at 
49th Street, which, according to their knowledge of the situation, would not be 

constructed for four or five years. On being pressed for an estimate of the probable 
cost of constructing or maintaining the former service or the proposed extended 
ervice, the reply was given -that that point was immaterial. Furthermore, it was stated 
lat the Company considered itself under no obligation to renew the service formerly 

maintained, notwithstanding the long and continuous operation carried on by the 
Company and its predecessors, but that whenever in the future conditions should so 
change that, in the Company’s opinion, the resumption or extension of the service 
would show a profit, the matter would be considered.

O f course, the position .thus taken by the Company makes further negotiations at 
present useless. There being no legal obligation which the City could take advan­
tage of to compel the resumption of the service, and the Company declining to rec­
ognize that it has any moral obligations, it is made apparent that the residents and 
business men of Mott Haven section will have to put up with the inconvenience until 
such time as the Company sees fit to take up the matter aga;n and apply for an exten­
sion of its franchise under the law or until such time as the City may require the 
Company to apply for and accept such an extension as a condition precedent to the 
City’s consent to something which the Company may require at the City’s hands.

I  would recommend that the matter be referred back to the Bureau of Fran­
chises that it may be again taken up when the opportunity arises and that copies of 
this report be sent to those who have addressed the Board on the subject.

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N ew  York Centadrink Company; Centadrink Filters Company, Inc. (Cal. No. 26).
In the matter of the consent of the Board to the transfer by the New York Centa­

drink Company to the Centadrink Filters Company, Inc., of all its right, title and in­
terest in and to certain consents to install, maintain and use drinking water fountains 
under th e ‘stairways of the stations of the several elevated railroads in the Boroughs 
of Manhattan, Brooklyn and The Bronx, and upon the approaches to the bridges 
connecting the Boroughs of Manhattan and Brooklyn for the purpose of automatically 
vending carbonated water.

This consent was granted by resolution adopted by this Bq^rd May 22, 1913, and 
approved by the Mayor May 23,1913.

The Secretary presented the following:
Bureau of Franchises, June 16, 1913.

Hon. W illiam J. Gaynor, Mayor, Chairman, Board o f Estimate and Apportion• 
ment:

Sir—By resolution adopted by the Board of Estimate and Apportionment May 
22, 1913, approved by the Mayor May 23, 1913, the consent of the Board was granted 
to the transfer by the New York Centadrink Company to the Centadrink Filters 
Company, Inc., of all its right, title and interest in and to certain consents to install, 
maintain and use drinking water fountains under the stairways of the stations of the 
several elevated railroads in the Boroughs of Manhattan, Brooklyn, and The Bronx, 
and on* the approaches to the bridges connecting the Boroughs of Manhattan and 
Brooklyn, for the purpose of automatically vending carbonated water.

The consent provided in part as follow s:
"That consent of the Corporation of The City of New York be and the 

same is hereby given to the assignment of the interest of New York Centadrink 
Company in and to the aforesaid consents and its right to exercise the same to 
Centadrink-Filters Company, Inc., a domestic corporation; provided, however, 
that the said assignee shall execute an instrument in writing, wherein it shall 
accept the terms and conditions contained in the resolution adopted by the Board 
of Estimate and Apportionment April 16, 1909, and approved by the Mayor April 
19, 1909, and also the terms and conditions contained in the resolution adopted 
by the Board of Estimate and Apportionment July 11, 1912, and approved by the 
Mayor July 16, 1912, granting consent to the installation and operation of the 
said fountains, and the said assignee in said instrument shall agree to conform 
to, abide by and perform all of such terms and conditions as if such consents 
had been originally granted to the said Centadrink-Filters Company, Inc., and 
file said instrument with the Board of Estimate and Apportionment within sixty 
(60) days of the date of the approval of this consent by the Mayor; and the said 
Centadrink-Filters Company, Inc., shall further agree to hold The City of New 
York harmless from all damages to persons or property which may result from 
the installation, maintenance and operation of the said fountains, and shall pay 
to the Comptroller of The City of New York within sixty (60) days after the 
approval of this consent by the Mayor the sum of twenty-five dollars ($25) to 
cover the cost of examination and publication.”
Under and pursuant to the above quoted provision, the grantee presented an 

agreement dated June 6, 1913.
This agreement has been approved as to form by the Corporation Counsel and 

returned to this office with a communication dated June 13, 1913.
Certified copies of the approved resolution have been forwarded to the grantee 

and to the officials interested.

enlarge an existing tunnel under and across Taaffe place, between Willoughby and 
DeKalb avenues, Borough of Brooklyn, constructed under authority of resolution 
adopted by the Board June 22,1906, approved by the Acting Mayor July 5, 1906.

This application was presented to the Board at the meeting of May 22, 1913, and 
was referred to the Bureau of Franchises.

Honorable Board o f Estimate and Apportionment, 277 Broadway, New York City:
Gentlemen—We hereby respectfully petition your 'honorable Board for permis­

sion to enlarge an existing tunnel which we now have under Taaffe place, between 
Willoughby and DeKalb avenues, in the Borough of Brooklyn, connecting our prop­
erties. We have lately extended our factories on opposite sides of the street and the 
smaller tunnel now in existence under permission from your honorable Board is not 
sufficiently large for our purposes. The water and gas pipes are to be relocated as 
shown. >

We herewith submit olans showing in detail the tunnel desired.

Sir—Julius Kayser and Company has presented a petition dated May 9, 1913, to 
the Board of Estimate and Apportionment, for permission to enlarge an existing tunnel 
under and across Taaffe place, between Willoughby and DeKalb avenues, in the 
Borough of Brooklyn, constructed under the authority of a resolution adopted by 
the Board of Estimate and Apportionment June 22, 1906, and approved by the Acting 
Mayor July 5, 1906. At the meeting of the Board held May 22, 1913, the m atter was 
referred to this Bureau for investigation and report.

The existing tunnel is six feet in width, inside dimension, and was heretofore 
used to contain pipes and as a passageway. The company has lately extended its 
factories on opposite sides of the street and the tunnel is now not large enough for its 
purposes. It is the desire to enlarge the tunnel to a total width of thirty-eight feet, 
the space now occupied by the tunnel to be used to contain pipes only, and the additional 
space to be used as a passageway between the Company’s properties and for the con­
veyance of goods used in its business of manufacturing silk gloves, etc.

Copies of the petition, with accompanying plan, were forwarded to the President 
of the Borough and to the Commissioner of W ater Supply, Gas and Electricity, with 
a request that examinations be made by the various bureaus of their Departments having 
jurisdiction, with a view to ascertaining if there are any objections to the project or 
any particular conditions necessary to be incorporated In the form of consent hereto­
fore used by the Board for similar privileges. In a reply dated June 6, 1913, the office 
of the Borough President recommends that the portion of the existing 12-inch sewer 
under the proposed tunnel be incased with not less than eight inches of concrete on all 
sides; that the concrete footings for the tunnel walls and columns be not less than 
two feet in thickness; that steel bearing plates at least one inch in thickness be pro­
vided on the tops of the columns, and that all concrete be composed of one part Port* 
land cement, two parts of sand and four parts of broken stone. A reply from the 
Department of W ater Supply, Gas and Electricity, dated May 17, requests that the 
twelve-inch water pipe be relocated under the sidewalk instead of in the roadway under 
the tunnel. The petitioner was advised of these recommendations, and a new plan 
has been submitted embodying the same. The approval of the Engineer in charge oi 
this matter in the Department of W ater Supply, Gas and Electricity to the new location 
of the water pipe has been obtained and filed with this Bureau.

As there are no objections to the proposed tunnel, I can see no good reason why 
the requested permission should not be given should the Board see fit to do so. In 
such case I would suggest that consent be granted only, during the pleasure of the 
Board, but in no case to extend beyond ten (10) years from the date of the approval of 
the consent by the Mayor, and revocable upon sixty (60) days’ notice in writing, and 
that it be made a condition of the consent that a security deposit in the sum of two 
thousand five hundred dollars be required, said deposit to be in the form of either 
cash or securities to be approved by and deposited with the Comptroller for the faithful 
performance of the terms and conditions of the consent.

In order to keep the records clear and provide for the maintenance of the tunnel 
as a whole, the consent of June, 1906, to the existing tunnel should be revoked and 
a new consent should cover the entire tunnel, as now desired.

At the rate heretofore used by the Board in fixing the charge for private tunnels 
in the City streets, to be used as passageways, viz., 8 per cen t of the assessed valuation 
of the plan area of the structure per annum, for the first term of five years, with the 
customary increase of 5 per cent, for the second term of five years, the compensation 
for the tunnel should be:

During the first term of five years the sum of $160; and,
During the second term ot five years the sum of $1/0.
Such sums should be paid into the City Treasury, in advance, on November 1 of 

each year.
In order that there may be ample time for the purchase of the necessary steel 

work, it has been made a condition of the resolution granting the consent, herewith 
submitted for adoption, that the new portion of the tunnel shall be completely con­
structed by January 1,1914. Respectfully,

Whereas, Julius Kayser & Company has now presented a petition, dated May 9, 
1913, to the Board of Estimate and Apportionment, for permission to enlarge the 
said tunnel to a total width of 38 feet, outside dimension; now, therefore, be it

Resolved, That the consent of the Corporation of The City of New York be and 
the same is hereby given to Julius Kayser & Company, a domestic corporation, and 
the owner of certain premises on the opposite sides of Taaffe place between Willoughby 
avenue and DeKalb ayenue, in the Borough of Brooklyn, to construct, maintain and 
use a tunnel 38 feet in width, outside dimensions, under and across Taaffe place, at a 
point about 305 feet 5 inches north of the northerly line of DeKalb avenue, connecting 
the said properties of said petitioner; the tunnel to be used to contain pipes for the con­
veyance of steam, water, electricity, etc., between the said premises, and as a passage­
way and for the conveyance of goods for the sole and exclusive use of the petitioner, all 
as shown on the plan accompanying the petition and entitled:

“Proposed amendment to present tunnel to be constructed in Taaffe place,
Borough of Brooklyn, to accompany application dated May 9, 1913, of Julius
Kayser & Company to the Board of Estimate and Apportionment, City of New
York,”

—and signed, Edwin S. Bayer, Treasurer, a copy of which is attached hereto and made 
a part hereof upon the following terms and conditions:

1. This consent shall continue only during the pleasure of the Board of Estimate 
and Apportionment, and shall be revocable upon sixty (60) days’ notice in writing 
to the grantee, but in no case shall it extend beyond a term of ten ( 10) years from 
the date of its approval by the Mayor, and thereupon all rights of the grantee in said 
street by virtue of this consent shall cease and determine.

2. The grantee shall pay into the Treasury of The City of New York, as com­
pensation for the privilege hereby gran ted :

During the first term of five years, the sum of one hundred and sixty dollars 
($160) per annum, and during the second term of five years, the sum of one hundred 
and seventy dollars ($170) per annum.

Such payments shall be made in advance on November 1 of each year, provided, 
however, that the first payment shall be made within sixty (60) days of the approval of 
this consent by the Mayor, and shall be only such proportion of the annual charge as 
the time between the approval of this consent by the Mayor and November 1 following 
bears to a whole year.

Such rate of compensation shall continue up to the date of restoration of the street 
pavement after the removal of the structure from the street.

Such payments shall not be considered in any manner in the nature of a tax, but 
shall be in addition to any and all taxes of'w hatsoever kind or description now or 
hereafter required to be paid under any ordinance of The City of New York, or by 
any law of the State of New York.

3. Upon the removal of the grantee from either of the'premises to be connected 
by the structure, or upon the revocation or termination by limitation of this consent, 
the grantee shall cause the structure hereby authorized to be removed and all of 
said street affected by this permission to be restored to its proper and original condi­
tion, if required so to do by The City of New York or its duly authorized representa­
tives, and the entire cost of such work shall be borne by the said grantee. I f  the 
structure hereby authorized shall not be required to be removed, it is agreed that it 
shall become the property of The City of New York.

4. This consent is for the exclusive use of the grantee and shall not be assigned 
either in whole or in part, or leased or sublet in any manner, nor shall title thereto, 
or right, interest or property therein pass to or vest in any other person, firm or 
corporation whatsoever, either by the acts of the grantee or by operation of law. 
without the consent in writing of The City of New York, acting by the Board of 
Estimate and Apportionment.

5. The grantee shall pay the entire cost of all work, labor and material in con­
nection with the structure hereby authorized, and particularly—

(a) Its construction, maintenance and removal.
(b ) The protection of all structures which shall in any way be disturbed 

by its construction or removal.
(c) All changes in sewers or other subsurface structures necessitated by 

its construction or removal, including the laying or relaying of pipes, conduits, 
sewers o oher structures.

' (d )  The replacing or restoring of the pavement in said street which may 
be disturbed during its construction or removal.

(e )  Each and every item of the increased cost of the installation of any 
future structures or repairs or alterations to any existing or future structures 
caused by its presence in the street.

( / )  The inspection of all work during its construction or removal as 
herein provided, which may be required by the President of the Borough and 

'the  Commissioner of W ater Supply, Gas and Electricity.
6. Before the construction or' removal shall be begun, the grantee shall obtain 

permits to do the work from the President of the Borough and from the Commis-
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sioner of Water Supply, Gas and Electricity. The grantee shall perform all the duties 
which may be imposed by those officials as conditions of such permits, provided such 
conditions are not inconsistent with the provisions of this consent. The grantee shall 
submit to those officials working plans which shall include and show in detail the 
method of construction of the structure hereby authorized and the mode of protec­
tion or changes in all structures required by the construction or removal of the same.

Upon the completion of the work, the grantee shall furnish to the President of 
the Borough a plan of such character as he may direct, showing accurately and dis­
tinctly the location, size and type of construction and complete dimensions of the 
structure erected or installed under this consent; also the location and dimensions of 
all substructures encountered during the progress of the work. The depth below the 
street surface of the new structure and of the substructures encountered must be 
shown; also their location with reference to the nearest curb line and the nearest 
curb-line intersection.

It is made a particular condition of this consent that the grantee shall entirely 
surround the portion of the existing 12-inch sewer underneath the additional tunnel 
with 8 inches of concrete, and that the existing 12-inch water pipe shall be relocated 
under the easterly sidewalk and supported by brackets and hangers, to the satisfaction 
of the Department of W ater Supply, Gas and Electricity.

7. The grantee shall allow to The City of New York a right of way through, 
under or above any part of the structure hereby authorized for any and all structures 
which are now or may be hereafter placed by The City of New York in said street. _

If  at any time it shall become necessary to replace or alter any structure in said 
street, the City shall have the right to break through or remove all or any portion of 
the structure hereby authorized and the grantee shall pay to the City the expense 
incurred by such removal. ■ .

8. The structure hereby authorized and any fixtures laid therein shall be con­
structed, maintained and operated subject to the supervision and control of the proper 
authorities of The City of New York. I t  shall be open at all times to the inspection 
of all the authorities who have jurisdiction in such matters under the Charter of The 
City of New York. _ -  •

9. This consent is subject to whatever right, title or interest the owners of 
abutting property or others may have in and to said street.

10. Said grantee shall be liable for all damages to persons or property, including 
the street and structures therein and thereunder, by reason of the construction and 
operation or maintenance of the structure hereby authorized, and it is a condition of 
this consent that The City of New York assumes no liability to either persons or prop­
erty on account of this consent.

11. This consent is granted on the further and express condition that all laws or 
ordinances now in force, or which may hereafter be adopted, shall be strictly com­
plied with.

12. This consent is upon the express condition that within sixty (60) days after 
its approval by the Mayor, and before anything is done in exercise of the rights con­
ferred hereby, the grantee shall deposit with the Comptroller of The City of New 
York the sum of twenty-five hundred dollars ($2,500), either in money or in securities 
to be approved by him, which fund shall be security for the performance of the terms 
and conditions of this consent, especially those which relate to the payment of the 
annual charge, the repairs of the street pavement and the removal of the sturcturc 
hereby authorized. In case of default in the performance by said grantee of any of 
such terms and conditions, The City of New York shall have the right to cause the 
work to be done and the materials to be furnished for making the necessary changes 
or repairs, after ten ( 10) days’ notice, and shall collect the reasonable cost thereof 
from the said fund without legal proceedings, or in case of default in the payment of 
the annual charge, shall collect the same, with interest, from such fund after ten ( 10) 
days’ notice in writing to the said grantee.

