Five patrol wagons in Manhattan and eight patrol wagons in Brooklyn have no 
regular assignment and are being used for emergency wagons, or as substitutes for 
wagons undergoing repairs. 

During the year new patrol wagons were built and assigned to the Twenty-first, 
Twenty-ninth, Fortieth, Fiftieth, Fifty-third, Fifty-fourth, Sixty-sixth, Seventieth and 
Seventy-first Precincts. 

The old patrol wagon attached to the Twenty-first Precinct is in need of exten-
sive repairs, after which it will be used as one of the thirteen emergency wagons re- 
ferred to above. 

The single patrol wagon attached to the Fortieth Precinct has been transferred 
to the Eightieth Precinct, Second Sub-Station, New Dorp. 

Until this time there has been no patrol wagon service attached to the Sixty-
eighth and Seventieth precincts. 

The old patrol wagon formerly attached to the Eightieth Precinct, First Sub-
Station, is absolutely worthless and beyond reasonable repairs, and should be turned 
over to the Property Clerk and sold. 

There is no patrol wagon service attached to the First, Seventh, Tenth, Eleventh 
and Thirteenth precincts, the work being performed by adjoining precincts. 

Patrol wagon service should be provided for the Seventh and Eleventh Precincts. 
Two police ambulances purchased in 1904 are about to be remodeled, and will 

make suitable patrol wagons for the Eightieth and Eighty-first Precincts, and the 
wagons now at such stations can he used for emergency service, as required. 

During the year practically all Department patrol wagons andcarriages were 
overhauled and repaired under contract, and that branch of the service is now in a very 
satisfactory condition.

First Precinct-Sanitary condition fair. There is inadequate heating and a poor 

system of ventilation. (Vosburgh.) 
Second Precinct-Sanitary condition fair. (Vosburgh.) 
Third Precinct-Station houses are sanitary and satisfactory. (Phelps.) 
Fourth Precinct-No reserves are kept at this station house. The basement of 

an old private dwelling is used as a station house. The quarters, especially the supply 
of lockers, is entirely inadequate. Three or even four men are obliged to use one locker. 
So far as small quarters will permit, they are habitually kept in good condition. 
(De Forest.) 

Fifth Precinct-Sanitary condition good. (Brown.) 
Sixth Precinct-Sanitary condition of this station house is bad, as is also that of 

the prison. House is badly in need of general repairs and painting. Matron's room 
is dark and unfit for the purpose. The prison is a rear building, with some cells 
below the level of the street, and is in need of general repairs and painting. (Gorman.) 

Seventh Precinct-This house is in poor condition and needs general painting. 
A new cellar door is needed. A new washstand is needed in the Patrolmen's sitting-
room. The prison also is in poor sanitary condition. (Brown.) 

Eighth Precinct-This house is in need of many repairs. The platform in the 
office needs to be repaired. The urinals on each floor need to be repaired. The 
north wall of dormitory needs plastering. The stairs leading from the first floor to 
the sitting-room are dark and there should be a light in the hallway. The whole 
house should be thoroughly cleaned, the ceilings kalsomined and the walls and wood-
work cleaned and painted. (Donlin.) 

Ninth Precinct-Sanitary condition of station house fair. (Johnson.) 
Tenth Precinct-Sanitary condition is very bad. The ceiling should be kalsomined 

and the woodwork cleaned and oiled. Three urinals on each floor are defective and 
cannot be used. They should be repaired at once. The flushing tank of the toilet is 
defective. The two toilets in the basement are out of order and should be repaired. 
The whole building needs a thorough cleaning. (Donlin). 

Eleventh Precinct-Sanitary condition is good. (Nammack.) 
Twelfth Precinct-This station house should be painted throughout, inside. The 

male and female prison are both unsanitary. A new washstand is needed in the patrol-
men's room. (Brown.) 

Thirteenth Precinct-This house is small, old and generally unsanitary. Accom-
modations for the men are insufficient. (Vosburgh.) 

Fourteenth Precinct-The sanitary condition of this house is good, except that 
there is a leakage of water in the cellar of the boiler room. (Gorman.) 

