 Residents normally receiving Tuesday recycling collection should place their material 

out at curbside after 4 p.m. on Monday, November 14 for collection on Tuesday, 

November 15.  

 

In addition, all DSNY administrative offices will be closed on Tuesday, November 8, in 

observance of the holiday.
