Know Your Zone

 Areas of the city subject to
storm surge flooding are
divided into six evacuation
zones (1 through 6) based
on the risk of storm surge
flooding. The City may
order residents to
evacuate depending on
the hurricane's track and
projected storm surge.
Use the Hurricane
Evacuation Zone Finder or
call 311 (212-639-9675 for
Video Relay Service, or
TTY: 212-504-4115) to find
out if your address is
located in an evacuation
zone. If you live in an
evacuation zone, have a
plan for where you will go
if an evacuation order is
issued for your area.
