DOC received 33 detainer requests. 
	DOC transferred 2 individuals to federal immigration authorities, due to the individual being “a person convicted of a violent or serious crime or identified as a possible match in the terrorist screening database” under LL 228. 
DOC did not honor 31 detainer requests.

	See summary of request
	Following a court appearance, the New York County District Attorney’s Office (“DANY”) had custody of an individual who had an ICE detainer. DANY employees engaged with NYPD in the course of attempting to fulfill the court’s intention for the individual not to be released.
	NYPD employee provided DANY with access to NYPD phones, over which a phone call with U.S. Immigration and Customs Enforcement (“ICE”) occurred. Subsequently, the individual was transferred by DANY to ICE custody.
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
