CHIEF OF OPERATIONS FOR OFFICE OF PUBLIC SAFETY JUSTIN MEYERS TO HOLD BRIEFING ON PUBLIC SAFETY IN NEW YORK CITY  
NEW YORK - Tomorrow, Chief of Operations for the Office of Public Safety Justin S. Meyers will be joined by New York City Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) Deputy Commissioner for Police & Security John Cosgrove, New York City Police Department (NYPD) Chief of Transit Michael Kemper, and NYPD Deputy Commissioner for Collaborative Policing Chauncey Parker to take New Yorkers’ questions and update them on the Adams administration’s ongoing public safety efforts in New York City.
During the briefing, DEP Deputy Commissioner Cosgrove will provide an overview on how the department protects New York City’s waterways, NYPD Chief of Transit Kemper will provide tips to New Yorkers to help keep the city’s subways safe, and NYPD Deputy Commissioner Parker will discuss his role overseeing the New York/New Jersey region for the federal government’s High Intensity Drug Trafficking Area program and its work to protect communities.
