His Honor the Mayor, City Hall, New York: 

Sir—As required by section 1544 of the Greater New York Charter, I have the 
honor to submit the following report for the quarter ending March 31, 1908: 

On March 31 the total force was 9,505. In addition there were on probation 117 
Patrolmen and 3  Doormen, or a total of 9,625. The effective force on March 31 was 
8,734; absent with leave, 187; sick, 244; suspended, ii; absent without leave, I; de-
tailed, 328; or a total of 9,625. 

During the last quarter the losses in the several ranks were as follows: 
Retired—Lieutenants, 4; Sergeants, 4; Patrolmen, 36; Doorman, i ; total, 45. 
Died—Lieutenants, 3; Sergeants, 2; Patrolmen, 17; total, 22. 
Dropped from the Rolls—Patrolman, I. 
Dismissed—Patrolmen, 14 ; Doorman, I ; total, 15. 
Resigned—Patrolmen, 6; Doorman, I; Patrolmen on probation, 2; total, 9. 
Reinstated—Lieutenant, i ; Patrolmen, 2 ; total, 3. 
The use of dogs in police work, which has been tried to a limited extent by 

this Department, has so far worked' out successfully. Four of the police dogs are lo-
cated in the One Hundred and Seventy-second Precinct, which takes in the Flatbush 
section of Brooklyn. For years this precinct reported more than its share of burglaries 
and for this reason it was selected as a good place to test the usefulness of dogs on 
patrol. On January 27, four dogs were sent to this station to do patrol with Policemen. 
During the month preceding their arrival there were ten burglaries and ten larcenies 
committed in this precinct. During the first month of the arrival of the dogs there 
were two burglaries and two larcenies reported. During the second month, which 
ended on March 27, there were four burglaries reported. In two of these cases four 
arrests were made and the property recovered. One of the arrests was due to one of 
the police dogs. If the dogs continue to do as good work in the future, increasing 
their number will be justified. 

In view of the unusually heavy demands on the Force during the summer, it has 
been considered best to arrange that no Patrolmen shall take their vacations during 
June, July or August. 

Occasions having arisen upon which it was very desirable to have the photograph 
of a member of the Force and none could be secured, arrangements have been made to 
collect the photographs of all members of the Force for reference purposes. 

On January 9, First Deputy Commissioner Arthur J. O'Keeffe resigned and former 
Civil Service Commissioner William F. Baker took his place. 

The Park Department having demanded that under section 313 of the Charter the 
control of the Police in Central Park be given to them, such control, to the extent con-
templated by the law, was accordingly surrendered. 

The usual aid was given to the Board of Elections in the conduct of the primary 
election of March 35, and the duties of the Police toward the general public were sat-
isfactorily performed.

Patrolman Herbert I. Lawes, Eighty-ninth Precinct, committed suicide by shooting 
himself twice with a 38-calibre Smith & Wesson revolver, one bullet in head under 
right ear, other in the heart; died instantly, 52 noon, March 7, 1908.

Fining, in accordance with the action of the Local School Board of District 
No. 13, James T. Farries, a Teacher in Public School 7o, Borough of Man-
liattan five days' pay for violation of the By-Law prohibiting corporal punish-
tnent. 

Approving the action of the. Board of Superintendents in promoting Clara J. 
Ricard from Schedule III. to Schedule IV., and transferring her from Public 
School 71 to Public School 72, Borough of Queens, to take effect March I, 
I 908. 

Appointing Gertrude A. LeComte as a Teacher of Physical Training for the 
elementary Schools of The City of New York, her appointment to take effect 
March 16, 1908. 

Approving the plan proposed by the National Civic Federation, granting per-
mission to not more than twenty Teachers in the schools of this City to visit 
the schools of England and the Continent, under leaves of absence with full pay 
for a period not to exceed six weeks, all such Teachers to be required to file

GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS. 

The person or persons making a bid or estimate 
for any services, work, materials or supplies for 
The City of New York, or for any of its depart-
ments, bureaus or offices, shall furnish the same 
in a sealed envelope, indorsed with the title of the 
supplies, materials, work or services for which 
the bid or estimate is made, with his or their 
name or names and the date of presentation to 
the President or Board or to the head of the 
Department at his or its office, on or before the 
date and hour named in the advertisement for 
the same, at which time and place the estimates 
received will be publicly opened by the President 
or Board or head of said Department and read, 
and the award of the contract made according 
to law as soon thereafter as practicable. 

Each bid or estimate shall contain the name 
and place of residence of the person making the 
same, and names of all persons interested with 
him therein, and, if no otherrson be so inter- 
ested, it shall distinctly state that fact; also, that 
it is made without any connection with any other 
person making an estimate for the same purpose, 
and is in all respects fair and without collusion 
or fraud, and that no member of the Board of 
Aldermen, head of a department, chief of a 
bureau, deputy thereof, or clerk therein, or other 
officer of The City of New York is, shall be or 
become interested, directly or indirectly, as con- 
tractin8 party, partner, stockholder, surety or 
otherwise in or in the performance of the con-
tract or in the supplies, work or business to 
whic~t it relates, or in any portion of the profits 
thereof. The bid or estimate must be verified by 
the oath, in writing, of the party or parties mak- 
ing the estimate that the several matters stated 
herein are in all respects true. 

Each bid or estimate shall be accompanied by 
the consent, in writing, of two householders or 
freeholders in The City of New York, or of a 
guaranty or surety company duly authorized by 
law to act as surety, and shall contain the matters 
set forth in the blank forms mentioned below. 

No bid or estimate will be considered unless, 
as a condition precedent to the reception or con- 
sideration of any proposal, it be accompanied by 
a certified check upon one of the State or Na-
tional banks of The City of New York, drawn to 
the order of the Comptroller, or money to the 
amount of five per centum of the amount of the 
bond required as provided in section 420 of the 
Greater New ]Cork Charter. 

The certified check or money should not be in- 
closed in the envelope containing the bid or esti-
mate but should be either inclosed in a separate 
envelope addressed to the head of the Depart-
ment. President or Board, or submitted personally 
upon the presentation of the bid or estimate. 

For particular@ as to the quantity and quality 
of the supplies, or the nature and extent of the 
work, reference must be made to the specifica-
tions, schedules, plans, etc., on file in the said 
office of the President, Board or Department. 

No bid shall be accepted from or contract 
awarded to any person who is in arrears to The 
City of New York upon debt or contract, or who 
is a defaulter, as surety or otherwise, upon any 
obligation to the City.

all bids or estimates if it is deemed to be for the 
interest of the City so to do.
