With the Smart Recruiters platform launched by the City, we hope
there will be an even more diverse applicant pool for our anticipated vacancies.

Because our candidate pool is limited when using a civil 
service list, the fact that we have not experienced any underutilization of minority groups is a major endeavor and speaks to 
the effectiveness of our recruitment process.

The agency encourages employees to take promotional and open-competitive civil service exams by informing staff on a monthly basis of the upcoming civil service examinations open for filing via email. The agency also sends the DCAS Office of Citywide Recruitment Newsletter to share information about City government jobs and the civil service examination process. Those staff members who do not have a permanent title or should apply for a title with a higher level of responsibility based on job duties and/or salary are informed of specific titles to apply to that match their current job duties. There is no way to evaluate the effectiveness of whether a staff member has applied to these exams or not. Staff members are recommended to apply to them.

Note that targeted recruitment is non-existent when using civil service lists, which is the primary method of how vacancies are filled.

The Fund was represented at the 2024 Citywide M/WBE Fair on November 4, 2024, and spoke to 126 vendors and gave out 200 flyers which included upcoming procurements. The M/WBE Officer reached out to vendors from the Citywide Fair via email, relaying information regarding upcoming projects and to remind vendors to view City Record and the Fund’s website.
