This amount was appropriated in pursuance of section 119 of the Charter of The City of 

New York. 
As this office was not fully equipped with the necessary help until the middle of June, there 

will be left from the above appropriation an unexpended balance of about $48,000, which will 

revert to the General Fund for the Reduction of Taxation. 
Section 119 of the Charter makes it mandatory for the Commissioners of Accounts (besides 

such other examinations as they may deem for the best interests of the city and of the counties of 
New York, Richmond and Kings, and such other examinations), to make an examination of the 
receipts and disbursements in the office of the Comptroller and Chamberlain and to report once 
in three months to his Horor the Mayor a detailed and classified statement of the financial con- 

dition of the city, as shown by such examination, etc. 
Section 195 of the Charter, so far as it relates to the Commissioners of Accounts, reads as 

follows, viz. : 
The accounts of the Chamberlain shall be annually closed on the last day of November, and 

shall be examined in the month of December in each year by the Commissioners of Accounts. 
Such commissioners shall examine the accounts and vouchers of all moneys received into and 

paid out of the City Treasury during the year ending on the last day of November next preceding 
such examination, and shall certify and report to the Mayor and Municipal Assembly in the 

following month of January : 
1st. The amount of moneys received into the Treasury during such year. 
2d. The amount of moneys paid out during the same period by vii tue of warrants drawn on 

the Treasury by the Comptroller. 
3d. The amount of moneys received by the Chamberlain who shall be in office at the time of 

such examination. 
4th. The balance in the Treasury on the last day of November preceding such examination. 
5th. The amount of money borrowed for or on the credit of the city during such year. 
6th. The amount of the bonds of the city issued during such year, with the purposes for which 

and the authority under which such bonds were issued. 
The Commissioners of Accounts shall also compare the warrants drawn by the Comptroller on 

the Treasury during the year ending on the last day of November preceding such examination, 
with the several laws and ordinances under which the same shall purport to have been drawn, 
and shall in like manner certify and report whether the Comptroller had power to draw such 
warrants ; and if any shall be found which, in their opinion, he had no power to draw, they shall 
specify the same in their report with their reasons for such opinion. 

To comply with the requirements of the two sections of the Charter enumerated above, it 
necessitated the setting apart of six (6) experienced Examiners for the purpose of making continu-
ous examinations during the entire year in the Comptroller's and Chamberlain's offices, and as a 
result, besides making the quarterly reports and the yearly report, which will be submitted in a 
few days, the following is the total number of vouchers and warrants examined and checked by

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In the course of our special examinations and those made for the Corporation Counsel, to assist 
him in defending suits brought against the city by contractors, the necessity of having competent 
engineers entirely separate and apart from the influence of any other bureau presented itself, and, 
as a result, we now have a staff of eight (8) Engineers and Assistants, and while this number is by 
no means sufficient to entirely cover all the boroughs and every department, still, we feel certain, 
we are justified in asserting, and we believe we voice the sentiment of your Honor and the Corpora- 
tion Counsel, that this Department has amply repaid the city by its work. 

Experience has also prompted us to add, with your approval, a fully equipped Chemical and 
Physical Laboratory, for the purpose of examining all cements and materials intended to be used 
in tha construction of concrete foundations and the asphalt coverings for same, and we feel sure 
that if the plans, as laid out by us after consultation with your Honor, are carried out, it will result 
in the city's receiving more lasting pavements. 

We also beg to report that this Bureau has submitted to your Honor for the year ending 
December 3t, 1898, as enumerated under special headings hereafter, the following reports, viz.:

In addition to these, the nature of which and the most salient points involved therein of some 
of them are hereinafter mentioned, we have made for your Honor during the past year many extra

Greater New York, chapter 378, Laws of 1897, governing this office : 
" The mayor shall appoint and remove at pleasure two persons who shall be commissioners 

of accounts. It shall be their duty, once in three months to make an examination of the receipts 
and disbursements in the offices of the comptroller and chamberlain, in connection with those of all 
the departments and officers making returns thereto, and report to the mayor a detailed and 
classified statement of the financial condition of the city as shown by such examination. They 
shall also make such special examinations of the accounts and methods of the departments and 
offices of the city and of the counties of New York, Richmond and Kings, as the mayor may from 
time to time direct, and such other examinations as the said commissioners may deem for the best 
interests of the city, and report to the mayor and the municipal assembly the results thereof. 
For the purpose of ascertaining the facts in connection with these examinations they shall have 
full power to compel the attendance of witnesses, to administer oaths and to examine such 
persons as they may deem necessary. Such commissioners shall each be paid the sum of five 
thousand dollars per year. The board of estimate and apportionment and the municipal assembly 
shall annually appropriate a sum sufficient to pay the salaries of said commissioners and, in the 
discretion of the said board and municipal assembly, a sum sufficient to enable them to employ
