Enhance intergenerational diversity at the agency. NYC Aging staff range from college aides to mature older workers. We shape programs to build a cohesive working environment. For this fiscal year 2025, the agency will continue its partnership with NYC Public Schools on the Career Readiness and Modern Youth Apprenticeship Program. This three-year pilot program places three high school students in various work units in the agency. The apprentices will gain on-the-job training for in-demand careers in budgeting, business operations, and IT while learning about aging issues.

NYC Aging’s continues its Internships & Youth Workforce Engagement work to develop and maintain strategic partnerships with various city agencies, academic institutions, and community-based organizations. Through these innovative partnerships, we are proud to provide New York City youth and students with an invaluable work-based learning experience and professional development opportunity. By investing in these populations and fostering these intergenerational communities, we work with youths from the Work Learn, Grow (WLG) Program, Summer Youth Employment Program (SYEP), Ladders for Leaders (L4L) Program, Comprehensive CUNY Internship Program, and Social Work Schools. 

Within the Internships & Youth Workforce Engagement Program, during the third quarter:
· The program established a master affiliation agreement with the City University of New York to host interns from all twenty-five of its campuses. Youths are placed within four of the agency’s departments gaining knowledge and skills in the office of human resources, program facilities design and construction management, office of change management, and workforce and community development.
· Additionally, the agency hosted six high school interns from the Department of Youth and Community Development's Work, Learn, Grow program, which ended March 28, 2025. The students gained experience in administrative services, human resources, press and public information, emergency preparedness, and community development. The program continues to be a success. Both interns and their supervisors have agreed to the return of the six interns due to their excellent work relationship and the knowledge and skills they have gained. 
· The program continues its commitment to hosting college-aids offering the opportunity to gain knowledge and experience in information technology, nutrition management, and information and referral services.
· The agency continues its commitment to hosting CareerWise Apprentices in partnership with the Mayor's Office of Talent and Workforce Development. Four apprentices continue to develop knowledge and skills in information technology, planning an analytics and budget planning and monitoring.
· The Internships & Youth Workforce Engagement Program established a partnership with NYC Schools and District 79 (Alternative HS and Programs) to host interns in Q4.
· Two Masters of Social Work students from Columbia University were interviewed and selected to intern with the agency for FY25-26. The interns will be placed with the agency’s Planning and Strategic Initiative Division.
· The agency interviewed and selected sixteen candidates from the Department of Youth and Community Development's Ladders for Leaders Program which will begin in FY2026. Participants will gain knowledge and skills in various units of the agency with a wide range of learning opportunities.

During the fourth quarter, the agency continued its partnership with the Department of Youth and Community Development via their Summer Youth Employment Program and its Ladders for Leaders programs.
· Thirty (30) interns were interviewed and selected to participate in internships this summer within various departments within the agency including:
· Caregiver Support
· Elder Justice
· Emergency Preparedness
· Press and Public Information
· and many more.
· The agency hired two college aides, one from Brooklyn College and one from NYU. The high school apprentices were ushered into new civil service title: Youth Apprentice, where they continued to support the agency's work around budget planning, data analytics, and IT support.

WECAN focuses on developing actionable strategies, tools and techniques that boost staff wellbeing, drives smarter work practices, cultivates employee engagement and reinforces a positive workplace culture of shared values and behaviors.

During the first quarter, NYC Aging staff are working to build the WECAN initiative. 
During the second quarter, the WECAN employee engagement is fully incorporated and thriving; bringing employees tools and techniques to help boost their wellbeing, drive smarter work practices, cultivate engagement and build a positive workplace culture of shared values and behaviors.
During the third quarter, the WECAN committee engaged staff in a variety of employee engagement activities including, 10 Ways to Keep your Mind Healthy in 2025, the 9-Minute Stress Workout, and National Have Fun at Workday - This day was created to promote happiness, humor, and camaraderie in the workplace. The committee also partnered with DYCD to offer a series of six (6) in-person classes of Meditation at 2 Lafayette Street during February and March utilizing breath work and awareness building. Staff also learn how to use meditation as part of their mindfulness practice to release stress, tension, and find feelings of emotional calm. 
In the fourth quarter, continuing our efforts to bring staff together and enrich the NYC Aging community through shared experiences and cross-department collaboration, staff actively participated in the following initiatives:

The Buddy plays an important role in helping welcome the new hire to the agency to create an early sense of belonging.

