The City’ SmartRecruiters system, a hiring platform expands the number of diverse applicants for our positions. The platform has successfully increased the number of applicants on average by 10%, allowing our positions to be more accessible to potential employees. The increased volume of applicants has given us the potential to be able to choose from a more diverse pool of candidates. 

We have a diverse interview panel that has been trained about conducting structured interviews, how to detect and avoid unconscious bias, and the principles delineated in DCAS’ Everybody Matters course. The best practices will include focusing on objective skills and qualifications.
