the certificates of S92 births, 52 still-births, 319 marriages and 655 deaths, reported to have 
taken place in this city, were received by this Bureau during the week ending Saturday, September 
5, 1885. This shows an increase of 14 births, 2 still-births, 192 marriages, and 23 deaths, when 
compared with the number received during the preceding week ; but when compared with the cor-
responding week of the year 1884, there was a decrease of 32 births, 4 stillbirths and 115 marriages, 
and the same number of deaths. Compared with the mortality reported during the preceding week, 
the deaths from measles decreased 4 ; scarlatina, 3 ; typhus fever, i ; malarial fevers, 3 ; diarrhoeal 
diseases, 6 ; aneurism, I ; marasmus, tabes mesentenca and scrofula, 3 ; meningitis and encephalitis, 
3 ; direct effect of solar heat, 2 ; all diseases of the brain and nervous system, 3 ; Bright's disease 
and nephritis, 3 ; surgical operations, I ; while the deaths from diphtheria increased 2 ; croup, to 
whooping cough, 4; erysipelas, 2 ; typhoid fever, 2 ; cerebro-spinal fever, i ; puerperal diseases, 4; 
inanition, I ; cancer, 2 ; phthisis puhuonalis, 3 ; bronchitis, 7 ; Fmeutuonia, i ; heart diseases, 2 
hydrocephalus and tubercular meningitis, 2 ; convulsions, 7 ; apoplexy, 7 ; cyanosis and atelectasis, 
3; premature and preternatural births, 3 ; drowning, i. The number of deaths front alcoholism, 
rheumatism and gout, cirrhosis and hepatitis, and suicide was the same in the two successive weeks.

Of the total number of deaths reported for the week, 121 were in institutions, 379 in tenement-
houses, 145 in houses containing three families or less, 4 in hotels and boarding-houses, so in rivers, 
streets, boats, etc. ; so were on the basement floor, 129 on the fir.,t, 173 on the second, 133 on the 
third, 49 on the fourth, 30 on the fifth, i on the sixth ; 665 were stated to be residents of New York 
City and o non-resident, 45 were stated to be single, 175 married, 58 widowed, and the condition of 
387 was not stated, these were children who had not attained a marriageable age. 

The total number of burial permits issued during the week are as follows, viz. : City deaths, 
665 ; still-births, 52 ; bodies in transitu, 17 ; of the total burial permits issued for city deaths and still-
births 77 were upon certificates received from the Coroners ; 592 births, 319 marriages, 52 still-
births, 665 deaths, 17 applications for transit permits were recorded, indexed and tabulated ; 128 
searches of the registers of births, marriages and deaths were made, and 8 transcripts of the birth 
record, 7 of marriage and 59 of death were issued during the week. 

The mean temperature for the week ending September 5, 1885, was 66.8 degrees Fahrenheit, the 
mean reading of the barometer was 29.871 ; the mean humidity was 76, saturation being ico; the

COMMISSIONERS OF ACCOUNTS.

-tle-Un the tir,t day of ()ctober, ISS2, the Commissioners of Accounts reported to the Mayor 
that they had examined the office of the Corporation Attorney for a period which ended on the 14th 
of September of that year. They now have the honor to report that they have, during the present 
Near, examine] the affairs of said office for the period extending from September 54, 1882. to 
I)$eember 31, I SS4, inclusive. 

The onice of Corporation Attorney i? an ancient one. Its existence has been traced to the year 
iScS, and it probably date, back of the present century. The Corporation Attorney appears to 
have been, originally, the laic officer of the Common Council. In the year 1849, a Law Depart-
ment 51 25 created by act of the Legislature. and the Counsel to the Corporation was constituted the 
head of such department. The office of the Corporation Attorney continued and was made a bureau 
f the Last Departtnent. The Charter provide- that all actions to recover penalties for a violation 

of any law or ordinance shall be conducted by the Corporation Attorney, subject to the control of 
the Corporation Counsel. The Consoltdati m Act !section 1692) makes it the duty of the C'orpo-
ra'.ion Attorney, when so required by the Commissioner of Jurors, to prosecute an action for the 
c.IIlcetioii of each penalty incurred under title 3. chapter 19 of said act, unless the Corporation 
Attorney is satisfied that there is a defense to the action. 

