The event included a panel with Judge Marilyn D. Go, the first Asian American woman Judge on the federal bench, and Rachel Lee of the Asian American Bar Association of New York; a screening of Voices Against Anti-Asian Hate, an AABNY documentary; martial arts and tai chi demonstrations; and two dance performances.

· RCDA submitted its initial draft Language Access Implementation Plan to the Mayor’s Office of Immigrant Affairs (MOIA) in June of 2024 and is awaiting feedback and/or recommendations. Meanwhile, in Q1, “I-Speak” cards were produced in-house and distributed to all public-facing employees. Multilingual signage was posted in conspicuous locations advertising the availability of free interpretation services. Multilingual content promoting the availability of free interpretation services is on RCDA’s website. The NYS Unified Court System’s Court Interpreter Manual and Code of Ethics has been posted on RCDA’s intranet for employees to use as a brief reference guide for best practices. RCDA has provided guidance to all public-facing employees on plain writing principles.

RCDA submitted its 5-year Disability Access Plan to the Mayor’s Office of People with Disabilities (MOPD) in June of 2024, and has posted the plan on RCDA’s website. A Web Accessibility Statement, Grievance Procedure, and Non-Discrimination Policy and Notice of Rights were all drafted and posted on RCDA’s website. RCDA has put in place mechanisms for in-person signage; website accessibility tools and plug-in; video remote interpretation; providing documents in large print; and ensuring that electronic/digital documents are reviewed for accessibility prior to their posting online.

· In Q2, RCDA began the process of procuring Assistive Listening Device Systems.
