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Mayor Bill de Blasio toured the entomology lab at City of New York public health laboratory Monday, room 1103. His tour guide was Dr. Bajwa Washeed, executive director for vector surveillance and control at the city of new york public health laboratory and a 15-year veteran of the city’s lab with a passion for mosquitoes. 
The mayor was shown the different types of traps that will be deployed for the first time in NYC. The Sentinal Trap runs on a 12-volt battery and looks like a giant cylinder encased in white mesh. The Grand Trap runs on D batteries and looks like an even bigger cylinder with clear mesh.
The mayor asked what kind of bait is used to to attract mosquitoes. 
Human skin odor, Waheed mentioned.
“Like Cologne,” the mayor replied.
Yes, Washeed said.
The mayor asked where the traps would be placed and was told parks and backyards.  
The mayor then looked at a map of New York City, which hangs in the lab and shows where traps are placed. He tapped Greenwood cemetery and said, “that’s my neighborhood.” 
Mayor was then shown some samples of larvae and pupa, which he hovered over briefly.  He was then shown the difference between the different kinds of mosquitoes that live in  NYC.
The bugs live 5-10 days as larva, then are pupa for 2 days and adults survive for 2-6 weeks. 
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
