Assigned Counsel Panels. Panels of private attorneys certified
by the Appellate Division, First and Second Judicial

Departments, to represent indigent persons for purposes of
Article 18-B of the County Law.

Assigned Counsel Plan. The Office of the Assigned Counsel
Plan (the “ACP”), which reports to the City’s Criminal Justice
Coordinator (the “CJC”). The ACP is responsible for
managing the Panel and a roster of investigators and other
experts (the “Expert Roster”) with the assistance of two
administrators, who are appointed and supervised by the
Presiding Justices of the First and Second Departments.

Procedure Act shall be represented by attorneys selected by
the First and Second Judicial Departments from the Family
Law Panels of the Appellate Division, First or Second

Judicial Department, and Providers selected by CJC.
Attorneys shall be assigned by the court.

§13-05. Appointment of Experts to Matters handled by 18-B
Attorneys.

Expert Roster. The ACP shall compile and
administer an Expert Roster consisting of the
names of experts and other professionals (hereafter
“Experts”) providing services to attorneys who
represent indigent persons in criminal matters
pursuant to this chapter, together with the
curriculum vitae of such Experts. The ACP shall
make the Expert Roster available on a regular basis
to attorneys who represent indigent persons in
criminal matters pursuant to this chapter. Experts
desiring to be included in the Expert Roster shall
apply directly to the Administrator of the ACP, and
are subject to a background review by the ACP. The
Administrator of the ACP shall be responsible for
accepting or denying such applications.

Application for Appointment of Expert. All
attorneys representing indigent persons pursuant
to this chapter are entitled under section 722-c of
the County Law to seek the appointment of an
expert or another professional for purposes of such
representation. Attorneys requiring the services of
an Expert for such purposes may select such
Expert. If an attorney does not select an Expert
from the Expert Roster, the Expert selected by such
attorney shall submit an application to the
Administrator of the ACP. Only Experts cleared by
the ACP following review of a submitted application
and a background check shall be eligible for
payment for their services.

13-06. Payment Procedures and Submission of Vouchers in
Criminal Matters Handled by Attorneys on Criminal Panels
and Experts assigned to matters handled by 18B Attorneys.
Attorneys on the Criminal Panels representing or who have
represented indigent persons pursuant to Article 18-B of the

County Law and this chapter, and Experts providing or who
have provided services in accordance with Article 18-B of the

County Law and this chapter shall apply for payment for
such representation or services by means of vouchers
submitted to the ACP. All vouchers shall be submitted on the
appropriate voucher form or template prepared by the ACP.
All vouchers submitted by an attorney shall be co-signed by
the judge presiding or who presided in the matter in which
such attorney provided representation, approving the amount
for which payment is being sought by such voucher.

Statement of Basis and Purpose.

Pursuant to the provisions of Article 18-B of the County Law
§ 722 (“18-B”), the City of New York (“the City”) is required to
provide counsel to persons charged with a crime or who are
entitled to counsel pursuant to Family Court Act §§ 262 or
1120, Correction Law article 6-C or Surrogate’s Court
Procedure Act § 407, and who are financially unable to obtain
counsel within the meaning of County Law § 722.

Pursuant to County Law § 722, the City is required to
maintain an Indigent Defense Plan (“Plan”), for providing
counsel to persons charged with a crime or who are entitled
to counsel pursuant to the above-referenced statutory
provisions. The most recently promulgated Plan was
published on November 27, 1965, in Executive Order Number
178: Furnishing of Counsel to Indigent Criminal Defendants
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Within the City of New York (“1965 Plan”). In the intervening
forty-three years, the City has made several changes in the
procedures governing the provision of indigent defense in
order to ensure that the highest quality representation is
provided to indigent defendants, and that the most
advantageous arrangement for the City is implemented. In
order to bring the Plan into conformity with current practice,
This rulemaking is necessary.

§ 13-02 sets forth guidelines for procurement of institutional
Providers, which are selected by CJC. At the time of the 1965
Plan, the only Provider in existence was the Legal Aid
Society; currently the City funds a number of Providers,
selected by CJC.

§ 13- 03 sets forth guidelines for assignment of counsel at the
trial and appellate level in criminal matters. The 1965 Plan
did not distinguish between procedures for assigning counsel
in Criminal Court and in Family Court. As in the 1965 Plan,
private panel attorneys may be assigned in cases of conflicts
of interest or any other good cause. The applicable panels for
this function are the Criminal Defense Panels.

§. 13-04 sets forth guidelines for assignment of counsel at the
trial and appellate level in family matters. The applicable
panels for this function are the Family Law Panels.

§. 13-05 sets forth guidelines for the appointment of experts

to matters handled by panel members. The 1965 Plan did not
set forth procedures relating to experts.

§. 13-06 sets forth guidelines for payment of attorneys on
Criminal Defense Panels, and Experts who render services in
Criminal Court. The 1965 Plan did not set forth procedures
for payment of panel attorneys or Experts.

In accordance with §1043 of the New York City Charter (the
“Charter”) and pursuant to the authority granted to the Chief
Procurement Officer of the City of New York by § 3-702(18)(c)
of the New York City Administrative Code, a notice of
intention to amend Title 43 of the Rules of the City of New
York to adopt a new Chapter 12 providing for the process
whereby persons may apply for waivers from inclusion in the
Doing Business Database of the Office of the Mayor was
published in the City Record on August 15, 2008 and a public
hearing was held on September 15, 2008. The Mayor’s Office
of Contract Services hereby adopts the following rule.

