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NYC Department of Sanitation to Engage in Normal Collection Operations on Veterans
Day Holiday

The New York City Department of Sanitation announced that, while collection operations would
ordinarily be suspended in observance of Veterans Day, there will instead be normal trash,
curbside composting, and recycling collection on Thursday, November 11, 2021.

Residents who normally receive Thursday trash or curbside composting collection may place
their material at the curb between 4 p.m. and midnight Wednesday evening. The Department’s
uniformed staff have been working on 12-hour shifts, 7am to 7pm and 7pm to 7am, for several
weeks to complete their mission of giving all New Yorkers safe, clean, and healthy streets.
DSNY collects an average of 12,000 tons of trash and recycling across the City each day.
