The property-owners at Coney Island appear to he unanimoudy in favor of the foregoing 
1,Lut, and, in a number of cases, are willing to make cession of the lan(i for the highway. The 
cumsfmts in the public press have also, without exception, commended this plan in preference to 
all) thing else in the way of a park or other public improvement which has been suggested at 
Coney Island. As the expense of acquiring the highway would thus fall upon the property-
owners, the cost of the improvement to the city, limited to the construction of the board-walk, 
would be comparatively slight. The inclosed report, which was before the Local Board at the 
time of the hearing, gives an estimate of the cost which, on the basis of the experience of Atlantic 
City for a sunilar -tructure, I think is high. Such estimate is for a wooden structure with 
otooden piers or columns. Where Atlantic City constructed more recently it has built with 
,!eel columns :supporting the walk, and the cost there for ten thousand feet of such structure forty 
feet wide was, 1 am informed by sir. Phillip 1'. Fancy, Civil Engineer, who was assistant engineer 
iu the eoestructiun of such wall in Atlantic City, and who is now located at No. 215 Montague 
-Urea, Brooklyn, the suer of $130,000. The distance C UVC ceo l nr the proposed walk at Colley 
Island is eight thousand feet. I wuuld recommend blr. Farley to the Topographicalbureau as a 
reliable source of further information. The plan proposed here has a highway of one hundred feet 
in width from high-water mark inland, of rthich the fifty feet inland would be devoted to a boanl 
walk and the fifty feet between the walk and the ocean would be a part of the public beach ; but 
the I cal Boarrl, with a view to ecuriiig the be-t possible result, has left the width of the proposed 
highway oprn until it should have a fall report from the Topographical Bureau. The restrictions 
ui,un the propo,ed highway, which are contained in tine resolution, may be such as the City author-
ities cannot legally impose. They will commend themselves in point of propriety, however, to any 
one familiar with Coney ),land, and if it should be doubtful that we have the authority to wake 
uch restricti ins it would become necessary to apply to the Legislature for the necessary power. 

The conditions in Coney Island need immediate change, of that there can be to  doubt, and the 
iea, ns for it are s., well known to everybody that I need not he,e enlarge upon them. II possible, 
we ought to bring about a change before the next season opens, and 1 reque,t that this matter be 
referred to the Topographical Bureau with instructions to make a full report thereon at the earlie+t 
pu-sible stoniest.

mate of cost, of a board walk along the ocean front at Coney Island, I report as follows : 
The City can, by condemning land one hundred feet uiland front high-water stark, and 

parallel with the shore, from \Vest Fifth street, adjoining the concourse lands, to Beach Thirty-
seventh street, procure sufficient land on which to construct a substantial board walk fifty feet wide 
an-1 about eight thousand feet long, leaving a beach fifty feet at high tide and at low tick a beach 
varying from one hundred to two hundred feet. 

The apportioned, e.timated value of the land required, based on the assumption that the 
as,.essed valuation is only sixty per cent. of the real or market value, would be about $190,000. 

I have had con,iderable experience in the Apportionment Department, in the Burcau for the 
Collection of '!'axe- in New York and Queens Counties, and have apportioned values in more 
than it thou-and cases. The above estimate is therefore not guess work, but based on rules and 
figures now in force. 

The value of building and other obstructions now erected on the strip of land referred to 
would not, in my judgment, exceed $1to,000. They are for the most part frame structures, 
unpretentious and cheap, used principally for bathing houses and open pavilions. 

The cost of removing the obstructions would be very trifling ; in tact, they could be sold for 
old lumber or other purposes and removed by the purchasers at once. 

The land between high and low water has been, in some cases, gold by the State to the owners 
•of the adjoining uplantli. 

In the event of this proposition being put into effect, it might be advisable to acquire these 
riparian rights. They could be bought, probably, for very little more than the amount paid to the 
State. 

In any event, even if the City did not acquire these rights, it would in no way affect the carry-
ing out of this plan, as the deed from the State specifically requires that the right of way be open 
t.j the public, the same as if the giant had not been matte, and in no case shall the owners fence 
o'f their land under water. 

"Life walk itself would require four hundred thousand square feet of yellow pine flooring, two 
and one-half inches thick, making one million feet, board measure, of lumber, at $35 per one 
thousand feet, $3,000. 

Thirty-five thousand running feet of six by eight inch yellow pine stringers, making one htut-
dred and forty thousand feet of lumber, at $35 per one hundred feet, $4,q0o. 

The labor and nails would be sixty per cent. of cost of material, making $23,940. To be 
substantially built and in keeping with the heavy flooring, piles should be driven fifteen feet 
apart each way, running and crossways. This would require two thousand one hundred and 
thirty-two piles at 53.50 each, furnished and driven, costing $7,462 ; fifteen thousand feet of 
railing at twenty cents a loot in position, $3,000, making a total of $74,302 for a board walk fifty 
feet wide and eight thousand feet long, which should prove LAiIH proper care invulnerable 
against the elements. 

This board walk, when complete would, more than any plan yet proposed, in my opinion, 
meet the requirements of Coney Island. 

It would do to a great extent for Coney Island what the somewhat similar board walk has 
done for Atlantic City. 

As this board walk would directly benefit the abutting property-owners they would be 
assessed a portion of the cost of improvement. 

This board walk would also increase greatly the value of land, thereby assuring the City an 
increase in taxes which in a few years would repay the outlay.
