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CHAPTER 49. 

AN ACT to authorize the transfer of insane persons from public institutions in the 
city of New York to, and their maintenance in State institution-. 

Passed March r8, x88r ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows 

Section i. The commissioners of the department of public charities and correction of the 
city of New York are hereby authorized, in their discretion, to transfer any insane person, hereto. 
fore or hereafter committed to, or being in their custody, or any institution under their control, to 
any State lunatic asylum, the managers or proper officers of which shall consent to receive the 
same ; and every such person so transferred shall he detained, or permitted to remain in any such 
asylum, until discharged according to law. The expense of the maintenance of every person so 
transferred, which shall be fixed by agreement between said commissioners and such managers or 
officers, and of removing from, and, in case of discharge, of bringing back to said city every such 
person, shall be estimated for, raised and paid in the same manner as the other expenditures of the 
said commissioners of the department of charities and correction of the city of New York, such 
expenses not to exceed the present cost of their maintenance. 

Sec. 2. This act shall take effect immediately. LAWS OF NEW YORK, 1881. 

CHAPTER 30. 

AN ACT to amend chapter twenty-seven of the Laws of eighteen hundred and 
seventy-five, entitled " An act to designate the holidays to be observed in the 
acceptance and payment of bills of exchange, bank checks, and promissory 
notes. " 

Passed, March Is, r88: ■ 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as follows 
Section I. Section one of chapter twenty-seven of the Laws of eighteen hundred and seventy-

five, entitled '' An act to designate the holidays to be observed in the acceptance and payment of bills 
of exchange, bank checks, and promissory notes," is hereby amended so as to read as follows : 

§ t. The following days, namely : The first day of January, commonly called New Year's day; 
the twenty-second day of February, known as Vashington's birthday, the thirtieth day of May, known 
as Decoration day ; the fourth day of July, called Independence day ; the twenty-fifth day of Decem-
ber, known as Christmas day ; any general election day, and any day appointed or recommended by 
the Governor of this State, or the President of the United States, as a day of thanksgiving or fasting 
and prayer, or other religious observance, shall for all purposes whatsoever, as regards the presenting 
for payment or acceptance, and of the protesting and giving notice of the dishonor of bills of ex-
change, bank checks, and promissory notes made after the passage of this act, be treated and 
considered as the first day of the week, commonly called Sunday, and as public holidays ; and all 
such bills, checks, and notes otherwise presentable for acceptance or payment on the said days shall 
be deemed to be presentable for acceptance or payment on the secular or business day next preceding 
such holiday. And the days aforesaid shall be considered as the first day of the week, commonly 
called Sunday, and as public holidays for all purposes whatsoever as regards the transaction of business 
in the public offices of this State, or counties of this State. On all other days such offices shall be 
kept open for the transaction of business. 

§ 2. The title of said act is hereby amended so as to read as follows : " An act to designate the 
holidays to be observed in the acceptance and payment of bills of exchange, bank checks, and prom-
issory notes, and relating to the closing of public offices." 

§ 3. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 33• 
AN Acr relative to the collection of taxes and assessments, and of arrears of 

taxes and assessments, and Croton water rents, in the city of New York. 

Passed March 16, 1881 ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows : 

Section t. If any taxes of any year shall remain unpaid on the first (lay of November, after 
the assessment rolls and the warrants to collect such taxes have been delivered to the receiver of 
taxes in the city of New York, it shall be the duty of said receiver to give public notice, by adver-
tisement for at least ten days in two of the daily newspapers and in the Crry RECORD, printed and 
published in said city. respectively. that unless the same shall be paid to him at his office, on or 
before the first (lay of December in any such year, he will immediately thereafter proceed to collect 
such unpaid taxes, as provided in the following section of this act 

2. If any such tax shall remain unpaid on the said first day of December, it shall be the 
duty of the said receiver of taxes, in said city, to charge, receive, and collect upon such tax so 
remaining unpaid on that day, in addition to the amount of such tax, one per centum on the 
amount thereof, and to charge, receive, and collect upon such tax so remaining unpaid on the first 
day of January thereafter, interest upon the amount thereof at the rate of seven per centum per 
annum, to be calculated from the clay on which said assessment-rolls and warrants shall have been 
delivered to the said receiver of taxes to the date of payment. 

The same rate of interest shall be so charged and collected upon any tax levied in the year 
eighteen hundred and eighty, remaining unpaid at the date of the passage of this act. 

3. All existing provisions of law which impose a charge and require the collection of 
interest at the rate of twelve per centum per annum upon arrears of taxes on real and personal estate 
within the city of New York, upon arrears of assessments for local improvements and street openings 
in said city, and upon arrears of Croton water rents in said city, are hereby repealed ; and in lieu of 
such charge of interest at the rate of twelve per centum per annum, there shall be charged and col- 
lected by the officer, authorized to collect and receive any such arrears of taxes and assessments and 
Croton water rents, interest upon the amount thereof at the rate of seven per centum per annum, 
to be calculated for the same period as interest at the rate of twelve per centum per annum is now 
required by law to be calculated thereon. This provision shall apply to taxes, assessments, or 
Croton water rents remaining unpaid and due, for the non-payment of which the lands and tene-
ments liable therefor shall be hereafter sold at public auction as now provided by law ; provided, 
however, that nothing in this act shall be construed to affect the rights of purchasers at sales for 
taxes, assessments, or Croton water rents, heretofore made, or to authorize the redemption of lands 
and tenements from sales heretofore made for any lesser sums than the sums collectible for such 
redemption tinder the provisions of existing laws 

4. It shall be the duty of the comptroller of the city of New York to give public notice, 
by advertisement, for at least ten days, in the CITY RECORD, printed and published in said city, 
immediately after the confirmation of any assessment for a local improvement or street opening in 
said city, that the same has been confirmed, specifying the title of such assessment, and the date of its 
confirmation by the board of revision and correction of assessments in proceedings for local improve. 
ments, and by the supreme court in proceedings for street openings, and also the date of entry in 
the record of titles of assessments kept in the bureau for the collection of assessments and of arrears 
of taxes and assessments, and of Croton water rents, notifying all persons, owners of property 
affected by any such assessment, that, unless the amount assessed for benefit on any person or 
property shall be paid within sixty days after the date of said entry of any such assessment, interest 
shall thereafter be collected thereon as provided in the following section of this act ; and all pro-
visions of law or ordinance requiring any other or different notice of assessments and interest thereon 
are hereby repealed. 

5. If any such assessment shall remain unpaid for the period of sixty days after the date of 
entry thereof in the said record of titles of assessments, it shall be the duty of the officer, authorized 
to collect and receive the amount of such assessment, to charge, collect, and receive interest thereon, 
at the rate of seven per centum per annum, to be calculated from the date of such entry to the date 
of payment. 

6. This act shall take effect immediately.

CHAPTER 61. 

AN ACT to amend chapter sixty-five of the laws of eighteen hundred and eighty, 
entitled "An act further to amend chapter one hundred and forty-seven of the 
laws of eighteen hundred and seventy-six, entitled `An act granting to the 
United States the right to acquire the right of way necessary for the improve-
ment of the Harlem river and Spuyten Duyvil creek, from the North river to 
the East river, through the Harlem kills, and ceding jurisdiction over the same, 
as amended by chapter three hundred and forty-five of the laws of eighteen 
hundred and seventy-nine, and to authorize the city of New York to, issue 
stock or bonds in aid of said improvement.'" 

Passed March 28, 188, ; by a two-third vote. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows 

Section t. Section two of chapter sixty-five of the laws of eighteen hundred and eighty, entitled 
'' An act further to amend chapter one hundred and forty-seven of the laws of eighteen hundred and 
seventy-six, entitled 'An act granting to the United States the right to acquire the right of way 
necessary for the improvement of the Harlem river and Spuyten Duyvil creek, from the North river 
to the East river, through the IIarlem kills, and ceding jurisdiction over the same, as amended by 
chapter three hundred and forty-five of the laws of eighteen hundred and seventy-nine,' ' " is hereby 
amended so as to read as follows 

j 2. The commissioners of estimate and assessment appointed pursuant to the provisions of 
chapter one hundred and forty-seven of the laws of eighteen hundred and seventy-six, and chapter 
three hundred and forty-five of the laws of eighteen hundred and seventy-nine, by the several orders 
of the supreme court made and entered upon the petition of John Newton. the engineer in charge 
of said improvement, in the name of the United States, at a special term of the first judicial district 
held in the city of New York on the twenty-fourth, twenty-seventh and thirty-first days of October, 
eighteen hundred and seventy-nine, or in the event of the death, resignation or removal of such 
commissioners, or either of them, such other commissioners as may be appointed by the supreme 
court in the place and stead of such commissioner or commissioners so dying. resigning or removed, 
are hereby authorized and directed to lay out and determine upon an area of assessment embracing 
such lands and premises on each side of the exterior lines of said improvement, or as nearly adjacent 
thereto as said commissioners shall deem to be benefited thereby, and to assess upon such lands and 
premises, and the persons and parties in interest owning the same, within such area of assessment for 
the value of such benefit, the sum required to pay the compensation awarded to, or to he awarded 
by them under the acts hereby amended, and as hereby amended, and the order or orders of the 
supreme court heretofore made or hereafter to be made upon such petition, and the cost and ex-
penses of estimate, assessment and other proceedings necessarily taken or to be taken under and 
authorized by said acts, and by said acts as hereby amended. Said commissioners, before they enter 
uponthe performance of the duties hereinafter prescribed, shall severally take and subscribe the 
oath prescribed by the twelfth section of the constitution of this state, which oath shall be filed in 
the clerk's office of the City of New York. 

2. Section seven of said act is hereby amended so as to read as follows: 
7. The sheriff of the city and county of New York shall thereupon, by virtue of said warrant 

and the authority hereby given, collect the several amounts so directed to be collected front the 
several persons or parties named therein, and from the several lands and premises numbered and 
described therein, as belonging to such persons or parties, and lie shall have the same power to en-
force the collection of the same, or any renewal thereof, as if said warrant, or any renewal thereof, 
were an execution issued in due form of law upon a judgment of a court of record of this state, 
against the persons and parties named therein as against the several parcels of land and premises 
numbered and described in said warrant. If any of the parcels numbered and described in said war-
rant shall be assessed to unknown owners and the amount so assessed shall not be paid to said 
sheriff within twenty clays after said warrant shall have come into his hands, said sheriff is hereby 
authorized and directed, immediately after the expiration of said twenty days, to advertise the several 
parcels so assessed to unknown owners in the same manner and for the same period of time as in the 
case of known owners, except that for the name or names of the persons or parties as set forth in 
the notice of sale, and other proceedings subsequent thereto, taken by him, the description of 
"unknown owners " may be inserted therein. Upon the return by the said sheriff of the warrant 
first issued by said comptroller, as hereinbefore directed, if there shall be clue and uncollected any of 
the sums assessed in said warrant directed to be collected, the said comptroller is hereby authorized, 
on the security of said assessments so returned unpaid, to raise on the assessments bonds of the city 
in the manner now provided by law, a sum not exceeding fifty thousand dollars, to be applied as in 
the following section directed. All the collections of such assessments to the extent of the assess. 
ment bonds issued, and all proceedings taken for the enforcement and collection of the same shall be 
for the benefit of the said city of New York. 

3. Section eight of said act is hereby amended so as to read as follows: 
8. From the moneys so collected by said comptroller, and from the proceeds of said bonds, 

in case any have been issued pursuant to the provisions of the last section, he shall pay all sums 
which have been awarded to the persons and parties as owners, or interested in the lands and prem-
ises taken or to be taken for the purpose of said improvement, as the same shall appear by the 
report of the commissioners of estimate, made in pursuance of the provisions of the acts hereby 
amended, and as amended, when confirmed, and the expenses, charges and disbursements of the 
proceedings taken under said acts and under the same as hereby amended, as taxed and certified by 
a justice of the supreme court ; and whenever it shall appear by the report of the commissioners of 
of estimate, as provided in the acts hereby amended, and as hereby amended, and by the report of 
the commissioners of assessment, as provided by this act, that an award for compensation for the 
lands taken or to be taken for the purposes of said improvement has been made to the same owners 
or parties in interest, upon whom and upon whose lands and premises an assessment for benefit has 
been made in which the award for compensation is greater than the assessment for benefit, said 
comptroller shall pay to said owners or parties in interest the excess only of such compensation so 
awarded over the amount assessed upon such owners or parties in interest : and whenever an assess-
ment for benefit, upon the owners or parties in interest, of lands and premises within said area of 
assessment is made against the same owners or parties in interest to whom compensation is awarded 
for lands and premises taken or to be taken for said improvement, and such assessment for benefit 
exceeds such award for compensation, such owners or parties in interest shall be liable to pay only 
such excess, and upon receipt of the amount of such excess, with interest, as above provided, said 
comptroller is hereby authorized and required to discharge such assessment and the lien created 
thereby. 

§ 4. This act shall take effect immediately. 
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CHAPTER 62. 

AN ACT relative to the continuance of compensation to judges and justices o` 
courts in certain cases, after removal pursuant to the provisions of the 
constitution. 

Passed March sg, x88, ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows : 

Section t. Any judge or justice of any court who shall be removed pursuant to section eleven of 
article six of the constitution, for any cause not involving moral delinquency, shall continue to receive, 
until the expiration of the term for which he was elected, a stun equal to one-half of the salary of his 
othce as fixed by law at the time of such removal, to be paid to him at the same times and in the 
same manner as said salary was payable when he was so removed. 

Sec. 2. If said sum would exceed three thousand dollars no greater sum shall be annually paid to 
said judge or justice than three thousand dollars. The payment of any sum pursuant to the pro-
visions of this act shall cease at the death of such judge or justice notwithstanding the term for which 
he was elected shall not then have expired. No person shall be entitled to the benefit of this act unless 
the resolution of removal shall state that he is removed for a cause not involving moral delinquency, 
and shall recommend the continuance of such compensation. 

Sec. ;. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 89. 

AN At -f to auth rize the c,Qmmissioners of the sinking fund of the City of New 
York to sell lands no longer required for school purposes in said city. 

Passed April 8, t88r ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as follows: 
SECTION t. The commissioners of the sinking fund of the city of New York are hereby 

authorized, upon the application of the board of education duly authorized and certified, to sell at 
public auction at such tines and on such terms as they may deem most advantageous for the public 
interest, any land or lands and the buildings thereon, owned by the mayor, aldermen, and coin-
monalty of the city of New York, occupied or reserved for school purposes, and no longer required 
therefor ; provided. however, that no property shall be disposed of for a less sum than the same may 
he appraised at by the commissioners of the sinking fund, or a majority of them, at a meeting to be 
held and on an appraisement made within one month prior to the (late of the sale ; and at least 
thirty clays' notice of such sale, including a description of the property to be sold, shall be published 
in the City Record. 

2. The money received in payment for the said lands and buildings shall be paid into the 
treasury of said city, and shall be at once appropriated liv the board of estimate and apportionment 
of said city to the said board of education for the purpose of purchasing other property or erecting 
other school buildings for new schools, the establishment of which shall have been authorized 
according to law 

3. This act shall take effect immediately.

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows : 

Section i. Whenever proposals for furnishing supplies or doing work are invited by advertise. 
ment by any of the departments or officers of the city government, in pursuance of section ninety 
one of the city charter (chapter three hundred and thirty-five, laws of eighteen hundred and seventy-
three), such department or officer is authorized and directed to require. as a condition precedent to 
the reception or consideration of any proposal, the deposit with such department or officerof a certi-
fied check upon one of the national banks of the said city of New York, drawn to the order of the 
comptroller, or of money (such checks or money to accompany the proposal), to an amount not less 
than three nor more than five per cent. of the amount of the bond required by the department or 
officer for the faithful performance of the work proposed to be done or supplies to be furnished. 

§ 2. \Vithin three days after the decision as to who is the lowest bidder, the comptroller shall 
return all the deposits made to the persons making the same, except the deposit made by the lowest 
bidder for any contract ; and if the said lowest bidder shall refuse or neglect within five days after 
due notice that the contract has been awarded, to execute the same, the amount of deposit made by 
him shall be forfeited to and retained by the said city as liquidated damages for such neglect or 
refusal, and shall be paid into the sinking fund of the said city, but if the said lowest bidder shall 
execute the contract within the time aforesaid, the amount of his deposit shall be returned to him. 

3. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 186. 

Ax ACT extending the time in which physicians and surgeons may comply with 
the provisions of chapter five hundred and thirteen of the laws of eighteen 
hundred and eighty, entitled " An act to regulate the licensing of physicians 
and surgeons," and to exempt certain physicians and surgeons from the 
penalties prescribed by that act upon complying with the provisions of the 
following act :

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows : 

Section I. Any person who was duly authorized to practice physic or surgery in this state, and 
entitled to register in the office of any county clerk in any county in this state where such person 
was practicing or intending to practice physic or surgery, under and according to the provisions of 
chapter five hundred and thirteen of the laws of eighteen hundred and eighty, entitled " An act to 
regulate the licensing of physicians and surgeons,'" and who shall not have registered as required by 
the provision of said chapter, shall have until the first day of October. eighteen hundred and 
eighty-one, in which to register as prescribed by section two of said act, entitled ' ` An act to regulate 
the licensing of physicians and surgeons." 

2. Any person who shall comply with the provisions of this act shall not be liable in any 
manner to the penalties prescribed by section three ofchapter five hundred and thirteen ofthe laws 
of eighteen hundred and eighty. entitled " An act to regulate the licensing of physicians and sur-
geons." This section shall not apply to a person who shall have practiced physic or surgery under 
cover of a diploma illegally obtained ; but such persons shall be liable to the penalties prescribed 
by section three above mentioned.

AN ACT to authorize the commissioners of the sinking fund of the city of New 
York to lease to `° the Mount Sinai Hospital in the city of New York" ground 
for the erection thereon of additional buildings for hospital purposes. 

Passed May a, i88, ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows 

Section i. The commissioners of the sinking fund of the city of New York are hereby author-
ized and empowered to lease to "The Mount Sinai Hospital in the city of New York " a piece or 
parcel of ground belonging to the said city, and situate on the block bounded by Lexington and 
Third avenues, Sixty-seventh and Sixty-eighth streets, being so much of said block as said corn- 
missioners may deem proper for the erection thereon of a building for the use of said hospital, such 
lease to be for a period of ninety-nine years, at such nominal rent as they may deem advisable, 
having in view the provision made by such institution for a class of patients needing hospital treat-
ment, and who would otherwise become a public charge upon the mayor, aldermen, and commonalty 
of the said city. 

C 2. Such lease shall contain a covenant on the part of said corporation, The Mount Sinai 
Hospital in the city of New York, that no charge whatever shall be made for the treatment of 
patients in any of the wards of the buildings to be erected upon the said land. 

