Present—The Mayor. the Comptroller. Commissioners Ten Eyck (President), 
Ryan, \Vindolph and Cowan, Chief Engineer Smith and Consulting Engineer Burr. 

'l he Comptroller presented joint report of Chandler Withington and Merritt H. 
Smith, Principal Assistant Engineers of the Department of Finance, dated June 13, 
1905, on joint report No. 1246A of Chief Engineer Smith and Consulting Engineer Burr, 
dated June 9, 19o5,'Th regard to bids for the construction of the Cross River Reservoir. 

The President presented a communication from the Merchants' Association of New 
York, dated June 12, 1905, transmitting copy of a communication to the Comptroller, 
slated June 12, in regard to awarding of contract for the Cross River Reservoir. 

Mr. Patrick Ryan, President of the Ryan-Parker Construction Company, addressed 
the Commissioners on the subject of the ability of his company to complete the con-
tract for Cross River Reservoir, within a specified time, and Hon. Jacob Marks, counsel 
for Mr. Bart Dunn. bidder, protested against awarding the contract to other than 
the lowest bidder. 

On motion of Commissioner Cowan, the reports of the Engineers and the com-
muoic tirnls from the Merchants' Association were laid over until the next regular 
meeting of the Commissioners, to be held June 20, 1905. 

The Mayor and the Comptroller then retired from the meeting.
