"Note-The block is covered with more than go per cent. of frame buildings." 
Mr. Cunningham appeared before the Board. 
On motion, approved on condition that all four sides of the outside walls of the 

proposed extension be filled in with brick. 
Appeal 128 of 3903, New Buildings 307 of 1903, Nos. 38 and 4o East Twenty-sixth

"We respectfully petition to be allowed to erect the pent house on the roof of the 

apartment hotel Nos. 38 and 4o East Twenty-sixth street in accordance with our 
original plans (3o7 N. B. of r9o3) on the following grounds: (i) The proposed 
pent house covers only a portion of the roof and Is adequately served by stairs and 
elevators. (2) The height of the building, including the proposed pent house, is only 
136 feet 2 inches, so that the spirit of the law is not violated. 

"The pent house will be erected in accordance with the following. conditions: 
"z. All walls surrounding pent house will be carried up to their proper height. 
"2. Floor will be made of cement. 
"3. Wire glass will be used wherever glass is necessary. 
"4. Proper skylights will be provided. 
"5. All woodwork for the window frames, sash, doors, trim and base of the pent 

house will be thoroughly fireproof. 
"6. The highest point of the pent house roof will not exceed 150 feet from curl) 

level. 
"7. All woodwork entering into the construction of the pent house will be fire-

proofed by the process which is fully accepted and approved by the Bureau of 
Buildings. 

"8. The entire pent house will be constructed entirely fireproof. 
"g. And that a stand-pipe with outlet for hose connection in the hall of the pent 

house be provided. 
Itio. Pent house will not cover more than 5o per cent. of the roof area." 
Mr. I. N. P. Stokes appeared before the Board. 
On motion approved on condition that that portion of the westerly wall of the 

pent house which is above the existing brick wall, be carried up of brick.

.late of April 24. iqo. and a further communication from the Engineer of the De-
partntent of Finance, tinder date of May i,;• IgO,3. all relative to the application of the 
F rie Railroad for a grant or franchise to construct, maintain and operate double 
tracks upon and across Thirteenth avenue, Borough of Manhattan. between Twenty- 
eighth and Twenty-ninth streets, in order to reach the bulkhead on the easterly side 
~f Thirteenth avenue:

Sre—At a meeting of the Board of .Aldermen. held March 3, 1903, a resolution was 
adopted referring to the Board of Estimate and Apportionment, for the purpose of 
fixing the money value thereof, a proposed franchise granting to the Erie Railroad 
Company the right to lay, construct, maintain and operate a double-track railway 
upon and across Thirteenth avenue and the marginal street. between Twenty-eighth 
-tnd Twenty-ninth .trectc. in the Borough of Manhattan. in order to make a connec-
tion between the bulkhead and the yards of the company on the easterly side of 
'Thirteenth avenue. The term of the franchise is to be 25 years. 

A privilege similar to the above was given to the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad 
('ontpanv, by resolution of the Board of Aldermen adopted October 19, 1897, and 
r nproved by the Mayor the saute day, tinder which the railroad company was given 
the privilege r,f laying tracks across Thirteenth avenue, from the float at the bulkhead 
between Twenty-fifth and Twenty-sixth streets to the property on the easterly side 
,,f Thirteenth avenue, between said streets, in accordance with a drawing submitted. 

The conditions of the grant were as follows: 
(a) Cars to be propelled by dummy engines only. 
(h) Number of cars to he drawn at any one time limited to ten (Io). 
(c) Cars not to exceed six (6) miles per hour" 
(rl) No car or engine to he permitted to remain stationary on Thirteenth 

ccnuc. 
(e) Railroad company to lay tracks at its own expense. 
(f) To relay and maintain pavement between tracks and two feet on either side 

of cutter rails. 
(,g) Rail to he of a pattern which, when laid, would be flush with the surface 

of the street and to he approved by the Commissioner of Public Works. 
(h) 	Railroad to pay an atnnual license fee of $;o for each "dummy" engine used. 
(ii 	Such permission to last only during the pleasure of the Common Council. 
Application was made by the Erie Railroad Company to the Board of Aldermen 

nn September 14. 1902. for a like privilege at the location named, and on October 14, 
tdo2, the Railroad Committee of the Board broti ht in a favorable report, which, 
after discussion, was referred to the Corporation Counsel to advise the Board as to 
its rights, etc. 

