Carpenter's Work. 
At Third District Prison-By unpaid labor, glazing window in office; one light 

of glass (14 inches by t6 inches), and one pound putty. 
At Fourth District Prison-Two new windows put in cell on second tier, two lights of 

glass (I4 inches by 16 inches) put in windows in hall of male prison, one pound putty, 
two new windows (I8 inches by to inches), four 2-inch fringes and one dozen screws. 

At Fifth District Prison-Put new wire sash cord in four windows of stale prison, 
glazing windows in male and female prison; eight lights of glass (18 inches by 22 
inches), two pounds putty, one dozen glazier's points, construction and setting up 
of a cabinet for manuscripts and stationery. 

At Seventh District Prison-Glazing six windows in male and female prison; 
six lights of glass (18 inches by 20 inches), two pounds putty and one dozen glazier's 
points. 

Plumbin m g and TiTisithing. 
At Second District Prison-By paid labor, repairing and overhauling steam-

pump. 
At Third District Prison-By paid labor, repaired faucets on first tier, also water 

closet and flushometer valves in Keepers' toilet room; material used: Six sets of 
compression washers, two rubber gaskets for flushouietertome, one day Plumber 
and Helper. Repairing gate lock on entrance, furuishing one new gate key-, repairing 
old Yale key for entrance gate: taking off, replacing and repairing lock on cellar 
gate; made two new keys for cellar gate, repaired twelve cell locks and one cell 
gate. 

At Fourth District Prison-One cell lock opened and taken off, replaced and 
repaired, furnished new tumbler and pill in four new steel bolts ? z inch by 4y inches, 
also keys fitted thereto. Repaired wire for electric bell from street to prison, fur-
nished three new batteries and new push button, furnished and put in new stovepipe, 
repaired thirty-two cell locks in malt prison, also furnished two new keys for door 
leading to yard. By unpaid labor, put in new ;/-inch faucet on sink in kitchen. 

At Fifth District Pri=on-l;y paid labor, changed and repaired punip?ine in base-
ment, also changed pump pipes projecting from roof to tank and placing them from 
the outside to inside of same, cleaning out house tank and put in new tattle supplies on 
roof, fitting canvas and painting pipes at tank, supplying fra!ne and cover for manhole 
under tank of roof, lashing ?atne around, repairing holes and open scants of copper 
roof and repairing tipper part of leader. material used: ig" feet 2-inch galvanized 
pipe, one 2-itch by 21 -inch galvanized nipple. one piece of _-inch pipe with thread, 
four 2-inch galvanized elis. two 45 degree ells, one 2-inch galvanize,l tee, two 2-inch 
galvanized unions, one 2-inch swinging check valve, fifteen square feet of hair felt, 
one piece of canvas 7 feet by 2 feet 4 inches, two balls cord. one frame and scuttle 
cover, seventeen pounds copper. 20 feet of 6-inch galvanized leader, leader hooks, one 
leader head. seven pounds solder. two and one-half days' time for Tinsmith and live 
days' time for Plumber and Helper, putting in new galvanized croton supply to 
washtubs to replace bursted supply. put on washtrav covers and reset same in putty, 
material used: 27 feet /-inch galvanized pipe, ten 3~j-inch by 4-inch galvanized 
nipples, six s-inch shoulder nipples. twelve da-incli galvanized sockets, twelve yt-inch 
galvanized tees, three 3/i-inch galvanized ells, two 34-inch galvanized caps, three 
! j-inch by 20-inch tub cover braces. thirty pounds putty. two union gaskets. Time-
Two and three-fourths days. Plumber and Helper. Repairing leak in hot water 
supply pipe to waslltrays, taking up tile floor to locate pipes. putting in new supply 
pipes, making new connections to double chower and shower rooms in laundry, 
repaired flushometer water closets in cells Nos. 4 and 14 and repaired tile on floor 
where disturbed. \lateri:d used : 7 feet . of white mosaic tiling, 2 feet of trim mosaic 
tiling. 8 feet of y4-inch galvanized pipe, three 34-inch galvanized ells, two 34-itch by 
u-inch galvanized ells, one 34-inch .i, degree ell, three 34-inch galvanized couplings, 
four 3/-inch galvanized nipples, two 34-inch galvanized tees, one 34-inch galvanized 
K. & S. union, two ?/,-inch close nipples, two /-inch 4; degree ells, one iron wheel 
handle, supply of solder, charcoal, one barrel cement, one barrel sand, six days' time, 
Plumber and Helper. 

At Seventh District Prison-Repaired flushometer water closet in Keepers' room, 
repairing hot water supply in laundry. repaired faucet, washtub and sink; repaired 
closet seat, gas tove and faucets ill Matrons' room. Material used : One flushometer 
handle and spring. 4 feet T-inch galvanized pipe, one i-inch galvanized K. & S. 
union, three i-inch by 34-inch bushings, four bolts and nuts, four sets of "Fuller" cock 
repairs. Time-Two and one-half days. Plumper and Helper. 

