.:, fixes, annually, the amount which shall be the Ii nit of expenditure on account of the pubiica-
: .n of the CITY RECORD. You will notice that the language of section 67 does not authorize the 

Ccipts of sales to be added to the CITY RECORD apprnpriatlon, and to form all amount in addition 
hereto which may be expended by the Supervisor of the City Record. Such a direction, though 
anomalous, has not been unknown to legislative enactments affecting the City of New York, but the 
spirit of the Consolidation Act is such that it would take very clear and unambiguous language to 
authorize tie expenditure of any amount for any purpose in addition to the amount fixed by the 
II ,ard of Estimate and Apportionment in the Final Estimate. 

The receipts from the sale of the CITY RECORD are paid into the City Treasury for the credit 
t f the General Fund for the reduction of taxation, and in this way the cost of the publication to the 
taxpayers is reduced, which is in accordance with the spirit of section 67. The city bookkeeping 
in the Finance Department is such that no entry is made in the appropriation ledger, either crediting 
Ilse CITY RECOKO with these sales or reducing the amount of the appropriation made by the Board 
of Estimate and Apportionment, but the practical effect of crediting these receipts to the General 
Fund i.b the same as thou6h this were clone.

CHAPTER 205. 

"AN ACT to provide for the assessment and collection 
of the expense of removal of snow and ice from the 
sidewalks of public streets and avenues in the City of 
New York. 
The People of the State of New York, represented in 

.Senate and Assembly, do enact as follows 
Section I. Whenever any owner, lessee, tenant, or 

occupant or person having charge of any building or 
lot of ground in the City of New York shall fail to 
comply with the provisions of any ordinance of the 
said city for the removal of snow and ice from the 
sidewalk or gutter in the street, on the side of the 
street on which the said building or lot fronts, the 
Commissioner of Public Works of the said city shall 
cause such removal to be made, and thereupon the 
expense of such removal as to each particular lot of 
ground shall he ascertained and certified by the 
said Commissioner of Public Works to the Comptroller 
of the said city, Who shall pay the same in the same 
manner as the expense of removing snow from the 
streets of the city is paid : and immediately after the 
making of the payment of such expense as so certified 
to him, the said Comptroller shall make and deliver a 
certificate thereof to the Board of Aldermen of the said 
city, and the said amounts so certified shall, by the 
said Board of Aldermen, annually be added to and made 
to form a part of the annual taxes of the next ensuing 
fiscal year against the lets against which the said 
amounts shall be so certified respectively, and the same 
shall be collected in and with and as part of the annual 
taxes for such fiscal year, for or during which the same 
shall have been so incurred and certified. 

Section z. This act shall not be regarded as inter- 
fering with the owner of any lots throwing into the 
roadway of the streets or avenues any snow or ice 
which may be removed from the sidewalk or gutter 
directly in trout of such lot. 

Section 3. The term lot, as used in this act, shall 
include a space not to exceed twenty-five feet in width 
fronting the street, avenue or lane upon which the 
violation is charged to have been committed or omitted. 

Section 4. ']'his act shall take effect on the first day of 
November, eighteen hundred and ninety-five." 

The City Ordinance to which the above statute applies 
reads as follows 

" Section 66q. Every owner, lessee, tenant, occupant 
orperson having charge of any building or lot of ground 
in the city of N err \ ork shall, within eigct hoars after the 
fall of any snow, and within eight hours after the form-
ing of any ice on the sidewalk or in the gutter in front 
of any such building or lot, remove, or cause the same 
to be removed, from such 'idewalk or gutter, tinder the 
penalty of three dollars for every such neglect, to be 
paid by the said owner, lessee, tenant, occupant or 
Leeson having charge severally and respectively • but 
ishere said snow falls or ice forms between the hours 
d eight o'clock in the evening aid five o'clock in the 

,horning, this ordinance will be complied with by re-
moving, or causing the same to be removed, before nine 
'c leek  of the morning succeeding its fall or forma-

ti',n."

cases where the City Ordinance is not complied with.
