Lighting Cnrnnanv the franchise or right fully 
set out and described in the following form of 
or•nncrd contract for the grantthereof. em- 
hnrlving all of the terms and conditions, includ-
inv tl+e nrnvisinns as to rates and rhgrees upon 
and cnb:eet to the terms and conditions in said 
ornnnw-r! form of rnntraet contained, and that 
file Tavor of The City of New York h. and he 
h"-rrht. is authorized to erernte and dliv,'rsi,ch 
enntrnrt in the name and on behalf of The City 
of New York, as follows, to wit: 

Proposed Fornt of Contract 

This contract, made and entered into this 
day of ,190 , by and be- 

teen ,I 'lie City of New Yor w 	(hereinafter called 
the (ity), party of the first part, by the Mayor 
of said ( ity, acting for and in the name of said 
City under and in pursuance of the authority 
,,f the I:,,ard of Estimate and Apportionment of 
-;did City (hereinafter called the Board), and 
the Queens I.ighting Company, a corporation 
Ii- rmed under and pursuant to the Laws of the 
State of New York (hereinafter called the 
(.,,mpanv). party of the second part, wit nesseth: 

In c,,ii , derattnn of the mutual covenants and 
agreements itercin contained, the parties hereto 
do herchy c.'venant and agree as follows: 

,section I. The City hereby grants to the 
(lam;anv, subject to the conditions and provi- 
-i,ns hereinafter set forth, the right and privi. 
live to lay, construct, maintain and operate 
suitable pipes, mains or other conductors, with 
the necessary service pipes and connections tbere- 
aith, fir conducting gas through the streets 
lanes,alleys, squares and highways now opened 
or tchich may hereafter be opened in that portion 
of the Third and Fourth Wards of the Borough 
of („lucens, as cunetituted by section 1581 of 
chapter 466 of tl a laws of 1901 (the Greater 
New York Charter), bounded and described as 
follows: 

Commencing at the point on the southerly shore 
of Little Neck Bay, where the boundary line 
b,-twceu The City of New York and the County 
of Nassau intersects the same; thence south-
westerly along said southerly shore of Little 
Neck Bay to the creek known as Alley Creek; 
thence southerly along the line of the centre of 
sail :Vlcy Creek to a point where the same, ex. 
tended, would meet \Vest Alley road; thence 
westerly along said West Alley road to where 
the same intersects and joins Rocky Hill road; 
thence southerly along said Rocky Hill road to 
the point where the same intersects and joins 
Black Stump r,md; thence westerly along said 
Black Stump road to a point where the same 
intersects and loins the road known as Brush-
ville road and Ilolliswood avenue; thence south-
erly along said road known as the Brushville 
road and I7olliswood avenue to a point where 
the continuation of the same is known as Flush. 
ing avenue: thence continuing southerly along 
said Flushing avenue topoint where the same 
loins and intersects Hillside avenue; thence 
easterly along said Hillside avenue to a point 
where the same joins and intersects Carpenter 
as-cute: thence southerly and southwesterly along 
said Carpenter avenue to a point where the same 
joins and intersects Pocahontas avenue; thence 
southwesterly along said Pocahontas avenue to 
where the same joins and intersects the right 
of way of the Long Island Railroad Company, 
otherwise known as Atlantic avenue: thence 
westerly along the right of way of the Long 
Island Railroad Company, otherwise known as 
Atlantic avenue, to a point formed by the 
intersection of such right of way of the Long 
Island Railroad Company, otherwise known as 
Atlantic avenue. Farmers avenue and a road 
known as the Old Country road or Hollis road; 
thence southerly across said road known as the 
Old Country road or Hollis road to Farmers ave. 
flue; thence southerly along said Farmers avenue 
to a point where the same meets Locust avenue 
at or near Central avenue; thence southwesterly 
along said Locust avenue to a point where the 
same loins and intersects the road known as 
Rockaway road; thence northwesterly along said 
Rockaway road to a point where the same joins 
and intersects the road known as the Three 
Mile Mill road: thence southwesterly along said 
Three Mile Mill road to a point where the same 
reaches Jamaica Bay, near Cornell's Creek' 
thence easterly along the northerly shore of 
Jamaica Bay to the boundary line between The 
City of New York and the County of Nassau: 
thence northeasterly along said boundary line 
between The City of New York and the county 
of Nassau, as at present constituted, to the 
Point ur place of beginning. Being all that por- 
tion of the Third and Fourth Wards of the 
Borough of Queens, City of New York, em-
braced within such boundaries, as more clearly 
shown on the map or plan attached to this con- 
tract and certified to by the President of the 
Company, and dated June 4, 1907. 

Sec, 2• The grant of this privilege is in con-
sideration' of and subject to and conditioned upon 
the Performance and observance of the following 
conditions: 

First—The said right to lay, construct, maintain 
and operate pipes, mains or other conductors for 
conducting gas in the above-described territory 
shall be held and enjoyed by the Company, its sue. 
cessurs or assigns, from the date when this cou-
tract is signed by the Mayor until the twenty-sev-
enth day of October. nineteen hundred and thirty' 
one, with the privilege of renewal of said con-
tract for a further period of twenty-five (25) 
years upon a fair revaluation of said right and 
privilege. Such revaluation shall be of the right 
and privilege to maintain and operate such a gas 
system by itself, and is not to include any valua- 
(ion derived from the ownership. operation or con- 
trol of any other gas, electric or other system 
used for the purpose of supplying light, heat or 
power, by the Company, its successors or assigns. 

