The Commission created by chapter 55o of the Laws of i88o, to revise, vacate, or modify assess-
ments for local improvements in the City of New York, met pursuant to adjournment. 

Present—Commissioners Edward Cooper (Chairman), Allan Campbell, George H. Andrews, and 
Daniel Lord, Jr. 

The Clerk presented copies of the CITY RECORD and " Daily Register " of July 27 and 28, 
I88I, showing due publication of notices of the present meeting. 

The minutes of the meeting held July 21, 18SI, were read and approved. 
At the request of Mr. Charles E. Miller, counsel for the petitioners, the Counsel to the Corpora-

tion consenting, the cases of John H. Sherwood et al., involving the assessments for regulating, grad-
ing, etc., and paving the Sixth and Seventh avenues, north of One Hundred and Tenth street, which 
were closed on July 21, 1881, were again reopened for the purpose of allowing further testimony to 
be presented. 

After the examination of Mr. Thomas B. Asten, a witness for the petitioners, as to the practice 
of the Board of Assessors in making up assessment lists, and in distributing on the property benefited 
the cost of works of regulating, grading, etc, the cases were, by consent, adjourned to the next 
meeting. 

No. 2040—Matter of Charles Loughran, as to assessment for Fifty-first street regulating, grading, 
etc., from Sixth to Seventh avenue ; confirmed January 30, 1874.

L A\V'S OF NEW YORK, 1881. 

CHAPTER 523, 

AN ACT to extend and improve Manhattan street in the city of New York. 

Passed June r5, 188( ; three-fifths being present. 

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assembly, do enact as 
follows : 

Section I. Manhattan street in the city of New York is hereby extended in a westerly direction 
from Twelfth avenue to the established bulkhead line in the Hudson river. in direct lines and of the 
same width and course, and all that parcel of land included within the lines of said street 
as hereby extended is declared to be one of the public streets of said city, in like manner and to 
the same effect as if the same had been laid out and established by the commissioners of the Central 
Park as a street of the said city, under and pursuant to an act entitled " An act to alter the map or 
plan of certain portions of the city of New York, and for the laying out and improvement of the 
same," being chapter six hundred and ninety-seven of the laws of eighteen hundred and sixty-seven, 
and the acts in addition thereto or amendatory thereof. 

Sec. 2. It shall be the duty of the counsel to the corporation in said city, within three months 
from the passage of this act, to take the necessary legal means and proceedings to open as a street the 
said extension of Manhattan street, and all the laws now in force in said city in relation to the open-
ing and improvement of streets and avenues, and the payment and the assessment of the expenses 
thereof shall apply to said street ; provided, however, that the commissioners of estimate and assess. 
ment who maybe appointed in pursuance of this act, may assess for such opening and widening, all 
such parties and persons, lands and tenements which they may deem to be benefited by such improve. 
ment, to the extent which said commissioners deem such parties, persons, lands, and tenements bene-
fited thereby. 

Sec. 3. This act shall take effect immediately.
