DEPUTY MAYOR FOR PUBLIC SAFETY BANKS TO HOLD BRIEFING ON PUBLIC SAFETY IN NEW YORK CITY  
NEW YORK - Tomorrow, New York City Office of Public Safety Chief of Operations Justin S. Meyers, Fire Department of the City of New York (FDNY) Commissioner Laura Kavanagh, New York City Police Department (NYPD) Deputy Commissioner for Intelligence & Counterterrorism Rebecca Weiner, New York City Emergency Management (NYCEM) First Deputy Commissioner Christina Farrell, and members of the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) Urban Search and Rescue (US&R) New York Task Force 1 team will hold another briefing to highlight the city’s ongoing public safety and quality of life enforcement efforts.
During the briefing, FDNY Commissioner Kavanagh will discuss the FDNY’s efforts to push the federal government for greater regulation of lithium-ion batteries, a leading cause of fire-related deaths in New York City for 2023, and to expand health benefits for 9/11 survivors; NYPD Deputy Commissioner Weiner will provide an inside look at the work of the Intelligence & Counterterrorism Bureau; and NYCEM Deputy Commissioner Farrell will be joined by the US&R team comprising NYCEM, FDNY, and NYPD personnel who returned home this week after being deployed to assist in response and recovery efforts in Vermont in the wake of extreme flooding.
