· FY25 Success Metrics: Comparison of each quarter’s underutilization numbers should result in a decline in underutilization.
· In FY24Q4, our underutilization was -11 in Black / Job Group Clerical and -8 in Black / Job Group Para Professional Occupations. 
· In FY25Q1, our underutilization was -9 in Black/Job Group Clerical and -5 in Black / Job Group Clerical Supervisors. 
· The underutilization in Para Professional titles has prompted an Agency focus on the diversity of our student interns, an area in which Blacks are underrepresented. We will actively seek out organizations that recruit and train cohorts that we can hire in these titles. 
· In FY25Q2, our underutilization was -10 in Black/Job Group Clerical and -5 in Black/ Job Group Clerical Supervisors. 
· In FY25Q3, our underutilization was -9 in Black/Job Group Clerical and -5 in Black/Job Group Clerical Supervisors..
· In FY25Q4, our underutilization was -10 in Black/Job Group Clerical and -8 in Black/Job Group Para Professional Occupations. We will continue to review the ethnicities of the employees in all underutilized groups, remaining mindful of the suggested need to increase the number of Black hires in these titles.

Our agency has made significant strides in establishing itself as a leading service provider focused on diversity, equity, and inclusion for all New Yorkers. We conducted analyses on critical issues, such as disability and employment, and delays in the criminal justice system, advocating for necessary reforms. Through community engagement events with Bronx faith leaders and disability advocates, we fostered collaboration to address social justice and economic recovery. These efforts reflect our commitment to engaging with diverse communities and ensuring that our services meet the needs of all New Yorkers.
Update:  
Note on Audits
· No new Audits were conducted within our purview from July 1st – September 28th 
July 
· Analyses:
· Spotlight: Disability and Employment in New York City: This spotlight explores the relationship between disability and employment in New York City. Given the focus on employment, the analysis centered around New Yorkers in “prime” working age, which was defined as ages 25 to 55.
· Ensuring Timely Trials: The analysis revealed significant delays in New York City's criminal case processing, with murder cases taking 37% longer and over 21% of felony cases exceeding the six-month standard. This highlights the urgent need for reforms to expedite processing and reduce the jail population, potentially saving the city up to $877 million annually.
· Comparing Per Diem Hotel and Service Costs for Shelter for Asylum Seekers: The report found that New York City has opened numerous emergency shelters for over 65,000 asylum seekers, costing an average of $156 per day for hotel shelters. This is significantly higher than standard shelter costs, but the overall daily expense of $332 for emergency hotel shelters suggests opportunities for cost savings.
· Community Engagement:
· Bronx African, African American, and Caribbean American Faith Leaders Breakfast and Roundtable: Our office, alongside Borough President Gibson, Rev. Crawford, Rev. Edgehill, and Minister Blake invited Bronx faith leaders to discuss what an inclusive economic recovery looks like, and how congregations, organizations, and faith-based communities are pioneering bold approaches to housing, migrant, and racial justice.
· Disability Advocates Roundtable: Our office held a roundtable focusing on the needs of People with Disabilities. The meeting went over our “Spotlight on Disability and Employment in New York City” and discussed our plans as sponsors of the Disability Pride Parade. 
 
· Internal Capacity Building & Professional Development: 
· Equity Council Presentation to Leadership: The Equity council shared and discussed its findings from our report, “Applying an Equity Lens - A Report by the NYC Comptroller's Equity Council”, to leadership team. 
· Internship Coffee Social: Participated in a team-building activity for Summer Interns

· Analyses: Spotlight: Household Debt Trends Among NYC Residents: A main takeaway from this analysis is that the steep rise in credit card debt, along with high and rising delinquencies nationwide is also being felt here in New York City—and even more intensely among lower-income New Yorkers. One big question is: what is driving this trend
· Community Engagement:
· Mental Health Court Observation: Our office visited the Midtown Community Justice Center to observe Mental Health Court alongside court staff. We discussed public safety from the view of our fiduciary role as well as heard about methods that the court uses as tools in its efforts to reduce crime and enhance the criminal justice system.

