What's important for me– as I indicated yesterday– there has been longstanding conflict in that region, but no matter what the conflicts may be, under no circumstance should someone go into the homes of innocent people, rape women and children, kill them in front of their loved ones, drag them through the street. That is not who we are.
That inhumane action was really impactful on our city. And the New York City Police Department, through Commissioner Caban, he has put in several initiatives to make sure everyday New Yorkers in general are safe and specifically the Jewish community in the city. And we want to thank the Muslim leaders who have stepped up also and denounced the terrible behavior that took place by this terrorist group.
