Pursuant to Executive Order 91 of 1977, as amended, and the Rules of 
Procedure for City Environmental Quality Review, found at Title 62, 
Chapter 5 of the Rules of the City of New York, and 6 NVCRR, Part 
617, State Environmental Quality Review, the Department of City 
Planning, acting on behalf of the City Planning Commission assumed 
the role of lead agency for the environmental review of the proposed 
project. Based on a review of information about the project contained in 
this environmental assessment statement and any attachments hereto, 
which are incorporated by reference herein, the lead agency has 
determined that the proposed project would not have a significant 
adverse impact on the environment.

Reasons Supporting this Determination

The above determination is based on information contained in this 
EAS, which finds the proposed actions sought before the City Planning 
Commission would have no significant effect on the quality of the 
environment. Reasons supporting this determination are noted below.

Hazardous Materials, Air Quality, Noise

An (El designation (E-499) for hazardous materials, air quality, and 
noise has been incorporated into the sites affected by the proposed 
development. Refer to “Determination of Significance Appendix: (E) 
Designation” for a list of the sites affected by the proposed (E) 
designation and applicable requirements. With these measures in 
place, the proposed actions would not result in significant adverse 
impacts related to hazardous materials, air quality, or noise.

Open Space

A detailed analysis of open space resources is included in this EAS. The 
analysis incorporates quantitative and qualitative data to determine 
no significant impact for open space resources is expected as a result of 
the proposed actions. Though the total, active, and inactive open space 
ratios in the open space study area are below City guidelines of 2.5, 2.0, 
and 0.5 acres per thousand residents, respectively, the proposed project 
would reduce the open space ratios by approximately 1 percent, well 
below the CEQR Technical Manual threshold of a 5 percent of more 
reduction to constitute a significant adverse impact.
