COVID PROTOCOL:     
Attendees who are age 12 or over must present proof of COVID-19 vaccination to enter an NYC Gracie Mansion Halloween Event. Proof of vaccination includes at least one dose of a Food and Drug Administration (FDA) or World Health Organization (WHO) approved COVID-19 vaccine. These are Pfizer, Moderna, Johnson & Johnson, AstraZeneca/Oxford, Sinopharm or Sinovac. 
1. All attendees who are vaccinated, and medically able to tolerate a face-covering, are strongly encouraged to wear one for the duration of the event.
1. Persons who are unable to get vaccinated because of a disability or medical exemption will be required to:
0. Present proof of a negative COVID PCR (Polymerase Chain Reaction) test taken within 72 hours prior to the event; 
0. Unvaccinated individuals who are 2 and older, and medically able to tolerate a face-covering, must wear one for the entire duration of the event.
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