In case of any drafts so made upon the security fund the said grantee shall, 
upon thirty (30) days’ notice in writing, pay to the Comptroller of The City of New 
York a sum of money sufficient to restore the said fund to the original amount of 
twenty-five hundred dollars ($2,500), and in default of the payment thereof, the con­
sent hereby given may be cancelled and annulled, at the option of the Board of Esti­
mate and Apportionment of The City of New York, acting on behalf of said City. No 
action or proceeding or rights under the provisions of this section shall affect any 
other legal rights, remedies or causes of action belonging to The City of New York.

13. Said grantee shall give notice, in writing, to the President of the Borough 
and to the Commissioner of W ater Supply, Gas and Electricity of its intention to 
begin the work hereby authorized at least forty-eight hours before such work com­
mences. The grantee shall also give to the Board o f Estimate and Apportionment 
notice, in writing, of the date on which the work is commenced, and also the date on 
which the same is completed, not later than ten ( 10) days after such dates.

14. Said grantee shall commence the construction of the structure hereby author­
ized and complete the same on or before January 1, 1914, otherwise this consent shall 
be forfeited forthwith, and without any proceedings, either at law or otherwise, for 
that purpose; provided, however, that such time may be extended by the Board of 
Estimate and Apportionment.

15. This consent shall be null and void unless said grantee shall duly execute an 
instrument in writing, wherein said grantee shall accept this consent and shall promise, 
covenant and agree to conform to, abide by and perform all the terms, conditions 
and requirements in this consent fixed and contained and file said instrument with the 
Board of Estimate and Apportionment of The City of New York within thirty (30) 
days after the approval of this consent by the Mayor; provided, however, that such 
time may be extended by the Board of Estimate and Apportionment.

And said grantee shall promise, covenant and agree in said instrument to hold 
The City of New York harmless from all damages to persons or property which may 
result from the construction, use, maintenance or operation of the structure hereby 
authorized.

There will be a matter of about thirty-three days of racing between Decoration 
Day and July 5, and to cover properly the three racetracks in Queens County I need 
at least eight men, to whom I must pay a per diem salary of $5, or a total of $1,320.

I purpose using these men as Special Detectives to attend daily and report to me 
all that thev observe at the tracks.

Gentlemen—On May 21, 1913, the District Attorney of Queens County requested 
the establishment of a fund, in the sum of $1,320, to provide means for the temporary 
employment of eight Special Detectives in his office. In connection therewith I report 
as follows:

On May 30, 1913, horse racing was resumed in Queens County. On May 6, 1913, 
the Governor issued an executive order in which he directed the District Attorney to 
take all necessary precautions and use all the means and authority within his power 
“to secure the strict enforcement of the laws in regard to gambling,” and “to prevent 
all wagers, bets or stakes made to depend upon any horse race, in the nature of 
gambling” -within the county.

Under section 997 of the Penal Law, it is the duty of the District Attorney to 
“inform against and prosecute” offenders against the gambling laws.

’ From May 30 to July 5 there will be thirty-two days of racing at the Aqueduct, 
Jamaica and Belmont racetracks. The District Attorney states that, to comply with the 
order of the Governor, he requires not less than eight me*, to attend the tracks daily 
as Special Detectives. The compensation heretofore allowed Special Detectives for 
services rendered within Queens County has been $5 per day. A t this rate the total 
expense to be incurred will be $1^80.

Under subdivision 9 of section 240 of the County Law “the moneys necessarily ex­
pended by any county officer in executing the duties of his office in cases in which no 
special compensation for such services is provided by law” are a county charge.

Provision for a fund in the sum of $1,280, for the purposes indicated, will be made, 
therefore, by the Comptroller under subdivision 7 of section 188 of the Greater New 
York Charter.

AN ACT to amend the judiciary law, in relation to the salary of stenographers of 
the court of general sessions of the peace in and for the county of New York. 

Became a Law May 17, 1913, with the approval of the Governor, Passed, three- 
fifths being Present.

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, 
do enact as follow s:

Section 1. Section three hundred and sixteen, subdivision one, of chapter thirty- 
five of the laws of nineteen hundred and nine, entitled “An act in relation to the 
administration of justice,” constituting chapter thirty of the consolidated laws, as 
amended by chapter one hundred and eighty of the laws of nineteen hundred and 
ten, is hereby amended to read as follows:

Sec. 316. Salary of stenographers appointed by justices of the supreme court 
residing in the second judicial district, and salary of stenographers appointed by 
the judges of^the court of general sessions of the peace in and for the county of 
New York. i. The stenographers appointed pursuant to section one hundred and 
sixty-one of this chapter, by the justices of the supreme court residing in the county 
of Kings, shall receive an annual salary to be fixed by said justices, and the ex­
penses thereof shall be raised with the annual tax levy as a county charge. The 
stenographers appointed by the judges of the court of general sessions of the peace 
in and for the county of New York shall receive an annual salary to be fixed by 
the said judges, or a majority of them, payable in monthly installments.

Sec. 2. All other acts or parts thereof inconsistent herewith are -hereby re­
pealed.

Sec. 3. This act shall take effect immediately.

. $5-7 86It is estimated that between $500 and $600 will be required for engineering and 
inspection in connection with this contract, of which $270 for inspection charges alone 
will likely be needed, as the time allowed for the completion of the work is 60 days.

Dear Sir—Referring to my request of April 7, 1913, for a transfer of $500 from 

the balance of authorization unallotted, entitled Corporate Stock Fund C. P. X —52, 
Storage Yard, East 180th Street, to Corporate Stock Fund C. P. X.—33, Improving 
Junction of 3d Avenue and Franklin Avenue:

I desire to lay particular emphasis on the necessity for the transfer of this money 
in order that the proper engineering and inspection charges necessary for the execu­
tion and completion of the improvement at 3d avenue and Franklin avenue may be 
met. As stated in my former communication the contract, which was executed on 
February 13, 1913, will cost more than was estimated, the contract bid for same being 
$3,095.75, which leaves an unencumbered balance of only $57.86 to provide for engi­
neering and inspection on a 60-day contract.

Up to the present time excavations have been made for the improvement. In­
spection was not necessary for this excavation and none has been charged. I t is 
imperative, however, that the construction of the wall, steps and railings, the laying 
of the cement sidewalks, etc., should be given very close inspection, but, unless funds 
are provided to meet the cost of said inspection, the work will undoubtedly suffer. I 
would therefore respectfully urge your favorable and prompt consideration of my 
request.

'Gentlemen—On April 7, 1913, the President of the Borough of The Bronx re­
quested the transfer of $500 from the balance in the corporate stock account, “C. P. 
X.—52, Storage Yard, Located on Park Avenue, East 180th Street, Etc.,” to “C. P. 
X.—33, Improving the Junction of Franklin and 3d Avenues.” In connection there­
with we report as follows:

On February 13, 1913, a contract was executed for improving the junction of 
Franklin and 3d avenues. The amount of the contract exceeded the estimate so that 
there was left an unencumbered balance of only $57.86, which is insufficient to meet 
engineering and inspection charges. The President estimates that $500 will be required 
for this purpose.

On June 10, 1913, the Board of Aldermen approved a resolution, adopted by your 
Board on June 5, 1913, which reduced, by amendment, the amount authorized in 
C. P. X.—52 to the extent of $500, which rescindment was made in connection with 
this transfer.

Report of the Corporate Stock Budget Committee recommending the authoriza­

tion of $1,500 corporate stock for the Topographical Bureau. Borough of Richmond. 
Which was laid over one week—June 26, 1913.

Department o f W ater Supply, Gas and Electricity, Protection o f Watershed and
City Reservoirs (Cal. No. 54).

The Secretary presented the following:
City of New York, Department of Finance, Bureau of Municipal Investigation and 

Statistics, June 17, 1913.
To the Board d f Estimate and Apportionment:

Gentlemen—The filtration of Croton water having been deemed unnecessary and 
inadvisable at this time, this Board should, in my opinion, give consideration to the 
providing of sufficient funds to the Department of W ater Supply, Gas and Electricity 
to enable it to carry out some scheme for the improvement of conditions that affect 
the quality of the water on the watershed and in the City. The following sum­
marizes these conditions:

First—Considered in the order of importance as affecting health, the correction 
of the railroad conditions complained of, stands paramount. The promiscuous dis­
tribution of possibly infected human fecal matter into reservoirs, lakes and streams 
used for water supply, ablution, dairy and farming purposes throughout the State, is 
one that’ demands State action in correction.

W here distributed even on the roadbed, atmospheric influences soon work toward 
the desiccation of this excreta, when train suction and wind action serve to distribute 
whatever bacteria it may contain over persons, into streams and over adjacent farming 
lands whence come our food supplies.

The City cannot protect itself against the possibility of pollution, over the 
nearly 70 miles of railroad within the Croton watershed, without th e 'a id  of the 
State Board of Health, whose powers would seem sufficient to compel the use through­
out the State, in the interest of public health of non-leakable sanitary equipment on 
all cars traversing its domain. The burden of preventive measures should fall on 
the railroads which now assume privileges that are denied any private individual, 
and not on the latter, who cannot protect himself against the manifold opportunities 
for infection involved by the present practice.

For some time past this excreta has been pecmitted to drop directly into reservoirs 
and streams on the Croton shed, as the trains cross. In one case the point of crossing 
is only one and a half miles from the main outlet of the waters to the City.

Pending action by the State Board of Health on the major proposition, cor­
rective measures should be adopted for stream and lake crossings, whether by bridge, 
trestle or embankments, and sufficiently far inland therefrom to provide against 
rain wash.

I recommend that the Commissioner o f W ater Supply, Gas and Electricity be 
requested to advise the Board as to the number of such crossings, their respective 
characters and extents, the methods adopted for control, past and present, with sug-
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gestions and estimate of cost, for installing protective pans or troughs or other means 
to prevent pollution from this source. His consideration, along the same lines, should 
be requested as affecting highway bridges. The data, as concerns railroads, should 
be presented to the BoSrd at its meeting o f June 26, for prompt action before summer 
travel across this section begins.

Second—As regards the use of hypochlorite of lime as a bactericide, I am con­
vinced of the efficiency of this safeguard from its record of achievement elsewhere 
were additional proof needed beyond the reduction in the typhoid death rate effected 
in this City since its adoption. I find, furthermore, its efficiency to have been most 
strongly set forth in a lawsuit between Jersey City and its water supply contractor 
to compel the construction of sewers for the towns in the watershed and a purifica­
tion plant, by some of the very experts who in the recent controversy advocated filtra­
tion as the only recourse for this City. The method then in use by the contractor for 
water sterilization was the hypochlorite system, the same as is now used on the 
Croton watershed.

The watershed referred to is stated as having an area of 122 square miles, with 
? population of 25,000, and the reservoir to contain a supply for 200 days, this latter 
being a measure of its purifying ability by sedimentation. The Croton shed has 
three times this area (360 square miles) a population of 25,000, and its reservoirs 
contain nearly a year’s supply, with the sewage from its largest settlement, Mt. Kisco, 
segregated and purified. The factors of dilution of pollution and facilities for sedi­
mentation largely favor Croton conditions.

Mr. George A. Johnson, one of the experts, stated in 1909:
“I consider the water after treatment and as delivered at Jersey City, to 

unquestionably take its place among the best waters in the world, whether of 
surface origin or the effluent of filtration plants.”
And Mr. George W. Fuller, the other expert, as to the result of this treatment, 

sta ted :
“The result is the destruction of the objectionable bacteria and the reduction 

of the total numbers of bacteria down to extremely low numbers, making it a 
water that is freer from bacterial life than is the effluent of first-class filtered 
plants, generally speaking.”
The following is also taken from his testim ony:

“Q. You are assuming that the problem is to destroy the objectionable 
bacteria so that there should be no danger from infection or contamination 
from that source? A. Precisely.

“Q. And destroy the pathogenic germs? A. Yes.
“Q. And is it effective to do that thing? A. Yes, it is effective and sate.
“Q. And reliable? A. And reliable.”

And alsewhere, the answer, “* * * this water from a bacterial standpoint is 
of an unusually high degree of purity, and that as result this treatment there are no 
deleterious effects produced on the water.”

It is now claimed, I understand, that the hypochlorite treatment is not so suc­
cessful with Croton water as on waters elsewhere, that the organic matter, at times, 
would require amounts to be used beyond aesthetic limitations. In the suit before 
noted, it was testified by Mr. George W. Fuller, as respects the effect of organic 
matter in the water, as follows:

“Q. In order to oxidize the bacteria, is it necessary to oxidize all the 
organic matter in the water? A. No, sir; because it is found that the bacteria 
are substantially all destroyed after the easily oxidized organic matter is 
destroyed, and it is useless to go to the expense of applying a sufficient amount 
of this chemical to attack all of the organic matter.”

“Q. The bacteria, then, are first and more readily attacked than the organic 
matter? A. They are among the first.”
It has been brought to my attention that an increased efficiency of result attend­

ing the use of hypochlorite of lime on the Croton shed can be obtained by an 
improvement in methods of application; that instead of a gravity discharge into a 
smoothly flowing body of water depending on water agitation to complete the 
thoroughness ot mixture, this latter should be effected by mechanical means or by 
automatic agitation at its point of entrance.

I recommend "that the Commissioner of W ater Supply, Gas and Electricity be 
requested to advise this Board as to the objections, if any, to the adoption of changed 
methods of application that will meet such criticism, with estimates of cost.

Third—The Sanitary Patrol. Earlier in the lawsuit before mentioned, in 1906, 
before the hypochlorite treatment was discovered, Mr. Rudolph Hering, one of the 
members of the “Commission on Additional W ater Supply,” that reported ten years 
ago regarding New York City water conditions, when asked if the Boonton reservoir 
formed a satisfactory sedimentation basin, responded: “I think it is a very good sedi­
mentation basin.” The following is also taken from his testim ony:

“Q. Granted a watershed containing towns and cultivated farm lands with 
urban and rural population, the system of sewage disposal being that of privy 
vaults and cesspools, not watertight, the river draining said watershed being natu­
rally slight polluted by said population and animals therein, a satisfactory 
system of purification of the waters of said river by means of sedimentation in a 
large reservoir, a satisfactory potable water being now delivered therefrom, what, 
in your judgment, would be the best method for further and future protection of 
such water supply, assuming that it is now policed? A. I should say that a con­
tinuance of a good system of policing would be sufficient to maintain the water 
hereafter as it is now, until the conditions changed.”
I learn that it was developed at the conference held before the President of the 

Board of Aldermen on this matter that the sanitary patrol of this watershed is 
insufficiently manned or controlled, so that palpable sources of pollution in instances, 
were neither visited or effort at control made by cautioning the owners. Under the 
conditions, I recommend that this Board be advised by the Commissioner of W ater 
Supply, Gas and Electricity as to the force engaged on the sanitary patrol of the 
Croton shed, its organization, scheme and routes of patrol followed, the qualifications, 
rates of pay and duties of the force, a copy of the book of instructions, the checking 
system used to ensure proper performance, the form and nature o f reports exacted as 
to control of possible sources of pollution and a copy of the sanitary map. Also that 
the Commissioner provide this Board with specific recommendations, with detailed 
estimates of cost for improvement of any conditions that are now working disad­
vantageous^, to securing efficient service along this line.

Fourth—That the aeration of this water will improve its cpndition before 
delivery seems to have been concurred in by all experts. I recommend that the 
Commissioner of W ater Supply, Gas and Electricity be requested to advise this Board 
as to the result of his studies along this line and as to the character, location and 
cost of constructing and operating such a plant as he would purpose using and as to 
the date when it could be put to use.