Fifteenth Precinct-The sanitary condition of this house is bad. This is an old 
house and is in bad condition ; not large enough for the number of men who are 
obliged to use it. The prison is in the cellar, below the level of the street, and on 
washing out the cells the floor does not get dry before the next washing. The vent 
pipes from traps open into the soil pipe, instead of into a vent pipe to the roof. 
(Gorman.) 

Sixteenth Precinct-The sanitary condition is poor. Old remodelled dwelling 
house which should be replaced by. a modern building. (Nammack.) 

Seventeenth Precinct-The station house is in a most unsanitary condition; the 
dormitories are overcrowded and the building throughout is unfit for habitation. 
(Smith.) 

Eighteenth Precinct-The condition of the station house, as in the last two years, 
is not satisfactory (see Committee's detailed report made in 1904). (Phelps.) 

Nineteenth Precinct-The sanitary condition of this station house is poor. (John-
son.) 

Twentieth Precinct-The sanitary condition of this house is fairly good. (Smith.) 
Twenty-first Precinct-The sanitary condition is not good. The closets are in bad 

condition. The dormitories are draughty, old and uncleanly. (Palmer.) 
Twenty-second Precinct-The sanitary condition of the station house has been 

somewhat improved recently. Steam has been introduced and the house has been 
painted throughout. The sleeping accommodations for the members of the force sta-
tioned there are inadequate, as the beds in many instances are crowded against each 
other. The house is a very old one and the improvements made by repairs are neces-
sarily transient. A new station house is required for the precinct. (Nesbitt.) 

Twenty-third Precinct-This station is located in the Grand Central Depot. The 
sanitary conditions here are not under the control of this Department. (Nammack.) 

Twenty-fourth Precinct-This house is old and inadequate but has recently been 
overhauled and repainted, and therefore is in fair condition. (Palmer.) 

Twenty-fifth Precinct-This house is in good condition. A new toilet is needed 
in the room of the Matron. (McGovern.) 

Twenty-sixth Precinct-The sanitary condition here is fair. (Nesbitt.) 
Twenty-seventh Precinct-The sanitary condition is very good for the purpose for 

which it is used. (Palmer.) 
Twenty-eighth Precinct-Sanitary condition here is very poor. The plumbing in 

the house and in the prison is bad. (McGovern.) 
Twenty-ninth Precinct-Sanitary condition is fair. (Donovan.) 
Thirtieth Precinct-Sanitary condition fair. The equipment is old and insufficient. 

The same report has been made for the past three years. (Quigley.) 
Thirty-first Precinct-Sanitary condition is fair.-Equipment is old and insuffi-

cient. The same report has been made for the past three years. (Quigley.) 
Thirty-second Precinct-Sanitary condition is fair. (Donovan.) 
Thirty-third Precinct-The sanitary condition of this house is excellent. (Will-

iams.) 
Thirty-fourth Precinct-The sanitary condition of this new High Bridge station 

house is excellent. The recommendation made in previous reports is renewed; that 
is, that hinged wooden seats be supplied covering the rims of the porcelain bowls 
constituting the water-closet proper. Complaint is made that in the winter these are 
cold, and that to avoid being chilled and acquiring disabling pains. each prospective 
occupant places folded sheets of paper over same to remain while in use by him, 
besides acting as a precautionary measure. Supplying such seats would also prevent 
the tittering of the room with paper at all times, which detracts frcm the neatness 
that elsewhere characterizes the interior of this building. (Williams.) 

Thirty-fifth Precinct-The sanitary condition here is fair. (Higgins.) 
Thirty-sixth Precinct-The sanitary condition is good. (Higgins.) 
Thirty-seventh Precinct-Sanitary condition is fair, except the room of the Cap-

tain, which is in poor sanitary condition. (Higgins.) 
Thirty-eighth Precinct-Sanitary condition has been much improved and is now 

fair. (Higgins.) 
Thirty-ninth Precinct-Sanitary condition is excellent. This house has been re-

cently finished and occupied, and is one of the best in the Department. (Quigley.) 
Fortieth Precinct-The sanitary condition of the new Kingsbridge station house 

is excellent. Complaint has been made that the dormitories are constantly permeated 
with the ammoniacal odor of residuary urine from that part of the building allotted 
to the stabling of the horses, and to defective ventilation and drainage of the same. 
The recommendations as to hinged wooden seats covering the porcelain bowls of the 
water-closets, as detailed in the report concerning the Thirty-fourth Precinct station 
house is here renewed. (Williams.) 