*During the third quarter, NYC Aging’s general community issue town halls were held at Older Adult Centers where older adults spend time speaking with a table facilitator in groups of 8-12 about issues facing their local communities. Together, they come to an agreement on one question they would like to be able to pose to the mayor and other Agency leads who are represented to receive a response or find resolution to a problem or issue they are raising. Topics surround public safety, transportation concerns, public benefits, infrastructure needs in their neighborhoods, and other local issues.

NYC Aging staff engaged in various events surrounding Black History Month and Women’s History Month, and Lunar New Year, such as presentations, viewing short films, getting to know you staff segments, visiting art exhibits, watching documentaries having presentations followed by discussions and question and answer. Staff also participated in meditation workshops to help with Worklife balance.

Planning for the third annual Talent Is Timeless Competition has begun. Older adults throughout the five boroughs involved in NYC Aging’s community partners are signing up to take part in this dynamic event showcasing over 1,000 older New Yorkers participating in 500 acts at more than 100 local competitions. Many performances will reflect cultural heritage and skills that participants developed over years of practice.

During the fourth quarter, the organization continue to successfully lead a series of impactful initiatives aimed at promoting inclusivity, cultural recognition, and community well-being, Including, Disability Access – addressing common misconceptions and redefining disability, review the results of the comprehensive survey to build an age-inclusive city, APPI presentation celebrating the power of the AAPI community through stories of legacy, leadership, and resilience. Staff also honored the achievements and contributions of Jewish Americans. We hosted our Annual Adult Health and Fitness Day promoting health and wellness for older adults. Hundreds of seniors from the five boroughs of NYC attended.

As part of our ongoing efforts to celebrate cultural diversity and foster including, we hosted a “lunch and learn” event titled, How Food Connects Us. This imitative highlighted the rich cultural heritage within our organization through the universal language of food. Employees had the opportunity to sample a variety of traditional dishes from different cultures while leaning about the shared ingredients, flavors, and cooking methods

Launching a Health Insurance Information, Counseling, and Assistance Program (HIICAP) media campaign in August 2024 to promote Medicare Savings Program enrollment. 

Please describe the steps that your agency has taken to meet this goal/initiative. How do you evaluate the effectiveness of these actions?

NYC Aging launched a Health Insurance Information, Counseling, and Assistance Program (HIICAP) media campaign in August 2024 to promote Medicare Savings Program enrollment. The advertisements appeared in English, Spanish, Haitian Kreyol, Russian, and Mandarin across community and ethnic media outlets. The online ads on these platforms received over 968,000 impressions, while Meta ads (Facebook and Instagram) garnered 7.2 million impressions.

NYC Aging launched a second campaign for HIICAP and NY Connects.  Additionally, in March 2025, NY Connects conducted Surveys evaluating customer satisfaction with NY Connects provided Information & Assistance.

In the third quarter, during both the General Enrollment Period (GEP) and the Medicare Advantage Open Enrollment Period (MA OEP), HIICAP (Health Insurance Information, Counseling and Assistance Program) counselors played a vital role in supporting beneficiaries and caregivers—especially those limited English proficiency (LEP)and underserved communities.  Language barriers often discourage individuals from seeking help. Having translated materials encourages more people to engage with HIICAP services, maximizing the program’s impact.

NY Connects launched a media campaign in January 2025 to promote awareness of NY Connects hubs and services provided in the 5 boroughs. The campaign appeared in English, Spanish, Haitian Creole, and Mandarin across community and ethnic media outlets. NY Connects providers conduct ongoing outreach to the community at large throughout their respective borough, TRIE neighborhoods and participation in multilingual outreach initiatives. The effectiveness of these efforts is monitored throughout the year via tracking program incoming calls and public education deliverables. The campaign ran until March 31, 2025. 