The Corporation Ordinances charge the Corporation Attorney with the prosecution of all action, 
(jr violations of the ordinances of the Common Council or arising under the charter of the city, or 
under the laws of this Slate, where a penalty a given to the Almshouse, and with the conducting 
of all proceedings before Iustices, or upon appeal in relation to bastard)- cases and the prosecution of 
bastardy and abandonment bonds, when, in his judgment, the public interest requires that the same 
shall be prosecuted. The ordinances also empower the Corporation Attorney to compromise with 
the party complained of, either before or after an action has been brought, when the penalty does 
not exceed twenty-tire I,S25) dollars, and to discontinue any action upon such terms as he may deem 
equitable. The above summary, we believe, embraces all the duties imposed by law and ordinance 
upon the Corporation Attorney. 

In the present examination we have scrutinized not only the accounts and finances of the office, 
Ilut we have likewise inquired into the methods pursued in the general administration of it affairs. 

"1 'he system of records and accounts is, as stated in our previous report, commendable. For 
all money, paid into the office a receipt is given. The receipts are contained in a bound book, each 
receipt being attached to a stub and numbered. Upon payment of the money into the office the 
receipt is filled out with date. name and amount, and the same particulars entered on the stub. A 
cash book is also kept in such convenient form that it can readily be checked against the receipt 
1gook. Returns are made monthly- to the Comptroller upon the prescribed form and the corresponding 
amount deposited with the Chamberlain. After a careful examination, item by item, we find that 
all moneys appearing upon the stub; of the receipt book, less certain amounts disbursed for customary 
suth. rized expen,es, vorc:- er for which were sent to the C mptroller, have been duly paid into the 
City Treasury, with the exception of SI.375.50, which was paid to the Commissioners of Charities 
and Correction, as required by law.

The prosecution of cases of violations of orlinance., reported by the Police Department consu-
tutes the chief business of the ofrice. _1n occasicn..l complaint cones from the Department of Public 
\\ orks. Abandonment  cases are not very no neron,, Iastardy cases are II ire so, Nvhil.t no coni-
plaints appear to have been received front the Ccmmisstouers of Jurors or the Registrar of Permit-. 

The number of complaints received from th , Police Department from February 2, 1884, to heb-
ruary 2, i885, 'chich period is selected as an exalt pre, 1s 45, ISO. Ai'analysis shows that of these 2,369 
were for not branding and painting telegraph posts, and 495 for failure to erect and maintain gate, 
at railroad crossings, which comp!ai.tts should tot have been made to the Corporation Attorney ; 
1,458 were snow and ice cases upon which suitss could not be brought, because no violation was 
charged. Deducting the total of these improper y reported cases from the 45,ISo above mentioned, 
and there remain 40,858 complaints, upon Which 7,554 suits were brought, leaving a remainder I.f 
33,304 upon which no suits were brought The number of suits dismissed wa, 2,365. The large 
proportion of complaints upon which no suits tcere brought attracted our notice and inquiry into 
the methods pursued in the selection of cases for trial. On this point we took the sworn testiu.ony 
of Corporation Attorney Boyd, which is as I llb a vs 

" \1-e never select the name of any particul, r person or persons. They are taken in their order 
upon the complaints made by the Police lkpa -truest, and the only omission that I make in taking 
the complaints is not to repeat unnecessarily the complaint; against a single individual." 

One prominent cau,e of the dismissal of cor plaints appeared to be the absence of the police 
officer who made the complaint, although lie had been duly notified to appear at the trial. The Cor-
poration Attorney, being questioned by us as to vhether it is hi. practice to report such cases to the 
Police Department, te,tified as follows 

I have written to the captains of the- r spective precincts :stating that the officers were so 
absent, and that by reason of such ab-ence the cases in which they is 	complainants were din- 
missed, but I have received no replies from the aptains to whom I wrote." 