Section 1. Title 43 of the Rules of the City of New York is
amended by adding a new chapter 12 to read as follows:

CHAPTER 12
WAIVERS FROM INCLUSION IN THE DOING
BUSINESS DATABASE

§12-01 Purpose.

The purpose of this chapter is to set forth the procedure for
persons to seek waivers from inclusion in the doing business
database as described in paragraph (¢) of subdivision 18 of
section 3-702 of the administrative code.

§ 12-02 Definitions.

For the purposes of this chapter, the following terms shall
have the following meanings:

a) “Agency” shall mean the city of New York or any

agency or entity affiliated with the city of New York as
defined in paragraph (a) of subdivision 18 of section 3-702 of
the administrative code.

b) “Business dealings with the city” shall have the

same meaning as in paragraph (a) of subdivision 18 of section
3-702 of the administrative code.

¢) “City chief procurement officer” or “CCPQO” shall
mean the person to whom the mayor has delegated authority
to coordinate and oversee the procurement activity of

mayoral agency staff, including the agency chief contracting
officers.

d) “Doing business database” shall mean the
database established pursuant to subdivision 20 of section 3-
702 of the administrative code.

e) “Person” shall have the same meaning as in

subdivision 20 of section 3-702 of the administrative code.

§ 12-03 Applicability.

A waiver may be requested by any person having business
dealings with the city in such instances in which such person
is providing essential goods, services or construction such as
those necessary for security or other essential government
operations. Notwithstanding the foregoing, if the transaction
is a bid or proposal, a waiver may only be requested if the
notice included in the solicitation specifies that a waiver may
be applied for.

§ 12-04 Procedure for requesting waiver.

a) Any person seeking a waiver from the doing

business database in connection with a transaction
considered a business dealing with the city shall obtain a
waiver application form from the CCPO as described in
section 12-07 of this chapter. The waiver applicant shall

provide all information that is required of waiver applicants
and submit the application to the agency involved with the
transaction.

the CCPO and the campaign finance board in locations that
are accessible by the public. In the event that an
independently elected official (or an agency under the control
of such an official), submits a written response for
consideration by the CCPO pursuant to section 12-04(e), a

copy of such response shall be included in the CCPO’s public
posting.

§ 12-06 Scope of Waiver.

Waivers granted under these rules apply only to the
requirement that information about covered persons be

included in the doing business database.

§ 12-07 Form of Waiver Application.

a) The CCPO shall create a waiver application

form that shall be completed by waiver applicants and
agencies. The information required on the form shall include

all information required by the CCPO in order to determine

whether a waiver should be granted, including but not
limited to the information set forth below.

b) The information required from waiver applicants

shall include the following, in addition to any other
information that the CCPO shall require:

1) a description of the information that the
waiver applicant seeks to have excluded from the
doing business database; and

ii) an explanation of the applicant’s
reason or reasons for seeking a waiver from

including this information in the doing business
database.

¢) The information required from agencies shall

include the following, in addition to any other information
that the CCPO may require:

i) whether there is a compelling need to

obtain essential goods, services or construction from
the person seeking the exemption;

ii) whether no other reasonable
alternative exists in light of such considerations as
cost, uniqueness and the critical nature of such
goods, services or construction to the

accomplishment of the agency’s mission;

iii) the efforts undertaken by the agency
to obtain from the waiver applicant the information
required to establish the doing business database in
accordance with subdivision 20 of section 3-702 of
the administrative code; and

iv) whether the agency believes that it

would be in the best interests of the city for the
waiver application to be granted.

§ 12-08 Basis for Waiver

A waiver may be granted in the following circumstances:

a) When the CCPO finds that a waiver would be in
the best interests of the city. Such a finding shall only be
made upon a determination that:

(i) there is a compelling need to obtain

such essential goods, services or construction from
the person seeking the exemption; and

(i1) no other reasonable alternative exists
in light of such considerations as cost, uniqueness
and the critical nature of such goods, services or

construction to the accomplishment of the agency’s
mission.

(b) When a person is doing business with the city

by virtue of the city’s exercise of its powers of eminent
domain.

A waiver shall be granted only after substantial efforts have
been made by the CCPO to obtain the information. Such

efforts may include any efforts made by the agency at the
direction of the CCPO.

STATEMENT OF BASIS AND PURPOSE

This rule is being promulgated in accordance with paragraph
(c) of subdivision 18 of section 3-702 of the administrative
code, which allows the CCPO to create a process to allow
persons required to be listed in the doing business database
to seek a waiver from that requirement.

Local Laws 34 and 67 of 2007 amended the administrative
code to establish a doing business database in order to
enforce limits on contributions to municipal campaigns for
elective office from certain people affiliated with entities that
do business with the city of New York. The doing business
database includes the names of persons that have business
dealings with the City as defined by the law.

The law allows the creation of a waiver process to allow
persons covered by the law that provide essential goods,
services or construction such as those necessary for security
or other essential government operations to request a waiver
from inclusion in the doing business database. The proposed
rule lays out the process for applying for such a waiver and
the criteria to be used to determine whether such waiver

should be granted.