3. This act shall take effect- immediately. 

CHAPTER 203. 

AN ACT to authorize the burial of the bodies of any honorably discharged soldier, 
sailor or marine, who shall hereafter die without leaving means sufficient to 
defray funeral expenses. 

Passed May 4, t88t ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows : 

Section i. It shall be the duty of the superintendent of the poor in the several counties of this 
state, or of such other officer,, as are charged with the dues of caring for the poor under existing 
laws, and by whatever other name they may be known, to cause to lie interred the body of any 
honorably discharged soldier, sailor, or marine, who served in the army or navy of the United 
States, and who shall hereafter die without leaving means sufficient to defray the expenses of his 
funeral. 

§S 2. Such interment shall he in the county where the deceased (lied, or in the county adjoining; 
if practicable, in a cemetery or plot set apart or used for the burial of soldiers and sailors, but such 
burial shall not be made in a cemetery, or in any cemetery or plot. used exclusively for the burial of 
the pauper dead. The grave of any such deceased soldier, sailor or marine shall be marked by the 
name of the deceased, and if possible, the organization to which he belonged or in which he served. 
'fhe expense of any such burial shall not exceed thirty-five dollars ; and the expense of said burial 
as above provided for shall be a charge upon and shall be paid by the county in which the said soldier, 
sailor or marine shall have died ; and the board of supervisors of such county is hereby authorized 
and directed to audit the account and to pay the expense of such burial, in the same manner in 
which the accounts of the said overseer of the poor, or of such other officer as shall be charged with 
the performance of such duty as above provided, shall be audited and paid. 

, 3. This act shall take effect immediately. 
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CHAPTER 208. 

AN ACT restricting the right to grant, use or occupy the Central Park, in the city 
of New York, for the purposes of a public fair or exhibition. 

Passed May 4, x88..* 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows 

Section i. It shall not be lawful to grant, use or occupy, for the purposes of a public fair or 
exhibition, any portion of the Central Park in the city of New York, 

§ z. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 228. 

AN ACT relative to the opening and extension of Lexington avenue, in the city of 
New York. 

Passed May so, r 85, ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows : 

Section i. The corporation counsel of the city of New York and the department or board of 
said city having the direction or charge of opening streets, avenues, public parks or places in said 
city, are authorized and directed to take all necessary legal measures for the purpose of opening, 
extending, regulating and grading, and for taking and acquiring lands necessary for opening and 
extending Lexington avenue, in said city, from Ninety-seventh to Ninety-eighth street, and from 
Ninety-ninth to One Hundred and Second street. 

Sec. 2. All laws now in force relative to proceedings for opening, extending, regulating and 
grading streets and aventtes in said city, and for taking and acquiring lands necessary therefor, shall 
apply to the proceedings authorized by this act. 

Sec. 3. All motions and applications for the appointment of commissioners in said proceedings 
may be made at any special term of the supreme court appointed to be held in and for the city and 
county of New York. 

Sec. 4. Upon the coming in and confirmation by the court of the report of the commissioners 
appointed in said proceedings the commissioner of public works in said city shall proceed and 
actually open, extend, regulate and grade said avenue between said streets. 

Sec. 5. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 246. 

AN Act' to prevent the spread of contagious and infectious diseases in the city of 
New York. 

Passed May ra, 1881 ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows : 

Section i. For the prevention of dangers from contagious and infectious diseases found to 
exist in any part of the city, or for the care of persons exposed to danger from contagious or in-
fectinus diseases, the board of estimate and apportionment may appropriate to the use of the Health 
Department of the City of New York, and the Health Department may use for the appointment of 
special inspectors, physicians, and nurses, and for supplies and contingencies during the existence of 
such danger in said city, money in excess of the annual estimate and appropriation for any year to 
amount that shall be declared necessary for such purpose by resolution of the board of health of the 
city of New York ; not however to exceed in the aggregate the sum of fifty thousand dollars in 
excess of such annual appropriation ; and if any sum or SUMS of money shall be so appropriated by 
said board of estimate and apportionment in any year prior to the date of the certificate of the 
comptroller of the city of New York, required by law, to the board of supervisors of said city, of 
the aggregate amount of the final estimate for such year, the amount thereof shall be added to such 
final estimate and included in the tax levy in such year ; and if such appropriation is made after the 
date of such certificate the amount thereof shall be raised by revenue bonds and included in the 
final estimate for the following year. 

Sec. 2. This act shall take effect immediately.

the same may be used, and shall have or cause to be printed in conspicuous type a plan or diagram, 
and explanation, showing each of said exits thereon and referring to the numbers aforesaid, and the 
same shall be printed in conspicuous type as aforesaid on the programme or bill of the play. 

Any and all persons who shall violate any of the provisions of the foregoing section, 
dr fail to comply therewith, or any requirement thereof, shall severally, for each and every violation 
and non-compliance. respectively forfeit and pay a penalty in the sum of fifty-dollars i to be sued 
for and recovered in the same manner as violations of the building law, in the city of New York are 
now sued for and recovered by the fire department in the city of New York. 

Sec 3. This act shall take effect immecliately. 

CHAP'T'ER 288. 
AN ACT to provide for recording releases executed pursuant to chapter five hun-

dred and fifty-one, laws of eighteen hundred and eighty, and the approval 
thereof, and for making the records and the certified copies thereof evidence. 

Passed May r4, 5881 ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows : 

Section t. All releases heretofore executed and all releases which hereafter may he executed 
to the state of New York wider chapter five hundred and fifty-one, laws of eighteen hundred and 
eighty, and approved by the superintendent of public works, if proved or acknowledged in the man-
ner in which conveyances of real estate are required to be for the purpose of record, may. with the 
approval thereon, be recorded by the clerk of the county in which the lands referred to in the 
release are situated, in the books in which deeds are recorded, and indexed in the name of the state 
of New York as grantor and in the name of the releasor as grantee, for which service clerks of 
counties shall be entitled to the compensation now allowed by law for recording conveyances of real 
estate. 

Sec. 2. The record of any such release and approval thereof, or a certified copy of the record 
thereof, shall at all times and in all places he evidence, and of the same force and effect as though 
the original was produced and proven. 

Sec. 3. Whenever the clerk of any county shall require any such release or releases, for record, 
the superintendent of public works shall transmit them to such clerk, who shall record and return 
the same within sixty days to said superintendent of public works without expense to such 
superintendent. 

Sec. 4. This act shall apply to releases executed by villages or towns under said act. 
Sec. 5. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 289. 

AN ACT to improve and regulate the use of Fourth avenue, at Ninety-seventh and 
Ninety-eighth streets, in the city of New York. 

Passed May r7, s88, ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows: 

Section t. Upon the New York and Harlem Railroad Company filing with the comptroller of 
the city of New York a bond to pay one-half of the cost thereof, when the same shall be completed, 
it shall be the duty of the mayor, aldermen, and commonalty of the city of New York to construct 
an iron bridge for foot passengers and carriages over Fourth avenue, at Ninety-seventh street, in 
the city of New York, at an elevation above the railroad at least equal to that of the bridge now 
spanning said avenue at forty-fifth and Forty-eiglith streets ; ale Ii bridge to be constructed upon 
plans and specifications to be approved by the commissioner of public works, and it shall be the 
duty of said commissioner to cause such bridge to be constructed as soon as practicable after the 
passage of this act and the filing of said bond. The grade of Ninety-seventh street shall be con-
formed to the elcvatiou require] for said bridge. 

Sec. 2. The board of apportionment shall include one-half the eost of the work to be certified 
to them by the comptroller in the next annual tax levy, and the same shall be raked by tax upon 
the real and personal property subject to taxation in the city and county of New York. 

Sec. 3. Fourth avenue, at Ninety-eighth street, shall not be crossed by foot passengers or car-
riages on the level of the railroad, but Ninety-eighth street shall be closed for that purpose at the 
easterly and westerly lines of said avenue. 

Sec. 4. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CH AP-I'ER 272. 

AN Ac-r to authorize the commissioners of the sinking fund of the city and county 
(if New York to lease certain lands in the city of New York to the German 
Hospital and Dispensary of the city of New York. 

Passed May r3, :88t ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows 

Section t. The commissioners of the sinking fund of the city and county of New York are 
hereby empowered to lease to the German Hospital and Dispensary of the city of New York, for a 
term not exceeding ninety-nine years from the date of said lease, the land now leased to the said 
hospital, situate on the southeasterly corner of Seventy-seventh street and Fourth avenue, in the city 
of New York, by the mayor, aldermen, and commonalty of the city of New York, upon the same 
terms on which said lands are now leased, so long as the same shall be used for the purposes of a 
hospital and dispensary, and for no other purpose. 

4c. 2. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 273 

Ax ACT to amend chapter three hundred and forty-seven of the laws of eighteen 
hundred and eighty, entitled " An act to provide for the reporting of appoint. 
ments or commitments to the benevolent institutions of the state, excepting 

the county of Kings." 

Passed May r3, 1881 ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows 

Section i. Section five of chapter three hundred and forty-seven of the laws of eighteen hun-
dred and eighty, entitled " An act to provide for the reporting of appointments or commitments to 
the benevolent institutions of the state, excepting the county of Kings," is hereby amended so as to 
read as follows: 

§ 5. It shall be the duty of the officers mentioned in section three of this act, annually, on or 
before the fifth day of October, to present (o the clerk of the board of supervisors of the county 
liable for the board, instruction, care or clothing mentioned in this act, or of the county in which 
any town is so liable, a sworn statement of the account of such institution, with such county or 
town, up to first day of said October, and in case of a claim for clothing, an itemized statement of 
the same, and in case any part of the board, care, tuition, or clothing has been paid by any person 
or persons, the account shall show what sum has been so paid, and accompanying such account shall 
be a report showing the name, age, sex, nationality, and residence of each person mentioned in the 
account, the name of the officer who made the commitment or appointment, the date and length of 
commitment or appointment, the time to which the account has been paid, and the amount claimed 
to the first day of said October, the sum per week or per annum charged, and if no part of such 
account has been paid by any person or persons, the report shall show such fact, duly verified. 

Sec. 2. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 279. 

AN ACT relating to exits from theatres in the city of New York. 

Passed May :3, 1881 ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows : 

Section r. The owner, lessee, manager, or other person or persons, having charge or control of 
any theatre in the city of New York shall cause each and every door and means of exit (to be used

AN ACT to amend section two of title one of chapter thirteen of i.art one of 
the Revised Statutes. 

Passed May r8, i88r ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly do enact as 
follows 

Section i. Section two of title one of chapter thirteen of part one of the Revised Statute= is 
hereby amended so as to read as follows : 

§ 2. The term ' land," as used in this chapter, shall be construed to include the land itself 
above and under Crater ; all buildings, and other articles and structures, substructures and super-
structures erected upon, under or above, or affixed to the sane; all wharves and piers, including the 
value of the right to collect wharfage, cranage or (lockage thereon ; all bridges; all telegraph lines, 
wires. poles and appurtenances ; all surface. underground or elevated railroads ; all railroad struc-
tures, substructures and superstructures, tracks and the iron thereon ; branches, switches and other 
fixtures permitted or authorized to be made, laid or placed in, upon, above or under any public or 
private road, street or grounds; all mains, pipes and tanks laid or placed in, upon, above or under 
any public or private street or place ; all streets and underwood growing upon land ; and all mines, 
minerals, quarries and fossils in and under the same, except mines belonging to the state. The term 
, real estate " and `• real property,' whenever they occur in this chapter, shall be construed as 

having the same meaning as the term " land " thus detinedl. 
Sec. 2. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 298. 

AN ACT for the preservation of the health of female employees. 
Passed May A8, 188, ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows 

Section t. It shall be the duty of all employers of females in any mercantile or manufacturing 
business or occupation to provide and maintain suitable seats for the use of such female employees, 
and to permit the use of such seats by such employees to such au extent as may be reasonable for 
the preservation of their health. 

Sec. 2. Any violation of this act by any employer shall be deemed a misdemeanor. 
Sec. 3. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 316. 

AN ACT authorizing the owners of property to lay out two small parks on East 
Forty-second street, between First and Second avenues, in the City of New 
York. 

Passed May rg, r88r ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows : 

Section I. The owners of property situate on East Forty-second street, between First and 
Second avenues, in the city of New York, are hereby authorized to lay out, sod and cultivate two 
small parks on East Forty-second street, between said named avenues, and to inclose said parks with 
an iron railing; the said work and improvement to be done at the expense of said owners and under 
the direction of and according to plans approved by the commissioner of public works of said 
city. 

Sec. 2. Said parks when laid out shall be maintained and kept in good order by said owners 
without expense to and continue only during the pleasure of the mayor, aldermen and commonalty 
of said city of New York. 

Sec. 3. This act shall lake effect immediately. 
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CHAPTER 323. 

AN ACT to confer upon the State Charities Aid Association the power to visit, 
inspect and examine any of the state charitable institutions, county poor-
houses, and town poor-houses and city alms-houses within the state. 

Passed May 20, 1881 ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows : 

Section I. Any justice of the supreme court of the judicial district, within whose boundaries 
any of the public charitable institutions of the state hereinafter referred to is located, is hereby 
authorized to grant on written application of the board of managers of the State Charities Aid 
Association, a corporation organized under chapter three hundred and nineteen of the Laws of 
eiGhteen hundred and forty-eight, and amendatory acts. through its president or other designated 
officer, to such persons as may be named in said application, orders for the purpose of enabling 
them or any of them to visit, inspect and examine in behalf of said association, in the county in 
which the visitor so appointed shall reside, any of the county poor-houses, and town poor-
houses and city alms-houses within the state, and located within such judicial district. Each 
of such orders shall specify the institution or institutions to be visited, inspected, and examined, 
and the names of the persons by whom the visitation, inspection and examination are to be 
made, and shall be in force for one year from the date on which it shall have been granted, 
unless sooner revoked. 

Sec. 2. It shall be the duty of any and all persons in charge of each and every poor-house or 
alms-house, embraced in the order specified in the first section of this act, to admit any or all of the -
persons named in the said order of the justice of the supreme court, into every part of such insti-
tution, and to render the said persons so named in said order every facility within their power to 
enable them to make in a thorough manner their visit, inspection and examination, which are 
hereby declared to be for a public purpose, and to be made with a view to public benefit. Obedi-
ence to the order herein authorized shall be enforced in the same manner and with like effect as 
obedience is enforced to an order or mandate made by a court of record. 

Sec. 3. It shall be the duty of the said corporation to make an annual report to the state 
boar.I of charities. 

see. 4. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 324. 

AN _1 u to provide for the completion of the entrances into Central park on Eighth 
avenue, at Seventy-seventh and Eighty-first streets, and between said 
streets. 

Passed May 20, t88x ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows 

Section i. The board of commissioners of the department of public parks, in the city of 
Now York, is hereby authorized to complete the entrances on the Eighth avenue, at Seventy-
<eventh and Eighty-first streets. to the westerly drive, and on the avenue between said streets to 
the transverse road. The plans for said improvements may be prepared by the trustees of the 
American Museum of -Natural History, without cost to said city, subject to the approval of the 
board of commissioners of said department. 

Sec. 2. The board of estimate and apportionment, in the city of New York. is hereby autho-
rized to include in the tax levy of the said city, for the year eighteen 'hundred and eighty-one and 
ci hteen hundred and eighty-two, such an amount, not exceeding the sum offifty thousand dollars in 
each year, as shall be certified by resolution of the said board of commissioners of the department of 
public parks, upon the application of said trustees, to be necessary for the improvements hereinbefore 
specified. Any portion of an appropriation so made, for the purposes aforesaid, for any one year and 
not expended during that year. shall, nevertheless, remain applicable and be applied to the said pur-
poses whenever called for by the requisition of said commissioners. 

Sec. 3. This act shall take effect immediately.

AN ACT to declare the legality of and to confirm the assessment and taxation of 
certain corporations joint-stock companies and associations in the city of 
New York in the year eighteen hundred and eighty, and to allow a credit to 
certain corporations for taxes assessed to them in said year and paid. 

Passed May 20, x881 ; three-fifths being present. 

"I-he People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as

SECTION i. The corporations, joint-stock companies and associations mentioned in chapter 
five hundred and forty-two of the laws of eighteen hundred and eighty. entitled " An act to provide 
f.'r raising taxes for the use of the state upon certain corporations. joint-stock companies and associa-
ti ,nti," which were, prior to the passage of that act, taxable in the city of New York, and the 
ahital stock of any such corporation, joint-stock company and association shall be deemed not to 

hive been exempted by said act from assessment or taxation for state and local purposes in the year 
eighteen hundred and eighty by the local authorities of that city, and the assessment of the capital 
-tuck of every such corporation, joint-stock company and association for the purpose of taxation in 
-aid year by such local authorities, and the taxes levied by said local authorities in that year upon 

e capital stock of every such corporation, joint-stock company or association,and all proceedings 
:n relation to the making of such assessments and the levyi ngsuch taxes are hereby ratified, con-
f:rmed and legalized ; provided, however, that nothing in this act contained shall deprive any such 
_orporatinn, joint-stock company or association of the right to contest thelegality of any such 

a„essntent and taxes upon any existing legal ground, except the ground only that such corporations, 
int-stock companies or associations were exempt by law from taxation for state and local purposes

Sec. 2. When any state tax for the year eighteen hundred and eighty imposed by section three of 
said chapter five hundred and forty-two of the laws of eighteen hundred and eighty on any corpora-
ti ,n mentioned in the first section of this act shall have been paid prior to the passage of this act, 
to the comptroller of the state. any part whereof shall have been included in the tax upon such 
corporations so levied by the said local authorities of the city of New York, the sum so paid and so 
included shall be credited by the comptroller to the corporation making such payment, and be de-
ducted by him from the tax upon such corporation for state purposes imposed by said section three 
of said chapter five hundred and forty-two or laws amendatory thereof, and to be collected from 
such corporation for the year eighteen hundred and eighty-one.

CHAPTER 346. 

AN ACT in relation to the port and harbor of New York, and the waters near the 
same. 