The Corporation Counsel, in an opinion dated December I, 1902 (minutes of 
Board. December 4. 1002), advised that the right to use Thirteenth avenue as pro-
noserl could only be granted upon compliance with sections 73 and 74 of the Charter; 
in other words, that a franchise in due form must be given. 

T have been furnished by the Erie Railroad Company with a blue print marked:  

—which I am informed shows the plan of laying the double tracks with a switch 
from the freight yard on the easterly side of Thirteenth avenue to the bulkhead at 
a point just north of the northerly side of Pier No. S7. The total length of each 
track is 260 feet, and the switch connecting the two is 70 feet in length, making a 
total of 590 feet of track to be laid. 

The compensation paid by the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad Company tinder 
its grant at the rate of $50 per annum for each "dummy" used, and which has never 
amounted to more than $5o in any one year, is to my mind entirely inadequate, and 
especially so when the grant is to be for a fixed term. 

The use of the street for such a purpose as is proposed should. in my opinion, 
be paid for in the way of rental upon the value of the property used. 

I would therefore propose to you that an annual charge be made, based upon 
a one-third occupation of so much of the street as lies between the outer rails of the 
tracks, and that I2 per cent, of the assessed valuation he taken as fall rental value. 
Land to be occupied by company's tracks, square feet .................. 	4.680 
Assessed valuation of abutting land, per square foot .................... 	$3 50 
.Assessed value of land to be occupied .................................. 	16,380 00 
Twelve per cent as rental .............................................. 	1,965 6o

This rate should be used for the first term of five years of the franchise, and for 
each succeeding term of five years an additional 5 per cent. should be added, which 
will produce for: 
Second term of five years, per annum .................................. 	$685 86 
Third term of five years, per annum .................................... 	720 15 
Fourth term of five years, per annum................................... 	755 16 
Fifth term of five years per annum ..................................... 	792 92 

As will he seen, the rate per foot of track used will be $I.to per annum for the 
first term of five years, and rising to $1.34 per anntom for the last five years of the 
franchise, which to my mind appears to be a reasonable and just charge for the 
privilege of maintaining and using tracks upon the surface of the street. 

Provisions should be inserted in the franchise similar to those enumerated in 
the grant by the Board of Aldermen to the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad Company, 
and also the franchise should be limited to freight traffic, conferring no rights for 
a street surface railway for passenger surface; the grantee should not be allowed to 
assign or sublet to any other corporation, and should be obliged to deposit $I,'oo 
in cash or securities to cover the annual charge, repairs, and any penalties provided 
for the non-fulfillment of the conditions of the grant. 

I have no form of ordinance or franchise with which the one proposed could be 
drawn from as a model, and I would therefore advise you that the Law Department 
should be requested to draw tip a proper form in which shall be incorporated the 
terms and conditions hereby proposed. The proposed grant should be approved 
by the Commissioner of Docks and ratified by the Commissioners of the Sinking 
Fund before formal action is taken by the Board of Estimate and Apportionment.

lilt. EDWARD M. GROUT, Comptroller: 
SiR—I have received your letter of April 1, 1903, in which was inclosed the report 

of E. E. McLean of your office, and a blue print of a map or survey, all of which docu-
ments referred to a proposed grant to the Erie Railroad Company of the right or fran-
chise of using Thirteenth avenue and the marginal wharf or way between Thirteenth 
avenue and the Hudson river, between Twenty-eighth and Twenty-ninth streets, for the 
construction and maintenance of a railroad for the transportation of freight from the 
bulkhead to the lands and premises of the Railroad Company on the easterly side of 
Thirteenth avenue at this place. Your letter requests me to prepare a form of resolu-
tion, which shall include the form of the proposed ordinance relating to the matter, 
for presentation to the Board of Estimate and Apportionment for its action. 