Painters' and Kalsominers' Work. 
At Third District Prison-Painting toilets and cells of male and female prison, 

also waste and ventilation pipes thereto. Material used: Three gallons asphaltum 
varnish. 

At Fifth District Prison-Renovating and painting the interior of prison, corridors, 
staircases, storeroom and kitchen. Material used: Five hundred pounds white lead, 
twenty-five gallons raw oil. twenty gallons turpentine, fifteen pounds chrome yellow, 
ten pounds drop black in oil, fifteen pounds Indian red in oil, ten pounds venetian red 
in oil, ten pounds burnt umber, five pounds burnt sienna, three gallons asphaltum, three 
gallons of inside varnish, five pounds Prussian blue, four flat wall brushes, two round 
pound brushes, three sash brushes, two varnish brushes, five gallons liquid dryers and 
five pounds of aluminum paint. 

The prisons were cleaned of roaches, waterbugs, etc., by the services of the 
P. M. Frank Disinfecting Company. 

The Usual amount of cooking. lanmdrving, cleaning and other Utility work was 
done in all the prisons by unpaid prison help.

Tinners and Roofers. 
Made 805 tin cups, 23 pans (assorted sizes), 105 jelly pans, 6 colanders, 2 6-gallon, 

9 5-gallon, 2 4-gallon and 2 2-gallon pails, 23 dippers (assorted sizes), 7 sprinkling 
cans, I ash call, i garbage can, 2 milk cans and 14 water cans, 3 boilers and 6 
cuspidors; put new hood over boilers in Prison kitchen; put new smoke stack in 
laundry; repaired roofs and leaders of Warden's residence, mess hall, prisons and bath-
house; put wire netting on windows of mess hall, hospitals and new storehouse. 

Plumbers and Iron Workers. 
Put new toilet and urinal in bakery, new sink in Keeper's kitchen, toilet in 

W'arden's residence, toilet in Matron's quarters, new stove in laundry, stove and sink 
in Head Keeper's apartments, and irons on windows in Warden's residence; put new 
bell strainer trap, 2 3-inch vice traps and 2 3-inch elbows in new storehouse; made 
new firebox, 3 feet high, for new bakery; made 6 5-pound, 5 10-pound and 2 16-pound 
sledge hammers for quarry; made 12 iron and 6 strap anchors for Gardener; repairs 
to plumbing, in prisons, hospitals, Warden's residence, Head Keeper's apartments, 
storehouse and Administration Building; repaired locks and levers in prisons; 
cleaned waste and gas pipes in Warden's residence, Head Keeper's apartments, prisons, 
laundry, Administration Building, mess hall, Keeper's quarters and hospitals; laid 
new water pipe at quarry.

Hon. JOHN V. COGGEY, Commissioner: 
Dear Sir-I have the honor to transmit to you the quarterly report of Branch 

Workhouse, Rikers Island, for the quarter ending March 31, 1go8. The census on 
January I, igo8, was 213 male prisoners. During the quarter, y6 prisoners were re-
ceived from the Workhouse and 236 prisoners were returned to the \Vorkhouse, leav-
ing, on March 31, a census of 253 male prisoners. 

The prisoners have been constantly employed during the quarter and their general 
health has been excellent. By prisoners employed at out of door labor, 2 barges of 
ashes from the Penitentiary were unloaded, 2,500 cubic yards of earth was removed 
from the bank and used to back the sea wall, now in course of construction, and in 
doing this made one-half acre of new ground, 30 cubic yards of sea wall was made, the 
measurement of same being 14 feet wide at base, 8 feet wide at top and 12 feet in 
height, 200 cubic yards of stone was broken into small sizes and will be used in im-
proving the roads of the island The lawns were raked and put in shape, etc. 

Blacksmith made 2 new carts, repaired 3 carts, shod 25 horses, 4 new shoes on each 
horse, 9  sleds repaired, 5! drills sharpened', repaired 5 chains and 30 wedges, 70 picks 
sharpened, made 2 shackles for launch, 3 pair of tongs, 5 hasps, repaired I harrow, I 
wagon repaired, 62 cots repaired, 2 cot frames made, I stove lifter, 140 rivets for cart, 
6 links for chain, I bit, 4 sledge handles put in, repaired 2 lamps, sharpened 72 hand 
drills, I grindstone repaired, 5 crowbars repaired, 2 crowbars made, repaired wrench, 
steel faced 3 sledge hammers. Used in this 55o pounds of iron, ioo pounds of steel, 
3 tons of blacksmith's coal. 

Plumbers cleaned out sewer in cellar of kitchen, repaired the plumbing and 
cleaned out sewer in dormitory \o. 3 and also waste pipe, repaired can launch, swept 
and made all necessary repairs as needed on plumbing from time to time.

dormitories No 2 and No. 3, made new floor in Keeper's kitchen, made clothes chest for

CITY PRISON. 

IIOROCTGTI OF BROOKLYN. 
April 1, 1906. 