If the Company shall determine to exerci a its 
privilege of n-newal it shall make application to 
the Board, or any authority which shall be au-
thorized by law to act for the City in place of the 
Board. Such application shall be made at any 
time, not earlier than two years and nut later than 
one year, before the expiration of the original 
term of this contract. The determination of the 
revaluation shall be sufficient if agreed to in 
writing by the Company and the Board, but the 
annual sum to be paid by the Company to the 
City under such renewal shall not be less than 
the sum required to be paid during the last year 
of this original contract. 

If the Company and the Board shall not reach 
such agreement on or before the day one - Sear 
before the ex(iratinn of the original term ut this 
contract, then the annual rate of c ,nupensati, .n 
for such succeeding twenty-five (25) years shall 
be reasonable, and either the City (by the Board) 
or the Company shall be bound, upon request of 
the other, to enter into a written agreement with 
such other fixing the rate of such compensation 
at such amount as shall he reasonable, but no 
annual sum thus fixed shall in any event be less 
than the sum required to be Paid by time Company 
to the City daring the last year of this original 
contract, and if the parties shall not forthwith 
agree upon n-h at is r--asonable. then the parties 
shall enter into a written agreement fixing such 
annual rate at such amount as shall be determined 
by three disinterested freeholders, selected in the 
following manner: 

One disinterested freeholder shall be chosen by 
the Board. one disinterested freeholder shall be 
chosen by the Company: these two shall choose a 
third disinterested freeholder, and the three so 
chosen shall act as appraisers and shall make the 
revaluation aforesaid. Such appraisers shall be 
chosen at least six months Prior to the expiration 
.f this original contract, and their report shall 
be filed with the hoard within three months after 
they are chosen They shall act as appraisers 
and not as arbitrators. They may base their 
judgment upon their own experienceand upon 
such information as they may obtain by in-
quiries and investigations without the presence 
of either party. They shall have the right t-r 
examine the books of the Company and its 
,officers under oath. The valuations so ascer- 
tained, fixed and determined shall be conclusive 
upon both parties, but no annual sum to be paid 
thereunder shall, in ant, event, he I,-so than the 
sum required to be paid for the last year of this 
original contract. If. in any case, thir annual rate 
shall not be fixed prior to the termination of the 
original term of this contract, then the Company 
shall pay the annual rate theretofore prevailing 
until the new rate shall be determined, and shall 
then make up to the City the amount of any 
excess of the annual rate then determined over 
the previous annual rate. The compensation and 
expenses of the said appraisers shall be boots' 
jointly by the City and the Company, each paying 
one-half thereof. 

Second—Upon the termination of this original 
contract, or if the same is renewed. then upon 
the termination of the said renewal term, or upon 
the termination of the rights hereby granted for 
any other cause, or upon the dissuluti -n of the 
Company before such termination, if the Itoard 
shall so elect, the mains, scnice pipes and street 
lamps erected and located by the Company in the 
territory designated in Section I of this contract, 
including all property erected or located by it in 
the public streets or roads of the City, as the 
same now exist or may he extended. and in all 
new streets or roads which tnav be hereafter 
opened in that portion of the Borough of Ouecns, 
constructed pursuant to this contract, shall hrcnme 
and be the property of the City, without cony 
Ixnsation therefor, and the same may be use,l 
by the City for any purpose whatsoever. If (h,-
Board shall so elect, upon the termination of this 
grant for any cause, the plant and property 
erected and located by the Cotntanv nurcuant to 
this contract, in that Portion of the Borough of 
Queens as bounded and described in Section I of 
this contract, including the buildings, plants. 
holders, meters, house fittings and all Property 
not situated in the public streets or roads u,cd 
by the Company in the manufacture and distribu-
tion of gas to street lamps and Public and private 
buildings in said territory, shall become and he 
the property of the Cite on payment to the Com-
nany of the value of the same, as fixed by three 
disinterested freeholders, appointed and paid in 
the same manner and with the same Powers as 
appraisers appointed upon any renewal of this 
original contract, as above set forth, but such 
valuation shall in no case be greater than the 
value of such property, as shown by the last re-
port submitted by the Company to the Board, a• 
required by the terms of this contract, and shall 
not include any compensation for any value 
which such property may have by reason of this 
grant. 

If, however, at the termination of this grant for 
any cause, as aforesaid, the City, by the Board, 
shall so order by resolution. the Company shall, 
upon thirty (30) days' notice from the Board, 
remove any and all of its pipes, mains and con- 
ductors from all the streets and public places 
within the limits of the territory in which it is 
authorized to operate by this contract. 

Third—The Company, its successors or assigns• 
shall pay for this Privilege to the City the follow- 
ing bunts of money, to wit: 
1. Five thousand dollars ($5,000) in cash 

within thirty days after the signing of this con- 
tract. 

2. During the period between the date on 
which this contract is signed by the Mayor and 
the twenty-seventh day of October, nineteen hun-
dred and eleven, an annual sum which shall in 
no case be less than two hundred and fifty dol-' 
lars ($250), and which shall be equal to one (1) 
tier cent, of the gross receipts of the Company in 
the territory in which it is authorized to operate ' 
under the terms of this contract, if such per-
centage shall exceed the sum of two hundred and 
fifty dollars ($250). 

3. During the succeeding five years of this 
original contract an annual sum which shall its 
no case be less than five hundred dollars ($500), 1 
and which shall be equal to one (1) per cent, of 
the gross receipts of the Company in the terri-
tory in which it is authorized to operate under ' 
the terms of this contract, if such percentage 
shall exceed the sum of five hundred dollars 
($S00). 