· Spotlight: NYC’s Publicly Supported Child Care Programs: This spotlight detailed how New York City utilized a mix of funding to support childcare programs for children from birth to five years old, primarily managed by the DOE. It discussed the provision of vouchers for low-income families and the early childhood education system, highlighting recent administrative changes and funding challenges, including significant budget reductions projected for FY 2025 and beyond.
· Latine Fact Sheet(Released in English and Spanish): This snapshot, in honor of Hispanic Heritage Month, was created to highlight the Latine community  By sharing these statistics, our office showcased where the Latine community currently stands, so together we can work towards a more inclusive and prosperous New York for all.
· Preventing Corruption in Procurement: This spotlight highlighted the critical role of contracting in New York City government to provide essential services. It reported on the challenges faced due to a lack of focus on reforming procurement processes, which led to registration and payment delays and increased risks of corruption
· Community Engagement:
· Rally with advocates and school community members to End Mayor Adams’ 30 and 60-Day Shelter Limitation Policy: Our office joined in at a Rally discussing our views on the current shelter policies. Alongside local elected officials, community organizations, and organizers we participated in a press conference. 
· Internal Capacity Building & Professional Development:
· Equity Council Monthly Meeting, Courageous Conversations: Partnering with staff focused on DEI initiatives from City Year, the Equity Council discussed a litany of topics focused on holding space for courageous conversations. The interactive workshop featured guest speaker, Kazeem Shinaba the Senior People Experience Director, Equity and Learning at City Year New York

He led us in a workshop titled “Engaging and Facilitating Courageous Conversations”. The purpose was to teach us how to navigate conversations about race and other forms of oppression fostering an inclusive workplace and making equitable changes in the world we live in.
· West Indian Parade – In September our office took part in the West Indian Day Parade. We marched alongside fellow New Yorkers and participated in the parade festivities. 
· End Shelter Evictions Rally – Our office participated in a rally that discussed how detrimental shelter evictions are to the most vulnerable New Yorkers. The Comptroller stood alongside the Public Advocate, community members, and activist to show solidarity and fight against these evictions 
· African American Day Parade – Our office proudly participated in the African American Day Parade, celebrating the rich cultural heritage and contributions of the African American community. Our presence underscored our commitment to promoting equity and inclusion while honoring the achievements and resilience of African Americans throughout history. Engaging with community members and leaders during this vibrant event reinforced our dedication to addressing the challenges faced by the community and ensuring a brighter future for all New Yorkers.
· October
· Hispanic Heritage Month Celebration – In October our office held its annual Hispanic Heritage Month Event. The event was held at the United palace and honored the vibrant culture by showcasing music, food, and honoring individuals who identify as Latine for their contributions to New York City 
· 2024 Disability Pride Parade – Our office participated and co-sponsored this year’s parade. We marched alongside advocates and leaders from this community. We highlighted the tremendous impact that people with disabilities have on New York City and why they need to be leading voices in decision making. One of our slogans was “Nothing about us, without us” highlighting that ideal.  
· Yemeni Roundtable – Our office held a roundtable alongside the Yemeni community to discuss the contributions that they bring to New York City. We were able to spend time listening to leaders of this community while sharing a meal together. 
· We Built This City: Celebrating Immigrants Who Make New York - This National Immigrants Day, our office joined peers and allies to reflect upon the work and learnings of the past two years. The program included a panel discussion that examined how we can come together to improve the avenues through which NYC can welcome and support new immigrants and future generations of New Yorkers.

· November
· City Year Equity Summit  - Our team had the privilege of being guest speakers at City Years Equity Summit. We were tasked with talking about our roles in government, experiences as people of color, and how we see Equity work evolving in NYC. We mentioned our offices fiduciary responsibilities and how we connect our goal of a more inclusive New York City into those responsibilities. 