Fifth—Control over the growth of algae contributing to tastes and odors can be 
had by continuance of the use of copper sulphate, but some repression of its growth, 
as wefl as reduction in color and turbidity of the water would follow if attention 
were given the swamps and reaches, referred to as disturbing factors in the report 
of experts made ten years ago. An aid toward this end, not then apparent, now exists 
in the possibility of keeping up the supply from Croton Lake if threatened with lower­
ing by drought, by an influx of Catskill water. W hether this, or the dredging, filling 
in or drainage of the swamps and lowlands, or both, would be advantageous in 
repression of these, at times, possibly objectionable features, the Commissioner of 
W ater Supply, Gas and Electricity should be requested to advise this Board, together 
with estimates of cost of the work of improvement he suggests.

SixthVThe covering of exposed City lands contiguous to these waters with 
grasses, shrubbery and trees where not already protected by vegetative growths and 
their restoration to natural conditions in repression of quick run-off and the erosive 
action or rains, will ultimately exert a beneficial effect as to color and turbidity in 
the water. Immediate results cannot be looked for, but the necessity should be recog­
nized now and plans be laid for a scheme of annual improvement along these lines 
toward the end of ultimately producing the kinds of lumber needed in carrying on 
City works.

Seventh—The segregation of road wash and of run-off from farmed lands, when 
in close proximity to these storage waters, by dikes or drains, enabling separate 
treatment, would serve to reduce color and turbidity and bacteria at times of culti­
vation and fertilization. The acquisition by the City of additional lands where private 
ownership controls too closely would permit establishing a protective vegetative cover­
ing to remove such conditions. I recommend that the Commissioner of W ater Supply, 
Gas and Electricity be requested to advise the Board on these points, providing plans 
and estimates of costs for the gradual relief of such conditions. .

Eighth—As to the effect of the Central Park  Reservoirs on the waters passing 
there through as compared with analyses of the water at the 135th Street Gate House,

the following table seems to corroborate fully the condemnation of their condition, 
made by the Commission on Additional W ater Supply ten years ago :

It will be. noticed that in some respects the water at the City Hall tap shows some 
improvement over that at the 135th Street Gate House. This is, however, the longest 
run of the water. Its condition at houses contiguous to the reservoirs cannot differ 
greatly from the waters thereof, which, in instances, exceed in objectionable char­
acteristics the water at 135th street by over 100 per cent.

I recommend that the Commissioner of W ater Supply, Gas and Electricity be 
requested to advise this Board as to his recommendations with respect to an improve­
ment of these conditions, with estimates of cost of cleaning the reservoirs and tributary 
mains and suggestions as to the inspection and control over the conditions of house 
tanks.

Although these eight subdivisions appear to cover the field of possible improve­
ments, it is likely that the Commissioner of W ater Supply, Gas and Electricity can 
suggest other measures that would work beneficial results and he should be requested 
to give the Board his advice.

I recommend the Commissioner be requested to advise the Board at its meeting 
of June 26th, with respect to improving conditions on railroads, methods of chlorina­
tion and the sanitary patrol, and aeration, a comprehensive scheme for the gradual 
annual improvement of the other divisions of work, 'to be reported on by him there­
after, from time to time, as promptly as may be possible.

Before concluding, I wish to refer again to the effectiveness of chlorination as a 
bactericide, and that the typhoid fever death rate in the boroughs supplied with Croton 
water has gradually decreased from 12.3 in 1909, to 7.4 in 1912.

W ith respect to this typhoid rate being a good index of the water’s character, I 
quote some testimony of experts adduced at the lawsuit before mentioned. Mr. Hering 
stated, as regards this, as follows:

“Q. Have you made a study, in connection with your sanitary work, of 
typhoid fever death rates? A. I have, in a general way.

“Q. And what is considered by sanitarians as the best index of the quality 
of a public water supply ?_ A. We generally take the typhoid death rate as 
the best index as to the quality, although there are some others.

“Q. W hat rate per hundred thousand population—I mean by that what rate 
of deaths would indicate a suspicious water supply? A. I f  it would go over 25 
to 30 per hundred thousand you ought to inquire as to the cause; if it is less 
than that it is generally found pretty difficult to get at the cause ”
Mr. Fuller, questioned along the same lines, stated:

“Q. O f what importance or significance is the typhoid fever death rate in 
a city, as bearing on the question of the wholesomeness of the water? A. Well, 
it is considered one of the very best indices to the quality of the water supply 
that there is.

“Q. And can you state in figures that the death rate in a city, a large city 
like this, is supposed to indicate contamination or menacing conditions and what 
figures would indicate entire safety in that regard? A. Well, where a city shows, 
year after year, a death rate from typhoid fever of say twenty per hundred thou­
sand population, then it is considered that that water supply is a good one, and, of 
course, as those figures become lower it builds up the credibility of the-character 
hygienically of the water supply, Now, where the figures as to the annual typhoid 
fever death rates materially exceed this figure which I have mentioned, it is 
generally regarded as tending to throw suspicion on the quality of the public 
water supply; it is not, however, absolute proof that there is a bad water supply; 
it may be that wells or milk, or other things, may explain the typhoid fever, but, 
of course, that branches off into epidemiology and numerous other details bearing 
upon the significance of other factors.

“Q. W hat would you say of the typhoid fever death rate of 15, what would 
that indicate? A. I think that that shows quite clear proof, to my mind, that 
that town having such a death rate has a good public water supply.

“Q. Suppose it to be 10, as Doctor Leal has testified it was in Jersey City last 
year? A. That builds up still stronger to the credibility of the hygienic aspects 
of that public water supply.

“Q. Is that considered a high or low rate, in this country? A. That is con­
sidered very low indeed; very low anywhere in the world, as far as that goes.

“Q. You would not find any suspicion in a water supply where a town 
showed that rate, would you? A. I don’t think sanitarians would so regard it. 
I think they would say that water supply is free from suspicion.

“Q. Assuming that as the Doctor has said, in 1907, the typhoid fever death 
rate in Jersey City, was 13, and that in 1908, it was 10, what would you say 
of the water supply in that city? A. I should say those data indicated Jersey 
City had an unusually good public water supply as far as its hygienic character 
is concerned.”

of this report to the Commissioner of W ater Supply, requesting the information before 
outlined, and the other to the State Board of Health, with respect to its powers of 
control over railroads.

There are two 
Secretaries in the office of the President of the Borough of Manhattan, one of whom 
receives $5,000 and the other $4,000 a year.

In view of the highly responsible duties performed by Mr. Ryan, we believe a 
salary of $4,000 a year would be proper.

The City hereby grants to the Com­
pany, subject to the conditions and provisions 
hereinafter set forth, the following rights and 
privileges:

First—To construct, maintain and operate a 
double track street surface railway, with the 
necessary wires and equipment, for the purpose 
of conveying passengers and property in the Bor­
oughs of Manhattan and Brooklyn, in The City 
of New York, upon the following route, to wit: 

Beginning at a point in Flatbush Avenue Ex­
tension at its intersection with Fulton street; 
thence in and upon Flatbush Avenue Extension 
to its intersection with Nassau street; thence in, 
upon and across Nassau street to the northerly 
side thereof, to a point where connection can 
conveniently be made with the tracks upon the 
Manhattan Bridge to be used by the Company, 
all in the Borough of Brooklyn.

And to cross such other streets and avenues,

that such right has been granted, and of the 
name of the corporation or individual to which 
such right has been granted.

At the expiration of ninety (90) days after 
the giving of such notice, such individual or cor­
poration shall have the right to begin the opera­
tion of cars upon the tracks of the Company upon 
said Flatbush Avenue Extension, or any portion 
thereof over which such corporation or individ­
ual may receive a right or privilege, and to use 
therefor the tracks, equipment, power and all 
other property of the Company which shall be 
necessary in the operation of the j:ars of such 
individual or corporation upon the trades of the 
Company and shall have the right to continue 
such operation until this contract, or the right 
to use such property under the terms of this 
contract granted said corporation or individual 
bv the City, shall expire. Such corporation or 
individual shall pay to the Company for the right 
to use such tracks, equipment, power and other 
nroperty above described, such sum or sums as 
may be agreed upon in writing by such corpora­
tion or individual and the Company within said 
ninety (90) days, or in the event that such 
agreement cannot be reached within said ninety 
(90) days, such sum or sums as shall be deter­
mined in the manner hereinafter provided for.

If the Company and such corporation or indi­
vidual cannot, prior to the expiration of said 
ninety (90) days agree upon the compensation for 
the use of such tracks, then such compensation 
shall be fixed by three arbitrators selected in 
the following manner:

One fit and impartial person shall be chosen bv 
the Company; one fit and impartial person shall 
be chosen by such corporation or individual, and 
the two so chosen shall choose a third fit and im­
partial person. The decision under oath of any 
two of said persons who shall be so selected shall 
be final and conclusive.

The compensation and expenses of the persons 
selected as arbitrators in the determination of 
such sum or sums shall be borne by the individual 
or corporation to which such right may be 
granted.

Within thirty (30) days after an agreement 
shall have been reached between said parties, or 
in case said agreement cannot be reached before 
the time specified herein, then within thirty (30) 
davs after the determination of the arbitrators, 
as herein provided, should two of such arbitrators 
agree, the said parties shall file a duplicate copy 
of a written agreement with the Board which 
shall specify the sum or sums which shall have 
been agreed to by the said parties or determined 
by said arbitrators as the sum or sums which 
such corporation or individual shall pay to the 
Company for said privilege.

Section 2. The grant of the right or privilege 
to construct, maintain and operate said railway 
in and upon Flatbush avenue extension, from 
Fulton street to the northerly side of Nassau 
street, is subject to the following conditions, 
which shall be complied with by the Company: 

First—The consent in writing of the owners

Fourth—The Company shall commence con­
struction of the railway herein authorized within 
six (6) months from the date upon which the 
consents of the property owners are filed with 
the Board, or from the date of the order of the 
Appellate Division of the Supreme Court, made 
pursuant to section 174 of the Railroad Law, 
confirming the determination of the commission­
ers appointed thereunder that such railway ought 
to be constructed, and shall complete the con­
struction and place the same in full operation 
within twelve (12) months from the date of filing 
such consents or the date of such order, other­
wise this right shall cease and determine, and all 
sums which may be deposited with the Comp­
troller of the Citv, as hereinafter provided, shall 
thereupon be forfeited to the City; provided that 
the period for commencement and the period for 
completion and placing the railway in full opera­
tion may be extended bv the Board, but the total 
extension of time for either of such periods shall 
not exceed in the aggregate six (6) months: and 
provided further, that when,the commencement 
or completion of said construction shall be ore- 
vented bv legal proceedings in any court, or by 
works of public improvement, or from other 
causes not within control of the Companv, the 
time for the commencement or completion of 
such construction may be extended for the 
period of such prevention, but no delay shall be 
allowed for unless the court proceedings shall be 
diligently prosecuted by the Comnany. and pro­
vided further, that in no case shall such delav be 
deemed to begin until the Company shall have 
given written notice to the Board of anv such 
court proceedings or other occasion of delav. and 
deliver to the Board copies of any injunction or 
other orders, and the papers upon which the 
same shall have been granted, and unless upon
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the request of the Board the Company shall, in 
writing, consent that the Board either in its own 
name as a party, or in the name of the City as 
a party, may intervene in any such proceedings.

Fifth—Said railway shall be constructed, main­
tained and operated subject to the supervision and 
control of all the authorities of the City who have 
jurisdiction in such matters, as provided by the 
Charter of the City.

No construction upon said railway shall be 
commenced until written permits have been ob­
tained from the proper City officials.

In any permits so issued, such officials may 
also impose such conditions, as a condition of 
the granting of the same, as are necessary for the 
purpose of protecting any structures in the streets 
and avenues over which such officials have juris­
diction, and the Company shall comply with such 
conditions.

The electrical equipment to be installed by the 
Company for the operation of the railway within 
the limits of the City, whether the same be upon 
streets and avenues or upon private property, 
shall be constructed and maintained under the 
supervision and control of the Commissioner of 
Water Supply, Gas and Electricity.

Sixth—The portion of said railway in the Bor­
ough of Manhattan and upon the Manhattan 
Bridge and its terminals shall be operated t by 
underground electric power substantially similar 
to the system of underground electric power now 
used by the street surface railways in the Bor­
ough of Manhattan; or by electric storage bat 
tery power; provided that any other power may 
be used, except locomotive steam power, horse 
power or overhead electric power, which may be 
lawfully used, approved by the Board and con­
sented to by the abutting property owners in ac 
cordance with the provisions of law and by the 
Public Service Commission for the First Dis­
trict of the State of New York. The portion of 
said railway in the Borough of Brooklyn, except 
upon the Manhattan Bridge and its terminals, 
may be operated by overhead electric power sub­
stantially similar to the overhead electric system 
now in use by street surface railways in the 
Borough of Brooklyn; or by electric storage 
battery power; provided that any other power 
may be used, except locomotive steam power or 
horse power, which may be lawfully used, ap­
proved by the Board and consented to bv the 
abutting property owners in accordance with the 
provisions of law and by the Public Service Com­
mission for the First District of the State of 
New York.

Seventh—No wires for the transmission of 
power, except trolley wires, shall be per 
mitted unless they be placed in conduits under­
neath or along the side of the railway. When 
such conduits are constructed the Company shall 
provide two (2) conduits not less than three (3) 
inches in diameter each, for the exclusive use 
of the City. The Company hereby agrees that 
such conduits shall be used only by the Com 
pany and the City, as above.

Eighth—The Company shall at all times keep 
the streets and avenues upon which the said 
railway is constructed, between its tracks, the 
rails of its tracks and for a distance of two (2) 
feet beyond the rails, on either side thereof, free 
and clear from ice and snow; provided, however, 
that the Company shall, at the option of the 
Commissioner of Street Cleaning, enter into an 
agreement for each winter season, or part 
thereof, to clean an equivalent amount of street 
surface from house line to house line.

Ninth—As long as said railway, or any por 
tion thereof, remains in any street or avenue, the 
Company shall pave and keep in permanent Re­
pair that portion of the surface of the street or 
avenue in which the said railway is constructed, 
between its tracks, the rails of its tracks, and 
for a distance of two (2) feet beyond the rails 
on either side thereof, under the supervision of 
the local authorities, whenever required bv them 
to do so, and in such manner as they may pre 
scribe.

In case of the neglect of the Company to 
make pavement or repairs after the expiration 
of thirty (30) days’ notice to do so from the 
President of the Borough of Brooklyn, said Pres­
ident may make the same at the expense of the 
Company. And the Citv shall have the right to 
change the material or character of the pavement 
of any street or avenue, and in that event the 
Company shall he bound to replace such pavement 
in the manner directed bv the proper Citv official, 
at its own expense, and the provisions as to 
repairs herein contained shall apply to such re­
newal or altered pavement.

Tenth—Any alteration to the sewerage or drain 
age systems, or to any other subsurface or to 
any surface structures in the streets, required 
on account of the construction or operation of 
the railway, shall he made at the sole cost of 
the Company, and in such manner as the proper 
Citv officials mav prescribe.

Eleventh—It is agreed that the right herebv 
granted to operate a street surface railway shall 
not be in preference or in hindrance to public 
work of the City, and should the said railway in 

' anv wav interfere with the construction of public 
works in the streets and avenues, whether the 
same is done bv the Citv directly or bv a con­
tractor for the City, the Company shall, at its own 
expense, protect or move the tracks and appur­
tenances in the manner directed hv the Citv of­
ficials having jurisdiction over such Public work.

Twelfth—Should the grades or lines of the 
streets and avenues in which the railwav is herebv 
authorized be changed at anv time after the rail 
way has been constructed and during the term of 
this contract, the Company shall, at its own ex­
pense. change its trarks and appurtenances to 
conform with such new grades and lines, and 
during the construction of any public improve­
ment upon said streets and avenues, the Com 
pany shall take care of and protect the tracks 
and appurtenances at its own expense, all to be 
done subject to the direction of the Ckv official 
having jurisdiction over the construction of such 
change.

Section 3. The grant of the right or privilege to 
operate cars upon two (2) tracks of the Manhat­
tan Bridge and the approaches thereto, upon the 
route hereinbefore described, and to use other 
equipment owned bv the Citv upon said bridge is 
subject to the following conditions, which shall be 
complied with by the Company.