Forty-first Precinct-Sanitary condition good. (Brown.) 
Forty-second Precinct-Steamer "Patrol" in fair condition. (Cook.) 
Forty-third Precinct-Fairly good. (Ford.) 
Forty-fourth Precinct-Good. (Jennings.) 
Forty-fifth Precinct-Sanitary condition good. (Ford.) 
Forty-sixth Precinct-This house is in good condition. (Terry.) 
Forty-seventh Precinct-Fairly good condition. (Ford.) 
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Forty-eighth Precinct-Good condition. (Ford.) 
Forty-ninth Precinct-Sanitary condition is fair: repairs are now in progress. 

(Jennings.) 
Fiftieth Precinct-Sanitary condition is fair. (Jennings.) 
Fifty-first Precinct-Sanitary condition is good. (Terry.) 
Fifty-second Precinct-The ceilings and walls throughout the entire station house 

are in a dilapidated condition and much in need of repair. The floor of the platform 
behind the desk in the muster room is badly damaged and should be repaired. (Sul-
livan.) 

Fifty-third Precinct-Station house and prison cells are in fairly good sanitary 
condition. The ceilings of the north dormitory and lavatory on the second floor 
should be repaired. (Sullivan.) 

Fifty-fourth Precinct-This station house is a well-constructed building with a 
stable attached for the use of their own team of horses, and also in the second story 
for the use of the mounted section of fifteen men of the Third Precinct. House, 
stable and yard are kept habitually in an excellent condition. The cellar floor is badly 
broken in places and should be newly concreted. The roof over the saddle-room 
of the stable leaks and should be repaired at once. (De Forest.) 

Fifty-fifth Precinct-The plaster on the walls and ceilings in several parts of the 
house is loose and falling. All the ceilings and walls should be repainted. There is 
some defect in the waste pipe in the building, as the outflow is frequently obstructed. 
The pipe leading from the tank in the cells of the main prison is obstructed and out 
of order. The urinals adjoining the men's sitting room are in bad condition and should 
be repaired immediately. (Sullivan.) 

Fifty-sixth Precinct-The house itself is in good repair, but because of delay and 
interruption in the making of minor repairs many matters now need immediate atten-
tion. In the floor of the passageway between the house and the stable at the bottom 
of a flight of stairs is a large hole through which a man might easily fall into the 
sub-basement. This hole has now existed for nearly two years, and was mentioned in 
the annual report of a year ago. Nothing whatever has been done to close it, and it 
is a source of actual danger. Most of the windows are useless for the sash cords are 
broken. Several windows are broken, one of them being in the Captain's room. In the 
entire series of about a dozen wash-basins there is not a single plug, and the men are 
compelled to stuff wads of toilet paper into the outlet to use the wash bowl. Door knobs 
and flush handles are missing in a number of places. Paint is badly needed in many 
places. A metal ceiling was placed in the Captain's room some months ago. It has 
not been finished nor ever painted. The appearance in this room is bad in the extreme. 
Under the date of December 20, 1905, a detailed list of needed repairs was submitted 
to the Inspector of the Ninth District. (De Forest.) 

Fifty-seventh Precinct-The stable and house are in fair condition and are well 
kept. There is a matron here, and women prisoners are received from four precincts-
Forty-sixth, Fifty-sixth, Fifty-ninth and Fifty-seventh-habitually, and sometimes from 
more. There are eight cells here for women and these are all now fitted with a satis-
factory single flush for the toilet in each cell, worked from the outside of the cell. 
There are only two cells for men. This makes it necessary oftentimes to put men 
prisoners in the same room with the women prisoners, a most undesirable arrangement, 
and one that may well cause merited criticism of the Police Department under such 
circumstances. More cells should be provided for male prisoners at once. The toilet 
room in the Matron's room is an old one, badly flushed and offensive. A new open 
plumbing toilet with modern flush tank should be provided. A sky-light with ventilating 
louvres should be provided over the cells used by women. (De Forest.) 