Additional steps taken to establish NYC Aging as an agency assisting residents of New York City living in various communities included Ensuring that the HIICAP (Health Insurance Information, Counseling, and Assistance Program) materials and resources are available in multiple languages is essential for equity, accessibility, and effective communication. Evaluating the effectiveness of the campaigns, materials in various languages include:
I. Improved Access to Healthcare Information-Many individuals who qualify for Medicare and related benefits have limited English proficiency (LEP). Translating the guide ensures they can understand their rights, options, and the assistance available to them.
II. Enhancing Public Health Outcomes- Providing information in multiple languages allows beneficiaries to make informed healthcare decisions, leading to better health outcomes and reduced disparities in healthcare access.
III. Supporting a Diverse Aging Population- The aging population in the U.S. is increasingly diverse, with many seniors speaking languages other than English. Making HIICAP resources available in different languages ensures that all seniors receive equitable support.
IV. Promoting Inclusivity and Trust- When people receive information in their preferred language, they feel respected and included, leading to greater trust in government programs and healthcare providers.

Securing earned media coverage featured three programs in community and ethnic outlets, reaching the diverse number of older adults living in the New York City:
· In July and August, the agency’s annual Farmers Market Nutrition Program was disbursed to older New Yorkers in the five boroughs.
· The Talent is Timeless competition, one of the agency’s initiatives to combat ageism, will showcase the talents of New York City’s older adults around the five boroughs and will be covered by community ethnic media outlets as each level is held. 
· Additionally, NYC Aging Commissioner will be co-authoring an op-ed on the Healthy Aging fair in AMNY.

NYC Aging’s External Affairs focuses on the internal and external facing priorities with the agency's overall mission, including communications, intergovernmental communications and relationships, and the distribution of accurate information through media and other outlets. Getting the word out to all, especially those in hard-to-reach areas of the city. Additionally, informing older adults about NYC Aging programs that support aging in place.

In March, NYC Aging launched three media campaigns to inform older adults about programs that support aging in place. Through the Health Insurance Information, Counseling, and Assistance Program (HIICAP), advertisements were created in Chinese, English, Haitian Kreyol, Russian, and Spanish to reach residents preparing for retirement or already retired. These ads let them know help is available to find the right health insurance plan. 

The Older Adult Workforce Unit ran a campaign promoting the Silver Corps program to encourage additional qualified residents to enroll. Advertisements were created in Arabic, Chinese, English, Haitian Kreyol, Hebrew, Russian and Spanish. For NY Connects, borough-specific advertisements were produced in Chinese, English, and Spanish to inform residents where to call for assistance. All advertisements for each campaign appeared in community and ethnic media outlets.

Enhancing cultural and language capacity by diversifying the Health Insurance Information Counseling Assistance Program (HIICAP) volunteer base to better serve NYC’s diverse Medicare-eligible population. Expand the number of Medicare Improvements for Patients and Providers (MIPPA) sites to underserved populations, i.e. Russian, Haitian-Creole, and Bengali and the borough of Staten Island.
Broadening the awareness of NYC Aging-funded programs to Houses of Worship and Faith-Based Organizations. Coordinating a series of presentations alongside New York City Housing Preservation & Development for older adults at targeted older adult centers on how to best use the Housing Connect portal to apply for affordable housing opportunities.

How do you evaluate the effectiveness of these actions?

NYC Aging consistently diversify the Health Insurance Information Counseling Assistance Program (HIICAP) volunteer base to better serve NYC’s diverse Medicare-eligible population and ensure multiple languages are available for those most of in need of the services. In addition to working with Houses of Worship and Faith-Based Organizations to ensure hard to reach populations are aware of our services. Additionally, NYC Aging is committed to ensuring that older adults who are in our community program receive services and participate in the language they prefer. This is why even in outside organized events, like the older adult town halls, translation and interpretation services are provided for attendees.

NYC Aging continues to identify high need neighborhood such as low-income communities, and those with language needs or immigrant populations, to receive presentations on Housing Connect during the spring. To that end, NYC Aging hosted the 22nd through 24th Older Adult Town Hall (Allen AME OAC on 4/9/25, JASA Brookdale Village OAC on 5/7/25, and PSS Davidson OAC on 5/21/25) in high-need areas speaking to older adults about community issues with Mayor Adams. These events happened in low-income or high need communities and have been fully bilingual with Mandarin, Cantonese, and Spanish Speaking older thus expanding opportunities for older New Yorkers to raise issues happening in their communities with their elected officials and city agencies who can address those concerns.