A large majority of the complaints received were defective in information. Some were against 
firms, the names of the individual members of which were not given. Some against individuals, 
whose full natnes were wanting. In others the ddre,ses were wrong, the parties complained of not 
being found or known at the addresses given. k very large number were for repetitions of the same 
offense against the same parties day after da . In short, it became apparent to us that sufficient 
care had not been exercised by the police in the preparation of their reports. 

Cases for violation of the city ordinances re tried in the District Courts, where the ruling 
seems to be, that if the police officer who trade he complaint fails to appear when the case is called 
it must be dismissed. notwithstanding an adjour talent is asked by the city. 'I he testimony- is to the 
effect that 11 the judge seems unwilling in the matter and we always have the worst of it." In 
ether cases where the police officer is present a rd testifies to the complaint, but is unable to swear 
that the person complained of is the actual owl er of the property where the violation occurred, a 
request for an adjournment in refused and the case dismissed. In many cases permits issued by the 
Bureau of Permits, of which the Corporation A tonne l'ad no previous knowledge, are produced by 
the defendants on trial, and the case dismi sec. A strict adherence to technicalities, when they 
atand in the way of a judgment in favor of th city, seems to be the rule in most of the courts. 
One of the most striking instances of summary dismi,sal of Corporation cases was found in one of 
the Corporation Attorneys brief-books where it appears that about sixty suits were dismissed by a 
judge upon the ground that the complaints were not before him, when in fact, lie had, according to 
the testimony, previously called and adjourned he cases upon the complaints then before him. We 
may add that we recently caused a search a, be made for the complaints referred to and found all of 
them in the files of the court, indorsed 11 di,ntis.ed." In some of the courts, cases are summarily 
di.posed of through the practice of '' reservin " decisions. If a decision be not rendered within 
eight clays the case fails. In short, there Is ver' much in the system and practice of the inferior 
court having jurisdiction of Corporation cases t rat partakes of the nature of a farce, if not of some-
thing worse. The like criticism may be made of some of the acts of our local legislature. 'fake 
its action upon the subject of permits for street ncumbrances for instance. The charter commands 
the removal of all obstructions upon any street or sidewalk or public ground not inclosed in any 
public park, and the Common Council makes or inancesagainst street obstructions and affixes penal-
ties for the violation of such ordinances, which it makes it the duty of the Corporation Attorney to 
enforce, but it often prevents their enforcement by special legislation, and violates the law which 
declares that " they (the Common Council) shat have no power to authorize the placing or continu. 
big of any encroachment or obstruction upon at any street or sidewalk except the temporary occupa-
tion thereof during the erection or repair of a building on a lot opposite the same." 

If the results of the prosecution of compl: ints for violations of city ordinances are not what 
they ought to be, the moving causes may be ooked for in the insufficiency of the reports and 
evidences furnished by the police ; in the incor gruous resolutions of the Common Council, and in 
the peculiar rulings of some of the inferior cour s. 

A conference upon this subject between our Honor, the Corporation Counsel, Corporation 
-attorney, Police Commissioners, and the Presid nt of the Board of Aldermen would seem to he 
desirable.

Mr. William A. Boyd, having been duly sworn, testified an follows 
By Mr. Scott : 

tc). Ilow long have you been Corporation Attorney ? A.'I'en years on the 1st September 
next. 

y. In a general way, what are your duties: A. My duties are the prosecution of violators of 
Corporation ordinances, the prosecution of bas, ardy and abandonment bonds, the prosecution of 
complaints made by the Commissioner; of Chari des and Correction in cases of bastardy and aban-
donmeut, and the prosecution of complaints mace by the Department of Public Works. 

Q. I)o you get complaints from the Department of Public \Works? A. Yes. 

Ex EWES- PA III ;o 
PROCEss- DE,'ART'IENT 
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Q. In reference to what ? A. There are very few complaints ; they are mostly for failing to 
obtain a permit to connect buildings with the city sewers. 

Q. Ill these cases you pru,ecute in the District Courts ? A. Yes. 
Q. The majority of the complaints come from the Police Department, do they not? A. Yes. 
Q. Of these you received from February 2, 1884, to February 2, 1885, 45,180 ? A. Yes. 
c). I suppose a number of these are repetitions, are they not? A. Yes. 	- 
Q. flow often does the Police Department send to you thcs-- complaints ? A. Once every ten 

days, about. 
Q. \\ hat  is clone with these complaints after they are received here ? A. WVe enter suits upon 

them to the District Courts from the 1st to the I t th ; these actions are commenced against as many 
different parties as we can without repeating the complaints. 