Passed May 25, x88: ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows : 

Section I. No street sweeping, dredging from slip or other places earth, dirt, stone ballast 
from vessels, -ashes, swill, garbage, dead animals or portions thereof, decayed or other vegetables or 
fruits, bedding or refuse, or rubbish of any kind, or any articles, shall be dumped or deposited in 
the waters of the port of New York. or in the rivers or waters adjoining the city of New York, 
or in the waters of New York harbor, or New York bay, or the lower bay of New York, or in the 
waters within three miles of Coney Island or Sandy Hook, or the Long Island or New Jersey shores, 
or in the Hudson river, the East river, Long Island sound, and all waters adjacent thereto west of 
the middle ground shoal. or in the navigable waters lying between the said sound and the East 
river, nor in the waters bounding or adjoining the port or harbor of New York, or the upper or 
lower bay, and including the ” Kills," Kill von Kull, Arthur Kill, Spermacetti and Horseshoe 
coves, Sandy Hook bay, Rockaway inlet or the bay or sound communicating therewith, Sheepshead 
bay, Gravesend bay, Princes' bay and Gowanus bay, or in such portions of said waters subject to the 
jurisdiction of the state of New York ; nor shall any article or thing that is liable to convey disease or 
is putrid, unwholesome, noxions or dangerous to the public health, or dangerous to the navigation,  

be cast, thrown, placed, deposited or suffered or permitted to become in said waters, or placed or 
suffered to be placed where said water would ordinarily or naturally rise upon, take or receive them, 
excepting, however, the ordinary discharge of sewers constructed under the authority of the laws of 
the state within which they are located. 'I'he above provisions shall apply to lands under the waters 
as well as to the latter. 

Sec. 2. This act shall not apply to the erection or construction of any pier, dock, bulkhead, or 
the making, by filling in, in a proper manner, of any land, in case where the erection of such piers, 
docks or bulkheads, or making, by filling in, of land is now authorized by the laws of the state. 
That the prohibition to dump solid material in said port, harbor or rivers in this act contained, or 
to make and construct works to change and improve channels shall not apply to works undertaken 
by the government of the United States in the port and harbor of the city of New York, or 
authorized by the laws of the state of New York. 

Sec. 3. That the violation of any of the provisions of this act shall be deemed a misdemeanor, 
and the person so violating the same shall, upon conviction, be punished by the infliction of a fine 
of not less than fifty, or more than one thousand, dollars for each offense, or by imprisonment as is 
now provided in the case of misdemeanors, or both. 

Sec. 4. Any pilot, shore inspector, harbor master or port warden of the port of New York, the 
police of the cities of New York and Brooklyn, or any city marshal or constable within the said 
district, and upon the waters mentioned in this act, shall have power to arrest all persons and 
deliver into custody any person or persons taken in the act of violating any of the provisions of 
this act. 

Sec. S. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 367. 

AN ACT to create a department of street cleaning in the city of New York, and to 
provide for the cleaning of the streets of said city ; for the removal of snow 
and ice therefrom, and for the collection ashes, garbage, and street sweepings, 
and the disposal of the same. 

Passed May 26, r88r : three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows : 

Section t. In addition to the departments in the city of New York, provided for by chapter three 
hundred and thirty-five of the Laws of eighteen hundred and seventy-three, together with the acts 
supplemental to and amendatory thereof, there is hereby created a department of street cleaning 
which shall have exclusive charge of the cleaning of streets, and the removal of ashes and garbage in 
said city. The head of the said department shall be called the commissioner of street cleaning. He 
shall be appointed by the mayor, with the approval of the board of health, but if after three ballots, 
the said board shall fail to confirm or reject, by a majority vote, any person nominated by the mayor, 
two affirmative votes shall be sufficient for his confirmation. He shall be subject to removal by the 
mayor whenever the mayor shall certify that in his judgment such removal is required in the public 
interest, but, with the approval of the board of health ; but if after three ballots the said board of 
health shall fail to approve of such removal, then two affirmative votes of said board of health shall 
be sutficient for his removal. He shall be paid a salary of six thousand dollars per annum, payable 
monthly, and shall hold his office for six years, and until his successor be appointed unless sooner 
removed. The provisions of section twenty-five of the aforesaid chapter shall not be applicable to 
the office of comnnssioner hereby created. 

Sec. 2. Said commissioner shall have power and authority, and is hereby charged with the duty 
of causing the streets of said city, which shall include all the public avenues, streets, lanes, alleys, 
places, wharves, piers, and heads of slips therein, except such as are within any park under the 
control and management of the department of public parks, to be thoroughly cleaned and kept 
clean at all times ; and of removing from said city or otherwise disposing of, as often as the public 
health and use of the streets may require, all street sweepings, ashes, and garbage, and of removing 
new fallen snow from leading thoroughfares and such other streets and avenues as may be found 
practicable. The expenses of said department of street cleaning shall be provided for in the same 
manner as the expenses of other departments under the said chapter three hundred and thirty-five of 
the Laws of eighteen hundred and seventy-three, and the acts supplemental to and amendatory 
thereof, but in no case shall the amount expended by said commissioner exceed the amount appro-
priated for his said department by the board of estimate and apportionment. Said commissioner 
shall file with the comptroller of said city, monthly, a statement under oath, showing the number 
and the names of all persons employed by him during the preceding month, and the amount paid to 
each of them, and the particular kind of work in which each of them shall have been .tmployed 
during such month. 

Sec. 3. Said commissioner shall have power to engage, and in his discretion discharge from time 
to time, all such clerks, laborers and other employees, and to fix their compensation, as shall be 
necessary and proper in executing the duties hereby imposed upon him ; and may make and from 
time to time alter rules and regulations for their government. But the compensation and wages 
of such clerks, laborers, and other employees shall not exceed the current market rate paid for similar 
services in private business. The said commissioner shall also have power to hire or purchase for 
his use as such commissioner, at current market prices, horses, carts, steam-tugs, scows, boats, ves-
sels, machines, tools, and other property required for the economical and effectual performance of 
his said duty ; or contract for the construction of any such tugs, scows, boats, vessels, or machines 
the title to which property so purchased shall be in the mayor, aldermen, and commonalty of the city 
of New York. All such hirings or purchases, or contracts, however, exceeding one thousand dollars 
in amount at any one hiring or purchase, shall be by contract, let to the lowest bidder therefor, 
founded on sealed proposals or bids, made in compliance with public notice advertised in the CITY 
RECORD ; suet: notice to be published at least ten days prior to the opening of such proposals or bids. 
Whenever the said commissioner shall deem it necessary, he shall and he is hereby authorized so to 
do, sell at public auction any plant, material, horses, carts, scows, or other property used in any 
way in connection with the work of cleaning the streets of the city of New York. The said commis-
sioner is hereby authorized to hire or lease suitable and sufficient offices for the transaction of the 
business under his charge, and also such stables and other buildings as may from time to time be 
necessary. 

Sec. 4. The department, bureau, or city officer, authority or authorities, which shall from time 
to time have the management and control of the public docks, piers and slips of said city, shall 
designate and set apart for the use of said commissioner suitable and sufficient slips, piers and berths 
in slips, located as the said commissioner may require, and such as shall be convenient and necessary for 
his use in executing the duty hereby imposed upon him, excepting slips, docks and piers on the East 
river, set apart for the use of canal boats. The said commissioner may, with the approval in writing 
of the board of estimate and apportionment, lease piers, slips or wharves for the necessary purpose 
of the duties by this act conferred, whenever suitable piers, slips or wharves owned by or under 
the control of the city cannot be obtained, or are not set apart and designated, as in this section 
provided. 

Sec. 5. In the work of street sweeping and cleaning, and in the collection and removal of street 
sweepings, ashes ar,d garbage, the men may be provided with some distinctive dress or portion 
thereof, or some badge designated by said commissioner, to be so worn that they shall be easily 
recognized as employees of the department. 

Sec. 6. Said commissioner may let out special contracts for periods not exceeding three years 
for the work of street sweeping and cleaning, or for the collection of ashes and garbage, or some 
part thereof, in particular districts, to be designated for that purpose by the said commissioner, and 
the terms and conditions of which contracts shall have been first approved by the board of estimate 
and apportionment, provided that such contracts shall in all cases provide for their termination on 
ten days' notice, by the commissioner with the approval of the mayor. 

Sec. 7.  Said commissioner shall have power to enter into contracts with responsible persons and 
parties for the final disposition for periods not exceeding five years, of all or any part of the said 
street sweepings, ashes or garbage when collected, provided always that such contracts shall be ap-
proved, both as to terms and conditions, by the board of estimate and apportionment of said city. 
All contracts shall be entered into on behalf of the city by the commissioners, with adequate 
security. He shall advertise for proposals in such newspapers in the city as he may designate, not 
exceeding three in number, for ten days, toperform the work in such form and manner and on such 
terms and conditions as he may prescribe. Such proposals may be for the performance of all or such 
parts or portions of the work as he shall require. Each proposal must be accompanied by a certified 
check on a solvent banking incorporation in said city payable to the order of the comptroller for five 
per cevtum of the amount for which the work bid for is proposed in any one year to be performed. 
From the proposals so received he may select the bid or bids, the acceptance of which will, in his 
judgment, best secure the efficient performance of the work, or he may reject any or all of said bids. 
On the acceptance of any bid by him the checks of the unaccepted bidders shall be returned to them, 
and upon the execution of the contract the check of the accepted bidder shall be returned to him. 
The sureties upon all contracts hereby authorized shall be approved by the comptroller, and all con-
tracts and bonds securing the saute shall be approved as to form by the counsel to the corporation. 

Sec. 8. Upon the organization of the department hereby created and notice thereof from said 
commissioner to the police department of the said city, all books, papers, records, property, leases, 
moneys, accounts, claims, and things of even- kind and description belonging to or in the custody of 
the said police department, and used by the existing bureau of street cleaning in the work of clean-
ing the streets in the said city, or of the removal of ashes and garbage, shall be transferred by the said 
police department to the department of street cleaning herein created, ana until such transfer takes 
place the said police department shall continue the work of street cleaning and removal of ashes 
and garbage as now provided by law. At the same time that the above mentioned transfer takes 
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place the comptroller of the said city shall transfer to the credit of the department of street cleaning 
any unexpended balances for street cleaning purposes that may be at that time standing to the credit 
of the police department in excess of liabilities incurred by said police department for street 
cleaning. 

Sec. 9. The said commissioner of street cleaning, with the approval of the mayor, may provide 
for cremating or burning street refuse or garbage, and may, through the commissioners of the sinking 
fund, lease or purchase land for the erection thereon of suitable crematories or furnaces. 

Sec. to. It shall be lawful for the commissioner of street cleaning to cause to be dumped snow 
and ice from the ends, or near the ends of any piers into the waters of the East and North or Hudson 
rivers, But no dead animals, carrion, street sweepings, garbage, or any putrid, offensive, decaying 
or refuse vegetables or animal matter, shall be deposited in violation of chapter four hundred and 
sixty-three of the laws of one thousand eight hundred and eighty. 

Sec. it. Nothing in this act shall be construed as affecting in any way the powers of the board 
of health of the health department of the said city ; but the said board of health shall cause to be 
enforced the provisions of its sanitary code, requiring that separate receptacles be provided for ashes 
and rubbish and for garbage and liquid substances, and forbidding that the same be placed or 
kept in the same receptacle, and requiring the streets and sidewalks to be kept free from incumbrance 
by such receptacles except at such times as may be designated by the commissioner of street cleaning 
for the collection of their contents ; and for violation of any of the said provisions of said code, both 
the owners and occupants of all houses in the city of New York shall be severally responsible and 
subject to the penalties and prosecutions imposed by the said code, and all other provisions of said 
code and of the city ordinances relative to the cleanliness of the streets ; and the said board of health 
is empowered to institute prosecutions and suits for penalties for the violation of any such provisions in 
the name of the mayor, aldermen, and commonalty of the city of New York. 

Sec. 12. The several provisions of chapter six hundred and seventy-seven of the laws of 
eighteen hundred and seventy-two, and of section sixty-seven of chapter three hundred and thirty-
five of the laws of eighteen hundred and seventy-three, and all other acts and parts of acts incon-
sistent herewith are hereby repealed. 

Sec. 13. Upon requisition of the commissioner of street cleaning setting forth the necessity for any 
such appropriation, and the specific purposes to which it is to be applied, the board of estimate and 
apportionment may at its di-cretion at any time before the confirmation of the tax levy in the year 
one thousand eight hundred and eighty-one, appropriate money for the purpose of constructing or 
purchasing sea-going vessels to be used in conveying street sweepings, ashes, and garbage to sea, or 
for the purpose of cleaning the streets and removing snow and ice, or for building crematories or 
furnaces for burning street refuse or leasing or purchasing lands therefor, but the moneys so appro-
priated shall not in the aggregate exceed three hundred and fifty thousand dollars ; and any 
requisition for money for the purpose of purchasing such vessels shall be accompanied by plans and 
specifications of such vessels. Any appropriation or appropriations so made by the board of estimate 
and apportionment shall be added to the amount appropriated in the final estimate for the year one 
thousand eight hundred and eighty-one, and revenue bonds shall be issued therefor in like manner 
as for the expenditures of the city government during the said year, and the amount so appropriated 
shall be added to the tax levy for the year one thousand eight hundred and eighty-one. 

Sec. ta. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 369. 

AN Acr to provide for the performance .if services in the supreme court and the 
court of appeals, by stenographers. 

Passed May 26, z88i ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows : 

Section t. The stenographers appointed or employed in the supreme court shall perform all 
such services as may be required from them, or either of them, in reporting, writing out, and copy-
ing all judicial proceedings which may he pending or in progress before any judge of the court of 
appeals, or justice of the supreme court, in which such services shall be required. And for the 
performance thereof such reporter shall be entitled to receive the same compensation as is now pro-
vided for similar services in court, and which shall be certified and paid in the same manner. 

Sec. 2. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 375• 

AN ACT to provide means for the enlargement of the building i rected on that por-
tion of the Central Park in the city of New York, east of the old receiving 
reservoir, under the provisions of chapter two hundred and ninety of the laws 
of eighteen hundred and seventy-one, for the purposes of a museum and 
gallery of art. 

Passed May 26, x881 ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows 

Section I. The board of commissioners of the department of public parks in the city of New 
York, with the concurrence of the board of estimate and apportionment of said city, is hereby 
authorized to enlarge the building now erected upon that portion of the Central Park in the city of 
York, east of the old receiving reservoir, and now in the possession and occupation of the Metropol-
itan Museum of Art. The plans for said enlargement, and for the equipment of the same, shall be 
prepared by the trustees of the said Metropolitan Museum of Art and approved by the hoard of 
commissioners of the department of public parks. Said plans may include any alteration of the 
present building made necessary by the enlargement, or found by experience to be desirable. 

Sec. 2. The board of estimate and apportionment of the city of New York is hereby author-
ized to include in the tax levy of the said city for the year eighteen hundred and eighty-two, such an 
amount. not exceeding the sum of sixty thousand dollars, as shall be certified by resolution of the 
said board of commissioners of the department of public parks, upon the application of the trustees 
of the museum, to be necessary for the enlargement and alteration of the said building and equip-
ment of the sameas hereinbefore provided. 

Sec. 3. Any portion of the appropriation so made for the purposes aforesaid, and not ex-
pended, shall nevertheless remain applicable and be applied to the said purposes whenever called for 
by the requisition of the said commissioners. 

Sec. 4. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 399• 

AN ACT to provide against accidents on elevated railroads. 

Passed May 27, 1881 ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New Vork, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows : 

Section I. All trains upon elevated railroads shall come to a full stop before any passenger 
shall be permitted to leave such trains ; and no train on such railroad shall be permitted to start, 
until every passenger desiring to depart therefrom shall have left the train, provided such passenger 
has manifested his or her intention to so depart by moving toward or upon the platform of any 
car ; nor until every passenger upon the platform or station at which such train has stopped, and 
desiring to board or enter such cars shall have actually hoarded or entered the same ; provided that 
nothing herein contained shell be construed to permit any person to board or enter any train after 
due notice from an authorized employee of such railroad corporation that such train is full, and 
that no more passengers can be then received. 

Sec. 2. Every car used for passengers upon elevated railroads shall have gates at the outer 
edges of its platforms, so constructed that they shall, when opened, be caught and held open by 
such catch or spring as will prevent their swinging against and obstructing passengers in their egress 
from or ingress to such cars ; and every such gate shall be kept closed while the car is in motion ; 
and when the car has stopped and a gate has been opened, the car shall not start until such gate is 
again firmly closed. 

Sec. 3. Any agent, conductor, engineer, brakeman or employee of such railroad corporation, 
who shall start any train or car, or give any signal or order to any engineer or other person, by 
signal rope or otherwise, to start any train or car, or who shall obstruct the ingress or egress of any 
passenger to or from any car, or who shall open or close a platform grate of any car, in violation 
of this act, shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and shall upon conviction be held liable to 
pay a fine of not less than twenty-five nor more than one hundred dollars or be imprisoned for 
not less than ten nor more than ninety days, or both ; and any elevated railroad corporation that 
shall fail or neglect to comply with or enforce the provisions of this act, shall upon the petition of 
any citizen to any court of record, and upon due notice to such corporation and proof of such 
failure or neglect, pay to the clerk of the court wherein such petition is made a sum not less 
than two hundred and fifty nor more than one thousand dollars, as such court may direct by its 
order ; and the sum so ordered to be paid shall be paid by such clerk of the court to the county  

treasurer, and shall be distributed by such treasurer equally among the public hospitals of the 
county in which such proceeding is had, at such times as the board of supervisors or board of 
aldermen in such county shall direct. 

Sec. 4. Nothing in this act shall be construed to relieve the elevated railroad companies from 
any liability under which they may now be held by existing laws for damages to persons or 
property. 

Sec. S. The officers and board of directors of such railroad corporations shall immediately 
cause copies of this act to be printed conspicuously and posted in the depots or stations and in each 
car belonging to them. 

Sec. 6. This act shall take effect immediately, 

CHAPTER 400. 

AN ACT to prevent discriminations against any person on account of his race, creed 
or color. 

Passed May 27, 1881 ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows : 

Section i. No person shall be denied the full and equal enjoyment of the accommodations, 
advantages. facilities and privileges of all hotels, inns, taverns, restaurants, public conveyances, on 
land and water, theatres and other places of public resort or amusement, because of race, creed or 
color. 

Sec. 2. Any person who shall violate the foregoing section by denying to any person, because 
ofhis race, creed or color, full enjoyment of any of the accommodations, advantages, facilities and 
privileges hereinbefore mentioned, or by aiding or inciting thereto, shall for every such offense be 
deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and punished accordingly. 

Sec. 3. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 402. 

AN ACT further to amend chapter four hundred and twenty-seven of the laws of 
eighteen hundred and fifty-five, entitled " An act in relation to the collection 
of taxes on lands of non-residents, and to provide forthe sale of such lands for 
unpaid taxes." 

Passed May u7, 188, ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows: 

Section r. Section forty-three of chapter four hundred and twenty-seven of the laws of eighteen 
hundred and fifty-five, entitled " An act in relation to the collection of taxes on lands of non-
residents, and to provide for the sale of such lands for unpaid taxes," is hereby amended so as to 
read as follows: 

§ 43. z. Whenever the comptroller, preparatory to a sale of lands for taxes, shall deem it 
necessary in order to test the correctness of the descriptions thereof, he may apply to the board of 
supervisors of any county for maps of any tracts of lands charged with taxes, and returned form such 
county. And the board of supervisors to whom such application shall be made shall furnish such 
maps, at the expense of the county, if they can be procured, and if not, they shall then furnish such 
descriptions of the lands as they can obtain, with a statement of the quantity in each subdivision, 
if the same be divided. 