I enclose you a document prepared as requested. 
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The compensation to be paid by the grantee for the franchise I have stated in even 
amounts rather than in the amounts recommended in Mr. McLean's report. The 
variance, however, is not important. 

As to the marginal wharf or way, I have endeavored to carefully preserve the Juris-
diction of the Commissioner of Docks and to provide for the annulment of the fran-
chise in case it shall hereafter seem best to the Commissioner of Docks and the 
Board of Estimate and Apportionment, acting jointly, to cancel it. The proposed 
ordinance requires the formal act of the Commissioner of Docks ratifying it before 
it can become operative. The administrative control by the Commissioner of Docks 
of the marginal wharf or way is left unimpaired. 

I suggest that before final action is taken upon the resolution or proposed ordinance 
that a copy be sent to the Commissioner of Docks for his consideration and that he be 
requested to attend the meeting of the Board of Estimate and Apportionment, at which 
final action on the matter is to be taken.

SIR—At a meeting of the Board of Estimate and Apportionment, held May 8, 1903, 
the application of the Erie Railroad for a franchise to lay and operate railway tracks 
Letween its property on the easterly side of Thirteenth avenue, from Twenty-eight 
to Twenty-ninth streets, across Thirteenth avenue and the marginal wharf or place, 
to the bulkhead line of the North river, was considered. 

A proposed form of ordinance was presented by the Comptroller and an in-
formal vote was taken upon the basis of compensation contained therein, which was 
tentatively agreed to. 

A representative of the Erie Railroad was present and stated that since the 
original application the company had decided to change the location of its tracks 
and requested that the new location be considered in fixing the value of the fran-
chise, in view of the fact that the ground occupied by the tracks was to be taken into 
consideration in fixing such valuation. 

A different plan of the layout of the tracks has been submitted and likewise a 
blue print of the details of the track, which latter print bears the following title: 

"ERIE RAILROAD. 

"General plan of transfer tracks on Thirteenth avenue and marginal way, in 
connection with Twenty-eighth street yard, New York, N. Y. Scale 20 feet, I inch. 
April 3o, 1903. Chief Engineer's office." 

Front these altered plans I have made a calculation upon the same basis as in 
my report of April 1, 1903, and I would therefore propose that the annual charge to 
be inserted in the form of franchise, be as follows: 
For the first term of five years ........................................ 	$675 00 
For the second term of five years ...................................... 	700 00 
For the third term of five years ........................................ 	725 00 
For the fourth term of five years ....................................... 	750 00 
For the fifth term of five years ........................................ 	800 00 

It will be noted that these figures are the same as before proposed, and al-
though the line is shortened, still the detail construction shows that the railway coin-
pany will occupy two feet more in width than was allowed in my original calculation; 
that is, it is 20 feet between the outer edge of the rails of the double track instead 
of 18 feet, which was the figure I formerly used. 

I would therefore recommend that the form of ordinance, as presented at the 
last meeting, be adopted as it stands.

track from the bulkhead to the lands of the Erie Railroad Company adjoining the 
easterly side of Thirteenth avenue and between Twenty-eighth and Twenty-ninth 
streets aforesaid, and having duly inquired into and considered the matter does 
hereby, pursuant to the Greater New York Charter, fix the terms and conditions of 
the proposed grant and the money value of such franchise or rights proposed to lie 
granted as follows: 

I. The Erie Railroad Company, its successors or assigns shall pay into the 
Treasury of The City of New York for this franchise the following sums of money: 

During the first term of five years the annual suns of $675. 
During the second term of five years the annual sum of $700. 
During the third term of five years the annual sum of $725. 
During the fourth term of five years the annual sum of $750. 
During the fifth term of five years the annual sum of $800. 

The amounts hereafter to be fixed for any renewal term of such franchise shall 
not in any event be less than the minimum amount fixed as the sum to be paid an-
nually during the last five years of the original franchise, and no renewal of such 
franchise shall provide for a further renewal. 