Hon. JOHN V. COGGEY, Commissioner of Correction: 
Dear Sir—I most respectfully submit the first quarterly report of the City Prison, 

Borough of Brooklyn, formerly the Kings County Jail, which institution by legis-
lative act was transferred from the Sheriff of Kings County to the Department of 
Correction on January i, igo8. 

In assuming charge in January I found that the buildings, both male and female 
prisons, as also kitchen and boiler house, sadly in need of repairs, and lacking in 
many respects the necessary requirements that go to make tip a fairly well-equipped 
institution. 

These were matters to which our attention was first directed, and by the prompt 
aid which I received from the Department in this regard the most urgent repairs 
and absolute necessities have at this date been attended to, thereby making the build-
ings more secure and habitable for those housed therein. 

Owing to the class who are daily committed to this institution, who are only de-
tained here awaiting trial and from whom we cannot exact any labor, I found it 
necessary to ask you early in January to transfer a number of male and female 
prisoners from the Workhouse on Blackwells Island for the purpose of doing the 
routine work here, such as cooking, kitchen work, washing, cleaning, etc. 

This force, which now numbers sonic sixty males and ten females, perform all 
the manual labor in and about the grounds and buildings, which are now more pre-
sentable and in much better condition than that in which we found them. 

While considerable of the labor performed here during the past three months 
has been done by unpaid prison help, quite some has been attended to by paid outside 
help, in the way of plumbing, tinsmith and locksmith work, where urgent necessity 
called for an immediate repair. 

Requisitions have been made upon the Department and prompt deliveries made 
thereto for many requirements needed in an institution of this kind; as we found on 
taking charge the place entirely without tools or material to meet the needs and wants 
that arise almost daily. 

While we have not accomplished a great deal in mechanical work, I have to re-
port the entire painting of the female prison (two coats), the painting of all the 
window guards of the Administration Building (two coats), numbering 37 in all. 
painting 15 benches for use at Catholic and Protestant services (two coats).

Repaired 6 carts, etc.

Put 145 feet of stovepipe in Building No. I. 
Put 36o feet of (square) new roofing on stable. 
Put 400 square feet of new roofing on fire houses. 
Repaired 600 square feet of roofing on Female Prison. 
Repaired 35o running feet of 6-inch stovepipe, Female Prison. 
Repaired 300 running feet of 5-inch stovepipe, Women's Prison. 
Repaired 36o square feet of roofing on Keeper O'Connor's house. 
Repaired 400 square feet of roofing on Mr. McCormack's house. 
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In the carpentry line the making of 15 benches for church services, making 
dining tables in halls of female prison, replacing sashcords in all window sashes of 
Administration Building, making 16 small benches for use on tiers and repairs to 
furniture in Head Keeper's quarters. 

In the electrical line the Department Electrician, with a force of unpaid prison 
labor, is now engaged installing telephones connecting the male and female prisons 
with general office, which work, when completed, will greatly facilitate matters in the 
several branches of business here. 

Our cleaning force of male help have been daily engaged, mainly in the prison 
proper, scrubbing down all walls on tiers and exterior of cell walls. One day of 
each week is devoted to the thorough scrubbing of all the interior of every cell in 
the prison, of which there are 432. 

Our outside or yard gang have given their attention to the removal of manure 
and ashes that have accumulated here for months. In addition to this they have 
removed all the old wooden sheds and outhouses that have been through age useless 
and unsightly. 

The female labor force have been employed daily at the scrubbing and general 
housework, including their own laundry work as well as that of the male prison. 

One decided and very noticeable improvement in this building has been the re-
placing of the old bedsteads and straw mattresses with the white enameled iron 
bedsteads and wire mattresses, the product of this Department's manufacturing bit-
reau, thereby insuring a more sanitary and cleaner bedstead than that which has 
been in use for years. 

As the institution changed hands so has it been necessary to change the methods 
and systeni that has been in vogue here. As has been your order, the rules and 
regulations guiding the similar institutions of your Department have been applied 
here, and are now in force, and I am pleased to say that in all the branches here, 
owing to such change, good results have been obtained. 

In this regard I may say that those whose business call them here daily, as well 
as the members of the past three Grand Juries for January, February and March, have 
expressed themselves personally and in final presentment to the County Court as 
very favorably impressed with the change of conditions for the better in this branch 
of your Department. 

Let me also add that during the past quarter State Prison Commissioner Thomas 
W. Hynes made an inspection of all our buildings, and in his report to the Commis-
sion at Albany stated the many changes and alterations that have been made for the 
betterment of conditions here. 

Appended herewith I respectfully submit a statement showing the number of 
prisoners at commencement of quarter, the number received, discharged and disposed 
of, the amount of fines received and paid to the City Chamberlain.

Each bid or estimate shall contain the name 
and place of residence of the person making the 
same, and names of all persons interested with 
him therein, and, if no other person be so inter-
ested, it shall distinctly state that fact; also, that 
it is made without any connection with any other