4. During the succeeding five years of this 
original contract an annual sum which shall in 
no case be less than one thousand dollars  

($i,000), and which shall be equal to two 
(_1) per cent. of the gross receipts of the 
Company in the territory in which it is author- 
iced to operate tinder the terms of this contract 
if such percentage shall exceed file bunt of 
one thousand dollars ($1,000). 

5, During the succeeding five years of this 
original contract an annual sum, which shall 
h no case be less than one thousand five han-
rlred dollars ($1,500), and which shall be equal 
to three (3) per cent, of the grn,., receipts of 
the Company in the territory in which it is 
authorized to Operate under the terms of this 
contract, if such percentage shall exceed the 
sum of one thousand five hundred dollars 
($1,500). 

6. During the last five years of this original 
contract alt annual sun which shall in no case 
be hr-s than tsvu thousand five hundred dollars 
152,5001, and which shall be equal to five (SI 
per cent, of the gross receipts of the Company 
in the territory in which it is authorized to 
operate under the terms of this contract, if such 
percentage shall exceed the slim of two thousand 
five hundred dollars ($2,500). 

.\II the sums herein provided for shall be paid 
into the treasury of The City of New York on 

i-crnther I of each year. and shall be for the 
xmnnnt due to September 30 next preceding. 

Fourth—'file said annual charge or payments 
shall continue th ronghnnt the whole term of the 
privilege hcrrby )'ranted, whether original or 
renewal, as ltereinbefore provided. nnt with stand' 
ing any clause in any statute nr in the charter 
of any gas or other cnmpanv providing for pay-
ntents for similar rights or franchises at a 
different rate, and nn trandfcr• sale, aacitnment. 
lease or sublease of the rights or franchises 
hcrcbv grant crl, whether original nr rem-teal. 1,r 
any part thereof, shall be valid nr effectual for 
any purpose unless the said transfer. sale, assigo-
nent, Ica,e or sublease '.hall contain a cotenant 
on the part of ilic transfer,-c. nurchacer. assignee 
nr lessee that the same is subject to all the cot 
millions of this contract, and that the trans 
ferce. purchaser, a-msigncc or lessee assumes anmt 
will he bn and by all of said conditions. anything 
in anus- statute or in the charter of srtch assignee 
nr 	lcccec to the contrary tint withstanding, and 
that the swirl trancfcree, purcbacrr. assignee or 
le 'ee wakes any more favnrahle conditions 
created by said statute or its charter, and that 
it will not claim by reason thereof or otherwise 
exemption from liatiility to perform each and all 
of the conditions of this contract. 

It i= aerecd that any and all payments to be

paccntc•nt of said street, shall do so in accord-
ancc with the specifications fir the c-mustruetion 
of said pavement, and the Conipanv shall also. 
at its , wit cost and expense, maintain the same 
in good condition, and at the proper grade and 
cunatn:e, for the period of ntte year from the 
time of its restoration. tvhetber the saute had 
brcu restored by the said Company or by the 
City authorities, as hereinafter provided. When 
street: paved with improved pavements. on .vhich 
the contractor's guarantee has not expired 
through time, are to lie paved, the Company 
shall hate the power to arrange kith the con- 
tractor to open and relay such pavements under 
;nut agreement or contract. 

If the Company at any tinge, after five days' 
notice from the President of the Borough of 
Queens, shall neglect or refuse to restore, cc-
pave or maintain any pavement in accordance 
withthe provisions of this contract, then the 
President of the Ttnrnugh of Quccns may rc-
,tore, repave or maintain the same, and the cost 
of such restoration, repavement or maintenance, 
isitlt legalinterest thereon, shall he a proper 
charge against, and may he deducted from. the 
security fund to he deposited by the Company 
with the Comptroller, as hereinafter Provided. 

Seventh—It is a condition of this contract that 
the Company shall hear the entire expense of 
all work undertaken by reason of this grant. 
Eighth—'.tithin three (3) months after the 

execution of this contract by the Mayor. the 
Company - shall commence file laving of mains, 
• md withn one (11 pear thereafter shall have 
laid and in operation at least five (5) miles of 
mains within the streets in the territory in which 
it is hereby granted the privilege to lay its 
plains, and shall supply gas ihrnngh the came 
to the sections known as Queens and Little 
Neck. The Company shall also, within two (2) 
years thereafter, Lave laid, ready to supply 
gas through the same, mains or conductors to 
supply the sections known as Springfield. Rose-
dale and Holliswond. From and after two (2) 
years from the date of the signing of this con. 
tract the Comnanv shall also lay such further 
mains as may be directed by the Board. Unless 
the provisions of this paragraph are fulfilled by 
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the Company, this grant shall cease and deter. 
mine. 

Ninth—In the event that the City finds it 
necessary to change the grade or line of any 
street, road or avenue now existing, or which 
may hereafter be opened in any part of the 
Borough of Queens, or place therein any new 
structures, or change the location of any struc-
ture therein, the Company agrees that it will• 
make no claim or attempt to obtain any com-
pensation for its expense in relaying or replacing 
its mains. if the same is necessary to Conform 
to such improvement in or of such street, road 
or avenue, in the territory in which it is hereby 
granted the right to lay its mains. 

Tenth—The Company shall, upon being direct-
ed to do so by the Commissioner of \Vater Sup-
ply. Gas and i:lectricity, extend its main to such 
places and along such streets as he may direct. 
but shall not be required to lay a greater length 
of main or conductor during any one year than 
that hercinbefore prescribed; provided, however. 
that if any public huildinc or public ianlos the 
Commissioner desires to be lighted are situated 
within one hundred (1001 feet of any main or 
conductor of the Company in a public street. 
avenue or highway, then and in that case the 
Company shall be required to extend the same. 
in addition to the above, in compliance with 
section 62 of the Transportation Cnroorations 
Law (chapter 211) of the Laws of 19001, and a 
public lamp shall he deemed a building or premise 
within the meaning of such section. 