· SOMOS Puerto Rico – Our team attended the SOMOS conference in Puerto Rico. This conference brought together government officials such as Tom DiNapoli and Leticia James as well as organizations and advocates that work on issues concerning Latine individuals. Our office was part of celebrating and recognizing the contribution of this community as well as talking about the hurdles this community faces



· New York Stands Up Task Force Meeting – The purpose of this meeting was to give New Yorkers a clear-eyed view of the risks and threats posed by the Trump Administration to New York City. The goal was to prompt and inform dialogue and action – among civic, business, labor, faith, cultural, and community leaders and members, mindful that they will have different perspectives on these challenges, befitting the extraordinary diversity of this city – in order to protect New York City, its people, and its future to the greatest extent possible.


· Central NeighborhoodStat Policy Action Summit – We attended a policy summit held by the Office of Neighborhood Safety in conjunction with the Center for Justice Innovation. This summit was also run by residents from various NYCHA housing neighborhoods to discuss policy leveled up by residents. Our office was able to hear solutions that residents wanted for their most pressing problems, ranging from Safety in the streets to ensuring that park space was accessible. 

· Two Decades of NYC Highschool Admissions: Effects, Equity, and Experiences Conference – Sadye was invited as a panelist to discuss educational equity and policy work. This event marked the twentieth anniversary of New York City’s high school centralized admissions process. Fordham Law School’s Feerick Center for Social Justice and New York Appleseed commemorated the milestone with a day-long conference. The convening examined New York City’s high school admission process, the various original policy rationales for its adoption, and what current scholarship and research show concerning its impact on students, families, and schools.

· Trans Day of Remembrance – On Trans Day of Remembrance, the NYC Comptroller's Office honored the lives lost to anti-trans violence and discrimination. The event served as a poignant reminder of the ongoing struggles faced by the transgender community, highlighting the need for greater advocacy and support. Comptroller officials emphasized their commitment to fostering inclusivity and ensuring that the voices of marginalized communities are heard and valued in city policy.

· National Action Network - At the National Action Network event, along with leaders such as Al Sharpton, our office delivered a powerful message advocating for social justice and equality for marginalized communities. The gathering served as a rallying point for activists and leaders, emphasizing the importance of unity and collective action in the fight against systemic racism and discrimination. Attendees were inspired to continue their efforts in promoting equity and addressing the pressing issues facing their communities.


· Suffolk University Career Equity Conference – Our team was chosen as speakers to attend Suffolks 2nd annual Equity conference. The theme of this year’s conference was Standing Your Ground: Amplifying Commitment to Career Equity & Inclusion Amidst Challenges.  We were invited as presenters to discuss designing for sustainable Equity within a Gov’t Agency & organizations. Our workshop, “The Anatomy of an Equity Council” highlighted the NYC Comptroller's Office's approach to making equity a priority from a government perspective. The focus was on the establishment and functions of the Equity Council, the initiatives undertaken, and the impact of these initiatives in fostering equity within the organization and the broader community. Attendees gained valuable insights into implementing a top-down approach to prioritize equity in their organizations. This presentation delved into the approach taken by our office to prioritize equity as an institutional and organizational imperative.  

· Trans Awareness Event – Our office held an event to highlight members of the Transgender Community. We were able to acknowledge leaders in the space as well talk about the continued need to stand behind this community

· Diwali Celebration – Our office held an event to celebrate the festival of lights with a resource fair, lamp lighting ceremony, dance performances, food and music. During the event we honored and gave commendations to various leaders and advocates.

· Research and Policy Symposium on Gender Equality in and Through Education – We attended a virtual symposium held by the Brookings Organization focused on centering marginalized girls and women for more inclusive policy. The topics explored the critical need to not only address the unique challenges of girls and women in more holistic ways, but also how girls and women themselves can be centered in research, policy, and action to promote gender equality in and through education.