First—The Company shall use only such tracks 
and terminal facilities as shall be assigned to 
the Company by the Commissioner of Bridges, and 
nothing in this contract shall be deemed to af­
fect in any way the right of the City to grant to 
anv individual or other corporation a similar 
right or privilege upon the same or other terms 
and conditions, or to affect the right of the 
Commissioner of Bridges to assign the same 
or other tracks and terminal facilities to such 
individual or other corporation.

Such tracks, terminal facilities and all electrical 
equipment necessary for the operation of cars 
thereon shall be originallv installed at the ex­
pense of the City, and shall remain the property 
of the City, but the Company shall pay the cost 
of keeping and maintaining such trades and elec­
trical equipment in good order and repair, and in 
such manner as shall be approved and directed bv 
the Commissioner of Bridges, and shall furnish 
all-motive power required by the Commissioner of 
Bridges for the operation of its cars, and the 
Company shall renew any or all tracks and elec­
trical equipment used by it upon the bridge and 
its terminals when directed by the Commissioner 
of Bridges, and in such manner as may be pre­
scribed hy him. If deemed necessary by the 
Commissioner of Bridges, the Company shall 
install and operate a system of signals to insure 
the safe and efficient operation of cars; such sys­

tem to be approved by the Commissioner of 
Bridges. In the event of any necessity for chang­
ing the layout of tracks, curves, switches, sidings 
or platforms on the bridge, in order to facilitate 
operation of cars by the Company, said Company 
shall do all the work and furnish all the labor, 
material and tools necessary for effecting such 
changes, which shall all be made under the< con­
trol and direction of the Commissioner of Bridges, 
and no such changes or construction connected 
therewith, or relating thereto, shall be made un­
less the plan or plans for the same have been first, 
submitted to the Commissioner of Bridges and 
approved by him.

If, however, the tracks, terminal facilities and 
appliances herein mentioned are used by any other 
individual or corporation, then the Company shall 
bear only such proportion of the cost or work re­
quired by the terms and conditions of this sub­
division as the use of such track, terminal facili­
ties and appliances by the Company bears to the 
entire use of such tracks, terminal facilities and 
appliances.

Second—Before beginning the operation of the 
cars, the Company shall file with the Commis­
sioner of Bridges a statement for his approval 
and assent as to the type of car which it pro­
poses to operate, and a sketch showing clear­
ance dimensions, weight on axles and wheel spac­
ing, or such other information as may be re­
quired by said Commissioner. All cars operated 
over the bridge by the Company, and all equip­
ment and appliances relating to such operation 
shall be subject at all times to the inspection 
of the Commissioner of Bridges, or his author­
ized representatives, who shall have power to 
forbid the entrance to the bridge of cars which 
may for any reason be unsatisfactory, and who 
shall have power to direct the removal of any 
old or inadequate appliance and the substitution 
therefor of appliances of approved character.

Said Commissioner may adopt rules and regu 
lations in regard to the number of cars to be 
operated over the bridge, the rate of speed of 
said cars, the movement and headway thereof, 
the type and weight of cars to be used and the 
condition thereof, the switching of cars and the 
use of platform and the control of the electrical 
current used by the Company, and the said 
Commissioner may alter and amend any such 
rules and regulations so as to secure the safety 
and comfort of persons using the bridge ana 
preserve the purposes for which the bridge was 
onstructed, and, upon serving notice upon the

Mayor, and before anything is done in exer­
cise of the privilege hereby granted.

(b) During the first term of five (5) years, 
an annual sum which shall in no case be less

The rate for such redemption shall not in any 
case exceed two (2) cents for each transfer so 
issued and redeemed.

(c) For the use of the tracks, owned by the 
City upon the Manhattan Bridge and the ap­
proaches thereto, the sum of five cents for each 
round trip, or the sum of two and one-half cents 
for each single trip of each and every car oper­
ated upon the bridge.

The number of cars shall be certified by the 
Commissioner of Bridges to the Comptroller once 
each month, in such form as shall be designated 
by the Comptroller.

The annual charges shall commence on No­
vember 13, 1912.

All annual charges as above shall be paid 
into the treasury of the City on November 1 
of each year and shall be for the amount due 
to September 30 next preceding. Provided that 
the first annual payment shall be only for that

Third—Nothing in this contract shall be deemed 
to affect in any way the right of the Commis­
sioner of Bridges to make any alterations or 
changes in the construction, operation or man 
agement of the bridge, or to affect in any way 
the control of said Commissioner over such 
bridge as provided by the Charter of the City.

Fourth—The Company hereby agrees that it 
shall not operate any cars exclusively for a 
purely local service between the termini of the 
Manhattan Bridge, and further agrees that the 
route of none of the cars operated by the Com­
pany shall end at either terminal of said Man­
hattan Bridge.

Section 4. The grant of the said rights and 
priveleges to construct, maintain and operate a 
street surface railway in and upon Flatbush Ave­
nue Extension from Fulton street to the north­
erly side of Nassau street upon the route here­
inbefore described, and upon the Manhattan 
Bridge and approaches thereto upon the route 
hereinbefore described, are both subject to the 
following conditions, which shall be complied 
with by the Company:

First—The said rights and privileges shall be 
held and enjoyed by the Company for the term 
of ten (10) years from the date upon which 
this contract is signed by the Mayor, with the 
privilege of renewal of said contract for the 
further period of fifteen (15) years upon a fair 
revaluation of the right and privilege to ope­
rate over such continuous route and for the right 
to use the tracks owned by the City upon the 
Manhattan Bridge and the approaches thereto, 
and the terminal loop or other terminal facili­
ties which are the property of the City and 
used by the Company.

If the Company shall determine to exercise 
its privilege of renewal, it shall make applica­
tion to the Board, or any authority which shall 
be authorized by law to act for the City in 
place of the Board. Such application shall be 
made at any time not earlier than two (2) years 
and not later than one (1) year before the ex­
piration of the original term of this contract 
The determination of the revaluation shall be 
sufficient if agreed to in writing by the Com­
pany and the Board, but in no case shall the 
annual rate of compensation to the City be 
fixed at a less amount than the sum required 
to be paid during the last year prior to the 
termination of the original term of this con­
tract.

If the Company and the Board shall not 
reach such agreement on or before the day one 
(1) year before the expiration of the original 
term of this contract, then the annual rate of 
compensation for such succeeding fifteen (15) 
years shall be reasonable, and either the City (by 
the Board) or the Company shall be bound upon 
request of the 'other to enter into a written 
agreement with each other fixing the rate of 
such compensation at such amount as shall be 
reasonable, but in no case shall the annual rate 
so fixed be less than the sum required to be 
paid for the last year prior to the termination 
of the original term of this contract, and if the 
parties shall not forthwith agree upon what is 
reasonable, then the parties shall enter into a 
written agreement fixing such annual rate and 
at such amount as shall be determined by three 
disinterested freeholders selected in the follow 
ing manner:

One disinterested freeholder shall be chosen 
by the Board; one disinterested freeholder shall 
be chosen by the Company; these two shall choose 
a third disinterested freeholder, and the three 
so chosen shall act as appraisers and shall make 
the revaluation aforesaid. Such appraisers shall 
be chosen at least six (6) months prior to the 
expiration of this original contract, and their 
report shall be filed with the Board within three 
(3) months after they are chosen. They shall 
act as appraisers and not as arbitrators. They 
may base their judgment upon their own ex­
perience and upon such information as they may 
obtain by inquiries and investigations, without 
the presence of either party. They shall have 
the right to examine any of the books of the 
Company and its officers under oath. The valu­
ations so ascertained, fixed and determined shall 
be conclusive upon both parties, but no annual 
sum shall, in any event, be less than the sum 
required to be paid for the least year of the 
original term of this contract. If in any case 
the annual rate shall not be fixed prior to the 
termination of the original term of this con­
tract, then the Company shall pay the annual 
rate theretofore prevailing until the new rate 
shall be determined, and shall then make up to 
the City the amount of any excess of the an­
nual rate then determined over the previous an­
nual rate. The compensation and expenses of 
the said appraisers shall be borne jointly by the 
City and the Company, each paying one-half 
thereof.

Second—The Company shall pay to the City 
for the privilege hereby granted the following 
5,urns of money:

(a) The sum of fifteen thousand dollars ($15,- 
000) in cash within three (3) months after the 
date on which this- contract is signed by the

Whenever the percentage required to be paid 
shall exceed the minimum amount as above, then 
such sum over and above such minimum shall be 
paid on or before November 1 in each year for 
the year ending September 30 next preceding.

The annual charges herein provided are in> 
tended to include the percentages of gross re­
ceipts now required to De paid by railway com­
panies to the City pursuant to the Railroad Law 
as amended.

Any and all payments to be made by the 
terms of this contract to the City by the Com­
pany shall not be considered in any manner in 
the nature of a tax, but such payments shall be 
made in addition to any and all taxes of what­
soever kind or description now or hereafter re­
quired to be paid by any ordinance of the 
City, or resolution of the Board, or any law 
of the State of New York.

Third—The annual charges or payments shall 
continue throughout the whole term of this con­
tract (whether original or renewal), notwith­
standing any. clause in any statute or in the 
charter of any other railway or railroad com­
pany providing for payment for railway or 
railroad rights or franchises at a different rate, 
and no assignment, lease or sublease of the 
rights or privileges hereby granted (whether 
original or renewal), or of any part thereof, or 
of any of th e . routes mentioned hereto, or of 
any part thereof, shall be valid or effectual for 
any purpose unless the said agreement, lease or 
sublease shall contain a covenant on the part of 
the assignee or lessee that the same is subject 
to all the conditions of this contract; and that 
the assignee or lessee assumes a n d , will be 
bound by all of said conditions, and especially 
said conditions as to payments, anything in any 
statute or in the charter of such assignee or 
lessee to the contrary notwithstanding, and that 
the said assignee or lessee waives any more 
favorable conditions created by such statute or 
its charter, and that it will not claim by reason 
thereof, or otherwise exemption from liability to 
perform each and all erf the conditions of this 
contract.

Fourth—The rights and privileges hereby 
granted shall not be assigned, either in whole 
or in part, or leased or sublet in any manner, 
nor shall the title thereo, or right, interest or 
property therein, pass to or vest in any other 
person or corporation whatsoever, either by the 
act of the Company, or by operation of law, 
whether under the provisions of the statutes re­
lating to the consolidation or merger of cor­
porations or otherwise, without the consent of 
the City, acting by the Board, evidenced by an 
instrument under seal, anything herein contained 
to the contrary thereof in anywise notwithstand­
ing, and the granting, giving or waiving of any 
one or more of such consents shall not render 
unnecessary any subsequent consent or consents.

Fifth—Said railway shall be constructed and 
operated in the latest approved manner of street 
railway construction and operation, and it is 
hereby agreed that the Board may require the 
Company to improve or add to the railway 
equipment, including rolling stock and railway 
appurtenances, from time to time, as such addi­
tions and improvements are necessary, in the 
opinion of the Board. Upon failure on the part 
of the Company to comply with the direction 
of the Board within a reasonable time, the 
rights hereby granted shall cease and determine.

Sixth—The rate of fare for any passenger 
upon the railway hereby authorized shall not 
exceed five (5) cents, and the Company shall 
not charge any passenger more than five (5) 
cents for one continuous ride from any point 
on its road, or on any rend, line or branch 
operated by it or under its control to any other 
point thereof or any connecting branch thereof 
within the liknits of the Citv, and the Company 
shall not charge a rate of fare for any pas­
senger of less than five (5) cents for one con­
tinuous ride upon any part of the route hereby 
authorized, where said route is identical with 
the route upon which cars shall be operated by 
the Manhattan Bridge Three Cent Line, by 
virtue of its franchise granted by contract dated 
July 10, 1912, without the consent of the Board, 
except that the Company shall and must charge 
a fare of but three (3) cents for a single ride 
between the termini of the Manhattan Bridge, 
and shall and must sell tickets for two (2) such 
rides between the termtoi of said Bridge, in 
either direction, for five (5) cents.

The Company shall not charge any passenger 
desiring to ride on any car operated by the 
Company from one terminal of the Manhattan 
Bridge to the other terminal thereof, but no 
further, a fare exceeding three (3) cents for each 
of such rides, and the Company shall at all 
tjmes have for sale tickets at the rate of two 
tickets for five (5) cents, each of which shall 
entitle a passenger to ride across said bridge 
between the termini thereof, uoon any of 
the cars of the Company; and the Company shall 
not charge any passenger for a ride between 
the termini of Manhattan Bridge a rate of fare 
less than three (3) cents for each single ride, 
nor sell tickets entitling a passenger to such 
ride at the rate of less than two tickets for

five (5) cents, without the consent of the Board.
I t being the intention and of the essence of 

this contract:
1. That the railway hereby authorized shall 

be operated by the Company as part of a con- 
tinujus line from Fulton Street, Brooklyn, to 
Desbrosses Street Ferry, Manhattan, under the 
franchise, rights and privileges herein granted 
and on the route herein specified, and from the 
termination of the route herein specified at the 
terminal of the Manhattan Bridge, in the Bor­
ough of Manhattan, to Desbrosses Street 
Ferry, in said Borough, by way of Canal Street 
and other necessary streets, under trackage 
agreements with such of the companies named 
in the participating agreement hereinbefore re­
ferred to, or the successor companies of either 
or any of them, as hold valid franchises to 
operate on said Canal Street and such other 
necessary streets.

2. That transfers shall be exchanged for 
a single fare between the through or con­
tinuous line of railway to be operated as above, 
and the intersecting lines in the Borough of 
Manhattan, and intersecting or contiguous 
lines in the Borough of Brooklyn, of such 
participating companies and the succesor com­
panies of either or any of them.

—it is further provided that the rate of fare 
for any passenger from any point on such 
through or continuous line operated by the 
Company to any point on any line of any of 
the participating companies and the successor 
companies of either or any of them operating 
in the Borough of Manhattan which intersects 
such through or continuous line, and to any point 
on any line of any of the participating com­
panies and the successor companies of either or 
any of them operating in the Borough of Brook­
lyn, which intersects or is operated on a route 
or route within five hundred feet of the Brooklyn 
terminus of said through or continuous line, and 
from any point on any line of any of the par­
ticipating companies and the successor companies 
of either or any of them operating in the Bor­
ough of Manhattan, which intersects such 
through or continuous line operated by the Com­
pany, and from any point on anv line of any of 
the participating companies and the successor 
companies of either or any of them in the Bor­
ough of Brooklyn, which intersects or is oper­
ated on a route or routes within five hundred 
feet of the Brooklyn terminus of the said 
through or continuous line operated by the Com­
pany to any point on such through or continuous 
line operated by the Company, shall not exceed 
five (5) cents, and for this purpose transfers 
shall be issued and received by the Company 
and the participating companies and the successor 
companies of either or any of them upon pay­
ment of said single fare of five (5) cents. But 
neither the Company nor any of the participating 
companies shall by this contract be required to 
issue transfers upon transfers or more than one 
transfer for said single fare of five (5) cents, 
nor shall the Company be required by this con­
tract to issue transfers upon the payment of 
said single fare of three cents or to any pas­
senger tendering a ticket, as above provided, tor 
transportation between the termini of the Man­
hattan Bridge.

The Company shall carry free upon the rail­
way hereby authorized during the term of this 
contract, all members of the Police and Fire 
Departments of the City when such employees 
are in full uniform.

It is understood and agreed that nothing herein 
contained shall be construed as limiting the 
present or future jurisdiction of any body or 
official to which the legislature of the State of 
New York has delegated or may delegate its 
powers to regulate the rate of fare to be charged 
upon such railway of the Company.

Seventh—No cars shall be operated upon the 
railway hereby authorized other than passenger 
cars, cars for the transportation of express mat­
ter and cars necessary for the repair or mainte­
nance of the railway and no freight cars shall be 
operated upon the tracks of said railway. Pro­
vided that no cars for the transportation of 
express matter shall be operated between the 
hours of six o’clock a. m. and eight o’clock p. m. 
daily, and that the Board may further limit the 
operation of such cars as public convenience may 
require.