Fifty-eighth Precinct-The station house and prison cells are clean, well ventilated 
and in a fairly good sanitary condition. (Sullivan.) 

Fifty-ninth Precinct-The urinal on the ground floor is out of order. The doors 
of the cells are nearly wrecked. The hoppers in some of the cells leak. Gas burners 
in cells cannot be used. The Doorman has to use a lamp to light the cells. The flooring 
and stalls in the stable are dangerous. The stable roof leaks. The toilets on the 
second and third floors are in foul condition ; new plumbing needed ; also new bath tubs 
for a shower. There is also a bad odor from the toilet in the Captain's room. (Oastler.) 

Sixtieth Precinct-Water faucets on the second floor are out of order. Skylight 
and ropes of skylight need repairing. Flooring of first floor and the banister leading 
to the cellar are dangerous and need repairing. The hopper to one of the closets in 
the cells leaks. The leader from the roof is out of order. The hot-water boiler is full 
of sand holes. The stable doors need repairing badly. The gas-burners are in bad 
condition. (Oastler.) 

. Sixty-first Precinct-Wall in closet on the ground floor in need of repair. Constant 
odor of sewage from public station vent is present at the Sergeant's desk. Rack for 
shower bath is broken on the first floor. Cover to the main sewer pipe in the cellar 
is broken. The traps in the closets in the cells leak. The building needs painting badly. 
(Oastler.) 

Sixty-second Precinct-There is no covering to the ceiling in the Matron's room. 
The sleeping rooms are in need of new shades. The closets on the second floor are 
out of order. The toilets in men's waiting room are out of order. The stable door 
is badly warped, and lets in much cold air. Doorman reports that during the heavy 
rains the sewage is forced back from the main pipe into the sink and into the old boiler's 
pipe in the cellar. The boiler hole is filled with ashes; it should be covered with cement. 
The building needs painting. (Oastler.) 

Sixty-third Precinct-When it rains water from the yard drains into the cellar and 
sometimes reaches the boiler. The manure pit under the Captain's office should be 
obliterated. The wash rooms on the first floor should be finished. The Sergeants 
living on the second floor complain of constant odor of sewage. (Oastler.) 

Sixty-fourth Precinct-The house and stable are in excellent condition and are 
habitually so maintained. (De Forest.) 

Sixty-fifth Precinct-The station house and prison cells are clean and in good 
sanitary condition. The marble slabs in the floor of the Sergeant's bath room on the 
second floor are broken and water runs through, causing damage to the ceiling under-
neath. It should be repaired at once. (Sullivan.) 

Sixty-sixth Precinct-The station house is in need of considerable repairs about the 
building. The exterior and interior should be repainted. (Sullivan.) 

Sixty-seventh Precinct-The sanitary condition is fairly good. Alterations and re-
pairs would greatly improve this building. (Terry.) 

Sixty-eighth Precinct-Sanitary condition is poor. The new building will be ready 
for occupancy in a few weeks. (Jennings.) 

Sixty-ninth Precinct-Sanitary condition is improved during the year. Repairs 
are now in progress. (Jennings.) 

Seventieth Precinct-Sanitary condition fairly good. (Ford.) 
Seventy-first Precinct-Condition excellent. (Ford.) 
Seventy-second Precinct-This building is unsanitary and has been totally unfit for 

a police station for several  years past. A new station house is now in course of con-
struction for this precinct. (Terry.) 

Seventy-third Precinct-Sanitary condition is good. (Terry.) 
Seventy-fourth Precinct-Walls and ceilings of rooms and halls should be white= 

washed. Condition is otherwise good. (Brouner.) 
Seventy-fifth Precinct-In good condition. Has fecently been built. (Brouner.) 
Seventy-sixth Precinct-Cells are in bad condition. In the Seventy-sixth Sub-

Precinct the condition is pood. (Brouner.) 
Seventy-seventh Precinct-In good condition. (Brouner.) 
Seventy-eighth Precinct-The cells here are in very bad sanitary condition. 