Additionally, NYC Aging completed the second series of NYC Aging 101 presentations for elected offices to learn about the range of programs offered by NYC Aging to better serve their constituents and communities. Constituent service staff in offices which attended had an opportunity to hear from NYC Aging unit directors who presented on the programs and services they manage. Finally, NYC Aging has also supported NYC Civic Engagement Commission’s efforts to promote participation in the People’s Money participatory budgeting voting opportunity. NYC Aging identified priority OACs located in high need areas of the city coordinated by the NYC Civic Engagement Commission which are either low income or have higher rates of languages spoken other than English. Those identified OACs then held rounds of voting in multiple languages for priority projects previously identified in these communities.

NYC Aging has conducted presentations of core programs for a Community-Based organization that represents and advocates for the Indigenous (Native American) population as well as the Disabilities (Multiple Sclerosis) community. We have increased our outreach to Houses of worship in the Bronx, Staten Island, and Brooklyn. Additionally, HIICAP expanded its Medicare Improvement Provider Patient Act (MIPPA) sites to have representation in the Bengali and Haitian-Creole communities as well as establishing a site in Staten Island. 

NY Connects provider staff participate in ongoing training and professional development that enhance and support DEI Practices. In addition to NYSOFA required training and training and services facilitated by NYC Aging, NY Connects providers are also responsible for gleaning and facilitating staff training and info sessions that expand staff knowledge of long-term service and support, community resources and professional development, including knowledge of and DEI practices. This includes annual DEI onboarding and annual trainings. Additional sessions have included Immigrants Access to Public Benefits, Info Session: How Nonprofits, Faith Groups, & Businesses Can Protect Immigrant, Visit to the Museum of Jewish Heritage - and NYSOFA trainings for Information and Assistance and Person-centered service delivery through Boston University Center for Aging and Disability Education and Research (CADER).

NYC Aging Contact Center, NY Connects, and HIICAP continues to maintain language access through use of Language line services as well as staff who peak, Spanish, Haitian creole, Korean, Mandarin, French, Italian, Russian, Bengali, and Cantonese. Aging Connect Contact Center staff participated in Language Access Orientation training. Aging Connect utilized Language Line to assist callers in over 200 languages. The top languages assisted in quarter 3 included Russian, Spanish, Mandarin, Cantonese and Arabic. Use of Language Line is monitored through monthly reporting, and language access facilitated via staff directly is recorded in NYC Aging Correspondence Tracking, data system.

NYC Aging’s Press and Public Engagement Team helped promote and amplify the agency’s Talent Connect Hiring Hall at Brooklyn Borough Hall, focused specifically on older adults. A diverse group of job seekers with a range of skills and experience met with potential employers to showcase their talents and skills and explore job opportunities. The event also highlighted the contributions older adults continue to make in the workforce and worked to reduce ageist stereotypes that often limit their employment prospects or advancement.

NYC Aging remains committed to advancing diversity, equity, and inclusion through all facets of service delivery. We expanded our approach by building on prior successes while introducing new strategies to further improve access and outcomes for all New Yorkers, particularly those from historically underserved communities by partnering with additional community-based organizations (CBOs) that serve underserved older adults in Queens, specifically those who speak Bengali and Urdu and residents of Staten Island. These partnerships have increased awareness of HIICAP services and improved outreach to individuals who might otherwise be isolated or unaware of available benefits. 

Additionally, NY Connects providers continue to conduct outreach to the community; conducting outreach across the boroughs with a focus on ensuring connection to hard-to-reach communities and/or providers, professional and elected officials that serve hard-to-reach communities. This quarter NY Connects providers conducted outreach in 18 hard-to-reach communities, Implementing Public Engagement’s FY25 Houses of Worships / Faith-based Organization outreach has allowed us to reach more older adults in ESOL and underserved communities. We are actively establishing increased relationships with churches, synagogues and temples.

Partnering internally at NYC Aging with our Bureau of Planning & Strategic Initiatives to develop an outreach plan for the NYC Aging Service Needs Assessment, a survey for the public about agency services and programs. The focus of the outreach is to ensure that unreached communities were aware of the survey and could inform future NYC Aging programming. We also engaged outside stakeholders and elected officials to promote the survey and distributed information in multiple languages to better reach older adults who do not exclusively speak English.