Q. 'Then, your clerks make up one of these brief-books ? A. Yes. 
Q. These cover one hundred cases each, do they not ? A. Yes. 
( ). You don't make a brief-book for less than one hundred cases, do you ? A. Never. 
(,_. Now, it appears that of the 45,180 complaints that were received from the police I)epart-

ment during the year February 2, 1884, to February 2, 1885, there were some 37,000 upon which 
no action was taken, how clots this happen ? A. You will find that of those 37,000 odd there are a 
number of complaints which have been made to this office which should never have been sent here, 
and of the balance, after deducting those which should never have been sent here, I may say, on 
an examination, that almost all of them are a repetition of the suits which I returned as having been 
commenced or are unknown ; I ,nay say that in a number of these complaints on these returns made 
by the Police Department, no name at all is given, but th_y say "party unknown." 

Q. Then, of cow-e, you cannot prosecute tl.em ? A. No. 
Q. I see in this state.,.est that some complaints are made against firms without mentioning 

names ; in those cases did you make any effrt to obtain the names of the firms ? A. Iu cases 
where a complaint is male against a firm, the partnership Directory of the City of New York is 
consulted, and the names of individual members of the firm are obtained from the directory, and 
actions are commenced against those parties. 

Q. You also mention a number of cases where the initial letter of the first name only is given 
do you also consult the directory in those cases ? A. Yes. 

Q. You say in this statement that the amount of money received from suits brought upon com-
plaintswas$8,523.85, and that the amount of money received from all sources during the year 1884, 
was $9,202.35 ; from what was the difference received between these sums? A. In actions brought 
upon bonds for bastardy and abandonment cases sent to this office to be prosecutecl by the Commis-
sioners of Charities and Correction. 

Q. These moneys are turned over to the Comntis,ioners of Chat ides and C ,rrection direct, are 
they ? A. They are sent to Mr. L'lake, the Superintendent of the Out-door Poor, his receipts are 
taken and annexed to my report each month ; these moneys are sent to Slr. Blake by direction of 
the Commissi,ners of Charities and Correction. 

Q. 1 lc total expenses of conducting the bu;inecs of the office for the year 1884 was, it is stated, 
$15,448.80 ; what items slid that include ? A. It included the salary of the Corporation Attorney ; 
the salaries of the first and second clerics ; the general and transcript clerks, the messenger, three 
process-servers, and di,bursemeuts for affidavits, Subpoenas and postage stamps. 