2. It shall be the duty of the treasurer of each of the counties of Cattaraugus, Chautauqua, 
Monroe, Oswego, Suffolk and Sullivan, and of every other county for which there may, at the 
time, be a special law authcrizing and directing the treasurer thereof, to sell " lands of non-
residents" for unpaid taxes thereon, and by and under the provisions of which such taxes are not to 
be returned to the comptroller, and lie is hereby required to transmit to the comptroller, at least 
one month prior to any state tax sale, a certified list or statement of all lands bid in in the name of 
his county at, or transferred to his county from, any tax sale, or to which his said county may have 
acquired tax title, the deed for which has not been recorded in the office of the clerk of his said 
county, which may then be liable to be sold at said sale. 

3. It shall be the duty of the clerk of each of the several counties of this state, and he 
is hereby required to transmit to the comptroller, on the receipt of a list of the lands liable to be 
sold at any state tax sale, and at least one month prior to such sale, a certified list of all lands then 
on record in his office, or lands the deeds for which are in his office for record, then owned by 
his said county, and liable to be sold at such sale. 

§ 2. Section forty-four of said act is hereby amended so as to read as follows: 
5 44. On the day mentioned in the notices, the comptroller shall commence the sale of such 

lands,and shall continue the same from day to day, until so much of each parcel shall be sold as will 
be sufficient to pay all the taxes due thereon for the years for the taxes of which said sale shall be 
made, with the interest and charges thereon ; but no lot, piece or parcel of land against which the 
people of the state of New York then hold a bond or lien, for any part of the purchase money 
thereof, or unpaid interest thereon, shall be sold at such sale. 

§ 3. Section forty-eight of chapter four hundred and twenty-seven of the laws of eighteen 
hundred and fifty-five, as amended by chapter one hundred and fifty-two of the laws of eighteen 
hundred and seventy-eight, is hereby amended so as to read as follows : 

§ 48. When the comptroller shall have cancelled any sale in the manner provided in section 
forty-seven of this act, he may issue a certificate of such sale to any other person who will pay the 
amount for such certificate which would be payable therefor by the original 'purchaser, in case the 
said sale had not been canceled, or, if such certificate cannot be sold, he shall transfer the same, if the 
landdescribed thereon is in thecountyofCattaraugus, Chautauqua, Monroe,Oswego, Suffolk, Sulli-
van or any other county for which there may, at the time, be a special law authorizing and direct-
ing the treasurer thereof to sell "lands of non-residents," for unpaid taxes thereon, and by and 
under the provisions of which such taxes are not to be returned to the comptroller, to said 
county in which said land is located ; but if it be located in any other county, lie shall, in such 
case, transfer the same to the people of the state ; but in all cases where either a county or the 
people of the state become the purchaser by such transfer the whole quantity of land liable to sale 
for the purchase money mentioned in such certificate shall be covered by such purchase, the same as 
if no person had offered to bid therefor at the sale. 

4. Section fifty of chapter four hundred and twenty-seven of the laws of eighteen hundred 
and fifty-five is hereby amended so as to read as follows : 

§ 5o. The owner or occupant of any land so sold for taxes, or any other person, may redeem 
the same, as hereinafter provided. at any time within two years after the last clay of such sale, by 
paying to the state treasurer, on the certificate of the comptroller, for the use of the purchaser, 
his heirs or assigns, the sum mentioned in the certificate of the sale therefor, with interest 
thereon at the rate of ten per centum per annum, from the date of such certificate of sale ; but 
until such redemption shall be made, neither such owner nor occupant, nor any other person, shall 
have any right to despoil such land of its value by the destruction or removal of any building, 
or by the cutting, removal or destruction of timber or other valuable products growing, existing, or 
being thereon. The purchaser of any wild, vacant or unoccupied land at such sale, or the assigns 
of such purchaser, shall have no right or authority to enter upon or exercise acts of ownership over 
such land, until the expiration of the two years allowed for the redemption thereof from such 
sale ; but such purchaser, whose bid therefor shall have been fully paid, or the assignee or repre-
sentative of such purchaser at such sale may, at any time within twenty-three months from the 
last day of said sale, serve, or cause to be served, a notice on any person despoiling said land, or on 
any person interested in such despoliation ; which notice may be served personally or by leaving 
the same at the residence of such person with any member of his family of suitable age and 
discretion, and shall state that such land, describing it substantially as sold, was sold for taxes by 
the comptroller, and that unless the said land be redeemed within one month from the date of 
the service of such notice, an action to recover the value of the buildings or products destroyed or 
removed therefrom from the date of the said sale thereof will be instituted against any or all persons 
concerned in such depredations. And, if such land shall not be redeemed from said sale within 
one month from the day of the service of such notice, then the person or persons engaged or 
interested in making such depredations shall be liable, if adjudged guilty by the court before which 
such action is held to pay to the holder of the said tax sale certificate therefor, the full value 
of any building so destroyed or removed therefrom, and of the timber, bark or other products so 
:ut, destroyed or removed therefrom, from the date of the said tax sale of said land to the terrni-
iation of said action. 

§ 5. Section sixty-six of said act is hereby amended so as to read as follows 
§ 66. 1. It shall be the duty of the comptroller, at any tax sale held by him, to bid in for the 

state all lands liable to sale thereat then belonging to the state or that are then mortgaged to the 
:ommissioners for loaning certain moneys of the United States ; and to bid in for each of the counties 
Sf the state all other lands liable to be sold thereat then belonging to said counties, respectively, and 
tlso all lands which may have been bid in by or for said counties, respectively, at any tax sale which 
ras not been canceled, or from which said lands may not have been duly redeemed, and to reject 
my and all other bids which may be made for any or all of said lands. 
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2. It shall further be the duty of the comptroller, at any such sale, to bid in for each of the 
counties of Cattaraugus, Chautauqua, Monroe, Oswego, Suffolk and Sullivan, and for all other 
counties for which there may at the time be special laws authorizing and directing the treasurer 
thereof to sell ' ` lands of non-residents '' for unpaid taxes thereon and by and under the provisions 
of which such taxes are not to be returned to the comptroller, respectively, every lot of land in each 
of said counties, respectively, liable to be sold at said sale, for which no person shall offer to bid, 
and to bid in for the state every other lot of land liable to be sold at said sale for which no person 
shall so offer to bid. 

3. Certificates of sale for all lands hid in by the comptroller under the provisions of subdivi-
sions one and two of this section shall be made by the comptroller, which shall describe the lands 
purchased and specify the time when a deed therefor can be obtained. Such purchases shall be 
subject to the same right of redemption as purchases by individuals ; and if the lands so sold shall 
not be redeemed, the comptroller's deed therefor shall have the same effect, and become absolute in 
the same time, and on the performance of the like conditions, as in the case of sales and conveyances 
to individuals. 

4. The comptroller shall charge to each county, respectively. on the books of his office, the 
amount for which it may be liable, by reason of any and all purchases made in accordance with the 
preceding provisions of this section. Such amount shall become clue on the last day of each tax 
sale, respectively, and shall be payable in the same manner as the state tax is now required by law 
to be paid. 

5. The comptroller shall, as soon as practicable after each tax sale, transmit the certificates of` 
sale for said lands to the treasurer of each of said counties, respectively, on receipt of which, said 
treasurer shall enter the same, in their proper order, in a book to be provided by him for such 
purpose, and shall have. unless otherwise directed by the board of supervisors of his county, full power 
and authority, until the expiration of two years from the last day of said sale, to sell and assign any 
or all of said certificates for any land not at the time owned by hiscounty, on payment therefor, into 
the county treasury,of the amount for which the land described thereon was sold at said tax sale, with 
interest thereon from the (late of such tax sale to the elate of such sale and assignment by hint. Any 
such sale and assignment shall be duly and fully entered by such county treasurer in the book afore-
aid, which book shall be a part of the records of the county. 

6. In case said tax sale certificate or certificates shall not have been sold or assigned by the 
respective county treasurers on or before the expiration of two years from the last (lay of said sale, 
och of said county treasurers shall then transmit such unsold certificate or certificates to the 

comptroller, who shall issue to the board of supervisors of each counts'. respectively, a deed or 
, feeds for all the lands described thereon then remaining unredeemed, or the sale of which has not 
been canceled. The title thus acquired by the boards of supervisors shall be held by them in trust 
fur their respective county, and may be disposed of by them at such times and on such terms as shall 
he determined on by a majority of such hoard at any regular or special meeting thereof. 

6. All acts and part: of acts inconsistent with the provisions of this act are hereby repealed. 
-, 1 h; act shall take etfect in mediately. 

CHAPTER 407. 

AN _\c i, to prevent the adulteration of food or drugs. 
Passed May a8, x88[ ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
,..1 'x-s 

. ection i. No person shall, within this state, manufacture, have, offer for sale, or sell any article 
food or drugs which is adulterated within the meaning of this act, and any person violating this 

1'rovision shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and, upon conviction thereof, shall be punished 
nd fine not exceeding fifty dollars for the first offense, and not exceeding one hundred dollars for each 
.ubsequent offense. 

Sec. 2. The term ', food," as used in this act, shall include every article used for food or drink 
hv-  man. 	The term '1  drug," as used in this act, shall include all medicines for internal or ex- 

rnal use. 
Sec. 3. An article shall be deemed to be adulterated within the meaning of this act- 
A.-In the case of drugs. 
I. If, when sold under or by a name recognized in the United States Pharmacopoeia, it differs 

trom the standard of strength, quality, or purity laid clown therein. 
2. If, when sold under or by a name not recognized in the United States Pharmacopoeia, but 

which is found in some other pharmacopoeia, or other standard work on 'tlateria Medica, it differs 
materially from the standard of strength, quality or purity laid down in such work. 

3. If its strength or purity fall below the professed standard under which it is sold. 
B.-In the case of food or drink. 
I. If any substance or substances has or have been mixed with it so as to reduce or lower or 

iniuriouslvaffect its quality or strength. 
2. If any inferior or cheaper substance or substances have been substituted wholly or in part for 

the article. 
3. If any valuable constituent of the article has been wholly or in part abstracted. 
4. If it be an imitation of or be sold under the name of another article. 

5. If it consists wholly or in part of a deceased or decomposed. or putrid or rotten, animal or 
vegetable substance, whether manufactured or not, or in the case of milk, if it is the produce of a 
disea,ed animal. 

6. If it be colored, or coated, or polished, or powdered, whereby damage is concealed, or it is 
made to appear better than it really is, or of greater value. 

7. If it contain any added poisonous ingredient, or any ingredient which may render such 
article injurious to the health of a person consuming it : provided, that the state board of health may, 
with the approval of the governor, from time to time declare certain articles or preparations to be 
exempt from the provisions of this act ; and provided further, that the provisions of this act shall not 
apply to mixtures or compounds recognized as ordinary articles of food, provided that the same are 
not injurious to health and that the articles are distinctly labeled as a mixture, stating the components 
of the mixture. 

Sec. 4. It shall be the duty of the state board of health to prepare and publish from time to time 
lists of the articles, mixtures or compounds declared to be exempt from the provisions of this act in 
accordance with the preceding section. The state board of health shall also from time to time fix the 
limits of variability permissible in any article of food or drug, or compound, the standard of which is 
not established by any national pharmacopceta. 

Sec. j. The state board of health shall take cognizance of the interests of the public health as it 
relates to the sale of food and drugs and the adulteration of the same, and make all necessary inves-
tigations and inquiries relating thereto. It shall also have the supervision of the appointment of pub. 
lieanalysis and chemists, and upon its recommendation whenever it shall deem any such officers in. 
competent, the appointment of any and every such officer shall be revoked and be held to be void and 
of no effect. Within thirty clays after the passage of this act, the state board of health shall meet and 
adopt such measures as may seem necessary to facilitate the enforcement of this act, and prepare rules 
and regulations with regard to the proper methods of collecting and examining articles of food or 
drugs, and for the appointment of the necessary inspectors and analysts ; and the state board of 
health shall be authorized to expend in addition to all sums already appropriated for said board, an 
amount not exceeding ten thousand dollars for the purpose of carrying out the provisions of this act. 
And the sum of ten thousand dollars is hereby appropriated out of any moneys in the treasury, not 
otherwise appropriated, for the purposes in this section provided. 

Sec. 6. Every person selling or offering or exposing any article of food or drugs for sale, or 
delivering any article to purchasers, shall be bound to serve or supply any public analyst or other 
agent of the state or local board of health appointed under this act, who shall apply to him for that 
purpose, and on his tendering the value of the same, with a sample sufficient for the purpose of 
analysis of any article which is included in this act, and which is in the possession of the person selling, 
under a penalty not exceeding fifty dollars for a first offense, and one hundred dollars for a second 
and subsequent oflenses. 

Sec. 7.  Any violation of the provisions of this act shall be treated and punished as a misdemeanor; 
and whoever shall impede, obstruct, hinder, or otherwise prevent any analyst, inspector or prosecuting 
officer in the performance of his duty shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and shall be liable to indict. 
ment and punishment therefor. 

Sec. 8, Any act or parts of acts inconsistent with the provisions of this act are hereby 
repealed. 

Sec. 9.  All the regulations and declarations of the state board of health made under this act from 
time to time and promulgated, shall be printed in the statutes at large. 

Sec. lo. This act shall take effect at the expiration of ninety days after it shall become a 
law. 

CHAPTER 414. 

AN ACT permitting the verification of pleadings in the justice's court. 
Passed May 28, 1881. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows : 

Section t. In any action brought in any of the justices' courts of this state arising on contract 
for the recovery of money only, or on an account, the plaintiff or his agent, at or before the time of  

the issuing of the summons, may make a written complaint stating in a plain, concise manner the 
facts constituting the cause of action, specifying therein the amount actually clue from the defendant 
to the plaintiff in said action, and praying judgment against the said defendant for the amount so 
claimed to be due to him, which said complaint shall be subscribed by the plaintiff or his agent, and 
shall be verified in the manner and as provided by section five hundred and twenty-six of the Code 
of Civil Procedure. Said summons and complaint shall be attached and shall be served upon the 
defendant by delivering to and leaving with him, personally, true copies thereof, not less than six 
nor more than twelve days before the return day thereof, and the official certificate of the constable 
staking such service shall be sufficient evidence thereof. 

Sec. 2. In case the defendant appears and answers in such action, his answer shall be in writing, 
and shall be verified as above provided for the verification of the complaint, and must contain : 

t. A general or specific denial of each material allegation of the complaint controverted by the 
defendant, or of any knowledge or information thereof sufficient to form a belief. 

2. A statement of any new matter constituting a defense, offset or counter-claim. 
Sec. 3. In case the defendant fails to answer or demur to said complaint, as hereinbefore provided, 

at the time of the return of said summons, lie shall be deemed to have admitted the allegations of 
the complaint as true, and the court shall, upon filing the summons and complaint, with due proof 
of the service thereof, enter judgment for the said plaintiff and against the defendant, for the amount 
demanded, in such complaint, with costs, without further proof. 

Sec. 4. This act shall take effect the first day of September, eighteen hundred and eighty-one. 

CHAPTER 4t9. 

AN ACT to prohibit the pawning or fraudulent conversion of material in the hands 
of operatives for manufacture. 

Passed May a8, ,88, ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows 

Section i. Any person who shall willfully pawn, pledge, sell or convert to his or her own use 
any material furnished to hint or her for the purpose of being manufactured, if the same be of the 
value of more than twenty-five dollars, shall, upon conviction thereof, be adjudged guilty of grand 
larceny, and imprisoned in a state prison for a tern[ not exceeding five years, but if the same be of the 
value of twenty-five dollars or under, lie or she shall, upon conviction, be adjudged guilty of petit 
larceny, and be punished by imprisonment in a county jail not exceeding six months, or by fine not 
exceeding one hundred dollars, or both such fine and imprisonment. 

Sec. 2. Nothing in this act contained shall be deemed or held to discharge any mechanics lien, 
or right of lien in favor of any employee as now recognized by law. 

Sec. 3. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 424. 

AN ACT to limit the operation of chapter six hundred and twenty-five of the laws of 
eighteen hundred and seventy-one, entitled " An act to amend and reduce to 
one act of the several acts relating to buildings in the city of New Fork, 
passed May fourth, eighteen hundred and sixty-six, May seventeenth, eighteen 
hundred and sixty-seven, and _flay sixth, eighteen hundred and sixty-eight, in 
the twelfth, twenty-third and twenty-fourth wards of the city of New fork. 
north of One Hundred and Fortieth street. 

Passed May s8, r88r ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows : 

Section 1. Nothing in chapter six hundred and twenty-five of the laws of eighteen hundred and 
seventy-one, entitled '' An act to amend and reduce to one act the several acts relating to buildings 
in the city of New York, passed May fourth, eighteen hundred and sixty-six, May seventeenth, 
eighteen hundred and sixty-seven, and May sixth, eighteen hundred and sixty-eight," shall be so 
construed as to prohibit the buildingof frame buildings with shingle roofs and eight-inch brick foun-
dation walls under the same, in the twelfth, twenty-third and twenty-fourth wards of the city of New 
York, north of One Hundred and Fortieth street. Buildings of brick not exceeding two stories in 
height above the basement may also be erected in said district, having basement walls twelve inches 
in thickness, and walls above the basement eight inches in thickness, constructed of hard brick an  
good mortar. 

Sec. 2. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 427. 

AN ACT for the inspection of alien emigrants and their effects by the commissioners 
of emigration. 

Passed May 28, x88x ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the, State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows: 

Section i. The commissioners of emigration are hereby empowered and directed to inspect the 
persons and effects of all persons arriving by vessel at the port of New York from any foreign 
country, as far as may be necessary to ascertain who, among them, are habitual criminals or pauper 
lunatics, idiots or imbeciles, or deaf. dumb, blind, infirm or orphan persons, without means or 
capacity to support themselves, and subject to become a public charge, and whether their persons or 
eflects are affected with any infectious or contagious disease, and whether their effects contain any 
criminal implements or contrivance. 

Sec. 2. On discovering any such objectionable persons or effects, the said the commissioners of 
emigration and inspectors are further empowered to take such persons into their care or custody, 
and to detain or destroy such effects if necessary for the public welfare, and keep such persons 
under proper treatment, and provide for their transportation and support as long as they may be a 
necessary public charge. The commissioners of emigration shall, in case of habitual criminals, and 
may in other cases where necessary to prevent such persons from continuing a public charge, 
retransport such person or persons to the foreign port from which they came. 