IT. Upon the termination of such franchise, right or privilege, whether original 
or by way of renewal, the plant and property with its appurtenances of the Erie Rail-
road Company, its successors or assigns, in the street and upon the marginal wharf 
or way aforesaid, shall be forthwith removed by the grantee, its successors or as-
signs, and the surface of the said street or marginal wharf or way upon which such 
railroad was laid shall be restored to a condition equal to that of the surrounding 
surface and pavement of such street and wharf.

horses or the overhead system of electricity, across Thirteenth avenue and the 
marginal wharf or way extending from the westerly side of Thirteenth avenue to the 
waters of the Hudson river, between Twenty-seventh and Twenty-ninth streets, in 
the Borough of Manhattan, City, County and State of New York. 

Sec. 2. The grant of this franchise is subject to the following conditions: 
First—This ordinance as to the marginal wharf which extends from the west-

erly line of Thirteenth avenue to the waters of the Hudson river shall Jjot be opera-
tive and no rights thereunder shall vest in the grantee, its successors or assigns, 
until the Commissioner of Docks, under the provisions of section Sip of the Char-
ter of The City of New York, shall approve by resolution, license or otherwise, the 
use of such marginal wharf by the grantee in the manner herein provided, or in 
such other manner as he may prescribe, not inconsistent with the terms of this 
ordinance. 

Second—The said right, privilege and franchise to construct and operate such 
railroad shall be held and enjoyed by the grantee, its successors or assigns for the 
terns of Twenty-five years from the (late when this ordinance is signed by the Mayor, 
unless sooner terminated as hereinafter provided, with the privilege of renewal of 
the grant fur a further period of twenty-five years, upon a fair revaluation of said 
right, privilege and franchise, but such renewal shall not provide for any further 
renewal. Such revaluation shall be of the right, privilege and franchise to maintain 
and operate said railroad by itself, and is not to include any valuation derived from 
the ownership, operation or control of any other railroad by the grantee, its succes-
surs ur assigns. It shall be Made in the following manner: 

One disinterested freeholder shall be chosen by the Board of Estimate and Ap-
portionment or its successor in authority; one disinterested freeholder shall be 
chosen by the railroad company; these two shall choose a third disinterested free-
holder; and the three so chosen shall act as appraisers and shall make the revalua-
tion aforesaid. Such appraisers shall be chosen at least six months prior to the ex-
piration of the grant, and their report shall be filed with the Comptroller or his suc-
cessor in authority within three months after they are chosen. They shall act as 
appraisers and not as arbitrators. They may base their judgment upon their own 
experience, and upon such information as they may obtain by inquiries and investiga-
tions without the presence of either party. They shall have the right to examine the 
books of the railroad company. The valuation so ascertained, fixed and,  determined 
shall be conclusive upon both parties, but shall not in any event be less than the 
minimum amount fixed as the sum to be paid annually for the last five years of the 
original franchise. 

Provided, however, and this grant is upon the express condition that the right, 
privilege and fri.nchise conferred by this ordinance may be canceled and annulled

by The City of New York by action or otherwise. 

Fourth—Tree grantee, its successors or assigns shall pay for this franchise to 
1lie City of New York the following sums of money:

During the third term of five years the annual sum of $725, 
During the fourth term of five years the annual sum of $750.

Fifth—The rights and franchises granted hereby shall not be assigned either in 
whole or in part, or leased, or sublet in any manner, or shall title thereto, or right, 
interest or property therein pass to or vest in any other person or corporation what-
soever, either by the act of the Erie Railroad Company, its successors or assigns, Cr 
by operation of law, whether under the provisions of the statutes relating to the 
consolidation or merger of corporations or otherwise, without the consent of Tile 
City of New York, acting by the Board of Estimate and Apportionment, or its 
successors in authority, evidenced by an instrument under seal, anything herein con-
tained to the contrary thereof in any wise notwithstanding, and the granting, giving 
or waiving of any one or more of such consents shall not render unnecessary any 

subsequent consent or consents. 

Sixth—The said railroad may be operated by locomotive steam power or by ally 
other motive power which may be approved by the Board of Railroad Commission 
ers in accordance with the provisions of the Railroad Law, excepting overhead 
electrical power and horse power, provided, however, that the locomotive steam en-
gines used shall be housed or boxed so as to conform to the type commonly known 
as the dummy engine.