Eleventh—The Company, within three (3) 
months after the signing of this contract by the 
Mayor, shall commence the construction of a 
gas works, including all the appurtenances nece--
sary thereto, of a sufficient capacity to furnish 
at least forty million (40.000,000) cubic feet of 
gas per annum, and shall complete the same 
within twelve (12) months thereafter. This gas 
works shall be constructed within the boundaries 
of the territory within which it is granted the 
right to operate by this contract, and a failure 
to complete the same within the time limited 
shall result in the forfeiture of this franchise 
without legal or equitable proceedings; provided 
that such period may he extended by the Board 
for a period or periods not exceeding in the 
aggregate twelve (12) months: and provided, 
further, that when the commencement or comple-
tion of said construction shall be prevented by 
legal  proceedings in any Court or by works of 
public improvement, or from other causes not 
within the control of the Company, the time for 
the commencement or completion of such construe-
tion may he extended for the period of such pre-
vention. but n•- delay shall he allowed for unless 
the court proceedings shall he diligently prose-
cuted by the Company; and provided, further. 
that in no case shall such delay be deemed to 
begin until the Company shall have given written 
notice to the Board of any such court proceed-
ings or other occasion .,f delay, and deliver to 
the Board conies of any injunction or other 
orders, and the Papers upon which the same 
shall have been Granted, and unless, upon the 
request of the Board, the Company shall, in 
writing, consent that the Board, either in its 
own name as a party, or in the name of the 
City, as a party, may intervene in such pro-
ceedings. 

The gas plant, mains and all appurtenances 
thereto shall be constructed and operated in 
the latest approved manner, and shall be -per. 
ated with the most modern and improved appli-
ances. The gas furnished by the Company shall 
be of the best quality, and the supply shall he 
continuous for twenty-four hours in each day 
during the term of this contract, or any ,e-
newal thereof, except for interruptign from un-
avoidable causes over which the Company shall 
have no control. 

Twelfth—The Company shall file with the 
Board, on or before the 1st day of November 
in each year. a man, plan or diagram, showing 
the boundaries of the terr:iory in which the 
Company is authorized to lay its mains by this 
contract, upon which shall he plainly marked 
in black the mains laid up to September 30 of 
the year preceding, and in red the mains laid 
during the year ending on the 30th day of Sep-
tember next preceding the date of the filing of 
such map, plan or diagram. This map, plan or 
diagram shall have a statement thereon of the 
number of miles of mains laid up to the 30th 
day of September of the preceding year. and 
of the number of miles of mains laid during the 
Year ending on the 30th day of September next 
Preceding the date of the filing of the same, in 
the words and figures following. viz.: 

Number of miles of mains laid up to Sep- 
tember 30, 19 	mles, 	feet. 

.umber of miles of mains laid during the year 
ending September 30, 19 	miles, 	feet. 
—and shall be certified by the Secretary of 
Company. Copies of this man, plan or dfagrafi 
shall also be filed in the office of the Depart-
ment of Water Supple. Gas and Electricity, and 
in the office of the President of the Borough of 
Queens. 

Thirteenth—The gas to be furnished by the 
company shall be of the standard at present 
fixed by law. Said gas shall have an illuminating 
power of not less than twenty-two sperm candles 
,f six to a pound. burning at the rate of one 
hundred and twenty grains of spermaceti per 
hour, tested at a distance of not less than one 
mile from the distributing holder by a burner 
consuming five cubic feet of gas per hour by a 
flat flame burner giving greatest results at not 
less than four-tenths of an inch pressure at the 
point of ignition, and each (Inc hundred cubic 
feet of gas shall not contain more than five 
grains of ammonia, nor more than twenty grains 
of sulphur, nor more than a trace of sulphuretted 
hydrogen. Provided, however, that should a new 
rrocees be hereafter generally used to manufac-
ture gas of a higher ttandard than the gas at 
present manufactured by the Company, then the 
Company binds itself to furnish gas equal to 
that furnished by such new process, should the 
same be ordered by the Board. And the Com-
pany further binds itself to furnish gas of supe-
rior candle-power and quality to that herein set 
forth or ordered by the Board whenever required 
to do so by any general or local act of the 
Legislature, and such act shall he deemed a 
modification of this agreement, but no act pro-
viding for the furnishing of an inferior quality 
of gas shall be deemed to in any way affect the 
provisions of this agreement. The pressure of 
said gas shall not exceed that fixed by law, 

Fourteenth—The Company agrees to provide 
and furnish to the Department of Water Supply. 
Gas and Electricity the necessary apparatus and 
station to conduct tests to ascertain the pressure 
and quality of the gas furnished by it, if re-
nuired to do so by the Commissioner of Water 
Supply. Gas and Electricity. Should any tests 
made by the said Commissioner of gas fur-
nished by the Company show that said gas is 
of an inferior quality or other than that speci-
fied herein, or is being furnished at a pressure 
exceeding that fixed by law, the Company shall 
immediately remedy such defect upon notice from 
said Commissioner. 

Fifteenth—The rates to be charged by 'the 
Company in the Borough of Queens for gas fur. 
nished by it to the City and to private consumers 
shall never be in excess of the following, and 
it is agreed that the same may he  reduced by 
the Board, as hereinafter provided- 

For gas furnished to the City for street light-
ing, to be used in its public buildings, or for 

gas furnished to any other public buildings 
located in the Borough of Queens, the sum of 
seventy-five cents per thousand cubic feet. 