The rate for the carrying of property over the 
said railway upon the cars of tne Company shall 
in all cases be reasonable in amount, subject 
to the control of the Board and may be fixed 
by the Board after notice to the -Company 
and a hearing had thereon, and when so hxed 
such rates shall be binding upon the Company, 
and no greater sums shall be charged for such 
services than provided for by it.

Eighth—(a) The Company, within three (3) 
months after the signing of this contract by the 
Mayor, shall itself execute and procure the ex­
ecution by the other companies of trackage agree­
ments for the use of such tracks of the com­
panies named in the participating agreement here­
inbefore referred to or the successor companies 
of either or any of them on Canal street and 
other streets in the Borough of Manhattan as 
may be necessary for the through operation of 
its line between Fulton street, Borough of Brook­
lyn, and Desbrosses Street Ferry, Borough of 
Manhattan, and shall within the same time file 
sworn copies of such agreements with the Board.

(b) The Company shall commence through or 
continuous operation of the railway from Ful­
ton street, Borough of Brooklyn, to Desbrosses 
Street Ferry, Borough of Manhattan, within the 
time fixed by this contract for the completion of 
construction and commencement of operation of 
the railway herein authorized, and shall continue 
such through or continuous operation throughout 
the entire term of this contract, whether original 
or renewal.

(c) The Company shall carry passengers on 
its through or continuous line and issue and re­
ceive transfers to and from the lines of the 
participating companies or the successor com­
panies of either or any of them, for a single 
fare of five (5) cents, as provided by subdivision 
sixth of this section.

In the event of the failure of the Company 
to do or perform any of the acts or requirements 
contained in this subdivision and designated as 
a. b and c, respectively, and within the time 
specified, the franchise, rights and privileges here­
by granted shall cease and determine and such 
ipso fa c to  forfeiture shall not be waived, pre 
vented or affected in any way by the inability 
of the Company to procure the execution by 
any participating company or the successor com­
panies of either or any of them of the trackage 
agreements, the invalidity of such agreements 
when executed, the failure or refusal of any 
participating company or the successor companies 
of either or any of them to issue or receive trans­
fers, or by the invalidity of the participating 
agreement dated and executed December 15, 
1911, and hereinbefore referred to.

Ninth—The Company shall attach to each car 
run over the said railway proper fenders and 
wheel guards, in conformity with such laws and 
ordinances as are now in force, or may hereafter 
during the term of this contract be enacted or 
adopted by the State or City authorities, o"r as 
may be required by resolution of the Board.

Tenth—All cars which are operated on said 
railway shall be heated during the cold weather 
in conformity with such laws and ordinances as 
are in force, or may hereafter, during the term 
of this contract, be enacted or adopted by the 
State or City authorities, or as-may be required 
by resolution of the Board.

Eleventh—All cars operated on said railway 
shall be well lighted by electricity, or by some
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lighting system equally efficient, or as may be 
required by resolution of the Board.

Twelfth—Cars on the said railway shall run 
at intervals of not more than thirty (30) minutes, 
both day and night, and as much oftener as 
reasonable convenience of the public may require, 
or as may be directed by the Board.

Thirteenth—The Company shall submit to the 
Board a report not later than November 1 of 
each year for the year ending September 30 next 
preceding, and at any other time, upon the re­
quest of the Board, which shall state:

1. The amount of stock issued, for cash, for 
property.

2. The amount paid in as by last report.
3. The total amount of capital stock paid in.
4. The funded debt by last report.
5. The total amount of funded debt.
6. The floating debt as by last report.
7. The total amount of floating debt.
8. The total amount of funded and floating 

debt.
9. The average rate per annum of interest 

on funded debt.
10. Statement of dividends paid during the 

year.
11. The total amount expended for same.
12. The names of the directors elected at the 

last meeting of the corporation held for such 
purpose.

13. Location, value and amount paid for real 
estate owned by the Company as by last report.

14. Location, value and amount paid for real 
estate now owned by the Company.

15. Number of passengers carried during the 
year.

16. Total receipts of Company for each class 
of business.

17. Amounts paid by the Company for dam 
age to persons or property on account of com 
struction and operation.

18. Total expenses for operation, including 
salaries.
—and such other information in regard to the 
business of the Company as may be required by 
the Board.

Fourteenth—The Company shall at all times 
keep accurate books of account of the gross re 
ceipts from all sources within the limits of the 
City, and shall, on or before November 1 of 
each year, make a verified report to the Comp 
troller of the City of the business done by the
Company, for the year ending September 30 
next preceding, in such form as he may pre 
scribe. Such report shall contain a statement 
of such gross receipts, the total miles in opera 
tion within the limits of the City, and the miles 
of railway constructed and operated under this 
contract, and such other information as the 
Comptroller may require. The Comptroller shall 
have access to all books of the Company for 
the purpose of ascertaining the correctness at 
its report, and may examine its officers undei 
oath.

Fifteenth—In case of any violation or breach 
or failure to comply with any of the provisions 
herein contained, except where an ipso fac to  
forfeiture is provided for, this contract may be 
forfeited by a suit brought by the Corporation 
Counsel, on notice of ten (10) days to the 
Company, at the option of the Board by reso­
lution of said Board, which said resolution may 
contain a provision to the effect that the rail­
way constructed and in use by virtue of this 
contract shall thereupon become the property of 
the City without proceedings at law or in equity. 
Provided, however, that such action by the Board 
shall not be taken until the Board shall give 
notice to the Company to appear before it on a 
certain day not less than ten (10) days after 
date of such notice, to show cause why such 
resolution declaring the contract forfeited should 
not be adopted. In case the Company fails 
to appear, action may be taken by the Board 
forthwith.

Sixteenth—If the Company shall fail to give 
efficient public service at the rates herein fixed, 
or fail to maintain its structures and equipment 
as herein provided in good condition through­
out the whole term of this contract, the Board 
may give notice to the Company, specifying any 
default on the part of the Company, and re­
quiring the Company to remedy the same within 
a reasonable time; and upon failure of the Com­
pany to remedy such default within a reasonable 
time, the Company shall, for each day thereafter 
during which the default or defect remains, pay 
to the City the sum of two hundred and fifty 
dollars ($250), as fixed or liquidated damages, 
or the Board, in case such structures or equip­
ment which may affect the surface of the streets 
shall not be put in good condition within a rea­
sonable time after notice by the Board as afore­
said shall have the right to make all needed re­
pairs at the expense of the Company, in which 
case the Company shall pay to the City the 
amount of the cost of such repairs, with legal 
interest thereon, all of which sums may be de­
ducted from the fund hereinafter provided for.

Seventeenth—The Company shall assume all 
liability to persons or property by reason of the 
construction or operation of the railway author­
ized by this contract, and it is a condition of 
this contract that the City shall assume no lia­
bility whatsoever to either persons or property 
on account of the same, and the Company here­
by agrees to repay to the City any damage which 
the City shall be compelled to pay by reason of 
any acts or default of the Company.

Eighteenth—This grant is upon the express 
condition that the Company, within thirty (30) 
days after the signing of this contract by the 
Mayor, and before anything is done in exercise 
of the rights conferred hereby, shall deposit with 
the Comptroller of the City the sum of.ten thou­
sand dollars ($10,000), either in money or securi­
ties, to be approved by him, which fund shall 
be security for the performance by the Company 
of all of the terms and conditions of this con­
tract and compliance with all orders of the 
Board acting under the powers herein reserved, 
especially those which relate to the payment of 
the annual charges for the privilege hereby 
granted, the rendering of efficient public service 
at the rates herein fixed, the repairs of the street 
pavement, the removal of snow and ice, the quality 
of construction of the railway and the mainte­
nance of the property in good condition throughout 
the whole term of this contract, and in case of 
default in the performance by the Company of 
such terms and conditions, or compliance with 
such orders or either or any of them, the City 
shall have the right to cause the work to be done 
and the materials to be furnished for the per­
formance thereof after due notice, and shall col­
lect the reasonable cost thereof from the said 
fund without legal proceedings; or, after default 
in the payment of the annual charges, shall col­
lect the same, with interest, from the said fund 
after ten (10) days’ notice to the Company}, or 
in case of failure to observe the said terms and 
conditions of this contract and orders of the 
Board acting hereunder, relating to the headway, 
heating and lighting of cars, fenders, and wheel- 
guards, the Company shall pay a penalty of fifty 
dollars ($50) per day for each day of violation, 
and the further sum of ten dollars ($10) per dav 
for each car that shall not be properly heated, 
lighted or supplied with fenders or wheel-guards, 
in case of the violation of the provisions relating 
to those matters; all of which sums may be de­
ducted from said fund.

The procedure for the imposition and collection 
of the penalties in this contract shall be as fol­
lows:

The Board, on complaint made, shall give no­
tice to the Company, directing its President, or 
other officer, to appear before the Board on a 
certain day not less than ten (10) days after the 
date of such notice, to show cause why the Com­

pany should not be penalized in accordance ,with 
the foregoing provisions. If  the Company fails 
to make an appearance, or, after a hearing, ap­
pears in the judgment of the Board to be is  fault, 
said Board shall forthwith impose the prescribed 
penalty, or where the amount of the penalty is 
not prescribed herein, such amount as appears to 
the Board to be just, and without legal procedure 
direct the Comptroller to withdraw the amount ol' 
such penalty from the security fund deposited 
with him. In case of any drafts made upon the 
security fund the Company shall, upon ten (10) 
days’ notice, pay to the City a sum sufficient to 
restore said security fund to the original amount 
of Ten Thousand Dollars ($10,000), and in de­
fault thereof this contract shall be cancelled and 
annulled at the option of the Board, acting in 
behalf of the City. No action or proceeding or 
right under the provisions of this contract shall 
affect any other legal rights, remedies or causes 
of action belonging to the City.

Nineteenth—The words "notice” or "direction” 
wherever used in this contract shall be deemed 
to mean a written notice or direction. Every such 
notice or direction to be served upon the Com­
pany shall be delivered at such office in the City 
as shall have been designated by the Company, or 
if no such office shall have been designated, or if 
such designation shall have for any reason be­
come inoperative, shall be mailed in the City, 
postage prepaid, addressed to the Company at the 
Citv. Delivery or mailing of such notice or di­
rection as and when above provided shall be 
equivalent to direct personal notice or direction, 
and shall be deemed to have been given at the 
time of delivery or mailing.

Twentieth—The words "streets or avenues” and 
"streets and avenues” wherever used in this con­
tract shall be deemed tp mean "streets, avenues, 
highways, parkways, driveways, concourses, boule­
vards, bridges, viaducts, tunnels, public places or 
any other property to which the City has title or 
over which the public has an easement” encoun­
tered in the route hereinabove described, and 
upon or in which authority is hereby given to the 
Company to construct a railway.

Twenty-first—If at any time the powers of the 
Board or any other of the authorities herein men­
tioned or intended to be mentioned shall be trans­
ferred by law to any other board, authority, officer 
or officers, then and in such case such other board, 
authority, officer or officers, shall have all the 
powers, rights and duties herein reserved tp or 
prescribed for the Board or other authorities, 
officer or officers.

Section 5. Nothing in this contract shall be 
construed as in any way limiting the present or 
future jurisdiction of the Public Service Com­
mission under the Laws of the State of New 
York.

Section 6. This grant is also upon the further 
and express condition that the provisions of the 
Railroad Law pertinent hereto shall be strictly 
complied with by the Company.

Section 7. The Company promises, covenants 
and agrees on its part and behalf to conform to 
and abide by and perform all the terms, condi­
tions and requirements in this contract fixed and 
contained.

In witness whereof, the party of the first part, 
by its Mayor, thereunto duly authorized by the 
Board of Estimate and Apportionment of said 
City, has caused the corporate name of said City 
to be hereuntto signed and the corporate seal of 
said City to be hereunto affixed; and the party of 
the second part by its officers thereunto duly 
authorized has caused its corporate name to be 
hereunto signed and its corporate seal to be here­
unto affixed the day and year first above written.

daily newspapers to be designated by the Mayor 
therefor and published in the City of New York, 
at the expense of The Brooklyn and North River 
Railroad Company, together with the following 
notice, to wit:

Resolved, That the Board of Estimate and Ap­
portionment hereby grants to the Long Island 
Railroad Company the franchise or right fully 
set out and described in the following form of 
proposed contract for the grant thereof, embody­
ing all the terms and conditions, including the 
provisions as to rates, fares and charges upon 
and subject to the terms and conditions in said 
proposed form of contract contained, and that 
the Mayor of The City of New York be and 
he hereby is authorized to execute and deliver 
such contract in the name and on behalf of 
The City of New York, as follows, to wit: 

P roposed  F o rm  o f  C ontract,
This Contract, made this day of

1913, by and between The City of New York 
(hereinafter called the City), party of the first 
part, by the Mayor of said City, acting for and 
in the name of said City, under and in pur­
suance of the authority of the Board of Esti­
mate and Apportionment of said City (herein­
after called the Beard), and the Long Island 
Railroad Company (hereinafter called the Com­
pany), party of the second part, witnesseth:

In consideration of the mutual covenants and 
agreements herein contained, the parties hereto 
do hereby covenant and agree as follows:

Section 1. The City hereby grants to the Com­
pany, subject to the conditions and provisions 
hereinafter set forth, the right and privilege 
to construct, maintain and operate certain rail­
road tracks at or in the vicinity of Hollis, in 
the 4th Ward of the Borough of Queens, as fol­
lows:

(a) Sixteen (16) tracks across Hamilton street 
(Winsted avenue), between Fulton street (Ja­
maica avenue) and South street (Liberty avenue), 
adjoining the two existing main line tracks of 
the Company.

(b) Three (3) tracks across South street (Lib­
erty avenue), immediately east of the point 
where South street is intersected by Hamilton 
street.

(c) Three (3) tracks across Farmers avenue or 
Old Country road, at the junction of said ave­
nue with said road, hereafter referred to as 
Farmers avenue.
—all as shown on a map and profile entitled:

"Amended map and profile to accompany ap­
plication, dated May 6, 1912, of the Long Island 
R. R. Co. to the Board of Estimate and Appor­
tionment, City of New York, for the right to 
install and maintain tracks across Winsted ave­
nue (Hamilton street), Old Country road, or 
Farmers avenue, and Liberty avenue (South 
street), in the Borough of Queens.”
—and signed: The Long Island R. R. Co., by 
Joseph F. Keany, Attorney for Petitioner; a copy 
of which is attached hereto and made a part 
of this contract.

Section 2. The grant of this privilege is sub­
ject to the following conditions, which shall be 
complied with by the Company:

First—The said right to construct, maintain 
and operate said railroad tracks, shall be held 
and enjoyed by the Company for the term of 
twenty-five (25) years from May 1, 1913, with 
the-privilege oi renewal of said contract for the 
further period of twenty-five (25) years, upon 
a fair revaluation of such right and privilege.

If the Company shall determine to exercise 
its privilege of renewal it shall make application 
to the Board, or any authority which shall be 
authorized by law to act for the Citv in place 
of the Board. Such application shall be made 
at any time not earlier than two (2) years and 
not later than one (1) year before the expira­
tion of the original term of this contract. The 
determination of the revaluation shall be suf­
ficient if agreed to in writing by the Company 
and the Board, but in no case shall the annual 
rate of compensation to the City be fixed at a 
less amount than the sum hereinafter named in 
this subdivision.