(Brouner.) 
Seventy-ninth Precinct-Fair condition. (Brouner.) 
Eightieth Precinct (Stapleton, S. I.)-This building is in fair condition, as a num-

ber of repairs have been made during the year 1905. The ceilings throughout the build-
ing need to be kalsomined and the woodwork needs paint. In the room of the Cap-
tain new plaster is needed on the ceiling. The matron's room also needs to be plastered. 
The floor of the men's dormitory is worn in places and should either be covered with 
linoleum or replaced by a new floor. There should be two more sanitary toilets for the 
use of the men. The ceilings and walls of the cells should be repaired. Tin buckets 
are now used by the prisoners in the cells; these should be done away with and up to 
date sanitary toilets should replace them. 

First Sub-Station (Tottenville, S. I.)-The wood work throughout the building 
should be painted and the ceilings kalsomined. Each prison should have a proper 
sanitary toilet which can be flushed by the doorman from the outside. 

Second Sub-Station (New Dorp, S. I.)-The ceilings of the front and rear rooms 
and kitchen are partly down and in other places are ready to fall. They should be re-
paired immediately. The boiler of the range which supplies hot water throughout the  

building leaks and needs repairing. The flushing apparatus of the toilet is out of order 
and should be repaired as soon as possible. The wood work and walls of the building 
need painting and the ceilings should be kalsomined. (Donli.n.) 

Eighty-first Precinct-The floor of the office and hallway should be repaired. The 
ceiling of the Sergeant's room needs plastering. The floor of the dormitory should be 
covered with linoleum or else repaired. .(Donlin.) 

Eighty-second Precinct-The sanitary condition here is satisfactory. (Terry.) 
Eighty-third Precinct-The entire premises need to be renovated. They are in 

generally bad condition. (Brouner.) 
Eighty-fourth Precinct-There are no hot water connections here ; these should be 

supplied. (Oastler.)

Greenwood Baptist Church, Seventh avenue and Sixth street, Borough of Brooklyn, 
exploded, killing Richard Hall, who was employed as laborer about the church, and in-
flicting injuries to Raymond Denton. 

May 22, rgo5-A tube in a boiler of the Babcock & Wilcox style, burst at the Man-
hattan Hotel, No. 17 East Forty-second street, filling the engine room and coal bunker 
with steam, from which a fireman named John Doran could not escape and was scalded 
to death. 

June 4, 1905-An accident occurred to a Corliss type engine, located at the Empire 
City Hygiea Ice Company, Bond and Fourth street, Borough of Brooklyn. 

The cross head broke, knocking out cylinder head, and the escaping steam scalded 
one John Vosburgh, the oiler, who resides at No. 23f Wyckoff street, Borough of 
Brooklyn.

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June 18, i9o5—A locomotive tubular boiler, used for compressing air and generating 
electricity at a subway construction plant, foot West One Hundred and Sixty-first 
street, exploded with great force, injuring Joseph Morgan, colored, a fireman. Was re-
moved to J. Hood Wright Hospital, where he died. Daniel Barry, an engineer, was 
scalded about the body and limbs and received a laceration of the chest. 

June 21, i9o5—By the rupturing of a tube in a boiler of the Babcock & Wilcox 
style, in the Manhattan Hotel, No. 17 East Forty-second street, from which steam and 
hot water escaped, James McQuade, a fireman, was scalded. Mary Noonan, a do-
mestic, who was in the cellar at the time, was also scalded and taken to the hospital, 
where she died at 11.25 p. m., July 18, 1905. 

July 18, 1905—A main steam pipe at the New York Sugar Refinery, Front and 
Pidgeon streets, Borough of Brooklyn, exploded. The escaping steam scalded Patrick 
Geoghan, Daniel Finnerty and Charles Fehonastsky. 

September 18, Igo5—At the United Electric Light and Power Company, No. 407 
East Twenty-eighth street, a tube in a climax boiler bursted, scalding Matthew Kerr, an 
engineer, on the face and hands. Removed to Bellevue Hospital. 

September 27, i9o5—Simon Bustaki, employed as Fireman at the Barnes Soap 
Works, No. 48 Eagle street, Borough of Brooklyn, was severely scalded about the face 
and body caused by the opening of a 2-inch valve on boiler No. 8363, which caused 
defective blow-off pipe to break off at drum. 