Units within NYC Aging collaborates to ensure that unreached communities are aware of the agency’s needs assessment survey that could inform future NYC Aging programming to those most in need. We also engaged outside stakeholders and elected officials to promote the survey and distributed information in multiple languages to better reach older adults who do not exclusively speak English.

NYC Aging continues to amplify the work collaboratively cross agency efforts to reduce the digital divide through investment in neighborhoods identified by Taskforce on Racial Inclusion & Equity (TRIE).

In partnership with the Office of Technology and Innovation, NYC Aging launched the NYC Digital Equity Roadmap, a $2.4 million investment in neighborhoods identified by the Taskforce on Racial Inclusion & Equity (TRIE). The initiative aims to reduce the digital divide in some of the city’s most diverse and socioeconomically challenged communities. News about the investment appeared in community and ethnic media outlets.

NYC Aging’s Service Needs Assessment (SNA) primary goals are to better understand the diverse service needs of older adults and their caregivers, to identify service gaps, and to assist with program development and policy recommendations.  The survey was made accessible in 11 languages to ensure the various languages spoken in NYC are captured. 14 community boards (at least 2 per borough) were identified to provide focused community outreach, all of which included a large proportion of older adults residing in the district but a smaller than anticipated proportion of older adults receiving services through NYC Aging; additional consideration was also taken to ensure diverse and equitable representations of race/ethnicity, income, and geographic diversity within the City’s older adult population.

Outreach methods (including posting on social media, attendance at over 50 public events, as well as many external partnerships) generated 8,600 responses – in both online and hard copies to be more inclusive to the digital literacy needs of all respondents.  Community events included participation in health fairs, libraries, houses of worship, town halls, NYC Parks Department recreation centers, and multiple large scale NYC Aging events held during the data collection time period. We also partnered with New York Cares, an organization that recruits volunteers to assist with NYC focused projects, to reach homebound older adult clients over the phone.  These outreach efforts ensured that that some of the most isolated and hardest-to-reach populations had their voices heard.  We are confident that these responses capture a diverse sample of older adults from various geographic and racial/ethnic communities; this diversity makes it a strong tool for drawing inferences about the broader older adult population in NYC.

With programs spanning all 5 boroughs serving a vast variety of older adults from multicultural, ethnic and religious backgrounds it is imperative that the programs reflect the populations of the clients being served. This is done by contracting with community-based organizations who have a footprint in the area but also hire staff who are from those communities and can relate and communicate with the members. By engaging older adults and the program staff in opportunities for feedback we not only build community, but we also ensure equity and inclusion is a cornerstone of the work we do.

How do you evaluate the effectiveness of these actions?

NYC Aging continues to work with community partners to ensure older adults from multicultural, ethnic, and religious backgrounds can attend programs that reflect their needs. NYC Aging’s annual assessment allows the agency to determine if services are offered in the manner it is intended, and to ensure the needs of the older adults are met. 

During the third quarter NYC Aging continue to encourage community partners to hire staff that is reflective of the community and speak the language and they must have a language access line to ensure that they can communicate with non-English speaking staff. 

NYC Aging developed an activities menu and toolkit for Pride Celebrations and opportunities to be shared with OACs and NORCs in June.

During the fourth quarter, to promote inclusivity and awareness during Pride Month, NYC Aging shared resources with the OAC and NORC network. By sharing these resources like themed music playlists, links to information and articles, and A Pride Month Resource compressive guide for discussion groups, individuals engaged in open dialogue, education, and celebration of LGBTQI+ identities within the OAC and NORC Networks. This initiative also provides a safe and supportive space for older adults to engage with topics that may be new or unfamiliar to them.

In celebration of NYC Aging’s 50th Anniversary, the organization engaged 45 NORCs to design a square for a celebratory quilt. The individual community talents, ethnicities, and cultures are show cased on the quilt. Through a partnership with Harlem Needle Arts, local artist Sylvia Hernandez beautifully assembled all the squares into a cohesive quilt. It is a moving representation of a joint community project.

NYC Aging is awaiting confirmation of funds from NYSOFA.  A scope of work for the bi-lingual Chinese-speaking nutrition educator has been drafted and submitted for internal approval in anticipation of availability of funds.   

During the third quarter, NYC Aging work to procure a bi-lingual Chinese-speaking nutrition educator consultant who will provide nutrition education classes to Chinese-speaking clients.