Q. Of the 18,523.85 collected during the year 1884, how much was paid over to the City 
Treasury ? A. Last year we deducted .$375 for process-servers each month, for affidavits and the 
dislursenicnts of the office for postage stamps ; these were paid out of the moneys collected, and the 
balance was paid into the City Treasury, but last September the Common Council parsed a resolu-
tion providing that the Corpotati t Attorney should not enter any complaint made to him unless he 
gave ten days' notice to every delinquent, partly printed and partly written, announcing 
the fact to the party complained of, and that if lie shall remove the obstruction reported, 
within ten days from the time of the notice, that no action should be brought against 
him upon a complaint, and that in large conspicuous type in red ink, a '' general notice 
shall be given that in case the delinquent or the party complained of shall cause the obstruction 
to be renwsed no action is to be taken ; " that resolution was passed by the Common Council ; I 
went over to the Mayor's office in order to explain to the Mayor that this resolution had been oficied 
before, and that the Object of it was to force the Corporation Attorney to discontinue suits al the 
dictation of any member of the Board of _1ldcrmen, and dosing my entire term of office I have 
declined to be controlled by the Board of Aielertnen ; I left wui-1 at the Mayor's office that I had 
called, and went the next day to see the Mayor, when I was informed in his office that he had signed 
the resolution that morning without giving use an opportunity to be heard ; I immediately sat down 
and addressed a communication to the Board of Estimate and Apportionment stating that I desired 
for this liuteau an increase of $4,500 for the salaries of three process-servers at 5t,5oo per annum 
each, and I desired to be heard upon that matter before the Board ; when the estimate came up 
before the Board I received word from the Coiporatioii Counsel to appear before the Board and 
make a statement as to what the $4,500 was needed for ; I appeared before the Board and stated 
to the May, r that 1 had no opportunity to I e heard by him and that he had done what former 
sIayors had refused to do, and that if I was compelled to give a notice of ten clays upon every 
complaint it would virtually be closing up the office, as I had no means of serving these notices 
the B. and of Estimate and Apportionment after that, I was informed, had inserted in the estimate 
of the Law Department this sum of $4,500, so that the pay-rill of this office amounts to 54,500 
more this year than it dill last year ; the entire proceeds of the office, less the of idavits and petty 
disbursements, being turned into the City Treasury , I may say here that I ignored the res,lotion 
passed by the Board of Aldermen and took no notice of it whatever, but in the month of June, for 
the first time, the question was raised in the Eighth District Court as a defense that I had no right to 
institute an action until I had given notice in writing of ten days as provided by the said ordinance ; 
Judge Gedney held the resolution to be perfectly valid and proper and dismissed two cases ; I 
appealed these two cases by the direction of the Corporation Counsel, to the General Term of the 
Court of Common fleas and the Gcucral Tertn reversed the judgment given by Judge Gedney, 
holding that the Board of Aldermen had no power to pays the resolution which I have referred to. 

Q. Did the Court of Common Pleas write any opinion in this case? A. I asked Judge Van 
IIoesen to dictate his decision to a stenographer and he had it written out by the stenographer ; I 
have sent it to the '' Register" and expect it to be published to-morrow morning. 

O. Have you any appropriation for contingencies ? A. Yes ;.$250, and the appropriation has 
been for previous years as high as Soo, but I have never drawn on that appropriation except for a 
few law books (luring the last nine years. 

O. Then you use the money that is received in the office by way of penalties? A. I deduct, 
under the direction of the ordinances, the court expenses, subpana fees, etc. ; then I return my report 
and pass the balance over to the Chamberlain, under the provisions of the Revised Ordinances. 

(1. AV'hat system of memoranda do you keep showing thus? A. The General Clerk comes to 
me and says, I want so many stamps ; these communications that are sent in matters affecting the 
Department of the Commissioners of Charities and Correction, I think about one-half the stamps are 
put on letters down stairs and the other half are put on by me ; those used by me are paid for by me 
and not by the office. 

Q. Who has power in this office to receive moneys? A. Mr. Keating and Mr. McGrath. 
(, . These are the two clerks to the office that have charge of the books, records, etc., have 

they not ? A. Yes ; they receive no money which is paid either on bastardy and abandonment 
bonds or on judgments, or on settlement of suits; they receive no money except what is paid over 
the counter in settlement of suit brought for violation of city ordinances ; I receive personally, all 
money paid in any cases or upon any complaints made on behalf of the Commissioners of Charities 
and Correction. 

Q. Who receives the money paid by the Marshal ? A. I receive from the Marshal his return 
then 1 receipt on the back of each execution ; the executions are filed in Court--the Marshal's return 
also. 

Q. Then Messrs. Keating and McGrath receive such moneys as are paid in settlement of suits 
brought for violation of corporation ordinances ; where do they enter those moneys? A. The first 
thing that is clone when money is paid ill is to mark in the brief book, settled on payment of so much 
money, giving (late of settlement ; then a receipt is given to the party paying the money, out of a 
receipt book and upon that receipt appears the volume and number of the case, the (late of pay-
ment and the penalty or costs, whatever it may be ; that receipt is torn out of the book and the 
stub remains, oil which is written the volume and number of the book, the number of the case, the 
date and amount. 

Q. And this is entered every day in the cash book? A. Yes'; always at the close of the day, 
if not simultaneously with the transaction. 