Sec. 3. The commissioners of emigration are further empowered to board any incoming vessel 
from foreign ports arriving at the port of New York, by its agents and inspectors, who shall have 
such powers as may be necessary to the effectual execution of this act ; and any person who shall 
resist them in he execution of their lawful function shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and may be 
arrested by the officer resisted, and, upon conviction, may be sentenced to a term not exceeding six 
months in the penitentiary, or to pay a fine of one hundred dollars, or both. 

Sec. 4. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 429. 

AN Ac-r to amend chapter three hundred and fifteen of the laws of eighteen hun-
dred and seventy-eight, entitled 1° An act to secure the payment of laborers, 
mechanics, merchants, traders, and persons furnishing materials towards the 
performing of any public work in the cities of the state of New York." 

Passed May a8, r88x ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows 

Section I. Chapter three hundred and fifteen of the laws of eighteen hundred and seventy-
eight, entitled " An act to secure the payment of laborers, mechanics, merchants, traders, and 
persons furnishing materials towards the performing of any public work in the cities of the state of 
New York," is hereby amended by adding thereto the following section, to be numbered section 
sixteen, and to read as follows : 

§ t6. This act shall apply to and include all cases and contracts under which work and materials 
have heretofore been, or shall hereafter be done and furnished upon any land, the title of which 
was, at the time of the making of the contract, and now is in any city, and for the performance of 
which appropriations have been or shall hereafter be made and raised by any city ; and shall 
apply to and include actions now pending for work done and materials furnished under any such 
contract. 

Sec. 2. This act shall take effect immediately. 
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CHAPTER 432. 

AN ACT to raise money for the execution of the inspection laws of the state of 
New York. 

Passed May 3, x881 ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows: 

Section r. There shall be levied and collected a duty of one dollar for each and every alien 
passenger who shall come by vessel from a foreign port to the port of New York, for whom a tax has 
not heretofore been paid-the same to be paid to the chamberlain of the city of New York by the 
master, owner, agent or consignee of every such vessel within twenty-four hours after the entry 
thereof into the port of New York. 

Sec. 2. It shall be the duty of the master or acting master of every such vessel within twenty-
four hours after its arrival at the port of New York, to report under oath, to the mayor of the city 
of New York, the names, ages, sex, place of birth and citizenship of each and every passenger on 
such vessel, and in default of such report every passenger shall he presumed to be an alien arriving 
at the port of New York for the first time. And in default of every such payment to the chamber-
lain of the city of New York, there shall be levied and collected of the master, owner, agent or 
consignee of every such vessel, a penalty of twenty-five cents for each and every alien passenger, in 
addition to the duty heretofore imposed. 

Sec. 3. It shall be the duty of the chamberlain of the city of New York to pay over from time 
to time to the commissioners of emigration all such sums of money as may be necessary for the 
execution of the inspection laws of the state of New York, with the execution of which the com-
missioners of emigration now are or may hereafter he charged by law, and to take the vouchers of 
the commissioners of emigration for all such payments. And it shall he the duty of the said chamber-
lain to pay over annually, on the first of January in each year, to the treasury of the United States 
the net produce of all the duties collected and received by him under this act after the payments 
to the commissioners of emigration aforesaid, and take the receipt of the secretary of the treasury 
therefor. 

Sec. 4. The commissioners of emigration shall institute suits in the name of the people of the 
state of New York for the collection of all moneys due or which may grow due under this act, the 
same to be paid when collected to the chamberlain of the city of New York, to be applied by him 
pursuant to the terms of this act. 

Sec. 5. Section one shall not apply to any passenger whose passage ticket was actually issued 
and paid for prior to the time this act takes effect, but every ticket shall be presumed to have been 
issued after this act takes effect, in the absence of evidence showing the contrary. 

Sec. 6. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 433• 

AN ACT to exempt from all state or local taxation vessels registered in any port in 
the State of New York, owned by American citizens or corporations, or 
organized under the laws of the state of New York, and engaged in ocean 
commerce between any port in the United States and any foreign port, and 
to exempt for a limited period the capital stock, franchise and earnings of such 
corporations from taxation for state and local purposes. 

Passed June 1, 0881 ; by a two-thirds vote. * 

'fhe People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows 

Sec. t. All vessels registered at any port in this state, and owned by any American citizen, or 
association, or by any corporation, incorporated under the laws of the state of New York, engaged 
in ocean commerce between any port in the United States and any foreign port, are exempted from 
all taxation in this state, for state and local purposes ; and all such corporations, all of whose 
vessels are employed between foreign ports and the ports in the United States, are exempted from 
all taxation in this state for state and local purposes upon their capital stock, franchises and earnings 
for the period of fifteen years. 

Sec. 2. This act may be altered, amended or repealed at any time. 
Sec. 3. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 440. 

AN ACT for the relief of Mary C. Timpson, Elizabeth F. Timpson and Helen S. 
Schroeder. 

Passed June t, x881 ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the state of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows : 

Section t. The chamberlain of the city of New York is hereby authorized and directed to 
convey, assign and transfer to the mayor, aldermen and commonalty of the city of New York all 
lands, mortgages and property and interest in lands, mortgages and property in the city of New 
York, which he holds, either in whole or in part, as security for moneys belonging to Mary C. 
Timpson, Elizabeth F. Timpson and Helen S. Schroeder, and deposited with the city chamberlain 
of the city of New York on the eighteenth day of March, eighteen hundred and seventy-four, 
together with all the accumulations of interest thereon, the same being the proceeds and interest 
thereon of the shares of said persons, then infants, arising from the sale in partition of real estate in 
the city of New York. 

Sec. 2. The comptroller of the city of New York, upon such transfer and conveyance being 
made, is hereby authorized and directed to pay to the said Mary C. Timpson, Elizabeth F. 
Timpson and Helen S. Schroeder, respectively, the moneys belonging to them, together with the 
interest thereon, deposited with the city chamberlain of the city of New York on the eighteenth clay 
of March, eighteen hundred and seventy-four. 

Sec. 3. The board of estimate and apportionment of the city of New York is hereby authorized, 
directed and required to cause to be included in the taxes to be so levied and raised in the city of 
New York, for the year eighteen hundred and eighty-two, upon the property subject to taxation in 
the city of New York, an amount sufficient to pay the amounts herein directed to be paid with all 
interest due or to become due thereon. 

Sec. 4. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 447. 

AN AcT to provide for the construction and maintenance of an additional public 
bath in the city of New York. 

Passed June 3, IS8r ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows: 

Section t. The mayor, aldermen and commonalty of the city of New York, by the commis-
,ioner of public works of said city, are hereby authorized to construct and maintain an additional 
free public floating bath in said city, and said additional bath shall be constructed on such plans as 
the commissioner of public works shall deem proper ; but the work therefor shall be awarded to the 
lowest bidder, with adequate security, as provided by law ; and said bath shall be and remain under 
the exclusive control of the department of public works. 

Sec. z. It shall be the duty of the commissioner of public works to make requisition upon the 
hoard of estimate and apportionment, within ten days after the passage of this act, for the appro. 
priation of such sum of money, not exceeding the cost of one of the present baths belonging to said 
city, as he may deem necessary for the construction, maintenance and opening to the public of such 
additional public floating bath, on or before July first, eighteen hundred and eighty-one, and it shall 
be the duty of the board of estimate and apportionment, within ten days after the receipt of such 
requisition, to meet and appropriate such sum of money for said purpose. 

Sec. 3. It shall be the duty of the comptroller of the city of New York, and he is hereby 
authorized and directed, to certify the amount of such appropriation to the board of supervisors as 
part of the final estimate of the board of estimate and apportionment for said city, for the year 
eighteen hundred and eighty-one, and the same shall be included in and raised by tax levy for said 
year, along with the other appropriations included and made by said final estimate. 

Sec. 4. The department of docks of the city of New York shall, upon the requisition of the 
department of public works of said city, forthwith furnish free of charge a suitable location in the 
fifth ward of said city, whereat such bath shall be permanently maintained and located, except when 
in winter quarters, and which location shall afford an accessible, convenient and safe berth for moor- 
ing the floating bath herein provided to be constructed and maintained. 

Sec. 5. This act shall take effect immediately.

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CHAPTER 450. 

AN ACT to secure the registration of plumbers, and the supervision of plumbing 
and drainage, in the cities of New York and Brooklyn. 

Passed June 4, x88, ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the state of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows : 

Section I. On or before the first day of March, eighteen hundred and eighty-two, every master 
or journeyman plumber, carrying on his trade in the cities of New York and Brooklyn, shall, under 
such rules and regulations as the respective boards of health of the health departments of said cities 
shall respectively prescribe, register his name and address at the health department of the said city ; 
and after the said date it shall not be lawful for any person to carry on the trade of plumbing in the 
said cities unless his name and address be registered as above provided. 

Sec. 2 A list of, the registered plumbers of the city of New York shall be published in the CITY 
RECORD at least once in each year. 

Sec. 3. The drainage and plumbing of all buildings, both public and private, hereafter erected 
in the city of New York, or in the city of Brooklyn, shall be executed in accordance with plans 
previously approved in writing by the board of health of the said health departments of said cities 
respectively. Suitable drawings and descriptions of the said plumbing and drainage shall in each 
case be submitted and placed on file in the health department. The said boards of health are also 
authorized to receive and place on file drawings and descriptions of the plumbing and drainage or 
buildings erected prior to the passage of this act in their respective cities. 

Sec. 4. The board of estimate and apportionment of the city of New York shall acid six 
thousand dollars to the apportionment of the health department for the year eighteen hundred and 
eighty-one, and shall insert the same in the tax levy, to provide for carrying out the provisions of 
this act, so far as it relates to the city of New York. 

Sec 5. Any court of record in said cities respectively, or any judge or justice thereof, shall 
have power at any time after the service of notice of the violation of any of the provisions of this 
act, and upon the affidavit of one of the commissioners of health of the said cities, to restrain by 
injunction order the further progress of any violation named in this act, or of any work upon or 
about the building or premises upon which the said violation exists, and no undertaking shall be 
required as a condition to the granting or issuing of such injunction, or by reason thereof. 

Sec. 6. Any person violating any of the provisions of this act shall be deemed guilty of a 
misdemeanor. 

Sec. 7. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 454. 

AN ACT to amend chapter five hundred and three of the laws of eighteen hundred 
and seventy-four, entitled " An act changing the name of the ' Beach 
Pneumatic Transit Company' to `The I3roadwa~- Underground Railway 
Company,' and extending its powers." 

Passed June 4, 188,. 

The People of the State of New York, represented) in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows: 

Section I. Section three of chapter five hundred and three of the laws of eighteen hundred and 
seventy-four, entitled " An act changing the name of the ' Beach Pneumatic Transit Company' to 

The Broadway Underground Railway Company,' and extending its powers," is hereby amended 
so as to read as follows : 

S 3. The said company is hereby required to construct, as the first section of its railway, that 
portion of its line from the Battery or Bowling Green to a connection with the New York and 
Harlem railway at or above Forty-second street. Whenever said, " The Broadway Underground 
Railway Company." shall prove to the satisfaction of the board of engineer commissioners provided 
for in chapter one hundred and eighty-five of the laws of eighteen hundred and seventy-three afore-
said, that the whole capital stock of said company has been subscribed or other financial arrange-
ments made for completing the first section of its railway within five years from July first, eighteen 
hundred and eighty-one, said board of engineer commissioners shall execute a certificate in duplicate 
to that effect, which shall be filed as directed in said chapter one hundred and eighty-five of the laws 
of eighteen hundred and seventy-three, and the said company may then proceed with the work of 
construction ; but in case of delay by legal proceedings, which shall compel a stoppage of the work, 
the time so lost shall be added to the time allowed herein for completing said first section. Within 
twelve months after the passage of this act, the said company shall execute and deliver to the comp-
troller of the city of New York their corporate bond to the mayor, aldermen and commonalty of 
the city of New York, with sufficient sureties to be approved by the comptroller of said city, con-
ditioned for the payment of one hundred thousand dollars to said mayor, aldermen and commonalty, 
in case the first section of said road shall not be completed and ready for use within five years from 
the passage of this act. 

Sec. 2. All acts and parts of acts inconsistent with the provisions of this act are hereby 
repealed. 

Sec. 3. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 456. 

AN ACT for the removal of the reservoir situated in the city of New York, between 
Fortieth and Forty-second streets. 

Passed June 4, i88t ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows: 

Section I. The reservoir in the city of New York, situated on the Fifth avenue, between 
Fortieth and Forty-second streets, is hereby discontinued, and the commissioner of public works of 
said city is hereby authorized and directed, within six months from the passage of this act, to remove 
the pipes connected with said reservoir, and to lay another main in Fifth avenue, between Fortieth 
and Forty-second streets, to connect the mains now leading in and out of the said reservoir. He is 
further directed to remove the structure and grade the ground now occupied by the said reservoir to 
the level of the adjacent streets in a suitable manner for the purpose of a park, within one year from 
the passage of this act. 

Sec. 2. The costs and expenses of the removal of the pipes connected with the said reservoir, 
and of laying the new main as provided by the first section of this act, shall be raised by a tax upon 
the real and personal property subject to taxation in the city and county of New York, and included 
in the tax levy for the years eighteen hundred and eighty-one and eighteen hundred and eighty-two. 
The cost and expense of the removal of the structure of said reservoir, and of grading the ground 
now occupied by it, shall be paid by the owners of property within the following limits : The westerly 
side of Sixth avenue, the southerly side of Thirty-seventh street, the easterly side of Madison ave- 
nue and the northely side of Forty-fifth street ; the saute to be assessed and collected by the board 
of assessors of the city of New York, in like manner as assessments for local improvements. 

Sec. 3. The comptroller of the city of New York is hereby authorized to pay the cost and 
expense of said improvement, as above provided, on the certificate of the commissioner of public 
works, and in order to enable the said comptroller to make such payments, he is hereby authorized 
and empowered and directed to issue revenue bonds of the said city, in anticipation of the amount 
to he raised for the expense and cost of the said improvement. Such bonds shall bear interest at 
such rate as the said comptroller may deem proper, but not exceeding the rate of six per centum per 
annum, and shall be sold at not less than par. So much of the proceeds of said tax and the collec-
tion of the said assessment, as may be necessary for the purpose, shall be applied to the payment of 
the revenue bonds, to be issued as aforesaid, as they shall mature. 

Sec. 4. The land at present occupied by the said reservoir, together with the adjacent land 
lying west thereof, known as Reservoir square, shall be converted into a public park, which shall be 
laid out by and be under the control and management of the park commissioners, and kept and 
maintained by them as one of the public parks and places in the city of New York. 

Sec. 5. The public park so created shall not be used for military parades, drills, inspections or 
reviews of any kind. 

Sec. 6. This act shall take effect immediately. 
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CHAPTER 461. 
AN .fir to authorize the improvement of the public parks or places at the intersec-

tion of Third avenue and Boston avenue, and of Franklin and Fulton avenues 
in the city of New York. 

Passed June 6, t88t ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as follows 
Section i. The Commissioners of the department of public parks of the city of New York are 

hereby authorized and directed to proceed with the improvement, by inclosure and otherwise, of 
the public parks or places in the twenty-third ward of the city of New York, shown on a map of the 
" Hunt's Point District,'' dated larch twettty-third, eighteen hundred and seventy-eight, and filed 
by the commissioners of the department of public parks in accordance with the provisions of chapter 
six hundred and four of the laws of eighteen hundred and seventy-four, and chapter four hundred and 
thirty-six of the laws of eighteen hundred and seventy-six, respectively, situated at the intersection of 
Third avenue with Boston avenue, and at the intersection of Franklin avenue with Fulton avenue. 

Sec. 2. To provide the money necessary to do the work authorized by the first section of this 
act, the comptroller of the city of New York is hereby authorized and directed to issue, upon the 
requisition of the said department of public parks, in the name and on behalf of the mayor, alder-
men, and commonalty of the city of New York, revenue bonds of the city of New York, to an 
amount not exceeding twelve thousand dollars in all, with interest at the rate not exceeding six per 
centum per annum, and the proceeds of said bond,, shall be applied to payment for the work, labor, 
and materials required to be done or purchased under the authority of this act. 

Sec. 3. The board of estimate and apportionment of the city of New York is hereby author-
ized, directed. and required to include in the final estimates of the amounts required to pay the 
expenses of conducting the public business of the city and county of New York for the year eighteen 
hundred and eighty-one, an amount sufficient to pay the revenue bonds herein directed to be issued, 
with all interest due, or to become due thereon. 

Sec. 4. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 465. 
AN ACT to amend chapter two hundred and fifty-six of the laws of eighteen 

hundred and seventy--eight, entitled " An act relating to the coroners of the 
city and county of New York, their duties and compensation." 

Pried Tune 6. t88t ; three-fifths being pre<ent. 

The People of the State of New York. represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as follows: 

Section i. Section one of chapter two hundred and fifty-six of the laws of eighteen hundred 
an,1 seventy--eight. entitled "An act relating to the coroners of the city and county of New York, 
their duties and compensation.'' is hereby amended so as to read as follows 

I. Each of the coroners of the city and county of New York, hereafter elected as provided 
by law, shall be paid in full satisfaction for his services a yearly salary of five thousand dollars, and 
shall be allowed for contingent expenses. including clerk and office hire, and for the preservation of his 
records and the records of the board of coroners of the city and county of New York as hereinafter 
provided, and all other incidental expenses, a sum not to exceed three thousand dollars per annum, 
which contingent and incidental expenses shall be audited and paid as the contingent and incidental 
expenses of other officers of said city and county are audited and paid ; and said salary and allowance 
,hall be in lieu of all his fees or compensation heretofore a charge upon the county of New York or 
the mayor, aldermen and commonalty of the city of New York. 

Sec. 2. The same act is hereby amended by adding thereto the following sections, to be known 
as sections seven and eight, respectivelv 

7. Each of the coroners of the city and county of New York shall file with the clerk of the 
board of coroners, in all cases that may come before him, an abstract of the testimony taken by 
him, and a copy of the verdict rendered by the jury ; and the clerk of said board shall keep the 
ame on file until it is turned over to the board of health and a receipt taken therefor, except in the 

case of a homicide, in which case he shall transmit the same, without delay, to the district attorney 
of the city' and county of New York. 

S. The board of coroners shall direct a book to be kept which shall contain the name, if 
known, of every deceased person reported, under existing laws, at the office of the board of coroners, 
or to any of its members, the place where the body was found, and the name of the coroner who 

assumed charge of the case; also a hook which shall contain the name of the deceased, when known, 
the date when and the place where the inquest was held, the findings in full of the jury, and the 
date of death ; also an index to such books. and to all inquisition papers, which shall contain, in 
alphabetical order, the name, of deceased persons upon whom inquests have been held, the date of 
the inquests, the cause of death, the name of the coroner holding said inquest, and such other refer-
ences as may be necessary to enable public officers, or parties interested, to examine fully the records 
of the coroner's office for legal purposes ; and such books and records shall be kept at the office of 
the board of coroners, except as herein otherwise provided, and shall be the property of the mayor, 
aldermen and commonalty of the city and county of New York. 