For furni: ping gas to open-flame lamps, con. 
suming three cubic feet of gas per hour, and 
burning for a period of three thousand nine hun- 
dred and fifty hours in any one year, for each 
lamp, at each lamp, including the lighting, ex- 
tinguislttng, cleaning, repairing, reglazing and 
painting of lanterns and lamp•irons, the painting 
of lamp-posts and cross-heads, the furnishing, re- 
pairing and replacing of cocks, tubes and burners, 
the replacing of cross-heads, lamp-irons and tan. 
terns, and the replacing and repairing of lamp' 
posts when owned by the Company, a sum not 
to exceed seventeen dollars ($17) per year, and 
for similar services to other open•flame lamps 
burning a different number of cubic feet per 
hour, or a different number of hours per year, 
at proportionate rates. 

For furnishing and connecting, ready for use, 
each mantle gas lamp with improved burner ap-
pliances and incandescent mantles, including 
cocks, tubes, burners, mantles. globes, chimneys, 
rods, regulating apparatus and all appurtenances 
necessary for each lamp, at each lamp, and also 
operating and maintaining it. including illumi-
pant, the operation and maintenance to include 
the lighting, extinguishing, cleaning. reglazing, 
repairing and painting of lanterns and lamp-irons, 
the painting of lamp-posts and cross-heads, the 
furnishing. repairing and replacing of cocks, 
tubes, burner appliances, mantles, chimneys, 
globes, rods, regulating apparatus, lanterns, lamp-
irons, frames and cross-heads thereto, and re-
pairing and replacing of lamp-posts when owned 
by the Company, a sum not to exceed twenty-
five dollars ($25) for every such lamp not con' 
smiling more than three anti one-half (3 - ) 
cubic feet of gas per hour for three thousand 
vine hundred and fifty hours in any one year, 
and for similar services to mantle lamps burn-
lug a different number of cubic feet per hour 
or a different number of hours per year at pro. 
portionate rates. 

For furnishing illuminating material other than 
vas for each lamp, at each lamp. including the 
lighting, extinguishing. cleaning, repairing, re-
glazing and painting of lanterns and lamp-irons, 
the painting of lama-posts and erns;-heads, the 
furnishing, repairing and replacing of cocks. 
tubes, burners, burning appliances, lamp-posts, 
lanterns, lamp-irons and cross-}h cads thereto, the 
sum of twenty dollars ($220) Per lamp,  burning 
three thcntsaud nine hundred ant fifty hours in 
am one year. and f ,r similar service for a greater 
number of hours at proportionate rates. 

For surglving ill ttmi Pat inc material other than 
gas in. and for furnishing and connecting ready 
fir use, each mantle lamp, with improved burner 
appliances anti incandescent mantles, including 

ells. tuhc=, burners, mantles, globes. chimneys, 
rods and regulating apparatus, necessary for each 
lamp- at each lamp. amt also operating and main-
taining it. The operation and maintenance to in- 
c'. it' te the lighting. extinguishing, cleaning, reglaz-
ing repairing and painting of lanterns and lamp-
irons, the Painting of lamp posts and cross-heads, 
the furnishing, repairing and replacing of cocks, 
tubes, burner appliances. mantles, chimneys, 
¢l.'hes. rods. regulating apparatus, lanterns. lamp-
irons, frames and crossheads thereto, the sum of 
twenty-seven dollars ($27) per lamp burning three 
thousand nine Ii  hundred and fifty hours in any one 
%ear, ar.d for similar service for a greater number 
of h,,urs at Proportionate rates. 

For gas furnished to Private consumers in that 
t.orti, -n of the terrih.ry in which the Company is 
-er,,h,- granted the right to lay its mains lying in 
the Third Ward of the Borough of Queens, one 
dolls- and ten cents per thousand cubic feet dur-
inQ the year nineteen hundred anti nine: one 
'lollar and five cents per thou,sand cubic feet dur-
ne the year t•.incteen hundred and ten, and one 
dollar thereafter. and in that portion of the terri
tory in which the Company is hereby granted the 
right to lay its mains lying in the Fourth Ward 
Hof the Thorough of Oueens•  the sum of one dollar 
Per thousand cubic feet. 

The Company also agrees that if in the future 
any nety or impr wed stele of street lighting is 
available for use it will furnish the same through-
'lit the territory in which it is hereby granted 
the right to operate at such reasonable prices as 
may he fixed by the Board, subject to the pro-
visions of this contract. 

Sixteenth—The Company shall supply gas to 
the Public buildings and Public lamps of all types 
situated on the line or lines of the mains of said 
C-'moans' throughout the territory in which it is 
heretic granted the right to lays its mains and 
furnish open flame and mantle naphtha lamps, 
tcl;ere such mains are not laid• if required by the 
C' .tnmissi.oner f Water Supply. Gas and Elec-
tricity, and said Public buildings and lamps shall 
he lighted when required by the City at rates not 
to exceed those hereinliefore set forth, or as may 
he  hereafter established by the Board. As a cnn- 
'liti,m of this contract hoe Company hinds itself 
t o submit bids or Proposals for lighting the public 
hr.iblings and furnishing and lighting public lamps 
f all tunes in the entire torritory in which it is 

erant-d the right to operate by this contract along 
!h, lusts of its mains as they exist or may he 
---'ended, whenever the same are advertised or 
call-,I for by the Commissioner of Water Supply, 
(iris and Electricity, or his successor in authority. 
at rates not exceeding those above set forth, or 
which may he hereafter established by the Board. 