If the Company and the Board shall not reach 
such agreement on or before the day one (1) 
year before the expiration of the original term 
of this contract, then the annual rate of com­
pensation for such succeeding twenty-five (25) 
years shall be reasonable, and either the City 
(by the Board) or the Company shall be bound 
upon request of the other to enter into a writ­
ten agreement with each other fixing the rate of 
such compensation at such amount as shall be 
reasonable, but in no case shall the annual rate 
so fixed be less than the sum hereinafter named 
in this subdivision, and if the parties shall not 
forthwith agree upon what is reasonable, then 
the parties shall enter into a written agreement 
fixing such annual rate and at such amount as 
shall be determined by three disinterested free­
holders selected in the following manner:

One disinterested freeholder shall be chosen bj 
the Board; one disinterested freeholder shall be 
chosen by the Company; these two shall choose 
a third disinterested freeholder, and the three 
so chosen shall act as appraisers and shall make 
the revaluation aforesaid. Such appraisers shall 
be chosen at least six (6) months prior to the 
expiration of this original contract, and their 
report shall be filed with the Board within three 
(3) months after they are chosen. They shall 
act as appraisers and not as arbitrators. They 
may base their judgment upon their own expe­
rience and upon such information as they may 
obtain by inquiries and investigations, without 
the presence of either party. They shall have 
the right to examine any of the books of the 
Company and its officers under oath. The valu­
ations so ascertained, fixed and determined shall 
be conclusive upon both parties, but no annual 
sum shall in any event be less than two thou­
sand dollars ($2,000). If in any case the annual 
rate shall not be fixed prior to the termination 
of the original term of this contract, then the 
Company shall pay the annual rate of two thou­
sand dollars ($2,000) until the new rate shall be 
determined, and shall then make up to the 
City the amount of any excess of the annual rate 
then determined over the annual rate herein 
named. The compensation and expenses of the 
said appraisers snail be borne jointly by the 
City and the Company, each paying one-half 
thereof.

Second—The Company shall pay to the City 
the sum of twenty thousand dollars ($20,000) as 
compensation for the privilege hereby granted 
for the original term of twenty-five (25) years 
and in full satisfaction for any claim which the 
City may have for the past unauthorized use 
and occupation of the streets by the tracks 
herein authorized. Such payment shall be made 
simultaneously with the delivery to the Com­
pany of this contract executed by the Mayor.

Any payments to be made by the terms of 
this contract to the City by the Company shall 
not be considered in any manner in the nature 
of a tux, but such payments shall be made in 
addition to any and all taxes of whatsoever kind 
or  ̂description, now or hereafter required to be 
paid by any ordinance of the City, or resolution 
nf the Board, or any law of the State of New 
York.

Third—No assignment, lease or sublease ol 
the rights or privileges hereby granted (whether 
original or renewal), or of any part thereof, or 
of any of the tracks mentioned herein, or of 
any . part thereof, shall be valid or effectual for 
any .purpose unless the said assignment, lease 
or sublease shall contain a covenant on the part 
of the assignee or lessee that the same is sub­
ject to all the conditions of this contract; and 
that the assignee or lessee assumes and will be 
bound by all of said conditions, and especially

said conditions as to payments, anything in any 
statute or in tne charier ot such assignee or 
lessee to the contrary notwithstanding, and that 
the said assignee or lessee waives any more 
lavoraoie conuitions created by such statute or 
its charter, and that it will not claim by reason 
thereot or otherwise exemption trom liability 
to perfoim each and all ot tne conditions oi 
this contract.

Fourth—The rights and privileges hereby 
granted shall not oe assigned, either in whole 
or in part, or leased or sublet in any manner, 
nor shall the title thereto, or right, interest or 
property therein, pass to or vest in any other 
person or corporation whatsoever, either by the 
act of the Company, or by operation ot law, 
whether under the provisions of the statutes 
relating to the consolidation or merger of cor 
porations or otherwise, without the consent of 
the City, acting by the Board, evidenced by an 
instrument under seal, anything herein con­
tained to the contrary thereof in anywise not­
withstanding, and the granting, giving or waiving 
of any one or more of such consents shall not 
render unnecessary any subsequent consent or 
consents.

Fifth—Upon the termination of this original 
contract, or if the same be renewed, then at 
the termination of' the said renewal term, or 
upon the termination of the rights hereby 
granted for any cause, or upon the dissolution 
of the Company before such termination, the 
tracks and equipments of the Company con­
structed pursuant to this contract within the 
streets and avenues shall become the property 
of the City without cost, and the same may be 
used or disposed of by the City for any purpose 
whatsoever, or the same may be leased to any 
company or individual.

It, however, at the termination of this con­
tract as above, the Board shall so order by 
resolution, the Company shall, upon thirty (30) 
days’ notice from the Board, remove any and 
all of its tracks and other equipment constructed 
pursuant to the contract and the said streets 
and avenues shall be restored to their original 
condition at the sole cost and expense of the 
Company.

Sixth—Tracks across Hamilton street.
The sixteen (16) tracks hereby authorized 

across Hamilton street shall .be constructed and 
maintained over and above the surface of said 
street in the manner and subject to the terms 
and conditions hereinafter named:

(a) The Company shall construct a bridge or
archway of sufficient width and capacity to ac­
commodate the sixteen (16) tracks hereby au­
thorized and also the two (2) main line tracks of 
the Company now laid and existing on the sur­
face of Hamilton street, between Fulton and 
South streets. Said bridge or archway shall have 
a span of at least thirty-two (32) feet and a 
clearance of at least fourteen (14) feet over the 
surface of Hamilton street at the centre line 
thereof. For the purpose of constructing said 
bridge or archway with the prescribed clearance, 
the Company shall depress the surface of Ham­
ilton street as now existing between Fulton and 
South streets. The method of constructing said 
bridge or archway and of depressing the street
grades shall be subject to the approval of the
Board, and the Company shall submit to the
Board, for its approval, plans showing the
method of such work. The grades of said bridge 
or archway and of Hamilton street shall be as 
shown on the map and profile attached to and 
made part of this contract or as may be here­
after fixed by the Board.

(b) That portion of Hamilton street under the 
bridge or archway and for a distance of fifty 
(50) feet outside the same at either end thereof 
shall be well and sufficiently lighted at the ex­
pense of the Company, during such hours of 
the day and night and by such lighting system 
as may be prescribed by the President of the 
Borough of Queens and to his entire satisfac­
tion.

(c) Hamilton street for its entire length from 
Fulton street to South street, the depression of 
which is made necessary by the construction of 
the said bridge or archway, shall be provided by 
the Company with such suitable and adequate 
drainage system, with proper outlets therefor, as 
may be prescribed by the President of the Bor­
ough of Queens, ana to his entire satisfaction. 
And the Company shall pave the surface of 
Hamilton street, for its entire length from Ful­
ton to South street, including its intersection 
with such streets, with such material as ma.r be
Srescribed by the President of the Borough of 

ueens.
(d) The work of constructing the said bridge 

or archway, changing the street grades and the 
drainage system, providing drainage outlets and 
paving the street, as above provided, shall be 
done at the sole cost and expense of the Com­
pany. The Company shall also, at its own entire 
cost and expense, and for the entire term of 
this contract, whether original or renewal, main­
tain the said bridge or archway and the piers 
and abutments thereof ih good order and repair.

(e) The construction of said bridge or arch­
way shall be completed in no event later than 
the day two (2) years after the date of the 
execution of this contract by the Mayor. Dur­
ing the period of such two (2) years and pend­
ing the construction of said bridge or archway 
the Company may construct, maintain and oper­
ate the tracks hereby authorized across Hamilton 
street, at the same grade as the surface of said 
street; provided, however, that the Board may, 
by resolution, direct the removal of such tracks 
from the surface of Hamilton street and the 
construction of the bridge or archway across 
said street before the expiration of such two- 
year period.

The Company shall complete the construction 
of the bridge or archway hereinbefore provided 
for on or before the expiration of the two-year 
period or# within the time fixed by the Board, 
should the Board direct the prior removal of 
the surface tracks, and the Company shall, be­
fore such expiration, or within such time, as the 
case may be, remove from the surface of Ham­
ilton street the sixteen (16) tracks hereby au­
thorized and the said two (2) main line tracks 
and thereafter maintain and operate the same 
upon said bridge or archway subject to the terms 
and conditions of this contract 

Should the Company fail or neglect to com­
plete the construction of the said bridge or arch­
way within the two-year period hereinbefore 
specified, or within the period fixed by the 
Board, should it direct the prior removal of the 
surface tracks as the case may be, or should the 
Company, within the same time, fail to remove 
from the surface of Hamilton street the sixteen 
(16) tracks hereby authorized and also the said 
two (2) main line tracks, the right and privi­
lege hereby granted to construct, maintain and 
operate sixteen (16) tracks across Hamilton 
street shall cease and determine upon the termi­
nation of said two-year period, or on the date 
fixed for the prior removal of the surface tracks.
Should the Company not take advantage of 
the privilege to construct, maintain and operate 
the tracks hereby authorized upon the surface 
of Hamilton street, as hereinbefore provided and 
fail to complete the construction of the said 
bridge or archway within two (2) years from 
the date of the execution of this contract by 
the Mayor, as hereinabove provided, the right 
and privilege hereby granted to construct, main­
tain and operate sixteen (16) tracks across Ham­
ilton street shall cease and determine upon the 
termination of such two-year period.
Seventh—Should the Company, pending the 
construction of the said bridge or archway, con­
struct, maintain and operate the sixteen (16)
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tracks hereby authorized, at the same grade as 
the surtace of Hamilton street, such construc­
tion, maintenance and o ra t io n  shall be in the 
manner and suoject to the terms and conditions 
hereinafter named;

(a) buch surtace tracks and the appurtenances 
thereto shall be constructed and maintained so 
as to contorm to the grade and lines of the 
street as now existing.

As long as said tracks, or any portion thereof, 
remain on the surtace of said street, the Com­
pany shall maintain all that portion of the sur- 
lace of the street in which the said tracks are 
constructed, trom outer track to outer track, 
in a passable condition for pedestrian and vehi­
cular trattic, under the supervision of the local 
authorities, whenever required by them to do 
so, and in such manner as they may prescribe.

(b) The Company shall at all times keep that 
portion of the street in which the said tracks are 
constructed, from outer track to outer track, 
free and clear from ice and snow.

(c) The Company shall station flagmen at such 
points as shall be necessary to exclude pedestrians 
and vehicles from the tracks at all times when 
cars or trains are being operated thereon. Should 
it seem necessary, in the opinion of the Board, 
at any time during the period of the maintenance 
of the tracks on the surface of the street, that 
gates be erected, maintained and operated across 
the street, for the purpose of excluding pedes­
trians ana vehicles from the tracks hereby au­
thorized, then the Company shall erect, main­
tain and operate such gates as may be desig­
nated upon thirty (30) days’ notice by the Board 
to the Company.

(d) Passage over said street by either pedes­
trians or vehicles shall not be interrupted for 
a greater period than five consecutive minutes 
at any hour of the day or night.

Eighth—Should the right and privilege to main­
tain and operate the sixteen (16) tracks across 
Hamilton street be forfeited as hereinabove pro­
vided, the Company shall at its own cost and 
expense eliminate the existing grade crossing of 
the main line tracks at Hamilton street, and for 
this purpose, within one (1) year after notice 
to do so from the Board, shall complete the con­
struction of and thereafter maintain a bridge 
across said street of sufficient width and capacity 
to carry the said main line tracks and shall upon 
such completion remove to and thereafter main­
tain upon such bridge the said main line tracks. 
The said bridge shall be constructed and main­
tained in the manner and subject to the terms 
and conditions contained in section 2, sixth, of 
this contract, except that the Company shall not 
be required to depress or pave a greater portion 
of Hamilton street than may, in the judgment 
of the Board, be necessary for the construction 
of a bridge to carry only the main line tracks.

Ninth—Tracks across South street.
The three (3) tracks hereby authorized across 

South street shall be constructed and maintained 
over and above the surface of such street on a 
bridge which shall have a span at least equal to 
the present width of said street, and a clearance 
of at least fourteen (14) feet above the surface 
of said street at its present grade; provided, 
however, that whenever the grade and lines of 
said street are finally established, either as shown 
on the map and profile attached hereto or as may 
be hereafter fixed by the Board, the Company 
at such time thereafter as said street is ready 
for physical improvement and upon notice to 
do so from the Board, shall alter the said bridge 
by raising the span thereof so as to allow a 
clearance of at least fourteen (14) feet over 
the surface of South street at the new grade 
thereof and remove the piers and abutments to 
points outside the lines of said street as changed. 
The method of such alteration shall be subject 
to the approval of the Board and before com­
mencing the work thereof, the Company shall 
submit to the Board for its approval, plans show­
ing such method.

(a) In connection with the alteration of said 
bridge, the Company shall perform all the work 
of changing the grades of South street and of 
its intersection with Hamilton street and of chang­
ing the drainage system of said streets, and pro­
viding the drainage outlets made necessary by 
the maintenance of said bridge over South street, 
as above provided, and the Company shall also 
replace or restore the street pavement which 
may be disturbed during such work, all to be 
done under the supervision and subject to the 
approval of the President of the Borough o4 
Queens.

(b) The Company shall commence and com­
plete the work of alteration, as above provided, 
within one (1) year after notice to do sc from 
the Board, otherwise the right and privilege 
hereby granted to construct, maintain and oper­
a te  three (3) tracks across South street shall 
cease and determine unless said period shall be 
extended as hereinafter provided.

(c) The work of altering the said bridge, 
changing the street grades and the drainage sys­
tem, providing drainage outlets and replacing 
ct restoring the street pavement, as above pro­
vided, shall be done at the sole cost and expense 
of the Company. The Company shall also at 
its own entire cost and expense, and for the 
entire terra of this contract, whether original 
or renewal, maintain the said bridge and the 
piers and abutments thereof in good order and 
repair.

Tenth—Tracks across Farmers avenue.
The three (3) tracks hereby authorized across 

Farmers avenue shall be constructed and main­
tained over and above the surface of such ave­
nue in the manner and subject to the terms and 
conditions hereinafter named:

(a) The Company shall construct a bridge 
of sufficient width and capacity to accommo­
date the three (3) tracks hereby authorized and 
also the two (2) main line tracks of the Com­
pany now laid and existing across Farmers ave­
nue on the surface thereof, carrying said Farm­
ers avenue under said bridge at the width shown 
on the tentative plan for this territory and upon 
the completion of said bridge shall remove from 
the surface of said Farmers avenue the three 
(3) unauthorized tracks and the said two (2) 
main line tracks now constructed thereon, and 
shall thereafter maintain the said tracks on said 
bridge.

(b) Said bridge shall be constructed with a 
clearance of at least fourteen (14) feet over 
the surface of Farmers avenue. Por the pur­
pose of constructing said bridge with the pre­
scribed clearance, the Company shall perform all 
the work of changing the street grades and the 
drainage system and of providing the drainage 
outlets made necessary by the construction of 
said bridge, and shall also replace or restore 
the street pavement which may be disturbed 
during such work; all to be done under the 
supervision and subject to the approval of the 
President of the Borough of Queens. The 
method of constructing said bridge and chang­
ing the street grades shall be subject to the 
approval of the Board. Before commencing work 
the Company shall submit to the Board for its 
approval, a plan showing the method of such 
work. The grade of said bridge and of Farmers 
avenue shall be as shown on the map and pro­
file attached to and made a part of this con­
tract or as may be hereafter fixed by the Board.

(c) The Company shall commence and com­
plete the work of constructing said bridge and 
of changing the street grades and drainage sys­
tem, as above provided, within one (1) year after 
the date of the execution of this contract by the 
Mayor, and shall within the same period remove 
from the surface off Farmers avenue the three 
(3) unauthorized tracks and the two (2) mam 
line tracks now constructed thereon: otherwise 
the right and privilege hereby granted to con­

struct, maintain and operate three (3) tracks 
across Farmers avenue shall cease and deter­
mine, unless said period shall be extended as 
hereinafter provided.

(d) The Company shall bear the entire' cost 
and expense of constructing said bridge, chang­
ing the street grades and the drainage system, 
providing drainage outlets and replacing or re­
storing the street pavement, as above provided, 
and shall also pay all damages to property own­
ers, resulting from change of street grades, 
except as to such portion of such cost and of 
such damages as would relate to or result from 
the elimination of the crossing at grade of the 
two (2) existing main line tracks. Said last- 
named portion shall be apportioned in the man­
ner provided by the Railroad Law for the elimin­
ation of existing grade crossings, except that in 
no event shall the City’s share of such portion 
exceed the sum of Forty-eight thousand five hun­
dred dollars ($48,500), and the Company agrees 
to assume and repay to the City any sum in ex­
cess of the said Forty-eight thousand five hun­
dred dollars ($48,500) which the City may be re-
?uired to pay as its share of such portion. The 

Company shall, at its own entire cost and ex­
pense, for the entire term of this contract, wheth­
er original or renewal, maintain the said bridge 
and the piers and abutments thereof in good or­
der and repair.