October 16, Igos—A tube in a boiler of the Babcock & Wilcox style at the 'Fuller 
Building, Twenty-third street and Broadway, burst. The escaping steam scalded 
Richard Healy, a fireman, and Alfred Dostus, a steam fitter.

Sir—The Street Traffic Regulation Bureau was organized on August I, 1904, with 
headquarters at the Third Precinct Station. City Hall. Two additional sub-stations 
have since been established at No. i East Twenty-seventh street, Borough of Man-
hattan, and Borough Hall, Borough of Brooklyn.

The men on foot attached to headquarters (City Hall) cover all important street 
crossings and bridge approaches below Fourteenth street, and the mounted men 
patrol thoroughfares south of that street. 

The men on foot attached to the Manhattan Sub-Precinct cover street crossings 
from Fourteenth street to Seventy-second street, while the mounted men patrol the 
principal avenues and crosstown streets, and regulate vehicular traffic at Union 
Square, Madison Square, Herald Square, Grand Central Depot. Times Square, Col-
umbus Circle and Plaza at Fifty-ninth street and Central Park. 

The men on foot attached to the Brooklyn Sub-Precinct cover the principal 
street-crossings on Fulton street, from High street to Nostrand avenue, and Broad-
way, Williamsburg, from Gates avenue to East river; also the approaches to the 
Brooklyn and Williamsburg bridges. 

The mounted men patrol the principal thoroughfares in Williamsburg and 
Brooklyn. 

During the year 1905 improved traffic regulations were placed at the following 
places, with the result that there is at the present time an uninterrupted passage of 
vehicles of all kinds in the daytime at these heretofore congested districts, and a 
great decrease in the number of accidents resulting in death and severe injury to 
persons travelling on foot at these points: 

January g—Union Square. Broadway and Fourteenth street (Dead Man's Curve). 
January II—Fulton street, from Flatbush avenue to Carlton avenue, and DeKalb 

avenue, from Fulton street to Clinton avenue, Borough of Brooklyn. 
February 27—Broadway, from Gates avenue to East river, Williamsburg. Also 

vehicular traffic over Williamsburg Bridge, which had been travelling to the left to 
and from its approaches, compelled to travel to the right in compliance with the 
rules of the road. Also branch traffic stable established at Fifty-fourth Precinct 
Station. 

March 6—Central Park Plaza (Fifth avenue, Fifty-eighth to Sixtieth streets), 
and East Fifty-ninth street, Third to Fifth avenue. 

May II—Times Square, Broadway and Seventh avenue, from West Forty-first 
to West Forty-seventh street. 

June 26—Broad street, Wall to Beaver street (curb brokers). Also push carts 
restricted from operating from 7 a. m. to 7 p. m., Beaver street to Maiden lane and 
Broadway to William street. 

July 26—Grand Central Depot and vicinity, East Forty-second street, from 
Third to Fifth avenue, East Forty-third and East Forty-fourth streets, from Madison 
to Vanderbilt avenue. Madison avenue, from Forty-first to Forty-fourth street, Van-
derbilt avenue, from Forty-second to Forty-fourth street. 

November it—Approaches to Brooklyn Bridge, Brooklyn side, plaza opposite 
Southern roadway, Liberty street, from Tillary to High street, Washington street, 
from Myrtle avenue to Sands street, Sands street, from Southern roadway to Wash-
ington street. 

November 2o—Special traffic regulations established for Metropolitan Opera 
House. Street traffic regulations extended on Broadway and Seventh avenue, from 
Thirty-seventh to Forty-seventh streets (Times Square), from 6.30 p. m. to i o'clock 
a. m. following. 

On August i, 1905, a model police stable and training school was established at 
Wakefield, Borough of The Bronx, for the breaking and training of horses and for 
the training of Patrolmen for the mounted service. 

On October I, 1905, a model police stable was established at No. 15 Leonard 
street, Manhattan, for the accommodation of horses used by Mounted Patrolmen at-
tached to the Third Precinct, City Hall. 