NYC Aging has successfully procured a consultant through a competitive bidding and procurement process to enhance its nutrition education services. As of June 1, 2025, the consultant is providing wo Chinese-speaking nutrition educators to support appropriate services for the community. The two Nutrition Educator Consultants – one fluent in Mandarin and the other in Cantonese – are currently undergoing training through June and the first two weeks of July. They will begin conducting Chinese-language nutrition education workshops at the OACs starting in mid-July.

To ensure clients wishing to learn or enhance their technology skills, classes funded by Connected Communities will be conducted in English, Spanish, Chinese or Russian based on the primary language participants speak at the hosting OAC site.   

Please describe the steps that your agency has taken to meet this goal/initiative. Include actions taken to establish your agency as a leading service provider to the citizens of New York City focused on diversity, equity, and inclusion, while reflecting the variety of communities that are served. How do you evaluate the effectiveness of these actions?

Technology classes will continue to be provided in the client’s primary language. Client surveys are conducted periodically to measure client satisfaction and to solicit feedback for program improvement. NYC Aging ensures clients receive training in their preferred language.  

Currently, technology classes are provided in English, Spanish, Chinese and Russian. Across three sites where OATS (Older Adult Technology Services) were delivering Chinese programming, participants reported wanting more training on smartphones and tablets, and while they saw the value of learning about computers, it was more practical to learn about mobile and handheld devices. As a result, OATS created more Chinese translated (both Mandarin and Cantonese) curriculum addressing this request. Participants also expressed concerns with AI programming. OATS reported comments from the surveys regarding fear of what AI would do, “would it take over our lives, can we trust any images online anymore etc.” In response, OATS created programming like, "Is that AI" and "AI and Disinformation" lectures in English/Spanish/Chinese. OATS will be building additional programming for our older adult population. 

NYC Aging continues to provide technology classes in clients’ primary languages to ensure accessibility and inclusion. Currently, classes are available in English, Spanish, Chinese, and Russian. Client surveys are conducted periodically to assess satisfaction and gather feedback for program improvement. In response to growing interest among older adults in learning about artificial intelligence (AI), OATS is now offering a multi-week course titled Exploring AI. This series introduces participants to AI tools that are already integrated into daily life. The program also includes guidance on recognizing AI-generated content, best practices for responsible use, and tips for staying safe online. NYC Aging ensures that these educational opportunities are delivered in participants’ preferred languages to maximize understanding and engagement.

These surveys will be available in the languages most spoken at older adult centers to ensure that all older adults are able to voice their opinion and provide feedback. Currently the survey is being translated into Spanish, Chinese, Korean, Russian, Polish and Bengali Bangla.

NYC Aging has completed its meal survey translations and will deploy to the older adult centers in late February.  

NYC Aging has completed its meal survey translations. In February, kiosks were deployed to 20 sites with the meal satisfaction survey available in five languages. The kiosks will remain onsite for approximately 2 months. After the 2 months, the survey results will be analyzed, and the kiosks will be deployed to 20 new sites. Results of the survey will be available in the next quarter.   

On March 25th, 2025, NYC Aging hosted our Inaugural Plant-Based Cook-Off held at the Venue at City Harvest. The aim of the cook-off was to showcase the innovative, plant-based meals currently being served at older adult centers (OACs) and inspire enthusiasm for plant-based cuisine. It also provided a platform for collaboration among organizations and allowed attendees to experience the creativity and variety of plant-based dishes. Chefs from 9 Older Adult Centers participated in the cook off. Over 100 people attended this event. Three celebrity judges heard from the 9 participants and tasted their dishes. The winning dish was Plant-Based Jamaican Oxtail Stew made by Chef Mark Johnson from Grace Agard-Harewood OAC, a Fort Greene Council site. Other recipes showcased at the cook-off included Habichuealas Guisadas- Stewed Beans with Brown Rice and Barley and Cuban Vegan Picadillo with Brown Rice. This initiative demonstrated the diversity within NYC Aging community partners nutrition program and the opportunity to provide an alternative meal option. The event was a resounding success.

This event boosted registration of 500+ older adult jobseekers and 25+ employer partners ready to hire. The event showcased our commitment to combat ageism in the workforce and create an age inclusive city.