Q. And that money is turned over to you, is it not ? A. That money goes into the Nassau 
Bank. 

Q. Is it put in by you or Mr. Keating ? A. Mr. Keating. 
Q. Are these payments ordinarily made in cash ? A. Very often by check ; I endorse the 

checks for deposit in the bank. 
Q. 'Then, supposing Mr. Keating needs money for any contingent expenses ? A. I authorize 

him to take it out of the day's receipts ; my bank-book shows the deposits in the Nassau Bank of 
all moneys received, less the amount of petty disbursements for each month, and at the end of the 
month I draw a check, first, for the process servers (i. e. speaking of the system prior to January i, 
1885), next a check for the affidavits, and for the balance a check to the order of the Chamberlain 
for the amount due the city for that month, leaving the payments in cash of petty disbursements for 
subpoenas, etc. 

Q. These last are taken out of the cash as needed ? A. Yes ; and kept on a slip of paper 
during the entire month. 

Q. Do you have one person for a notary ? A. Yes ; Mr. Keating. 
Q. And he receives all the affidavits ? A. Yes. 
Q. I understand that the Judges refuse to grant more than one judgment against a man for 

violation of the ordinances, and for that reason you don't repeat complaints ? A. Yes, that is the 
reason. 

Q. Do you duplicate suits, i. e., supposing a man is complained of for having an obstruction, 
and lie is constantly complained of ; do you sue hill) again? A. Yes ; we continue to bring suits 
when reported by the Police Department ; I think one Judge holds, however, that where the Cor-
poratiou Attorney has obtained a judgment against a man for signs, he can never be sued again for 
the same signs. 

Q. I notice a great many cases in the brief-books marked " Permit," what does that refer to? 
A. That refers to permits obtained from the Permit Bureau, and sometimes by resolution of the 
Board of Aldermen. 

Q. Do you keep any index of the parties against whom compla'nts are brought ? A. No. 
Q. %'ou simply keep the reports that are made ? A. Yes, and number them. 
Q. When a suit is commenced, you enter up the suit and number it ? A. Yes ; no records, 

though, are kept as to the stilts, except the record contained in the brief-books. 
41. Is there any index kept of the brief-books ? A. No. 
Q. I see by your statement that there were only two actions commenced on bastardy and 

ai,ancioiiment bends during the year 1884 ? A. Yes ; in that year the question was raised in one 
of these cases whether the District Courts still had jurisdiction in these cases if brought un bastardy 
and abandonment bonds ; and secondly, whether these suits should be commenced in the name of 
the Mayor, Aldermen, and Commonalty, or in the name of the people ex ref. the Couunissioners 
of Charities and Correction ; judge Parker decided that the District Court had no jurisdiction in 
these cases, and that the actiuus Should be commenced in the name of the Mayor, Aldermen, and 
Commonalty ; I appealed to the General Term from that decision for this reason : Iu case that I 
could not continence these actions in the District Courts, I should have to comtl)tence in a court of 
record, which would have caused great delay to people interested in these bonds who were 
anxious to have relief ; the General 'Term, upon an argument, after holding over all last summer, 
decided the case in October that the District Courts had juris~lictiun, and that the suits could be 
brought ill the name of the Comiuissioncrs of Charities and Correction and in the name of the 
Dlayor, Aldermen, and Comntonalty—either one ; and for that reason I chcl not commence any 
action upon bonds until after that decision, except one that I commenced in the Court of Common 
Pleas, which case has baeu settled. 

O. After an action is begun for violation of the ordinances, has any person in your office power 
to settle it except upon payment of the penalty ? A. No. 

Q. As a matter of tact, are cases ever settled or discontinued except to this way, by any person 
in your office ? A. Gxevpt by myself; I exercise the discretion to settiQ any case where the 
public interest is concerned ; these cases settled by me, are where the obstruction, are removed, or 
where the Acrmi.t is shown, or a resolution of the Board of Aldermen i> prescived, r where a person 
comes in and says to we, '' this is a very poor man," and does not repeat this offense ; I have had 
members of the Board of Aldermen conic in and ask me to discontinue suits, and other parties. 

Q. Who else hits the puss-el to discontinue suits ? A. No one, I dout think there i.. any one in 
idly ollice ever exercised such power, and I have in this examination asked the clerks in the office, 
under oath, whether they have. 