Sec. 3. This act shall take effect immediately, except as herein otherwise specially provided. 

CHAPTER 469. 
AN ACT relative to the establishment, laying out and opening or extension of Lex-

ington avenue from Ninety-seventh to Ninety-eighth street, and from Ninety-
ninth to One Hundred and Second street in the City of New York, 

Passed June 6, r8it ; three-fiths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as follows: 
Section i. All that piece or parcel of land being seventy-five feet wide, lying in the twelfth 

ward of the city of New York, and running between and parallel with the Third and Fourth avenues 
from the northerly line of Ninety-seventh street to the southerly line of Ninety-eightit street ; and 
from the northerly line of Ninety-ninth street to the southerly line of One Hundred and Second street 
in said city ; the easterly line or side of the said piece or parcel of land being four hundred and 
twenty feet distant westerly from the westerly line or side of the said hhird avenue ; and the westerly 
line or side of said piece or parcel of land being four hundred and five feet distant easterly from the 
easterly line or side of said Fourth avenue, is hereby declared, for all lawful purposes, to be one of 
the streets of the said city, in like manner as if the same had been so laid out by the commissioners 
appointed in and by an act entitled " An act relative to improvements touching the laying out of 
streets and roads in the city of New York, and for other purposes," passed April third, eighteen 
hundred and seven, and, being an extension or continuation of Lexington avenue in said city, shall 
be known by the name of Lexington avenue. 

sec. 2. The corporation counsel of the city of New York and the department orboard ofsaid city 
having the direction or charge of opening streets, avenues, public parks, or places in said city, are 
authorized and directed to take all necessary legal measures for the purpose of opening, extending, 
regulating, and grading, and for taking and acquiring lands necessary for opening and extending 
Lexington avenue in said city from Ninety-seventh to Ninety-eighth street, and from Ninety-ninth to 
One hundred and Second street. 

Sec. 3. All laws now in force relative to proceedings for opening, extending, regulating, and grad-
ing streets and avenues in said city, and for taking and acquiring lands necessary therefor, shall 
apply to the proceedings authorized by this act. 

See. 4. All motions and applications for the appointment of commissioners in said proceedings may 
be made at any special term of the supreme court appointed to be held in and for the city and county 
of New York, 

Sec. 5. Upon the coming in and confirmation by the court of the report of the commissioners 
appointed in said proceedings the commissioner of public works in said city shall proceed and actually 
open, extend, regulate, and grade said avenue between said streets. 

Sec. 6. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 477. 

AN ACT to provide for the taxation of banks and of moneyed capital engaged in 
the business of banking, receiving deposits or otherwise. 

Passed June 8, r83l ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as follows 
Section I. Every Corporation, company, or joint-stock association, created under the laws of 

any other state or country and which receive deposits, loan money, sell bills of exchange, or issue 
letters of credit, or in any other manner are engaged in business as banker; in this state, and the 
officers, managers or agents of any such corporation, company or association shall annually, on or 
before the first day of February in each year pay to the comptroller a state tax, as a tax on its or 
their business in this state, at the rate per centum hereinafter specified on the average of all sums of 
money received on deposit and of all sums of money received by each corporation, company or 
association in connection with or on account of such businesss, or used or employed in such business in 
this state, during the year ending the preceding thirty-first clay of December, and for each and every 
year, one-half of one per cent, computed as above provided- 

Sec. 2. Every corporation, company or joint-stock association, and the officers, managers or 
agents thereof, and all individual bankers mentioned in the first section of this act, liable to pay a 
state tax, shall make a return to the comptroller in writing on or before the first day of February of 
each year, in which return shall be set forth the amount of the state tax to and or which they are 
liable, and of the average of deposits in and of moneys received and used in or on account of such 
business in this state, respectively, on which such tax is based, which return shall be verified by oath 
or affirmation , and for any neglect or failure to make such return, or pay said tax, a penalty of ten 
per centuni on the amount of the tax is hereby imposed ; and such tax and penalty may be recovered 
by the people of this state, in an action to be brought in any court of competent jurisdiction, by the 
attorney-general at the instance of the comptroller. 

Sec. 3. The managers or agents of any corporation, company, or joint-stock association 
mentioned in the first section of this act shall keep at all times in the office where the business of such 
corporation, company, or joint-stock association is transacted in this state, a full and accurate account 
of the moneys used or employed in said business and of the deposits therein ; and such account 
shall be subject to the inspection of the comptroller or of any clerk designated by him to 
inspect the same during business hours of any clay on which business may be legally trans-
acted. 

Sec. 4. The stockholders in every bank or banking association organized under the authority of 
this state, or of the United States shall be assessed and taxed on the value of their shares of stock 
therein ; said shares shall be included in the valuation of the personal property of such stockholders 
in the assessment oftaxes at the place, city, town, or ward where such hank or banking association is 
located, and not elsewhere, whether the said stockholders reside in said place, city, town, or ward or 
not, but in the assessment of said shares, each stockholder shall be allowed all the deductions and 
exceptions allowed by law in assessing the value of other taxable personal property owned by indi-
vidual citizens of this state, and the assessment and taxation shall not he at a greater rate than is 
made or assessed upon other moneyed capital in the hands of individual citizens of this state. In 
staking such assessment there shall also be deducted from the value of such shares such sum as is in 
the same proportion to such value as is the assessed value of the real estate of the bank or banking 
association, and in which any portion of their capital is invested, in which said shares are held, to the 
whole amount of the capital stock of said bank or banking association. Nothing herein contained 
shall be held or construed to exempt the real estate of banks or banking associations from either state, 
county or municipal taxes, but the saute shall be subject to state, county, municipal and other taxa-
tion to the same extent and rate, and in the same manner according to its value as other real estate is 
taxed. The local authorities charged by law with the assessment of the said shares shall, within ten 
days after they have completed such assessment, give written notice to each bank or banking associa-
tion of such assessment of the shares of its respective shareholders, and no personal or other notice to 
such shareholders of such assessment shall be necessary for the purpose of this act. 

Sec. 5. There shall be kept at all times in the office where the business of each bank or banking 
association organized under the authority of this slate, or of the United States, shall be transacted, a 
full and correct list of the names and residences of all the stockholders therein, and of the number of 
shares held by each ; and such list shall be subject to the inspection of the officers authorized to assess 
taxes during the business hours of each day in which business may he legally transacted. 

Sec. 6. When the owner of stock in any bank or banking association organized under the laws of 
this state, or of the United States, shall not reside at the same place where the bank or banking 
association is located, the collector and county treasurer shall, respectively, have the same powers as 
to collecting the tax to be assessed by this act as they have by law when the person assessed has 
removed from the town, ward or county in which the assessment was made, and the county treasurer, 
receiver of taxes or other officer authorized to receive such tax from the collector may, all or either of 
them, have an action to collect the tax from the avails of the sale of his, her or their shares of stock, 
and the tax on the share or shares of said stock shall be and remain a lien thereon from the day when 
the property is by law assessed, till the payment of said tax, and if transferred after such day, the 
transfer shall be subject to such lien. 

Sec. 7. For the purpose of collecting the taxes to be assessed under sections four, five, and six of 
this act, and in addition to any other law of this state, not in conflict with the constitution of the 
United States, relative to the imposition of assessment and collection of taxes, it shall be the duty of 
every such bank or banking association and the managing officer or officers thereof to retain so much 
of any•dividend or dividends belonging to such stockholder as shall be necessary to pay any taxes 
assessed in pursuance of sections four, five, and six of this act, until it shall be made to appear to such 
officer or officers that such taxes have been paid. 

Sec. 8. All obligations, liabilities, and taxes heretofore incurred or imposed under chapter five 
hundred and ninety-six of the laws of eighteen hundred and eighty are saved and shall be enforced 
as if this act had not been enacted. 

Sec. q. The taxes imposed by sections one and two of this act shall be paid into the treasury of 
the state, to be held for the objects specified, that is to say : for the general fund, and the payment 
m every successive fiscal year of the expenses, claims, and demands which shall be a lawful charge 
upon that fund while such taxes shall continue to be laid. 

Sec. to. All assessments for taxes levied and imposed upon shareholders in state or national 
banks during the year eighteen hundred and eighty, as the same appear on the assessment-rolls of 
the several cities, towns, wards, or villages in this state, or upon the other books and records thereof, 
so far as such assessments are not in conflict with the constitution of the United States, are hereby 
confirmed, assessed, and levied upon such shareholders, whose names now appear on such assessment. 
rolls or other books and records thereof as assessed upon their bank shares, and may be collected from 
the shareholders of said banks in the manner authorized by law for the collection of other personal 
taxes in addition to all the remedies by law prescribed for the collection of taxes assessed against 
shareholders in such banks. 

Sec. ii. This act shall take effect immediately.

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as follows: 
Section i. Section three of chapter one hundred and seventy-five of the laws of eighteen 

hundred and seventy, entitled '' An act regulating the sale of intoxicating liquors," as amended by 
chapter one hundred and sixty-four of the laws of eighteen hundred and eighty-one, is hereby 
further amended so as to read as follows : 

y d. The commissioners of excise shall meet in their respective cities, villages, and towns, on 
the first Monday of May. in each year, and on such other days as a majority of the commissioners 
,halt appoint, not exceeding once each month in any one year. in any town or village, for the pur-
pose of granting licenses as provided by law; in cities they shall meet on the first Monday of each 
month, and as often as they shall deem necessary. All licenses hereafter granted shall expire on 
the first Monday of May, succeeding the (late of such granting, except in the cities of New York 
and Brooklyn, and all applicants, where such license is granted for a period of less than one year, 
shall pay a pro rata amount of the license fee established for their place of business, by the com-
missioners of their respective cities. towvns, and villages ; and in said cities of New York and 
Brooklyn all such licenses shall expire at the end of one year front the time they shall be granted. 

Sec. 2. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 467. 
AN ACT to amend chapter eight hundred and seventy-three of the laws of eighteen 

hundred and sixty-six, entitled ' ` An act to amend and reduce to one act the 
several acts relating to buildings, and the keeping and storage of combustible 
materials in the city of New York,'- as amended by chapter one hundred and 
sixty-nine of the laws of eighteen hundred and eighty. 

Passed June 6, r88 ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as follows: 

Section r. Section fifty-six of chapter eight hundred and seventy-three of the laws of eighteen 
hundred and sixty-six, entitled " An act to amend and reduce to one act the several acts relating to 
buildings. and the keeping and storage of combustible materials in the city of New York," as 
amended by chapter one hundred and sixty-nine of the laws of eighteen hundred and eighty, is 
hereby further amended so as to read as follows : 

~ 56. No quantity of cotton, hay, straw, flax, hemp, husks, rushes, oakum, rags, sea-weed, 
jute or other vegetable fiber when pressed or baled, greater than twenty tons in the whole, shall be 
stored or kept in any building within the city of New York, unless kept in a building fire-proof 
throughout, or in the manner prescribed under section fifty-two of this act, or in a building 
approved by the New York board of underwriters or the commissioners of the fire department, and 
of which approval a certificate shall have been issued by either of said boards, and shall not have 
been revoked ; and none of the articles enumerated in this section, when loose or not bailed, shall 
be kept as aforesaid in quantity exceeding one thousand pounds in the whole ; excepting in private 
stable. in which may be kept such loose hay and straw in quantity not exceeding twenty-five hun-
dred pounds in the whole. No person shall have, put or keep any hay or straw uncovered in any 
stack or pile, or in any other way exposed, within one hundred yards of any building in said city, 
or shall have, put or keep within said city any hay, straw, hemp, flax, shavings or rushes in any 
building not built of stone or brick or iron, and covered with tile or slate or other fire-proof 
tuaterial, which is or sha I be within ten feet of any dwelling-house or chimney whatsoever, 

Sec. 2. This at shall take effect immediately. 
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CHAPTER 478. 
Ax ACT to provide for the annexation of the island known as North Brothers 

Island, in the county of Queens, to the city and county of New York, and to 
provide for the erection of a hospital thereon, and for the payment of the 
construction thereof. 

Passed June 8, :88c ; three-fifths being present. 
The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as follows: 
Section t. All that territory comprised within the limits of the North Brothers Island, being the 

northerly island of the islands called the Two Brothers, in the county of Queens, with the inhabi-
tants and estates therein, is hereby set oft from the county of Queens, annexed to, merged in, and 
made part of the city and county of New York, and shall hereafter constitute a part of the city and 
county of New York, subject to the same jurisdiction, laws, ordinances, regulations and liabilities, 
and entitled to the same rights, privileges, franchises and immunities in every respect, and to the 
same extent as if such island had been included within the said city and county of New York at the 
time of the adoption of the first charter and organization thereof, and had so remained up to the 
passage of this act ; except, however, that until constitutionally and legally changed, said territory 
shall remain in and constitute a part of the same election district in which the said territory has hereto-
fore been subject to existing laws. 

Sec. 2. The territory hereby annexed shall be, and is hereby constituted a part of the twenty-
third ward of the city of New York, subject to the laws, regulations, ordinances and jurisdiction then 
in force or hereafter established. 

Sec. 3. 'fhe board of health of the health department of the city of New York, shall be and is 
hereby authorized and empowered to erect, establish, maintain and furnish, upon the said island, 
buildings and hospitals for the care and treatment of persons sick with contagious diseases and shall 
have the exclusive charge and control of the said buildings and hospitals. 

Sec. 4. Within twenty days after the passage. of this act the board of estimate and apportion-
ment of the city of New York shall appropriate the sum of twenty-five thousand dollars, and shall 
insert the same in the tax levy of the year eighteen hundred and eighty-one, and the said sum of 
twenty-five thousand dollars shall be designated as the hospital fund, to be expended by the said 
board of health for the construction and care of said buildings and hospitals and for the transportation 
and care of persons sick with contagious disease, who may be removed to said island, and said board 
of estimate and apportionment shall annually thereafter estimate and appropriate the amount required 
fur the proper care and maintenance of such buildings and hospitals. 

Sec. 5. Such proportion of the debts and obligations of the county of Queens existing when this 
act shall take effect, over and above the value of all the property belonging to said county, as shall 
proportionally and equitably be paid by the inhabitants, if any there are, and the property-holders of 
the territory by this act annexed, shall he paid by the city and county of New York to the said county 
of Queens, and the boards of supervisors of the counties of New York and Queens shall have power 
to determine the same in such manner as shall he agreed upon by them. Nothing contained in this 
act shall impair the obligation of any contract, and the property and the inhabitants, if any there are, 
of the territory by this act annexed to the city of New York, shall continue liable, to the same 
degree as they now are at present, to the creditors of the several towns and the county of (tueens in 
like manner as if this act had not been passed. 

Sec. 6. 'I-his act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 483- 
AN AcT to amend chapter three hundred and ninety-seven of the Laws of eighteen 

hundred and seventy-nine, entitled " An act to provide for the laying of tele-
graph wires under ground." 

Passed June to, r88r. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as follows: 
Section I. Chapter three hundred and ninety-seven of the laws of eighteen hundred and 

seventy-nine, entitled " An act to provide for the laying of telegraph wires under ground," is hereby 
amended so as to read as follows : 

j i. Any company or companies organized and incorporated under the laws of this state for 
the purpose of owning, constructing, using, and maintaining a line or lines of electric telegraph 
within this state or partly within and partly beyond the limits of this state, are hereby authorized, 
from time to time, to construct and lay lines of electrical conductors under ground in any city, 
village, or town within the limit., of this state, subject to all the provisions of law in reference to 
such companies not inconsistent with this act ; provided that such company shall, before laying any 
such line in any city, village, or town of this state, first obtain from the common council of cities, 
the trustees of villages, or the commissioners of highways of towns, permission to use the streets 
within such city, village, or town for the purposes herein set forth. 

2. Nothing in this act contained shall be so construed as in any way to limit, alter, or affect 
the provisions or powers relating or granted to telegraph companies heretofore created by special act 
U f the legislature of this state, except in so far as to comer on any such company the right to lay 
electrical conductors under ground ; and nothing in section seven of title three of chapter eighteen of 
part one of the Revised Statutes shall be so construed as to apply to any telegraph company hereto-
i,ie incorporated under a special act of the legislature of this state. 

3. All acts and parts of acts inconsistent with the provisions of this act are hereby repealed. 
4. This act shall take eflect immediately.

AN ACT to amend and supplementary to chapter six hundred and six of the laws 
of eighteen hundred and seventy-five, entitled " An act further to provide for 
the construction and operation of a steam railway or railways in the counties 
of the state," as amended by chapter four hundred and seventeen of the laws 
of eighteen hundred and eighty. 

Passed June zo, ,8d, : three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as follows: 

Section I. Section four of chapter six hundred and six of the laws of eighteen hundred and 
seventy-five, entitled `' An act further to provide for the construction and operation of a steam 
railway or railways in the counties of the state," as amended by chapter four hundred and seven-
teen of the laws of eighteen hundred and eighty, is hereby amended so as to read as follows: 

4. Said commissioners shall within thirty days after such organization determine upon the 
necessity of such steam railway or railways, and if they find such railway or railways to be necessary 
in such county, they shall, within sixty days after such organization, fix and determine the route or 
routes for such steam railway or railways, and the said commissioners shall have the exclusive 
power to locate the route or routes of such railway or railways over, under, through or across the 
streets, avenues, places or lands in such county, except Broadway and Fifth avenue below Fifty-
ninth street, Fourth avenue and Forty-second street, in the city of New York, and except over, 
under, through or across those portions of Grand, Classon and Franklin avenues, and Downing 
street, in the city of Brooklyn, lying between the southerly line of Lexington avenue and the north-
erly line of Atlantic avenue and over, under, through or across that portion of Classon avenue, in 
said city, lying between the northerly line of Lexington avenue and the southerly line of Park 
avenue, and over, under, through or across that portion of Washington avenue in said city lying 
between Park and Atlantic avenues, and except over, under, through or across De Bevoise place, 
Irving place, and Leffert's place in said city of Brooklyn ; and except such portions of streets and 
avenues as are already legally authorized for or occupied by an elevated or underground railway, 
and except such as are contained in public parks or occupied by buildings belonging to such county 
or to this state, or to the United States, and except that portion of the city of Buffalo lying 
between Michigan and Main streets ; and to provide for the connection or junction with any other 
railway or bridge, provided that the consent of the owners of one-half in value of the property 
bounded on, and the consent also of the local authorities having control of that portion of a street 
or highway upon which it is proposed to construct or operate such railway or railways be first 
obtained, or in case the consent of such property-owners cannot be obtained, that the determination 
of three commissioners appointed by the general term of the supreme court in the district of the 
proposed construction, given after a due hearing of all parties interested, and confirmed by the 
court, that such railway or railways ought to be constructed or operated, be taken in lieu of the 
consent of such property-owners. But nothing herein contained shall prevent the construction of 
an elevated railway across such excepted streets, places, and avenues in the city of Brooklyn at their 
intersection only with other streets, places, and avenues. 