Seventeenth—The Csmpanv shall also, in any 
and all bids or proposals which it may here-
aficr submit for lighting public bitildings and 
lamps in the Borough of Queens. agree to 

pair such lampposts as belong to the City 
or may he acquired or erected by it, and erect 
new ones at prices not to exceed the following, 
except as provided elsewhere in this paragraph: 

For , act lamp-po,t  straightened, the sum of 
one dollar and fifty- cents ($1.50). 

Fur each column reloaded, the sum of one dol- 
lar and fifty cents ($1.50). 

For each column rccalked, the sum of one dol- 
lar ($I). 

For each column refitted, the sum of three 
dollars and fifty cents ($3.50)• 

For each service pipe refitted, the sum of six 
dollars ($6),  

For each standpipe refitted the sum of four 
dollars ($4). 

For discontinuing service per lamp, the sum of 
two dollars ($2). 

For each lamp-post removed, the sum of three 
dollars and fifty cents ($3.50). 

For each lamp-post reset, the sum of ten dol. 
tars ($10). 

For each lamp-post painted, the sum of twenty. 
five cents (25c.) per coat, 

For the erection of each new lamp-post, com- 
nlete (with service and standpipes when for gas), 
and with cross-heads, lamp-irons and lanterns in 
Place. the sum of ten dollars ($10), 

For the sale to the City of the gas lamp-posts 
with gas lamps belonging to the Company, erected 
ready for use complete with service and stand. 
pipes connected, all in good repair, per post, the 
sum of right dollars ($8). 

The Company may submit bids for any or all 
i.f thc'e items at prices not to exceed twenty-five 
nor rent, in excess of those above set forth, or 
which may he hereafter fixed by the Board, 
vhencver in the opinion of the Commissioner of 
Water Supply, Gas and Electricity these prices 
apnear to be insufficient. 

Eighteenth—During the term of this contract or 
any renewal thereof the Board shall have the  

power to regulate and fix the maximum and 
-minimum rates to be charged by the Company 
hroughout the territory in which it is hereby 

;ranted the right to lay its mains for gas for 
private lighting, provided such rates shall be 
reasonable and fair. 

The maximum rates herein fixed for public 
ighting and for repairs and replacements of 
,treet lamps and posts shall continue until Octo-
hcr 27, 1911, at which time and at the end of 
each period of five years thereafter during the 
term of the contract or any renewal thereof, the 
Board shall have the power to reduce such rates, 
Provided such reduced rates shall be reasonable 
and fair. 

Nineteenth—The Company shall supply gas to 
all applicants in the territory in which it is 
authorized to operate, not in arrears for prior 
bills, owning or occupying premises on streets in 
which gas mains or conductors are laid, and 
,there the Company has not laid mains or con-
ductors it shall lay the same upon the applica-
tion- in writing, of the owner or occupant of any 
building or premises within one hundred feet of 
any main laid by it, provided he shall pay all 
,nosey due from him to the Company. The Coin- 
pany, however, shall not refuse to supply gas to 
any person owning or occupying premises on 
the line of its mains or to extend its mains for 
that purpose if there be any rent or compensa-
tion in arrear for gas supplied, or for pipes or 
listings, furnished to a former occupant thereof, 
unless such owner applying for a supply of gas 
shall have undertaken or agreed with the former 
occupant to pay or to exonerate him from the 
payment of such arrears, and shall refuse and 
neglect to pay the same; and if for the space of 
ten days after such application. and the deposit 
of a reasonable sum as security, if required, in 
Pursuance of section 63 of the Transportation 
Corporation Law, the Company shall refuse or 
neglect to supply gas as required, said Company 
shall forfeit and pay to the applicant the sum of 
ten dollars, and the further sum of five dollars 
for every day thereafter during which such re-
fusal or neglect shall continue: provided that the 
Company shall not be required to lay service 
pipes for the purpose of supplying  gas to any 
applicant where thq ground in which such pipe is 
required to be laid shall he frozen or shall other. 
wise- in the opinion of the Board, present scrinns 
obstacles to laying the same; nor unless the appli-
cant. if required, shall deposit in advance with 
the Company a sum of money sufficient to pay 
the cost of his Portion of the pipe required to be 
laid, and the expense of laying such portion. 

The Company shall not require or receive any 
deposit or advance payment in excess of what is 
reasonably necessary to insure payment of cttr-
rent bills. and on such amounts so paid the Com- 
pany shall pay interest at the statutory rate. Any 
consumer or person who desires to be connected 
xith the stains of the Company can apply  to the 
Roard to compel the Company to comply with the 
provisions of this contract, and all orders of the 
Board made on the request of any such con• 
Sumer or person shall be complied with by the 
Company. 

The provisions herein made in regard to a 
penalty for refusal to comply with the provi,inns 
of this subdivision of the contract, and requiring 
the payment of interest on deposits made by con- 
sunters, may, in the event of the refusal of the 
Cuntpany to comply with any order of the Board, 
on complaint made in regard thereto. he deducted 
from the security fund to he depnsiti d with the 
Comptroller, as hereinafter provided, and the 
Comptroller is authorized to deduct the amount 
from the said fund and pay the same to the 
claimant, on being directed to do so by the 
Board. 

The repeal or amendment of section 62 of the 
Transportation Corporations Law, requiring the 
Company to extend its mains to supply gas to any 
building within one hundred feet of its existing 
mains, upon application for the same. shall not 
he deemed to in any way affect the provisions of 
this contract, except that if such amendment me' 
quires the Company to do something in addition 
to or not inconsistent with the provisions of this 
contract, then. and in that case, the Company 
shall comply with both of the provisions of this 
contract and the laws of the State in regard to 
such extensions. 