Eleventh — The provisions of this contract, 
which require the Company to remove from the 
surface of Farmers avenue the two (2) main line 
tracks now laid and existing across such avenue 
and to thereafter maintain the same on the 
bridge hereinbefore provided for, are and shall be 
subject to the condition that the Public Service 
Commission for the First District shall adopt an 
order eliminating the existing crossing at grade of 
the said main line tracks across Farmers avenue, 
and directing the construction and maintenance 
of the said tracks over and above the surface of 
said avenue. Nothing in such order contained, 
however, providing for the apportionment of the 
cost of such elimination in a different or more fav­
orable manner to the Company than as herein 
provided for shall operate to vary the provisions 
of this contract as to the cost of such elimination, 
and the Company agrees to waive any such differ­
ent or more favorable provisions.

Twelfth—Should the grades or lines of Hamil­
ton street, South street or Farmers avenue, be 
changed at any time after the said bridge and 
archway across Farmers avenue and Hamilton 
street respectively are constructed, or after the 
bridge across South street is reconstructed, pur­
suant to the terms of this contract, the Company, 
when directed to do So by resolution adopted by 
the unanimous vote of the Board, shall, at its 
own entire cost and expense, change or recon­
struct said bridge and archway so as to allow a 
clearance of at least fourteen (14) feet over the 
surface of said streets and avenue at the new 
grades thereof, and remove the piers or abut­
ments of said bridges and archway to such point 
or points within or without the lines of said 
streets and avenue as changed as may be pre­
scribed by the Board; and the Company agrees 
to waive as to these crossings any provisions 
of law now in force, or hereafter enacted, which 
shall provide for the apportionment of the cost of 
changing or altering existing overgrade or under­
grade crossings.

Thirteenth—During the work of constructing or 
reconstructing the tracks, bridges and archway 
hereby authorized across Hamilton street, South 
street and Farmers avenue, the Company shall 
at all times permit pedestrians and vehicles to 
have free and uninterrupted access to and pas­
sage over said streets and avenue and across,the 
tracks of the Company, except as interruptions 
are hereby permitted as to Hamilton street, or, in 
lieu thereof, the Company shall provide and main­
tain temporary crossings on its own lands at or 
near said streets and avenue for this purpose, 
and the Company shall station flagmen at such 
points as shall be necessary to exclude pedes­
trians and vehicles from the tracks at all times 
when cars or trains are being operated thereon.

Fourteenth—The Company shall, upon demand, 
convey, or cause to be conveyed to the City, for 
a nominal consideration, a perpetual easement to 
construct and maintain any necessary sewers, 
pipes, mains or conduits in and through the lands 
contained within the limits of, or forming the 
boundaries or a portion thereof, of the Hollis and 
St. Albans yards, the whole forming the Holban 
yard, so called, and also the right to enter upon 
such lands from time to time as may be neces­
sary for purposes of inspection or to make re­
pairs. In constructing and maintaing such struc­
tures the City shall properly support and pro­
tect the Company’s tracks and equipment.

The Company shall, upon demand, convey, or 
cause to be conveyed to the City in fee, for a 
nominal consideration, subject, however, to the 
right of the Company to continue the operation 
of its trains or cars thereon, such pieces or 
parcels of land lying within or forming the 
boundaries, or a portion thereof, of the Hollis 
and St. Albans yards, the whole forming the 
Holban yard, so called, which may be necessary 
to widen existing streets or for proposed new 
streets. In case the Company cannot convey or 
obtain the conveyance of any such piece or par­
cel of land, the City may acquire the same by 
condemnation proceedings, and the Company 
shall reimburse the City for the expense of such 
condemnation.

Fifteenth—The Company agrees that the lands 
located within the limits of the so-called Holban 
yard, comprising the Hollis and St. Albans yards, 
except such portions thereof as shall lie within 
the right of way of the Company’s main line and 
Montauk Divisions so called, shall be assessed 
for public improvements of any nature in the 
same manner and to the same extent as are other 
lands not devoted to railroad uses, and the Com­
pany agrees to assume and pay such assessments. 
Provided, however, that where the Company, pur­
suant to the foregoing subdivision, shall convey or 
cause to be conveyed to the City in fee any piece 
or parcel of land for a new street or to widen an 
existing street, the lands of the Company fronting 
on said portion of the street so conveyed shall not 
be chargeable with any portion of the expense of 
opening or widening the residue of said street, 
except as provided in like cases by the Charter 
of the City.

Sixteenth—The limits of the Holban yard as 
referred to in subdivisions fourteenth and fif­
teenth of this contract shall be as shown upon a 
map entitled:

“Map showing limits of Holban Yard in the 
Borough of Queens, to accompany application 
dated May 6, 1912, of The Long Island Railroad 
Company to the Board of Estimate and Appor­
tionment, City of New York.”
—and signed, The Long Island Railroad Com­
pany, by Joseph W. Keany, Attorney for Appli­
cant, a copy of which is attached hereto and 
made a part of this contract.

Seventeenth—In the event that any of the 
rights and privileges hereby granted shall cease 
and determine for failure of the Company to 
commence and complete construction pursuant 
to the terms of this contract or otherwise, such 
forfeiture shall not affect the right or title of the 
City to any moneys paid to the City as compensa­
tion for such rights and privileges or its right to 
retain and hold as security for the faithful per­
formance of the terms and conditions of this con­
tract as to such rights and privileges which may 
not be so forfeited, any sums which may be de­
posited with the Comptroller of the City as here­
inafter provided, nor shall such forfeiture affect 
the right of the City to compel the compliance bv 
the Company with such terms and conditions, and 
in the event that all of such rights and privileges 
shall cease and determine for failure of the Com­

pany to commence and complete construction pur­
suant to the terms of this contract, all sums paid 
to the City as compensation, or which may be 
deposited with the Comptroller o f ' the City, as 
hereinafter provided, shall thereupon be forfeited 
to the City.

It is provided that the periods herein fixed 
for completing the reconstruction of the bridge 
across South street and performing the work in 
connection therewith, and for completing the 
construction of the bridge across Farmers ave­
nue, removing the surface tracks from the said 
avenue and performing the work in connection 
therewith, may be extended by the Board., but 
the total extension of time in the case of either 
of said streets shall not exceed in the aggregate 
one (1) year, and provided further that when 
the commencement or completion of such con­
struction or reconstruction shall be prevented by 
legal proceedings in any court or by works of 
public improvement, or from other causes not 
within the control of the Company, the time for 
the commencement-or completion of such con­
struction may be extended for the period of 
such prevention, but no delay shall be allowed 
for unless the court proceedings shall be dili­
gently prosecuted by the Company, and provided 
further that in no case shall such delay be 
deemed to begin until the Company shall have 
given notice to the Board of any such court 
proceedings or other occasion of delay, and de­
livered to the Board copies of any injunction or 
other orders and the papers upon which the same 
6hall have been granted, and unless, upon the 
request of the Board, the Company shall, in writ­
ing, consent that the Board, either in its own 
name as a party or in the name of the City as 
a party, may intervene in any such proceedings.

Eighteenth—Said tracks, bridges and archway 
and the appurtenances thereto shall be con­
structed, or reconstructed, maintained and oper­
ated subject to the supervision and control oi all 
the authorities of the City, who have jurisdiction 
in such matters, as provided by the Charter of 
the City.

No construction or reconstruction upon said 
tracks, bridges and archway and the appurten­
ances thereto shall be commenced until written 
permits have been obtained from the proper City
officials.

In any permits so issued, such officials may 
also impose such conditions as a condition of the 
granting of the same, as are necessary for the 
purpose of protecting any structures in the streets 
and avenues over which such officials have juris­
diction, and the Company shall comply with 
such conditions.

Nineteenth—The electrical equipment to be in­
stalled by the Company for the operation of the 
tracks authorized by this contract, whether the 
same be upon streets and avenues or upon private 
property, shall be constructed and maintained 
under the supervision and control of the Com­
missioner of Water Supply, Gas and Electricity.

Twentieth—The right hereby granted shall not 
be in preference or in hindrance to public work 
of the City, and should the said tracks, bridges 
and archway or the appurtenances thereto in any 
way interfere with the construction of public 
works in the streets and avenues, whether the 
same is done by the City directly or by a con­
tractor for the City, the Company shall, at its own 
expense, support and protect the tracks, bridges 
and archway and appurtenances in the manner 
directed by the City officials having jurisdiction 
over such public work.

Twenty-first—Any alteration, not herein pro­
vided for, to the sewerage or drainage systems, 
or to any other subsurface or to any surface 
structures in the streets, required on account of 
the construction or reconstruction and operation 
of the tracks, bridges and archway and the ap­
purtenances thereto, shall be made at the sole 
cost of the Company and in such manner as the 
proper City officials may prescribe.

Twenty-second—In addition to the work to be 
done by or at the expense of the Company, 
as herein provided, the Company shall pay:

(a) The cost of the protection of all surface 
and subsurface structures which shall be in any 
way disturbed by the construction or reconstruc­
tion of the tracks, bridges and archway and the 
appurtenances thereto hereby authorized or re­
quired.

(b) The cost of inspection required by the 
President of the Borough of Queens and the 
Commissioner of Water Supply, Gas and Elec­
tricity, of all work during the construction or re-, 
construction of the tracks, bridges and archway 
and the appurtenances thereto, and during the 
removal of the surface* tracks herein provided 
for.

Twenty-third—The right hereby granted is sub­
ject to whatever right, title or interest the own­
ers of abutting property or others may have in 
and to the streets and avenue in which the Com­
pany is hereby authorized to construct, maintain 
and operate the tracks, bridges and archway.

Twenty-fourth—The Company shall assume all 
liability to persons or property by reason of the 
construction, reconstruction or operation of the 
tracks, bridges and archway and the appurte­
nances thereto authorized by this contract, and 
the damages for changes of street grades made 
necessary thereby, except such damages as shall 
be included within the cost of eliminating the 
crossing at grade- of the existing two (2) main 
line tracks across Farmers avenue, the appor­
tionment of which cost is hereinbefore provided 
for, and it is a condition of this contract that 
the City shall assume no liability whatsoever to 
either persons or property on account of the 
same and the Company hereby agrees to repay 
to the City any damage which the City shall be 
compelled to pay by reason of any acts or default 
of the Company.

Twenty-fifth—Nothing ig this contract shall be 
deemed to affect in any way the right of the 
City to grant to any person or corporation a 
franchise or right to use any of the streets or 
av e n u es  herein named, or any part of them, for 
railway or other purposes.

Twenty-sixth — In case of any violation or 
breach or failure to comply with any of the pro­
visions herein contained, or with any orders of 
the Board acting under the powers herein re­
served, the franchise or consent herein granted, 
except where an ipso  fa c to  forfeiture is pro­
vided for. may be forfeited by a suit brought bv 
the Corporation Counsel on notice of ten (10) 
days to the Company, or, at *he option of the 
Board, by resolution t of said Board, which said 
resolution may contain a provision to the effect 
that the tracks, bridges and archway and the 
appurtenances thereto constructed and in use in 
streets and avenues by virtue of this contract 
shall thereupon become the property of the City 
without proceedings at law or in equity. Pro­
vided, however, that such action by the Board 
shall not be taken until the Board shall give 
notice to the Company to appear before it on 
a certain day, not less than ten (10) days after 
the date of such notice, to show cause why such 
resolution declaring the contract forfeited should 
not be adopted. In case the Company fails to 
appear, action may be taken by the Board forth­
with.

Twenty-seventh—If the Company shall fail to 
give efficient public service at reasonable rates 
or fail to maintain its structures and equipment, 
as herein provided, in good condition throughout 
the whole term of this contract, the Board may 
give notice to the Company, specifying any, de­
fault on the pan of the Company, and requiring 
the Company to remedy the same within a rea­
sonable time; and upon failure of the Company 
to remedy such default within a reasonable time, 
the Company shall for each day thereafter during 
which the default or defect remains pay to the City 
the sum of two hundred and fifty dollars ($250),

as fixed or liquidated damages, or the Board, in 
case such structures or equipment which may 
affect the surface of the streets shall not be put 
in good condition within a reasonable time' after 
notice by the Board as aforesaid, shall have the 
right to make all needed repairs at the expense 
of the Company, in which case the Company 
shall pay to the City the amount of the cost 
of such repairs, with legal interest thereon, all 
of which sums may be deducted from the fund 
hereinafter, provided for.

Twenty-eighth—This grant is upon the express 
condition that the Company within thirty (30) 
days after the signing of this contract by the 
Mayor, and before anything is done in exercise 
of the rights conferred hereby, shall deposit 
with the Comptroller of the City the sum of ten 
thousand dollars ($10,000), either in money or 
securities, to be approved by him, which fund 
shall be security for the performance by the Com­
pany of all of the terms and conditions of this 
contract and compliance with all orders of the 
Board acting under the powers herein reserved, 
especially those which relate to the payment ot 
the annual charges for the privileges hereby 
granted, if any such payment be hereafter re­
quired, the maintenance in good order and re­
pair of the bridges and archway and tracks here­
by authorized, the removal or relocation of the 
piers and abutments of said bridges and arch­
way and the widening or elevation of the super­
structures thereof in case of future changes in 
the width or grade of the streets, the removal of 
the surface tracks wherever required, the repairs 
of the street pavement, the removal of snow and 
ice, and the paving and lighting of Hamilton 
street, and in case of default in the performance 
by the Company of such terms and conditions, 
the City shall have the right to cause the work 
to be done and materials to be furnished for 
the performance thereof, after due notice, and 
shall collect the reasonable cost thereof from 
said fund without legal proceedings; or, after 
default in the payment of the annual charges, 
should any be hereafter required, shall collect 
the same, with interest, from the said fund after 
ten (10) days’ notice to the Company; or, in 
case of failure to keep any other of the terms 
and conditions of this contract, the Company 
shall pay a penalty of ten dollars ($10) a day 
for each day of failure, all of which sums may 
be deducted from the said fund.

The procedure for the imposition and collec­
tion of the penalties in this contract shall be as 
follows:

The Board, on complaint made, shall , give 
notice to the Company, directing its President, 
or other officer, to appear before the Board on 
a certain day, not less than ten (10) days after 
the datS of such notice, to show cause why the 
Company should not be penalized in accordance 
with the foregoing provisions. If  the Company 
fails to make an appeearance, or, after a hear­
ing, appears in the judgment of the Board to be 
in fault, said Board shall forthwith impose the 
prescribed penalty, or where the amount of the 
penalty is not prescribed herein, such amount as 
appears to the Board to be just, and without 
legal procedure direct the Comptroller to with­
draw the amount of such penalty from the se­
curity fund deposited with him. In case of any 
drafts made upon the security fund, the Com­
pany shall, upon ten (10) days’ notice, pay to 
the City a sum sufficient to restore said security 
fund to the original amount of ten thousand dol­
lars ($10,000), and in default .thereof this con­
tract shall be cancelled and annulled at the option 
of the Board, acting in behalf of the City. No 
action or proceeding or right under the pro­
visions of this contract shall affect any other 
legal rights, remedies or causes of action be­
longing to the City.

Twenty-ninth—The words “notice or direc­
tion,” wherever used in this contract, shall be 
deemed to mean a written notice or direction. 
Every such notice or direction to be served upon 
the Company shall be delivered at such office in 
the City as shall have been designated by the 
Company, or if no such office shall have been 
designated, or if such designation shall have 
for any reason become inoperative, shall be 
mailed in the City, postage prepaid, addressed 
to the Company at the City. Delivery or mail­
ing of such notice or direction as and when 
above provided shall be equivalent to direct per­
sonal notice or direction, and shall be deemed 
to have been given at the time of delivery or 
mailing.