The mounted patrol service in the downtown congested districts has shown itself 
to be of invaluable aid in regulating vehicular traffic and in clearing thoroughfares 
for fire apparatus proceeding to fires and thereafter handling the crowds that so 
quickly assemble on such occasions in the daytime. Surface car lines have also 
been enabled to make their schedule time (except after heavy snow falls), thus bene-
fiting the general travelling public. This service has also shown its usefulness in 
opening up the principal thoroughfares and the roadways on side streets, making it 
possible for all kinds of vehicles laden with merchandise to proceed to warehouses, 
piers and other places without obstruction. This improvement in traffic conditions 
south of Fourteenth street was brought about principally through the efficiency of 
the mounted service, and has been recognized and commended not only by the public 
press, but by prominent mgrchants, business men and truck owners. In this respect I 
deem it proper to mention that the Merchants' Association of this City presented a 
set of flags to the Traffic Squad on the occasion of the last annual police parade, as 
an expression of their appreciation to the Mayor and the Police Commissioner for 
the benefit derived by the commercial interests of this City through the institution 
and operation of improved conditions, whereby the large volume of traffic had been 
expedited and the capacity increased, with a greater degree of safety for pedestrians.

In the Borough of Manhattan the underground 'abler have required much repair, 
37,486 feet of cables, containing from 2 to 6o conductors, have been laid, to take 
the place of broken and defective cables. The work of transferring the lines from 
Mulberry street to the new Headquarters is in progress and will be continued, as 
money has been appropriated for that purpose. 

In order to properly transact the steadily increasing business of the Borough of 
The Bronx, a new Police Telephone Bureau waq established at the Thirty-seventh 
Precinct Station House, October 17. 1905. This Telephone Bureau is now organized 
and the business transacted in the same manner as in the other boroughs. There has 
been a marked improvement in the telephone service of this borough. 

The placing of the telephone lines underground in the Borough of Brooklyn was 
continued during the year, 123,200 feet of cables, containing from 2 to 28 conductors, 
were laid, which provides underground wires for all the precinct station houses for 
which there is subway accommodation. This has enabled us to co-operate with the 
Department of Water S!.tpply, Gas and Electricity in the removal of poles from the 
streets. 

The police telephone lines in Queens and Richmond are in good condition; pro-
vision has been made for placing these wires underground in the more thickly inhabited 
sections. 

Equipment. 
There are 1,374  telephones connected on police lines in the five boroughs, consist-

ing of police stations, Court Squads, hospitals, public offices and societies and police 
signal and telephone stations. In each borough Headquarters there is a switchboard, 
to which all lines are connected ; also extension lines to all offices and bureaus in the 
Headquarters buildings. The several borough Headquarters are connected with each 
other by trunk lines. The switchboards are • also connected with the public telephone 
exchanges as follows: 
Manhattan Headquarters (exchange lines) ....................................15 
The Bronx Headquarters (exchange lines) .................................. 	2

The fifteen exchange lines in Manhattan are not sufficient to properly transact the 
outside business of the Department. This branch of the service is increasing rapidly, 
and I would recommend an addition of five lines in order to give efficient service to 
the public. 

The same condition of affairs exists in Brooklyn. The five exchange lines are 
inadequate, and I would recommend also an addition of three lines for this borough. 

During the year an additional exchange line was connected at Queens Headquarters 
to meet the demands of that borough. 

Police Signal System. 
The installation of the police patrol telephone system was completed in Manhattan 

during the year. The 29 patrol precincts of Manhattan are equipped with 663 telephone  

stations. The officers in these precincts are required to report hourly during the tours 
of patrol. This service is highly commended by the commanding officers of the De-
partment. 

In September, Ipo, on recommendation of the Superintendent of Telegraph, the 
extension of this system to the eight precincts of The Bronx was approved, and 
money appropriated for its establishment. The securing of locations and rights of 
way is now in progress and the work of installation will begin in a short time. 

I desire to call special attention to the police signal situation in the Borough of 
Brooklyn. At present 17 of the 32 patrol precincts are supplied with a signal sys-
tem, consisting of a station house equipment, 334 street boxes and 20o miles of 
old iron wire, strung on poles which have been condemned. The apparatus is entirely 
out of date and the lines almost worthless, requiring constant repair to keep them in 
operation. 

We have been directed by the Department of Water Supply, Gas an Electricity to 
make provision for these lines underground, so that the poles on which they are 
strung can be removed. 