Q. I have asked your assistants as to whether or not you have made any report in cases where 
the officer is absent. have you everitaken any action about this? A. I have written to the captains 
of the respective precincts, stating that the officers were so absent, and that by reason of such 
absence the cases in which they were complainants were dismissed, but I have received no replies 
from the captains to whom I wrote. 

Q. Have you ever ,s;ued attaclnents? A. I understand my as..istant did on one occasion when 
an officer had persistently al,scntcd himself ; the officers are generally on hand, and uiwo absent it 
is frequently because the Judges keel) adjourning the cases, and theofftcers get tired of attending ; I 
may say all adjournments are made under my strenuous objections. 

Q. 1 gather from the testimony of \1r. Diehl and Mr. Stiefel that there is very little co-opera-
tion on the part of Judges its the District Courts its your attempts to prosecute violators of the 
Corporation ordinances ? A. I could not say that tit regard to all the Judges ; I am inclined to 
think from the rep.,rc; of my assistants that a great number of these cases are dismissed where there 
sluouh', he judgments rendered. 

Q. Do you ever receive any complaints from the Bureau of Permits? A. I don't think I have 
received any for three or four years. 

Q. Then violations that are discovered by their inspectors result in nothing, so far as you are 
concerned ? A. No ; I receive no report from them. 

Q. As I understand it, in selecting the persons to be prosecuted for violation of the ordinances 
you don't exercise any discretion, excepting that you clout repeat the complaints in the same brief-
book ? A. We uecer select the name of any particular person or persons ; they are taken in their 
order upon the complaints made by the Police Department, and the only omission that I make in 
taking the complaints is not to repeat umiece5-.arily the complaints against a single individual. 

(L. Do you keep a separate account. of the money received upon the prosecution of bonds sent 
you by the Commissionc,s of Charities and Correction from the money received for violation of the 
ordinances? A. I do not ; they are all deposited, as received, in the Nassau Bank. 

Ct, And when you draw your check to the Commissioners you draw a check for the amount? 
A. \\ lien  I receive the money 1 prepare a receipt and draw a check to the order of Win. Blake, 
Superintendent of the Out-door Poor, I,y instructions of the Commissioners of Charities and Correc-
tion ; the receipt is rourued and aoaclte,l to my monthly report. 

Q. Willi the exception of these affidavit fees that are paid Mr. Keating, is there any source or 
means from which or by which viii or any of the clerks in your office derive any pecuniary benefit 
from the business of the office, except the salaries that are fixed ? A. -one whatever; in point of fact, 
there are no fee-, commissions, or anything of the kind. 
l;y Mr. Adamson: 

Q. Doe, the Marshal ever have to snake a levy in order to collect the amount of a judgment? 
A. lie very rarely makes one. 
By Mr. Scott: 

Q. You no longer have your own Marshal, have you ? A. In 1879 a member of the Assembly 
of the State of New York made an application to me to discontinue some tliirty suits brought by me 
spun complaints, and I declined to discontinue them ; a short time aftcrn arts a bill was intro-
duced in the Legi-.lature by means of which the Judges of the several District Courts issued the exe-
cutions and collected the same, or at least were given the power to do so. 

Q. In all cases? A. Only in actions brought for violation of corporation ordinances ; previous 
to that time a Dlar-hal had been assidnecl to this othce, to whom I gave all the executions ; I en-
deavored to have that ac; repealed, but was not successful for the reason that the party referred to 
was elected to the Senate the next year after ; in 1584 I went to Albany, prepared a bill, and had 
it introduced, providing that the judgments obtained in these suits for violation of the corporation 
ordinances should be collected ill the same way as judgments obtained in any other action in the 
District Courts ; the bill was passed in the Senate, all the Senators for New York voting against it

A. I don't think ofanythingexcept this question of executions; I think it would be well to examine 
the judgments which have been entered in the District Courts, for I think a majority of them can be 
collected, tut are not ; in the matter of the complaints sent from the Police Department, I think it 
would be well if they were to exercise a little more care in making these complaints ; if they were to 
make fewer of them and have them properly reported it would be better ; for instance, in taking an 
avenue or street, it would be better if all the parties could be complained of upon the same block, I 
think it would better than complaining of isolated cases upon a block and continuing to repeat that 
complaint every clay and not complain at all of other parties who are violating the ordinances in the 
same way. I think it would be well if some system could be devised by which these complaints 
could be bound or knit together and not brought to the office in loose sheets. 