Sec. 2. Wherever any street or part of a street, by this act exempted from the provisions of 
the acts hereby amended, has, by commissioners appointed by the mayor as in said amended acts 
provided, been designated or determined upon, as a portion of the route of a steam railway, and a 
corporation has been formed under said acts to construct a railway over or on such exempted 
streets, the said commissioners shall have the power to fix, determine, and locate a route for the 
railway of such corporation over, under, through or across the streets, avenues, places or lands not 
exempted, in the city where such exempted street is located, as may by such commissioners be 
deemed to be necessary or proper on account of such street having been exempted as aforesaid, 
but in the same general direction as such exempted street. Nothing in this act contained shall 
affect any rights or proceedings of such corporation in or to the remaining portion of its route, and 
all such proceedings may be continued, and such commissioners may strike from the route of  

such corporation all portions thereof which they deem have been rendered inappropriate or inap-
plicable by this act. The term street in this section shall be deemed to include avenue or place. 

Sec. 3. The said commissioners shall also have the power, at the same time to fix the plan or 
plans for the railway to be built upon the route by them fixed as herein provided, but such plans 
shall be of the same general character as those by them theretofore for the railway of such company 
provided, and they shall certify and verify by affidavit their proceedings had under this and the pre-
ceding section, and file such certificate and affidavit in the office of the secretary of state with and 
as a part of the articles of incorporation of such corporation, theretofore filed and a copy of such 
certificate and affidavit certified to be a copy by the secretary of state or his deputy, shall be pre-
sumptive evidence of the facts therein stated. Such corporation shall have the right to build and 
operate its railway upon the route fixed therefor (as in this and the preceding section provided) 
subject to the provisions and requirements contained in the section amended by the first section of 
this act, and all the provisions of the acts by this act amended not inconsistent herewith, shall 
apply to the route fixed as in this and the preceding section provided, and the route under such 
sections fixed and the portion remaining of the route originally fixed, shall be and be deemed to be 
the route for the railway of such corporation. 

Sec. 4. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 493. 
AN ACT in relation to pilots of the channel of the East river, commonly called 

Hell Gate. 
Passed June 13, 1881 ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as follows 
Section i. No pilotage shall be charged to any vessel under a coasting license on entering or 

departing from the port of New York by way of the East river, called Hell Gate, unless such vessel 
actually employs a pilot. 

Sec. 2. All acts or parts of acts inconsistent with the provisions of this act are hereby 
repealed. 

Sec. 3. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 496. 
AN AcT to amend chapter four hundred and twenty-eight (if the lasts Of eighteen ltun-

dred and seventy-seven, entitled "An act for the protection of children and 
to prevent and punish certain wrongs to children," and to repeal chapter forty-
eighth of the laws of eighteen hundred and fifty-nine 

Passed June t3, 1881 ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as follows: 
Section t. The second section of chapter four hundred and twenty-eight of the laws of eigh-

teen hundred and seventy-seven, entitled ' ` An act for the protection of children and to prevent and 
punish certain wrongs to children," is hereby amended so as to read as follows : 

2. Every person having the custody of any child under the age of fourteen years, who 
shall permit or neglect to restrain such child from begging, gathering, picking or sorting of rags, or 
from collecting cigar stumps, bones, or refuse from markets, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor. And 
any such child found engaged in any such occupation or business may be arrested and dealt with as 
hereinafter provided. Any person violating the provisions of this section shall be guilty of a misde-
meanor, and upon conviction thereof, shall be punished with a fine of not less than twenty-five 
dollars nor more than one hundred dollars. 

Sec. 2. Any person who shall suffer or permit any child under the age of sixteen years to play 
any game of skill or chance in any place wherein, or adjacent to which, any beer, ale, wine or liquor 
is sold, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor. Any such child found engaged in playing any such game 
in any such place may be arrested and detained as a witness against the person so offending. 

Sec. 3. Upon complaint under oath or affirmation to any magistrate authorized to issue war-
rants in criminal cases, if, in the judgment of said magistrate, that the complainant has just and 
reasonable cause to suspect that any female child under the age of sixteen years is living, or detained 
or kept, in any house or place for the purposes of prostitution, such magistrate shall immediately 
issue and deliver a warrant to any person authorized by law to make arrests• authorizing him to 
enter and search such house or place, and to arrest and bring any such child found therein, together 
with any persons occupying such house or place, or in charge thereof, before such magistrate of 
competent jurisdiction, to be dealt with according to law. 

Sec. 4. Any magistrate having criminal jurisdiction may commit temporarily to an institution 
authorized by law to receive children on final commitment, and to receive or derive compensation 
therefor from the city or county authorities, any child under the age of sixteen years held for trial on 
a criminal charge ; and may, in like manner, so commit any such child held as a witness to appear 
on the trial of any criminal case; which institution shall thereupon receive the same, and be entitled 
to the like compensation proportionally therefor as on final commitment, but subject 
to the order of the court as to the time of detention and discharge of the child. 	Any 
such child convicted of any misdemeanor shall be finally committed to some such institution, and 
not to any prison or jail or penitentiary, longer than is necessary for its transfer thereto. And no 
commitment of any child, which shall recite therein the facts upon which it is based, shall be held or 
deemed to be invalid by reason of any neglect or einission by the court or magistrate by whom such 
commitment is made, to file any documents, papers, or proceedings relating thereto. 

Sec. 5. Any owner, lessee, manager, agent, or officer of any theater, in any city in this state, 
who shall knowingly admit to any theatrical exhibition held therein in the evening, any child under 
the age of fourteen years, not accompanied by, or in the care of some adult person, shall be guilty 
of a misdemeanor. Any such child found in any such theater so unaccompanied may be arrested 
and disposed of in manner provided by law in cases of vagrant, truant, disorderly, pauper, or des-
titute children. Chapter forty-eight of the laws of eighteen hundred and fifty-nine is hereby 
repealed. 

Sec. 6. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 523 
AN ACT to extend and improve Manhattan street in the city of New York. 

Passed June r5, x881 ; three-fifths being present. 
The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as follows: 
Section i. Manhattan street in the city of New York is hereby extended in a westerly direction 

from Twelfth avenue to the established bulkhead line in the Hudson river, in direct lines and of the 
same width and course, and all that parcel of land included within the lines of said street 
as hereby extended is declared to be one of the public streets-of said city, in like manner and to 
the same effect as if the same had been laid out and established by the commissioners of the Central 
Park as a street of the said city, under and pursuant to an act entitled °° An act to alter the ma or 
plan of certain portions of the city of New York, and for the laying out and improvement of the 
same," being chapter six hundred and ninety-seven of the laws of eighteen hundred and sixty-seven, 
and the acts in addition thereto or amendatory thereof. 

Sec. 2. It shall be the duty of the counsel to the corporation in said city, within three months 
from the passage of this act, to take the necessary legal means and proceedings to open as a street the 
said extension of Manhattan street, and all the laws now in force in said city in relation to the open-
ing and improvement of streets and avenues, and the payment and the assessment of the expenses 
thereof shall apply to said street ; provided, however, that the commissioners of estimate and assess-
ment who may be appointed in pursuance of this act, may assess for such opening and widening, all 
such parties and persons, lands and tenements which they may deem to be benefited by such improve-
ment, to the extent which said commissioners deem such parties, persons, lands, and tenements bene-
fited thereby. 

Sec. 3. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 531. 
AN ACT for the protection of tax-payers. 

Passed June r5, z88i ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as follows 
Section I. All officers, agents, commissioners and other persons acting for and on behalf of any 

county, town, village or municipal corporation in this state, and each and every one of them, may be 
prosecuted and an action or actions may be maintained against them to prevent any illegal official act 
on the part of any such officers, agents, commissioners or other persons, or to prevent waste or injury 
to any property, funds or estate of such county, town, village or municipal corporation by any person 
whose assessment, or by any number of persons jointly the sum of whose assessments shall amount to 
one thousand dollars, and who shall be liable to pay taxes upon such assessment or assessments in the 
county, town, village or municipal corporation to prevent the waste or injury of whose property the 
action is brought, or who have been assessed or paid taxes therein upon an assessment or assessments 
of the above-named amount within one year previous to the commencement of any such action or 
actions. Such person or persons, upon the commencement of such action, shall furnish a bond to 
the defendant therein, to be approved by a justice of the supreme court or the county judge of the 
county in which the action is brought, in such penalty as the Justice or judge approving the same shall 
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direct, but not less than two hundred and fifty dollars, and to be executed by any two of the plaintiffs, 
if there be more than one party plaintiff, provided said two parties plaintiff shall severally justify in 
the sum of five thou,a,)d dollars. Said bond shall be approved by said justice or judge and be con-
ditioned to pay all costs that may be awarded the defendant in such action, if the court shall finally 
determine the same in favor of the defendant. "l'he court shall require when the plaintiffs shall not 
justify as above mentioned, and in any ca,e may require two or more sufficient sureties to execute the 
bond above provided for. Such bond shall be filed in the office of the county clerk of the county in 
which the action is brought, and a copy shall be served with the summons in such action. If an 
injunction is obtained as herein provided for, the same bond may also provide for the payment of the 
damages arising therefrom to the party entitled to the money, the auditing, allowing or paying of 
which wasenjuined, if the court shall finally determine that the plaintiff is not entitled to such injunc-
tion. In case the waste or injury complained of consists in any board, officer or agent of any county, 
town, village or municipal corporation, by collusion, or otherwise. contracting, auditing, allowing or 
paying, or conniving at the contracting, audit, allowance or payment of any fraudulent, illegal, unjust 
or inequitable claims, demands or expenses, or any item or part thereof against or by such county, 
town, village or municipal corporation, or by permitting a judgment or judgments to be recovered 
against such county, town, village or n iiicipal corporation. or against himself in his official capacity, 
either by default or ti) ithout the interposition and proper presentation of any existing legal or equitable 
defenses, the court may in its discretion prohibit the payment or collection of any such claims, de-
mands, expenses or judgments, in whole or in part, or may enforce the restitution thereof if hereto- 
fore or hereafter paid or collected, be the person or party heretofore or hereafter receiving the same, 
and also may in its discretion adjudge and declare the colluding official personally responsible there-
for, and out of his property provide f )r the collectiot or repayment thereof, so as to indemnify and 
.1ace harmless the said county, town, village or municipal cot poratIon thom a part or the whole 
thereof ; and in the case of a judgment, the court may in its discretion vacate, set astc)e and open said 
judgment, with leave and direction for the defendant therein t.) interpose and enforce any existing 
legal or equitable defense therein, under the (lirectio.t of such pers)n as the court may, in its judg-
niett or order, designate and appoint. All books of minutes, entry or account, and the books, bills, 
vouchers, checks, contracts or other papers c nnected with or u. ed or filed in the office of, or with 
any officer, board or commission acting for or on behalf of any county, town, village or municipal 
corporation in this state are hereby declared to be public reconis and shall be open. subject to reason-
able regulations, to be prescribed by the otticer having the custody thereof, to the inspection of any tax - 
payer. This section ,hall not be so construed as to take away any right of action from any county, 
t))w-n, village or municipal corporation, or from any public otiicer, but any recovery under the pro-
visions of this act shall be for the benefit of, and shall be paid to the officer entitled by law to hold 
and disburse the public monev, of such county, town, village or municipal corporation, and shall, to 
the amount thereof, L-e credited the defendant in determining his liability in the action by the county, 
t,)wn, village, municipal corporation or public otticei.

CHAPTER 544. 

AN ACT tO provide for the payment of assessments for street openings and im-
provements in the twelfth ward, north of One Hundred and Fifty-fifth street, and 
the twenty-third and twenty-fourth wards of the city of New York. 

Passed June 16. r88t ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows: 

Section i. The assessment for benefit in all proceedings now pending or hereafter to be cotn-
menced to acquire title to lands in the twelfth ward, north of One Hundred and Fifty-fifth street, and 
the twenty-third and twenty-fourth wards of the city of New York, for a stre_t, avenue, or public 
place, or for the opening or widening thereof, and all assessments levied for grading, regulating, 
paving, and sewers in said territory, and all assessments heretofore levied therein for any of said pur-
poses, shall be payable in yearly installments of five per centum of the whole amount of each of such 
assessments, together with seven per centmn interest on the whole amount unpaid in any year, which 
yearly installment and interest shall be levied and collected with the annual taxes upon the property 
so assessed, and payment thereof enforced in the same manner as such taxes and with the same 
penalties. 

Sec. 2. The comptroller of the city of New York is hereby directed upon the confirmation by 
the supreme court of any report of commissioners appointed in proceedings to open or widen any 
street, avenue, or to acquire the title to land for any public place in the said territory, in which pro-
ceedings assessments for benefit have been or shall hereafter be made, and whenever assessments for 
grading, regulating, and paving and for sewers in said territory have been or shall hereafter be laid, 
to issue the bonds of said city to an amount sufficient to pay said assessments, which bonds shall be in 
sums not exceeding one thousand dollars, and shall bear interest at the rate of riot exceeding six per 
centum per annum, payable semi-annually, or such less rate as the said comptroller shall negotiate 
the same for at par, and shall express that one twentieth of the whole amount of said bonds shall be 
payable in each year, such one-twentieth to be designated in each year by the comptroller on a day to 
be specified in said bonds by public selection by lot from the whole number of said bonds, and said 
assessments shall be paid from the proceeds of said bonds. 

Sec. 3. Any person whose property is assesed for any of the purposes specified in section one of 
this act may pay the whole of such assessments and all the interest due thereon at any time. 

Sec. 4. The amounts assessed each year upon the several parcels of land assessed for any of the 
aforesaid purposes and all arrears so assessed shall as between vendor and vendee or upon a judicial 
sale thereof he deemed the amount clue on such assessment upon each parcel, unless otherwise 
expressed in writing between the parties. 

Sec. 5. The said comptroller is directed, upon the application of any owner of any part of a par-
cel embraced in a single assessment, to apportion the amount to be assessed against such part and the 
remainder of such parcel and the payment of the sums so apportioned of the yearly portion thereof 
provided for in section one of this act shall discharge such part from the lien of said asses,uient.

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows : 

Section I. Such of the following named persons, namely : William E. Dodge, John Noble

\ anderbilt, Henry E. Rusell, William 11. Jackson, Thomas F. Rowland and John Ii. Deane, as 
shall severalty and respectively duly qualify themselves in the manner and within the time required 
by the second section of this act, are hereby constituted the incorporators of the New York Christian 
Home for Intemperate %ten, which is hereby recognized as an existing corporation, and which claims 
to be such a corporation and to have been organized under the laws of the state of New York, and 
located in the city and county of New York, under a certificate filed in the office of the clerk of the 
city and county of New York, on the seventeenth day of October, eighteen hundred and seventy-
seven. And the said corporation shall continue to be, and be a corporation as aforesaid.

Sec. 3. The corporation shall be managed by a board of directors, who shall be annually elected 
from among the members of the corporation at such times and in s tch manner, and vacancies 
therein shall be filled in such manner as the constitution and by-laws shall provide. The number of 
directors shall be fixed by the constitution and shall be not less than fifteen. 

Sec. 4. All vacancies in the number of incorporators, or their successors, shall be filled and new 
and additional members elected in such manner and at such times as shall be prescribed by the con-
stitution and by-laws, but all such incorporators, together with the directors and trustees hereinafter 
mentioned, shall, before entering upon the discharge of their duties, and within ten days after their 
election or appointment, duly quality in the same manner as is provided in the second section of 
this act. 

Sec. 5. This corporation may make such a constitution and the board of directors may make 
such by-laws and rules for the regulation of its business, the management of its affairs and the choice, 
powers and duties of its officers and agents as are not inconsistent with it., charter and the laws of 
this state. 

Sec. 6, The said corporation shall be capable of taking by purchase, gift, devise or bequest arid 
holding any real and personal property for the uses of said corporation, ancl, with the consent of the 
board of trustees, of mortgaging and conveying any such real or personal property. It may so take 
and hold real estate to the value of two hundred thousand dollars. The real and personal property 
of the corporation shall be managed by a board of five trustees, each of whom shall be a member and 
communicant, in good standing, of one of the 1-rotestant evangelical denominations, and not more 
than two of whom shall be members of the same denomination. J. Pierpont Morgan, George H. 
Andrews, Charles Lanier, Bowles Colgate, and Cornelius N. Bliss are hereby created such board of 
trustees, and whenever a vacancy shall occur in the said board of trustees, the same shall be filled by 
a majority vote of those remaining, or, if not so tilled within thirty clays after the vacancy occurs, 
then the saute may be filled by the board of directors. The said board of trustees shall have the 
charge and management of all the property, real and personal, and of the invesunents thereof, and 
of all trust funds, endowments of beds and other endowments and provisions for the development and 
carrying on of the work. The said board of trustees shall devote the property of the corporation, of 
which they shall have the management, and the income thereof, to the purposes named in this act; and 
so long as the board of directors shall so expend the same, the hoard of trustees shall pay over to 
them the income of the property of the corporation so rnanaged by them. The real estate held by 
the corporation shall not be liable for any future debt or obligation, unless the same shall have been 
contracted with the approval of the said board of trustees. 

Sec. 7. All the real and personal property of this corporation shall be exempt from local taxation 
or other purposes so long as it, or its income, is used for the purposes for which this association is 
incorporated. 

Sec. 8. The said corporation shall have power to receive all inebriate men or haoitual drunkards, 
who shall enter its hone voluntarily with the approval of the executive committee, signified by the 
written consent of the chairman thereof, and to retain such persons for such period as the said executive 
committee shall deem best, riot exceeding sixty days. 

Sec. 9.  The estate of any person committed to such home shall be liable for the support of such 
person therein for a period not exceeding thirty days, and the committee of theroperty of every such 
person shall pay out of the estate such reasonable and proper sum as shall be fixed by the court 
appointing the committee of the person. 

Sec. to. For the purpose of carrying out the objects of the said house all habitual drunkards 
convicted of intoxication in a public place shall be committed for six clays to a jail or penitentiary or 
other prison, but shall be discharged at the end of ten days, unless transferred as hereinafter provided. 
For the further purpose of carrying out the object of the said home, the magistrates or justices of the 
peace, in the several counties of this state, upon presentation to them of a requisition from a relative, 
guardian or friend of any male person who has been duly committed to the jail or other prison within 
their respective jurisdiction as an habiival drunkard, together with a certificate of the executive coln-
naittee of the said home, signed by the chairman of such committee, stating that said home is willing 
to admit, and retain in custody, such person so committed as an habitual drunkard, may so modify 
such order of commitment as to permit any authorized agent of said home to take charge of said 
habitual drunkard and transfer him directly to said institution, there to be detained during the remain-
ing period of said commitment of sixty days. 