Twentieth—The Company shall assume all Ila-
bility Sc, persons or property by reason of the 
Constructimt or operation of the system author-
ized by this contract, and it is a condition of this 
contract that the City shall assume no liability 
whatsoever to either persons or property no ac-
count of the same, and the Company hereby 
agrees to repay to the City any damage which 
the City shall be compelled to may by reason of 
sny acts or defaults of the Company. 

Twenty-first—The rights and privileges hereby 
granted shall not be assigned, either in whole or 
in part, or leased or sublet in any manner, either 
by the act of the Company, its successors or 
assigns, or by operation of law•, whether under 
the prnvi•ions of the statute relating to the con-
solidation, merger or sale of corporations or 
otherwise, to any person or corporation whatso- 
ever, toot- shall the Company, its successors or 
assigns, in any manner consolidate or pool its 
stock, business or interests, or enter into any 
agreement for a division of business, interest or 
territory, or to prevent competition or a reduc• 
tion in rates, or acquire, own or make use of or 
in any manner exercise control over any of the 
rights, privileges, franchises or stock, or use, 
own, control or operate any of the property, 
works, plants or appliances of any such persons 
or corporations without the consent of the City, 
acting by the Board, evidenced by an instrument 
tinder seal, anything herein contained to the con' 
teary thereof in any wise notwithstanding, and 
the granting,giving, or waiving of any one or 
more of suc consents shall not tender unneces-
sary any subsequent consent or consents. Noth. 
ing herein contained shall apply to any mortgagee 
or mere lienor, but shall apply to any purchaser 
upon foreclosure or under or by virtue of any 
provision of a mortgage or lien. 

In the event of any consolidation, sale or 
merger with any other gas company operating in 
the same territory whereby any duplication of 
plant or mains shall he effected, such duplication 
shall not he included in the assets on which a 
return is to be provided in fixing a reasonable 
rate. 

Twentv-second—The Company hereby agrees 
and stipulates that any and all rights which by its 
ircorporation it may now have or may hereafter 
acquire. under the law, as it now exists or may 
be hereafter amended or altered, whereby it may 
purchase, acquire or hold stock, bonds or other 
evidence of indebtedness in any other corporation, 
are hereby waived; but the Company may exer- 
cise such rights upon acquiring the consent of the 
Board so to do. under such conditions as it may 
impose. 

Twenty third—The Company shall submit a 
report duly verified to the Board not later than 
November 1 of each year. for the year ending 
September 30 next preceding, which shall show 
the following:

For failure to comply with the foregoing. the 
Company shall pav a penalty of twenty-five dollars 
($25) per day until such statement or copy of 
such r, port is rendered, and in default of such 
navntertt•  the same, neon  order of the Board, may 
be deducted front the security fund to he de- 
visited by tho Company with the Comptr his-n, as 
hereinafter nrnvidcd. 

Twenty-fourth—If the said Company. its suc-
cessors or assigns, shall fail to give efficient pith'  
lie service at the rate- herein fixed, or fail to 
maintain the standanl fixed by the Board or by 
la\r, as set forth above, for the quality of gas fttr- 
nished by it to the City or Private consumers, or 
exceeds the maximum presume allowed by law. 
or fail to maintain its structures in good condi- 
tion throughout the fall term of its occupancy of 
such streets, or fail to mimply with any provisions 
of this contract, the Board may give written 
notice to the said Company, specifying any de• 
fault on the part of said ('ompany, and requiring 
said Company to remedy the same within a 
reasonable time, and upon the failure of the 
Crnnpanv to remedy said default within a reason-
able lime said Company shall for each day there-
after during rvIiich the default or defect remains 
pay to the City the sum of one hundred dollars 
($100), as fixed or liquidated damages, or the said 
City, in case such structures which may affect 
the surface of the streets, shall not put in good 
condition within a reasonable time after notice by 
the Board, as aforesaid, shall have the right to 
make all needed repairs at the expense of the 
Compam•. in which case the said Company shall 
pay to the City the amount of the cost of such 
repairs, with legal interest thereon. or in default 
of such pavment, the same shall be a proper 
cltaree against and may he deducted from the 
secttrity fund to be deposited with the Comptroller 
as hereinafter Provided. 

If, f,.r a period of two consecutive weeks, the 
gas syste-n of the Company shall not he operated, 
the Board may declare the right and franchise 
granted by this contract terminated without fur- 
ther proceedings in law or in equity, if it shall 
appear, in the judgment of said Board, that the 
same was not operated through the fault of the 
Comnanv. 

The Company shall, in the exercising of any 
and all the right; conferred on it by this contract. 
e 'm•,1v with all the Provisions of chapter 429 of 
the Lass of 1907, establishing the "Public Service 
C. , nunisu.ions" of the State of New York, and all 
act; amendatory or additional thereto, and shall 
immediately upon obtaining the same, furnish to 
the Board. for filing among its records, a copy of 
the certificate remtirrd to he obtained by the Com-
pany under s,-cti-,n e, t; of such act, certified by the 
Commission having inrisdiction over the Company. 
Nothing in this emttract shall be construed as in 
any luau limiting the present or future jurisdic-
tion of the Public Service Commission under the 
late-; of the State. 

Twenty-fifth—The ('nmpanv shrill at all times 
keep accurate books of account and shall, on or 
before November 1 in each year. make a verified 
report to the Comptroller of The City of New 
York of the business done by the Company for 
the rear ending September 30 next preceding. 
Such report shall contain a statement of the gross 
receipts from all business done by the Company, 
together with such other information and in such 
form and detail as the Comptroller may require. 
The Comptroller shall have access to all books of 
the Company for tite purpose of ascertaining the 
correctness of its report and may examine its 
officers under oath. 