Thirtieth—The words “streets or avenues” and 
“streets and avenues,” wherever used in this 
contract, shall be deemed to mean “streets, ave­
nues, highways, parkways, driveways, concourses, 
boulevards, bridges, viaducts, tunnels, public 
places, or any other property to which the City 
has title or over which the public has an ease­
ment” across which the Company is authorized 
to lay tracks.

Thirty-first—If at any time the powers of the 
Board or any other of the authorities herein 
mentioned, or intended to be mentioned, shall 
be transferred -by law to any other board, au­
thority, officer or officers, then and in such 
case such other board, authority, officer or offi­
cers shall have all the powers rights and duties 
herein reserved for the Board or other authori­
ties, officer or officers.

Section 3. Nothing in this contract shall be 
construed as in any way limiting the present 
or future jurisdiction of the Public Service Com­
mission under the laws of the State of New 
York.

Section 4. The Company promises, covenants 
and agrees on its part and behalf to conform 
to and abide by and perform all the terms, con­
ditions and requirements in this contract fixed 
and contained.

crossovers hereby authorized is shown upon a 
map entitled:

Bronx, City of New York, to accompany peti­
tion dated May 5, 1913, to the Board of Esti­
mate and Apportionment,”
—and signed by Edward A. Maher, Vice-Presi­
dent, and T. F. Mullaney, Chief Engineer; a 
copy of which is attached hereto, is to be deemed 
a part of this contract, is to be construed with 
the text thereof, and is to be substantially fol­
lowed, provided that deviations therefrom and 
additional turnouts, switches and crossovers 
which are consistent with the foregoing descrip-

During the third term of five (5) years an an 
nual sum which shall in no case be less than 
seven hundred and twenty-five dollars ($725) 
and which shall be equal to five (5) per cent 
of its gross annual receipts if such percentage 
shall exceed the sum of seven hundred and 
twenty-five dollars ($725).

During the fourth term of five (5) years an 
annual sum which shall in no case be less than 
eight hundred dollars ($800), and which shall be 
equal to five (5) per cent, of its gross annual 
receipts if such percentage shall exceed the sum 
of eight hundred dollars ($800).

During the remaining term expiring January 
19, 1936, an annual sum which shall in no case 
be less than eight hundred and seventy-five dol 
lars ($875), and which shall be equal to five (5) 
per cent, of its gross annual receipts if such 
percentage shall exceed the sum of eight hun­
dred and seventy-five dollars ($875)

The v o s s  annual receipts mentioned above 
shall be that portion of the gross receipts of the 
Company as shall bear the same proportion tc 
its whole gross receipts as the length of the ex 
tension hereby authorized shall bear to the 
entire length of the railway of the Company in 
operation within the limits of the City.

The annual charges shall commence from the 
date upon which this contract is signed by the 
Mayor.

All annual charges as above shall be paid into 
the Treasury of the City on November 1 of 
each year and shall be for the amount due to 
September 30 next preceding. Provided that 
the first annual payment shall be only for that 
proportion of the first annual charge as the time 
between the date upon which this contract _ is 
signed by the Mayor and September 30 following 
shall bear to the whole of one year.

Whenever the percentage required to be paid 
shall exceed the minimum amount as above, then 
such sum over and above such minimum shall 
be paid on or before November 1 in each year 
for the year ending September 30 next pre­
ceding.

The annual charges herein provided are in­
tended to include the percentages of, gross re­
ceipts now required to be paid by railway com­
panies to the City, pursuant to the Railroad Law, 
as amended.

Any and all payments to be made by the terms 
of this contract to the City by the Company, 
shall not be considered in any manner in the 
nature-of a tax, but such payments shall be made 
in addition to any and all taxes of whatsoever 
kind or description, now or hereafter required 
to be paid by any ordinance of the City, or reso­
lution of the Board, or any law of the State of 
New York.

Fourth—The annual charges or payments shall 
continue throughout the whole term of this con­
tract (whether original or renewal), nptwith- 
standing any clause in any statute or in the 
charter of any other railway or railroad com­
pany providing for payment for railway or rail­
road rights or franchises at a different rate, and 
no assignment, lease or sublease of the rights or 
privileges hereby granted (whether original or 
renewal), or oi any part thereof, or of any of 
the routes mentioned herein, or of any part 
thereof, shall be valid or effectual for any pur­
pose unless the said assignment, lease or sub­
lease shall contain a covenant on the part of the 
assignee or lessee that the same is subject to all 
the conditions of this contract; and that the as­
signee or lessee assumes and will be bound by all 
of said conditions, and especially said conditions 
as to payments, anything in any statute or in 
the charter of such assignee or lessee to the con­
trary notwithstanding, and that the said assignee 
or lessee waives any more favorable conditions 
created by such statute or its charter, and that 
it will not claim by reason thereof or otherwise 
exemption from liability to perform each and all 
of the conditions of this contract.

Fifth—Nothing in this contract shall be deemed 
to affect in any way the right of the City to 
grant to any other corporation or to any indi­
vidual a similar right or privilege upon the same 
or other terms and conditions over the route 
hereinbefore described, and the Company shall 
not at any time oppose, but shall, upon request 
of the Board, consent to the use for street sur­
face railway purposes of the tracks and appur­
tenances covered by this grant, or any portion 
thereof, by any such other corporation or indi­
vidual which may receive a franchise therefor 
from the City.

Should the City at any time during the term 
of this contract grant to any other corporation 
or to any individual the right or privilege to 
operate a railway upon the tracks of the Com­
pany on the route herein described, or any por­
tion thereof, then the City shall, within thirty 
(30) days thereafter, give notice to the Company 
that such right has been granted, and of the 
name of the corporation or individual to which 
such right has been granted.

At the expiration of ninety (90) days after 
the giving of such notice such individual or cor­
poration shall have the right to begin the opera 
tion of cars upon the tracks of the Company upon 
the route, or any portion thereof, over which 
such corporation or individual may receive a 
right or privilege, and to use therefor the tracks, 
equipment, power and all other property of the 
Company which shall be necessary i ne opera­
tion of the cars of such individual or corpora­
tion upon the tracks of the Company and shall 
have the right to continue such operation until 
this contract or the right to use such property 
under the terms of this contract granted said 
cprporation or individual by the City, shall ex­
pire. Such corporation or individual shall pay 
to the Company for the right to use such tracks, 
equipment, power and other property above 
described, such sum or sums as may be agreed 
upon in writing by such corporation or individual 
and the Company within said ninety (90) day^ 
or in the event that such agreement cannot be 
reached within said ninety (90) days, such sum 
or sums as shall be determined in the manner 
hereinafter provided for.

If the Company and such corporation or indi 
vidual cannot, prior to the expiration of said 
ninety (90) days, agree upon the compensation 
for the use of such tracks, then such compensa 
tion shall be fixed by three arbitrators selected 
in the following manner:

One fit and impartial person shall be chosen 
by the Company; one fit and impartial person 
shall be chosen by such corporation or individual, 
and the two so chosen shall choose a third fit and 
impartial person. The decision under oath of 
any two of said persons who shall be so selected 
shall be final and conclusive.

The compensation and expenses of the per­
sons selected as arbitrators in the determination 
of such sum or sums shall be borne by the indi­
vidual or corporation to which such right may 
be granted. #'

Within thirty (30) days after an agreement 
shall have been reached between said parties, or 
in case said agreement cannot be reached before 
the time specified herein, then within thirty (30) 
days after the determination of the arbitrators, 
as herein provided, should two of such arbitra­
tors agree, the said parties shall file a duplicate 
copy of a written agreement with the Board which 
shall specify the sum or sums which shall have 
been agreed to by the sad parties or determined 
by said arbitrators as the sum or sums which 
such corporation or individual shall pay to the 
Company for said privilege. If the Company fails 
to file the same with the Board within said 
thirty (30) days then the right herein granted 
shall cease and determine.

If either party fails to appoint an arbitrator, 
as herein provided, or should the first two ar­
bitrators fail to agree on the selection of a third 
arbitrator within thirty (30) days after the ex­
piration of said ninety (90) days, or if no two 
of said arbitrators so selected agree upon the 
sum or sums to be paid by such individual ot 
corporation within sixty (60) days after they 
shall have been so selected, then such sum or 
sums shall be fixed by the Supreme Court upon 
the application of either party.

Sixth—The rights and privileges hereby granted 
shall not be assigned, either in whole or in part, 
or leased or sublet in any manner, nor shall 
the title thereto, or right, interest or property 
therein, pass to or vest in any other person 
or corporation whatsoever, either bv the 
act of the Company, or by operation of law, 
whether under the provisions of the statutes re­
lating to the consolidation or merger of corpora­
tions or otherwise, without the consent of the 
City, acting by the Board, evidenced by an in­
strument under seal, anything herein contained 
to the contrary thereof in anywise notwithstand­
ing, and the granting, giving or waiving of any 
one or more of such consents shall not render un­
necessary any subsequent consent or consents.

Seventh—Upon the termination of this original 
contract, or if  the same be renewed, then at the 
termination of the said renewal term, or upon 
the termination of the rights hereby granted for 
any cause, or upon the dissolution of the Com 
pany before such termination, the tracks and 
equipment of the Company constructed pursuant 
to this contract within the streets and avenues 
shall become the property of the City without 
cost, and the same may tie used or disposed of 
by the City for any purpose whatsoever, or the 
same may be leased to any company or indi­
vidual.

If, however, at the termination of this con­
tract as above, the Board shall so order b; 
resolution, the Company shall, upon thirty (30, 
days’ notice from the Board, remove any and all 
of its tracks and other equipment constructed 
pursuant to this contract ana the said streets 
and avenues shall be restored to their original 
condition at the sole cost and expense of the 
Company.

Eighth—Said railway shall be constructed and 
operated in the latest approved’ manner of street 
railway construction and operation, and it is

hereby agreed that the Board may require the 
Company to improve or add to the railway equip­
ment, including rolling stock and railway appur­
tenances, from time to time, as such additions 
and improvements are necessary, in the opinion 
of the Board. Upon failure on the part of the 
Company to comply with the direction of the 
Board within a reasonable time, the rights hereby 
granted shall cease and determine.

Ninth—Said railway shall be constructed, main­
tained and operated subject to the supervision 
and control of all the authorities of th€ City who 
have jurisdiction in such matters, as provided 
by the Charter of the City.

No construction upon said railway shall be 
commenced until written permits have been ob­
tained from the proper City officials.

In any permits so issued such officials may also 
impose such conditions, as a condition of the 
granting of the same, as are necessary for the 
purpose of protecting any structures, *in the 
streets and avenues, over which such officials 
have jurisdiction and the Company shall comply 
with such conditions.

The electrical equipment to be installed by the 
Company for the operation of the railway within 
the limits of the City, Vhether the same be upon 
streets and avenues or upon private property, 
shall be constructed and maintained under the 
supervision and control of the Commissioner of
Water Supply. Gas and Electricity.

Tenth—Saia railway may be operated by over­
head electric power substantially similar to the 
overhead electric system now in use by street 
surface railways in the Borough of The Bronx, 
or by any other motive power except locomotive 
steam power or horse power, which may be ap­
proved by the Board and consented to by the 
abutting property owners, in accordance with the 
provisions of law, and by the Public Service 
Commission for the First District of the State of 
New York.

Eleventh—Upon six (6) months’ notice by the 
Board to the Company, all wires for the transmis­
sion of power, except trolley wires for the oper­
ation of the railway, upon all or any portion of 
the route hereby authorized, shall be placed in 
conduits beneath or alongside of the railway. 
The Company shall provide in such conduits two 
(2) ducts not less than three (3) inches in di­
ameter for the exclusive use of the City. Such 
ducts shall be used only by the Company for the 
operation of its railway and by the City, as 
above.

Twelfth—The rate of fare for any passenger 
upon said railway shall not exceed five (5) cents, 
and the Company shall not charge any passenger 
more than five (5) cents for one continuous ride 
from any point on its road, or on any road, line 
or branch operated by it or under its control, 
to any other point thereof, or of any connecting 
branch thereof, within the limits of the City.

The Company shall carry free upon the rail­
way hereby authorized during the term of this 
contract all members of the Police and Fire De­
partments of the City, when such employees are 
in full uniform.

Thirteenth—No cars shall be operated upon 
the railway hereby authorized, other than pas­
senger cars and cars necessary for the repair or 
maintenance of the railway, and no freight cars 
shall be operated upon the tracks of said rail­
way.

Fourteenth—The Company shall attach to each 
car run over the said railway proper fenders 
and wheelguards, in conformity with such laws 
and ordinances as are now in force, or may here­
after, during the term of this contract, be en­
acted or adopted by the State or City authorities, 
or as may be required by resolution of the 
Board.

Fifteenth—All cars which are operated on said 
railway shall be heated during the cold weather, 
in conformity with such laws and ordinances as 
are now in force, or may hereafter, during the 
term of this contract, be enacted or adopted by 
the State or City authorities, or as may be re­
quired by resolution of the Board.

Sixteenth—All cars operated on said railway 
shall be well lighted by electricity, or by some 
lighting system equally efficient, or as may be re­
quired by resolution of the Board.

Seventeenth—Cars on said railway shall run 
at intervals of not more than thirty (30) min­
utes, both day and night, and as much oftener 
as reasonable convenience of the public may re­
quire, or as may be directed by the Board.

Eighteenth—The Company, so long as it shall 
continue to use any of the tracks upon the streets 
and avenues in which said railway shall be con­
structed, shall, if directed by the President of 
the Borough of The Bronx, cause to be watered 
at least three (3) times every twenty-four (24) 
hours when the temperature is above thirty-five 
(35) degrees Fahrenheit, the entire width of the 
streets and avenues, except when the width of 
such streets and avenue's shall exceed sixty (60) 
feet between curblines, in which case the Com­
pany shall cause to be watered only sixty (60) 
feet in width of such roadway, and the Company 
shall provide for such purpose at least one tank 
car, the capacity of which shall be sufficient to 
water such streets and avenues in a satisfactory 
manner.

Nineteenth—The Company shall at all times 
keep the streets and avenues upon which the 
said railway is constructed, between its tracks, the 
rails of its tracks and for a distance of two (2) 
feet beyond the rails, on either side thereof, free 
and clear from ice and snow; provided, however, 
that the Company shall, at the option of the 
Commissioner of Street Cleaning, enter into an 
agreement for each winter season, or part there­
of, to clean an equivalent amount of street sur­
face from house line to house line.

Twentieth—As long as said railway, or any 
portion thereof, remains in any street or avenue, 
the Company shall pave and keep in permanent 
repair that portion of the surface of the street 
or avenue in which the said railway is con­
structed, between its tracks, the rails of its 
tracks and for a distance of two (2) feet be­
yond the rails on either side thereof, under the 
supervision of the local authorities, whenever 
required by them to do so, and in such manner 
as they may prescribe. In case of the neglect of 
the Company to make pavement or repairs after 
the expiration "of twenty (20) days’ notice to do 
so from the President of the Borough of The 
Bronx, said President may make the same at the 
expense of the Company. And the Chy shall 
have the right to change the material or char­
acter of the pavement of any street or avenue, 
and in that event the Company shall be bound 
to replace such pavetaent in the manner directed 
by the proper City official, at its own expense, 
and the provisions as to repairs herein contained 
shall apply to such renewed or' altered pave­
ment.

Twenty-first—Any alteration to the sewerage or 
drainage systems, or to any other subsurface or 
to any surface structures in the streets, required 
on account of the construction or operation of 
the railway, shall be made at the sole cost of the 
Company, and in such manner as the proper 
City officials may prescribe.

Twenty-second—It is agreed that the right 
hereby granted to operate a street surface rail­
way shall not be in preference or in hindrance 
to public work of the Citv, and should the said 
railway in any way interfere with the construc­
tion of public works in the streets and avenues, 
whether the same is done by the City directly or 
by a contractor for the City, the Company shall, 
at its own expense, protect or move the tracks 
and appurtenances in the manner directed by the 
City officials having jurisdiction over such pub­
lic work.

Twenty-third—Should the grades or lines of