To renew the apparatus and place the lines underground in this borough would 
call for an enormous expenditure of money and would take years to accomplish the 
work. I am of the opinion that it would be more advantageous to adopt the Manhattan 
plan and extend the police patrol signal and telephone system to the Borough of 
Brooklyn by leasing lines and instruments from the telephone company. 

Banks and Exchanges.

Sir—In compliance with telephone order of January 15, i906, relative to the work 

performed by members of my command during the year 1905, the following report is 
herewith submitted: 

The steamer "Patrol" assisted and co-operated with the Fire Department at all 
fires on the river front ; incoming vessels have been boarded. prisoners taken off and 
delivered to proper authorities ; calls from vessels in distress have been answered 
and all possible assistance rendered. The steamer has been out of commission since 
November 25, 1905, at which time she was taken in charge by contractors to undergo 
a thorough overhauling. The steamer has been kept clean and the Rules and Regula-
tions of the Department concerning same have been strictly enforced and well observed. 

The launches attached to this precinct have patroled the waters of this city and 
valuable assistance has been rendered. Many arrests have been made, lost and stolen 
property recovered, lives have been saved, drowned bodies recovered, and the stealing 
of coal from barges in transit through the Kill von Kull has been suppressed. 

In addition, the members of the force in this precinct, both at Pier "A" and the sub-
station, have from time to time performed special duty on shore, in various precincts, 
on strike duty, etc.

NOTICE TO CONTRACTOR& 

GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS. 

The person or persons making a bid or estimate 
for any services, work, materials or supplies for 
The City of New York, or for any of its depart. 
ments, bureaus or offices, shall furnish the same 
in a sealed envelope, indorsed with the title of the 
supplies, materials, work or services for which the 
bid or estimate Is made, with his or their name or 
names and the date of presentation to the Presi- 
dent or Board or to the head of the Department 
at his or its office, on or before the date and 
hour named in the advertisement for the same, at 
which time and place the estimates received will 
be publicly opened by the President or Board or 
head of said Department and read, and the award 
of the contract made according to law as soon 
thereafter as practicable. 

Each bid or estimate shall contain the name ' 
and place of residence of the person making the 
same, and names of all persons interested with 
him therein, and, if no other person he so inter-
ested, it shall distinctly state that fact; also, that 
it is made without any connection with any other 
person making an estimate for the same purpose, 
and is in all respects fair and without collusion 
or fraud, and that no member of the Board of 
Aldermen, head of a department chief of a 
bureau, deputy thereof, or clerk therein, or other 
officer of The City of New York is, shall be or 
become interested, directly or indirectly, as con. 
tracting party, partner, stockholder, surety or 
otherwise in or in the performance of the con-
tract or in the supplies, work or business to 
which it relates, or in any portion of the profits 
thereof. The bid or estimate must be verified by 
the oath, in writing of the party or parties mak-
ing the estimate that the several matters stated 
herein are in all respects true. 

Each bid or estimate shall be accompanied by 
the consent, in writing, of two householders or 
freeholders in The City of New York, or of a 
guaranty or surety company duly authorized by 
law to act as surety, and shall contain the 
matters set forth in the blank forms mentioned 
below. 

No bid or estimate will be considered unless, 
as a condition precedent to the reception or con-
sideration of any proposal, it be accompanied by 
a certified check upon one of the State or Na-
tional banks of The City of New York, drawn to 
the order of the Comptroller, or money to the 
amount of five per centum of the amount of the 
bond required, as provided In section 4ao of the 
Greater New York Charter. 

The certified check or money should not be In-
closed in the envelope containing the bid or end-
mate, but should be either inclosed In a separate 
envelope addressed to the head of the Depart-
ment President or Board, dr submitted personally 
upon the presentation of the bid or estimate. 

For particulars as to the quantity and quality 
of the supplies, or the nature and extent of the 
work, reference must be made to the specifics-
tions, schedules, plans, etc.. on file In the said 
office of the President.

No bid shall be accepted from or contract 

awarded to any person who is in arrears to The 
City of New York upon debt or 'contract or Who 
is a defaulter, as surety or otherwise, upon any 
obligation to the City.