WILLIAM A. BOYD.

Q. \Vhat position do you hold in this Bureau ? A. Clerk. 
(,_). How long have you been connected with it ? A. Nine years on the loth of September 

last. 
O. You still hold the same position ? A. Yes. 
t1. The principal work of this Bureau is the prosecution of violators of the Corporation ordi- 

nances, is it not ? A. Yes, that, and bastardy and abandonment cases. 
Q. From whom do yon receive information or complaints of the violation of ordinances? A. 

From the Police Department. 
Q. In what form ? A. In bundles left here by an officer of the Twenty-sixth Precinct ; they 

are forwarded from the different precincts to headquarters, thence to the Twenty-sixth Precinct at 
the City Hall. 

Q. Then this (referring to a bundle of papers) is the shape they come down in ? A. Yes. 
Q. How often do you receive these and how many at one time ? A. We receive about one 

bundle a week. 

By Mr. Shearman : 
Q. Does a bundle consist of a report from each precinct, or do they come without r^.gard to the 

precinct? A. They come without regard to any particular precinct, lust as they happen to put 
them up. 

By Mr. Scott 
4). When you receive these reports, what do you do with them ? A. When we are instructed 

to commence actions in any particular courts, say, the First, Second, Third, Fourth, up to the 
Eleventh District ; then we select the courts out ; for instance, we select all the cases from the First 
District Court, marking on the outside sheets the one taken out ; then we send out the process servers 
to serve the summons. 

Q. You issue a summons to every one that is complained against and for whatever cause, do 
you not ? A. Yes, as soon as it is possible to do so.

A. I deposit the money, and it remains in the bank up to the time I hand my monthly 
report to Mr. Boyd ; after carefully examining same at the end of the month, lie draws his check for 
the amount due the city, and I have that check certified and sent to the City Chamberlain, who signs 
the receipt on the report, and that is filed with the Comptroller. 

Q. Then the money is paid out once a month into the City Treasury, and you make a state-
ment, under oath, of the amount, on a form prescribed by the Comptroller ? A. Yes, Mr. Boyd does. 
By Mr. Boyd : 

Q. There is a book provided in which blank receipts appear with a stub attached ; when money 
is paid into the office you make out those receipts and then hand to the parties specifying the 
amount ; the receipt is torn out and the stub remains, showing from where each amount is received ? 
A. Yes. 

Q. Has any one ever paid into this office any money in settlement of any case, either before 
adjournment or after adjournment, without receiving a receipt torn out of that book ? A. He has 
not. 

Q. Therefore, for all moneys that have been paid into this office from any individual, he has 
received out of that book a receipt, and the stub remains, showing who paid that money? A. Yes. 

Q. The monthly statements, which are made to the Comptroller under the requirements of the 
ordinances, show the date and the name of each individual paying money into this office, other than 
the adjustments effected by the Marshal ; those, of course, he collects himself ; is not this so ? A. Yes. 

Q. In the monthly returns appear the dates, names and amounts paid, do they not? A. Yes. 
Q. Any one paying money has his name on the stub of the book, showing the payment ? A. 

Yes. 
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By Mr. Scott : 
Q. Do you get any complaints from the Register of Permits? A. No. 
Q. Have you ever received any complaints from that Bureau? A. We have. 
Q. Since when have you ceased to receive them? A. Nearly seven years. 
Q. Do you know of any reason why they ceased sending complaints here? A. No.

Frederick W. Diehl, having been duly sworn, testified as follows

Q. What is your position in this Bureau ? A. I am called Second Assistant Clerk.

and leave it in the office. 
Q. These pencil memoranda in the book, are they yours? A. Yes, and the ink memoranda 

are made by the clerk in the office. 
O. Do you ever settle cases in court ? A. No. 
Q. Do you ever see your witnesses before the cases are tried? A. I do sometimes.