Sec. I I. Any person transferred or committed to said home by a magistrate or justice of the peace, 
as provided in the twelfth section of this act, who shall, by reason of insubordination or other 
improper conduct, prove, in the judgment of the executive committee of the said home, to be all 
improper subject for care and treatment in said home, shall at once be removed to the prison to which 
he was originally committed, and the keeper of such prison shall take into his custody and retain 
such person during the remainder of the period for which said person was originally committed, on 
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the receipt of a certificate from the chairman of the executive committee of the said home, together 
with the magistrate's or justice's original commitment to prison. 

tiec. 12. Any person committed to said home may be discharged therefrom, before the expira-
tion of the time for which he shall have been so committed, upon application of the executive com-
mittee of the said home through the chairman of such committee to the court committing such 
person, or if committed by it magistrate or justice of the peace, their to any magistrate or justice o 
the peace in the city of New York. 

Sec. 13. For the safe management and discipline of the said home, the board of directors thereof 
are hereby authorized and empowered to appoint one or more of the attendants or employees of 
said home as policemen,. whose duty it shall be, under the order of the chairman of the executive 
committee of the said home, or of the said board of directors, or of any officer of the said home, to 
arrest and return to the said home all such persons who shall have been committed to the said home 
or voluntarily become patients therein, and who shall have escaped therefrom, or shall have become 
disorderly or violated any rules of the said home, and also to execute any warrant or order of com-
minnent, or other order or warrant issued or made under this act, and also to convey such persons to 
or from said home and to or from any jail or prison, under the provisions of this act, or to or from 
any court ; but no policeman appointed under this act shall exercise any powers except as herein 
provided. 

Sec. 14. The said executive committee may, at any time, delegate to the resident manager of the 
-aid home, for the time being, power and authority to do such acts as the said executive committee or 
its chairman is empowered to do by this act, and, in that event, all such acts when done by the said 
resident manager shall have the same force and effect as if done by the said executive committee or 
it, chairman.

AN ACT to authorize a tax of three-tenths of a mill, per dollar of valuation, to 
provide for a deficiency in the sinking fund, under article seven, section three 
of the constitution.

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows : 

Section t. There shall be imposed, for the fiscal year beginning on the first day of October, one 
thousand eight hundred and eighty-one, a state tax of three-tenths of a mill on each dollar of valua-
tion of the real and personal property in this state subject to taxation ; which tax shall be assessed, 
levied and collected by the annual assessment and collection of taxes for that year, in the manner 
prescribed by law, and shalt be paid by the several county treasurers into the treasury of this state, to 
be held by the state treasurer for appropriation to the purposes designated in the second section of 
this act. 

Sec. 2. The whole of the tax levied and collected in pursuance of the preceding section shall be 
paid into the treasury of this state to the credit of the canal fund, and is hereby appropriated and 
shall be applied as follows : For the payment to the sinking fund, under section three of article seven 
of the constitution, the sum of seven hundred and two thousand, five hundred and ninety dollars and 
sixty-seven cents, to supply the deficiency which existed in said sinking fund on the thirtieth September 
last. For the payment to said sinking fund the further sum of fifty-six thousand, two hundred and seven 
dollars and twenty-five cents, being interest on the aforesaid deficiency, to the time when the same 
will be realized from the tax to be levied in pursuance of the first section of this act. 

CHAPTER 597. 

AN A~: i to provide for fixing the manner of assessing certain real estate of telegraph 
Companies. 

Passed July x, r88r. 

The l' , )I, o the State of New Y ,rk, rapreiente I in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows : 

Section r. It shall be the duty of the several telegraph companies owning a line or lines of tele-
graph within this state to return under the oath of its president or secretary or treasurer, on or before 
the first day of May, in each year (or at least twenty days before the time required by law for the 
delivery of the a,sessment-rolls by the assessors), to the comptroller of the state, and also to the 
treasurer of each county in which any portion of the lines of such company is located (in the city of 
New York, such return to be made to the commissioners of taxes and assessments thereof), a statement 
showing the total length of such lines within each county with the cost of construction, including all 
equipments of what would be the cost of reconstruction thereof, on the first day of January preceding 
the (late of such return, and it shall be the duty of the assessors in each assessment district in which 
such property is located, to insert in the assessment bo,)ks thereof, for the purposes of taxation, as the 
value of such property within said district, such proportion of the cost of construction or reconstrue-
tion as the length of the lines of such company within such district bears to the aggregate length of 
all the lines of such company within the county. The treasurer of such county shall notify all town 
and city clerks by sending to them a copy of the sworn statement received by him from any telegraph 
company as herein provided. 

Sec. 2. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 636. 

AN Acr supplementary to chapter eight hundred and thirty-three of the laws of 
eighteen hundred and seventy-two, relating to the Metropolitan Transit Com-
pany. 

Passed July 13, s88t ; three-fifths being present.* 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows : 

Section I. A majority of the members of the board of engineers created by section four of 
chapter eight hundred and thirty-three of the laws of eighteen hundred and seventy-two, entitled " An 
act to authorize the Metropolitan Transit Company to construct and operate certain railroads in the 
city of New York, and to construct and use for railroad purposes two bridges across the Harlem 
river," passed May twenty-second, eighteen hundred and seventy-two, shall constitute a quoruni, and 
be competent for the transaction of its business. And they are hereby authorized and empowered to 
file in the office of the state engineer and surveyor in the city of Albany, surveys and maps of the routes, 
together with the best approved plans of construction which said company are hereby authorized to 
adopt and to build said roads upon, as therein provided for, and as finally adopted and completed by 
them, and which filings shall have the same force and effect as if originally filed ; and the time 
necessary to complete such surveys shall not form any portion of the time limited for the construction 
of said railroads, and the time required in section twelve of said act for the commencement of the 
construction of said roads shall be deemed not to have commenced until the making and filing of said 
maps, which shall be done within twelve months after the passage of this act. Nothing in this act or 
the original act of eighteen hundred and seventy-two, to which this is supplementary, shall authorize 
the building of an elevated railway along the streets bounding Reservoir square or through Riverside 
or Morningside parks. 

Sec. 2. All acts and parts of acts inconsistent with this act are hereby repealed. 
Sec. 3. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 648. 

A, ACT in relation to a certain local improvement in the city of New York. 
Passed July r6, t88i ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows : 

Section t. The commissioner of public works of the city of New York, the counsel to the cor. 
poration and the chief engineer of the Croton aqueduct are hereby authorized and directed, within four 
months after the date of the passage of this act, to ascertain and determine the work heretofore per-
formed in or in connection with the regulating and grading of First avenue, from Ninety-second to 
One Hundred and Ninth streets, in said city, the proportion thereof performed by the city, and the 
proportion thereof otherwise performed, together with the fair, just and reasonable value of the work 
so otherwise found by them to have been performed, with whatever amount of interest they consider 
in fairness and equity should be paid thereon ; and it shall be the duty of the said commissioners to 
certify their proceedings to the comptroller of the city, who shall, on such certification, pay to Charles 
G. Waterbury, his executors or administrators, on obtaining his or their release in favor of the city as 
assignee and as surety of all claims arising on or in relation to the contract for the execution or per-
formance of said work, the amount certified to him by the commissioners as aforesaid, in the same 
manner as other works of local improvement in said city are paid. 

Sec. 2. After the said commissioners shall certify their proceedings as in the preceding section 
provided, it shall be the duty of the said commissioner of public works to proceed, in the manner 
provided by law, and complete the regulating, grading, curbing, guttering and flagging of said First 
avenue, from Ninety-second street to One Hundred and Ninth street. 

Sec. 3. This act shall take effect immediately. 

* Not returned by the governor within ten days after it was presented to him, and became a law without his 
signature, July thirteen, eighteen hundred and eighty-one. 

CHAPTER 687. 

AN ACT to amend chapter six hundred and twenty-five of the laws of eighteen 
hundred and seventy-one, entitled " An act to amend and reduce to one act 
the several acts relating to buildings in the city of New York," passed May 
fourth, eighteen hundred and sixty-six, May seventeenth, eighteen hundred 
and sixty-seven, and May sixth, eighteen hundred and sixty-eight. 

Passed August 1a, r881 ; three-fifths being present, 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows 

Section t. Section thirty of chapter six hundred and twenty-five of the laws of eighteen hundred 
and seventy :one, entitled " An act to amend and reduce to one act the several acts relating to build-
ings in the city of New York," passed May fourth, eighteen hundred and sixty-six, May seventeenth, 
eighteen hundred and sixty-seven, and May sixth, eighteen hundred and sixty-eight, is hereby amended 
so as to read as follows : 

§ 30. Before the erection, construction, alteration or repair of any building or part of any build. 
ing in the city of New York is commenced the owner shall submit to the fire department a detailed 
statement, in writing, of the specifications, and a full and complete copy of the plans of such pro-
posed building, erection, alteration or repair, which shall be accompanied with a statement, in writing, 
sworn to before a notary public or commissioner of deeds, giving the full name and residence (street 
and number) of the owner, or of each of the owners of such building, or proposed building. If such 
erection, construction, alteration or repair is proposed to be made by any other person than the owner 
or owners of the land in fee, the person or persons intending to make such erection, alteration or re-
pair shall accompany said detailed statement of the specification and plans with a statement, in 
writing, sworn to as aforesaid, giving the full name and residence (street and number) of the owner 
or owners of the laud, and also of every person interested in said building, or proposed building, 
either as owner, lessee, or in any representative capacity. Such sworn statement may be made by 
the agent of the person or persons hereinbefore required to make the same, when duly authorized so 
to do by power of attorney from said person or persons, duly executed and acknowledged, and filed 
with said sworn statement. Said sworn statement, power of attorney, and detailed statement, and 
copy of the plans and specifications, shall be kept on file in the office of the inspector of buildings in 
the fire department ; and the erection, construction, alteration or repair of said building, or any part 
thereof, shall not be commenced or proceeded with until said sworn statement shall have been so 
filed, and said specifications and plans shall have been approved by the inspector of buildings. But 
the inspector of buildings may, in his discretion, and for reasons to be stated in writing and filed with 
the plans and specifications, dispense with the making of said sworn statement in any case. Any 
false swearing in a material point in any statement submitted in pursuance of the provision of this 
section shall be deemed perjury and shall be punished as such. 

Sec. 2. Section thirty-four of said act is hereby amended so as to read as follows: 
§ 34. All notices of the violation of any of the provisions of this act, and all notices directing any 

thing to be done required by this act, and all other notices that may be required or authorized to be 
issued thereunder, including notice that any building, structure, premises, or any part thereof, are 
deemed unsafe or dangerous, shall be issued in the name of the (ire department of the city of New 
York, and shall have the name of the inspector of buildings affixed thereto, and mny be served by 
any officer or employee of the said department, or by any person authorized by the said department ; 
all such notices and any notice or order issued by any court in any proceeding instituted by the 
attorney to said department, to restrain or remove any violation, or to enforce compliance with any 
provision or requirement of this act, may be served by leaving a copy of'the same with any person or 
persons violating, or who may be liable under any of the several provisions of this act, or to whom 
the same may be addressed, and if such person or persons cannot be found after diligent search shall 
have been trade for him or them, then such notice or order may be served by posting the same in a 
conspicuous place upon the premises where such violation is alleged to have been placed or to exist, 
or to which such notice or order may refer, or which may be deemed unsafe or dangerous, which 
shall be equivalent to a personal service of said notice upon all parties having any interest in said 
premises, or to whom such notice or order may be addressed, or who may be liable for any violation 
under any of the provisions of this act ; and such notice or order shall contain a description of the 
building, premises, or property upon which such violation shall have been put or may exist, or which 
may he deemed unsafe or dangerous, or to which such notice or order may refer. 

Sec. 3. Section forty of said act is hereby amended so as to read as follows 
Sec. 40. In case any notice or direction authorized to be issued by this act is not complied with 

within ten days after the service thereof, the fire department of the city of New York may, in its 
discretion, apply to the supreme court for the city and county of New York, at a special term thereof, 
at chambers, for an order directing the fire department to proceed to make the alterations, or remove the 
violation or violations, as the same may be specified in said notice or direction. Whenever any notice 
requiring fire escapes, alarms, or doors to he placed in or upon any building, shall have been served 
as directed in this act, and the same shall not have been complied with within ten clays after service 
thereof, the fire department of the city of New York may, in its discretion, apply to the supreme court 
for the city and county of New York, at a special term at chambers, for an order directing the fire 
department to vacate such building or premises, or so much thereof as said department may deem 
necessary, and prohibiting the same to be used or occupied for any purpose specified in said order, 
until such notice shall have been complied with. The sum of twenty-five dollars shall be allowed as 
costs to the attorney of said department, under and by virtue of the said applications and proceedings, 
or of either of them, which said amount, with all costs, expenses, and disbursements incurred in the 
carrying out of any said order or orders, shall become a lien upon said building, or premises named in 
the said notice, from the time of filing of a copy of the said notice, with a notice of the proceedings 
taken thereunder, in the office of the clerk of the city and county of New York ; and the said supreme 
court, or a judge or justice thereof, to whom application shall be made, is hereby authorized and 
directed to grant any of the orders above named, and to take such proceedings as shall be necessary 
to make the same effectual, and any said judge or justice to whom application shall lie made is hereby 
authorized and directed to enforce such lien in accordance with the mechanics' Lien law of the city of 
New York ; and in case either of the notices hereinbefore mentioned shall be served upon any lessee 
or party in possession of the building or premises therein described, it shall be the duty of the person 
apon whom such service is made to give immediate notice to the owner or agent of said building 
named in the notice, if the same shall be known to the said person personally, if such person shall be 
within the limits of the city of New York, and his residence known to such person, and if not within 
said city, then by depositing a copy of said notice in the New York post-office, properly inclosed, and 
addressed to such owner or agent, at his then place of residence, if known, and by paying the postage 
thereon ; and in case any lessee or party in possession shall neglect or refuse to give such notice as 
herein provided, he shall be personally liable to the owner or owners of said building or premises for 
all damages he or they shall sustain by reason thereof. 

CHAPTER 704. 

AN ACT for the sale of oysters in all the cities and counties of the state of New 
York, and the better protection of the retail dealers in the same. 

Passed August a2, r88r ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact 
as follows : 

Section I. It shall be lawful to sell oysters in the shell, either by count or measure ; but all 
oysters in the shell not sold by actual count shall be sold in a stave measure which shall be uniform 
in shape and of the following dimensions : The bottom to be sixteen and a half inches across, from 
inside to inside, and the top to be eighteen inches across, from inside to inside, and twenty-one inches 
diagonal from inside chime to top, and such measure shall be even or struck measure, such measure 
to be inspected and sealed by the sealer of weights and measures in the city or county of the state of 
New York where said measures are used. 

Sec. 2. All oysters sold in the shell by measure shall be sold in the stave measure described in sec-
tion one of this act, and any person or persons who shall sell or offer for sale oysters in the shell by 
measure in any other than the lawful sealed measure shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor and 
shall, upon conviction, be fined a sum not exceeding one hundred dollars for each offense, or 
imprisoned in the jail of said city or county where such offense is committed for a term not exceeding 
sixty days, or both such fine and imprisonment. 

Sec. 3. But nothing in this act shall be so construed as to affect the shipment of oysters in barrels 
to Europe. 

Sec. 4. This act shall take effect immediately. 

CHAPTER 706. 

AN ACT to provide for the publication of the registry of voters in the city and 
county of New York. 

Passed August as, 188! ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows : 

Section i. It shall be the duty of the inspectors of election in each election district in the city and 
county of New York, on each day of general registration or revision of registration, and before

The registry of each assembly 
district shall be printed separately as a supplement to the CITY RECORII, and each said supplement 
C, ntaining the registry of one assembly district shall be sold separately to persons wishing to pur-
ha.e the same at not less than five cents per copy. And all money received therefor shall be 

laid into the city treasury and applied toward the payment of the cost of such publication ; and 
the board of estimate and apportionment of said city and county shall make such appropriations as 
may be necessary to provide for the compilation and publication of every registry of voters as 
herein directed. 

Sec. 3. It shall be the duty of the chief of the bureau of elections to prepare and furnish to the 
m,pectors of elections in each election district in the city of \ew York the necessary blanks and 
Gams as prescribed in the first section of this act. 

Sec. 4. Any inspector of election in the city and county of New York, who shall neglect or 
rebise to comply with the requirements of this act, shall be liable to a penalty of one hundred 

Ears, recoverable by the board of police by civil ac t, in any court of record, in the name 
t the treasurer of the board, and for the use and benefit of the police fund. 

Sec. 5. This act -hall take effect immediately.

said city, respectively", that unless the same shall be paid 
to him at his office on or before the first day of December, 
in any such year, he will immediately thereafter proceed 
to collect such unpaid taxes, as provided in the following 
section of this act : 

Section z. If any such tax shall remain unpaid on the 
said first day of December, it shall be the duty of the said 
Receiver of Taxes in said city to charge, receive, and collect 
upon such tax so remaining unpaid on that day, in addi-
tion to the amount of such tax, one per centum on the 
amount thereof ; and to charge, receive, and collect upon 
such tax so remaining unpaid on the first day of January 
thereafter, interest upon the amount thereof at the rate of 
seven per centum per annum, to be calculated from the 
day on which said assessment-rolls and warrants shall 
have been delivered to the said Receiver of Taxes to the 
date of payment. 

The same rate of interest shall be so charged and col-
lected upon any tax levied in the year eighteen hundred 
and eighty, remaining unpaid at the date of the passage of 
th s act. 

Section 3. All existing provisions of law which impose a 
charge and require the collection of interest at the rate of 
twelve per centum per annum upon arrears of taxes on 
real and personal estate within the City of New York, 
upon arrears of assessments for local improvements and 
street openings in said city, and upon arrears of Croton 
water rents in said city, are hereby repealed ; and in lieu 
of such charge of interest at the rate of twelve per cenfum 
per annum, there shall be charged and collected by the 
officer authorized to collect and receive any such arrears 
of taxes and assessments and Croton water rents, interest 
upon the amount thereof at the rate of seven per centum 
per annum, to be calculated for the same period as inter-
est at the rate of twelve Per centum per annum is now re-
quired by law to be calculated thereon. This provision 
shall apply to taxes, assessments, or Croton water rents 
remaining unpaid and due, for the non-payment of which 
the lands and tenements liable therefor shall be hereafter 
sold at public auction as now provided by law ; provided, 
however, that nothing in this act shall be construed to 
affect the rights of purchasers at sales for taxes, assess-
ments, or Croton water rents, heretofore made, or to 
authorize the redemption of lands and tenements from 
sales heretofore made for any lesser sums than the sums 
collectible for such redemption under the provisions of 
existing I aws. 

Section 4. It shall be the duty of the Comptroller of the