And the said Comptroller shall at all times have 
access to the plant of said Company and on 
reasonable notice be provided with an inventory 
thereof. 

Twenty-sixth—In case of any violation or breach 
or failure to comply with any of the provisions of 
this contract, the same may be forfeited by a suit 
brought by the Corporation Counsel on notice of 
ten days to the Company, or at the option of the 
Board, by resolution of said Board, which said 
resolution may contain a provision to the effect 
that all property constructed and in use by virtue 
of this grant shall thereupon become the property 
of the City without proceedings at law or in 
equity. 

Twenty-seventh—This grant is uponthe ex-
Press condition that the Company, within thirty 
(30) days after the execution of this contract and 
before anything is done in exercise of the rights 
conferred thereby, shall deposit with the Comp' 
troller of the City the sum of one thousand five 
hundred dollars ($1,500). either in money or 
securities to be approved by him, which fund shall 
be security for the performance by the Company 
or the terms and conditions of the contract, 
especially those which relate to the payment of 
the annual charge for the franchise granted, in 
defaut of which payment of the annual charge, 
the Comptroller, acting .in behalf of the City 
shall collect same, with interest, from such funO 
after five days' notice in writing to the Com-
pany. In case of the failure of the Company 
to comply with the terms of this contract re-
lating to the filing of annual statements, or iU 
neglect or refusal to comply with any demand 
or direction of the Board or other municipal 
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officials, made pursuant to the terms of this 
contract, or under the authority of any law's or 
ordinances now or hereafter in force, in such 
case and in any of these events the Company 
shall pap to the Coullrtrailer of the City a 
penalty if one Itundre4 and twenty-five dollars 
($12i) for each violation. 

The procedure for the imposition and collec-
tion of the penalties in the grant shall be as 
follows: 

The Comptroller of the City, on complaint 
utade, shall, in writing, notify the Company, 
through is president, to appear before him on 
a certain day not less than ten days after the 
date of such notice, to show cause wily it should 
not he penalized in accordance with the fore-
going provisions. if the Company fails to make 
oil at Ile trance, or, after a hearing, appears, in 
the judgment of the Comptroller, to he in fault, 
said l'umptroller shall forthwith impose the pre-
scribed penalty, or where the atuuunt of the 
penalty is nut prescribed herein, such amount 
as appears to him to lie just, and. without legal 
procedurc, withdraw the anlutnit of such penalty 
from the scene ity fund deposited with him. Itt 
case of any drafts made upon the security fund, 
the Cuntl-any shall. upon tell days' notice in 
writing, pay to the Comptroller of the City a 
sans st,fiicicnt to restore said security fund to 
the original amount of one thousand f,s-c hun- 
(lred dollars ($1,500), and in default thereof 
the contract may be revoked at the option of 
the Board, acting in behalf of the City. No 
action or proceeding or rights tinder the pro-
visions of the grant shall atTect any other legal 
rights, remedies or cause; of action belonging 
to the City. 

Ttventy-eigbth--If at any bone the powers of 
the Board or any Other of the authorities herein 
mentioned, or intended to he mentioned, shall be 
tran ,ferrcd by law to any other hoard, authority, 
officer or officers, then, and in such case, suit, 
other hoard, authority, officer or officers shall 
have the powers. rights and duties herein reserved 
It or prescribed f, r the Board or other authori-
ties. officer or officers. 

Twttity-rind( -The trnrds "notice. "demand" 
or "dirrc:i,,u," wbet-ever used in this contract, 
shall he deemed t., mean a written notice, tie-
maul or direction. Every such notice, demand 
or ,litcctiuu to be served upon the Company. 
.hall be delivered at such office in The City ur 
New York as shall have been designated by the 
Cum;lany, or if tot such office shall have been 
designated. ur if such designation shall have for 
any reason Leconte imperative, shall be trailed 
in 	the lily. lsotagc prepaid, alt ressed to the 
Company at The City of New York. Delivery 
or mailing of such notice. demand or directi~ n 
as ai:,l when alive provided shall lie t•riniVa!ent 
to direct perenual notice, deutand or direction, 
and shall he deemed to have been given at the 
time of delivery or tailing. 

Thirtieth-The grant of this privilege is suh-
ject to whatever right, title or interest the own 
ers of abutting property or others clay have in 
and to the streets, avenue's and highways - of the 
territory in which the Company i, authorzed to 
operate he tins contract, and nothing cuutained 
herein :hall be decried to a tree t in any way the 
right of the (ity to grant a similar privilege 
upon the same or other termsand conditions 
t,, any -tiler person or corporation in any part 
of the fi"r,ai:lt if Qucenc. 

Thirty-hr,l-\Cltenever this contract requires 
the (',initially to do or refrain from doing some-
thing in adr)iti m to or not inconsistent with the 
laws of the State ,r the ordinances of the City, 
the (iii pauy -hall he bound to observe the pro-
rision of the c,,ntract or any amendrrtents or 
modifications of the same.

Each bid or estimate shall contain the name 
arid place of residence of the person making the 
same, and names of all persons interested with 
him therein, and, if no other person be so inter-
ested, it shall distinctly state that fact; also, that 
it is made without any connection with any other 
person staking an estimate for the same purpose, 
and is in all respects fair and without collusion 
sir fraud, and that no member of the Board of 
\lderuten, head of a department. chief of a 
hureaet, deputy thereof, or clerk therein, or other
