ACQUIRED BY WATER GRANTS 

A TTENTION 14 CALLED '1'O THE RECENT 
act of the Legislature (chapter 449, Laws of 1889), 

which provides that whenever any streets or avenues in 
the city, described in any grant of land under water, 
from the Mayor, Aldermen and Commonalty containing 
covenants requiring the grantees and their successors to 
pave, repave, keep in repair or maintain such streets 
shall be in need of repairs, pavement or repavement, 
the Common Council may, by ordinance, rcquir-
the same to be paved, repaved or repaired, and 
the expense thereof to be assessed on the property 
benefited ; and whenever the owner of a lot so assessed 
shall have paid the assessment levied for such paving, 
repaving or repairing, such payment shall release and 
discharge such owner from any and every covenant and 
obligation as to paving, repaving and repairing, con-
tained in the water grant under which the premises are 
held, and no further assessment shall be imposed on 
such lot for paving, repaving or repairing such street or 
avenue, unless it shall be petitioned for by a majority of 
the owners of the property (who shall also be the owners 
of a majority of the property in frontage) on the line of 
the proposed improvement. 

The act further provides that the owner of any such 
lot may notify the Commissioner of Public Works, in 
writing, specifying the ward number and street number 
of the lot that he desires, for himself, his heirs and 
assigns, to be released from the obligation of such 
covenants, and elects and agrees that said lot shall be 
thereafter liable to be assessed as above provided, and 
thereupon the owner of such lot, his heirs and assigns 
shall thenceforth be relieved from any obligation to 
pave, repair, uphold or maintain said street, and the lot 
in respect of which such notice was given shall be liable 
to assessment accordingly. 

The Commissioner of Public Works desires to give 
the following explanation of the operation of this act: 

When notice, as above described, is given to the 
Commissioner of Public Works, the owner of the lot or 
lots therein described, and his heirs and assigns, are 
forever released from all obligation under the grant in 
respect to paving, repaving or repairing the street in 
front of or adjacent to said lot or lots, except one assess-
ment for such paving, repaving or repairs, as the Com-
mon Council may, by ordinance, direct to be made 
thereafter.

Upon the reconvening of the Board of County Canvassers, President McClellan called attention 

to the law governing the power of the Board of Canvassers, which reads as follows : 
" Boards of canvassers have no power conferred on them to correct frauds or rectify mistakes 

except clerical ones. 
"Their duty is simply to add together the statements of results filed with them by the inspectors. 
"The remedy for frauds and mistakes, other than clerical, is by proper proceedings in court or 

before the board or body, to membership in which the person aggrieved is a candidate, where that 
board or body has the power conferred upon it to determine the qualification and election of its own 
members. 

"The election officers, from inspectors up to the board of state canvassers, are not vested with 
power to decide anything, 

"'They are simply to receive and afterward count what they have received ; the inspectors, the 
ballots ; the board of canvassers, the returns made by the inspectors. 

" If the statement cones from the inspectors of election and is correct in form, the board of 
canvassers is bound to receive and canvass it. 

"All questions of fraud or mistake, except clerical ones in the statement, are to be passed upon 
by the courts or such other tribunals as are designated by statute.' 

"The law is careful to impose upon inspectors and canvassers no duty except to receive and 
count. 

"People ex ref. Blodgett vs. Board, etc. 
"People ex rel. Van Der Zee vs. Sickles, 44 N.Y. State Rep. 738." 
Alderman Morgan offered the following : 
Whereas, Pursuant to chapter 680, section 132 of the Laws of IS92, it is prescribed that if, upon 

proceeding to canvass election district statements, it shall clearly appear to this Board, that certain 
matters are omitted from any such statement or copy, which should have been inserted, or that any 
merely clerical mistake exist therein, this Board shall cause such statement or copy to be sent to the 
proper Inspectors or other Canvassers, whose names are subscribed thereto, for correction, therefore 
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Resolved, That every candidate, who may so desire, may appear in person or by counsel 
before this Board on the 21st day of November at 3 o'clock P. M. for the purpose of pointing out in 
detail, or filing a specific statement, subscribed by such candidate, or by his counsel, of certain 
matters, if any there be omitted, from any such election district statement or copy, which should 
have been inserted, or any merely clerical mistake existing therein which should be corrected. 

Above resolution was unanimously adopted. 

As Alderman Long, in accnidance with a resolution adopted by the Board of Canvassers, was 
attending to the correction of the returns of the various districts, the services of the Committee on 
Corrected Returns were no longer considered necessary, and, on motion of President McClellan, 
said committee was discharged. 

Alderman Muh moved that the returns for Judge of Superior Court, Fourth Election District, 
Twenty-fifth Assembly District, be referred to the Committee on Corrected Returns and the 
Lispectors sent for. 

Which was carried. 

The canvass of the Twenty-fifth Assembly District being completed, Alderman Burke pro-
ceeded to canvass the returns of the Twenty-sixth Assembly District. 

The canvass of the Twenty.sixth Assembly District being completed, Alderman Long pro-
ceeded to canvass the returns of the Twenty-seventh Assembly District. 

Alderman Long moved that the County Clerk's return for Lieutenant-Governor, Sixteenth 
Election District, Twenty-seventh Assembly District, be canvassed as the correct return. 

\Vhich was carried. 

The canvass of the Twenty-seventh Assembly District being completed, on motion of Alder-
man Long, a recess was taken until Wednesday, November 21, at 9.30 A.M. 

WEDNESDAY, November 21, I894. 
Alderman Mull in the chair. 
Roll was called, and a quorum being present, Alderman Saul proceeded to canvass the returns 

of the Twenty-seventh Assembly District. 
Alderman Saul moved that the County Clerk's return for President of the Board of Aldermen 

of Third Election District, 'Twenty-seventh Assembly District, be canvassed as the correct return. 
Which was carried. 

Alderman Saul moved that the Inspectors be sent for to correct the returns in said district. 

The canvass of the Twenty-seventh Assembly District being completed, Alderman Wund pro-
ceeded to canvass the returns of the 'Twenty-eighth Assembly District. 

The canvass of the Twenty-eighth Assembly District being completed, Alderman Wund pro-
ceeded to canvass the returns for the Twenty-ninth Assembly District. 

The canvass of the Twenty-ninth Assembly District being completed, Alderman Schott 
proceeded to canvass the returns of the Thirtieth Assembly District. 

When the canvass of the returns of the Thirtieth Assembly District was completed, the Com-
mittee on Protests referred back to the Board of Canvassers all protests which were submitted during 
the canvass. 

Roll was called, and a quorum was present, consisting of the Chairman, Aldermen Brown, 
Burke, Donovan, Flynn, Lantry, Long, Morgan, Muh, Murphy, Noonan, Oakley, O'Brien, Owens, 
Prague, Rinn, Rogers, Ryder, Saul, Schott, Tait, and Wend. 

Alderman Long requested that permission be given him to withdraw his protest, which 
permission was immediately given. 

the first protest to be acted upon was that of Robert Peach, candidate for Alderman from the 
First Assembly District, who claimed that gross frauds and crimes were committed in certain 
election districts. 

President McClellan called the attention of the Board to the statute, which provides that the 
Board of County Canvassers cannot go behind the returns, but must accept the returns as they 
appear upon their face. 

Alderman Morgan moved that the protest be filed with the Secretary cf the Board, and receive 
no further consideration at the hands of this Board. 

Which was adopted. 

'The protests of Michael O'Sullivan, candidate for Member of Assembly, and of Austin E. 
Ford, candidate for Member of Congress from the Seventh Congressional District, were next con-
sidered. As the grounds for these protests were similar to the protest submitted by Robert Peach, 
the same statute applied, and, on motion of Alderman O'Brien, they were filed with the Clerk of 
the Board, with the understanding that no further action would he taken by this Board. 

The protest of William H. Kilboy, candidate for Alderman in the Second Assembly District, 
was next brought to the attention of the Board. 

As the statute applied to this protest also, on motion of Alderman Morgan, it was filed with 
the Clerk of the Board, no further action to be taken by the Board. 

'The next to receive attention was the pr test of John Murray Mitchell, candidate for Member 
of Congress from the Eighth Congressional District in the State of New York. 

The same course was taken with this protest as with the others, and, on motion of Alderman 
Noonan, it was filed with the Clerk of the Board. 

The protest of George Malraison, candidate for Alderman in the Eighth Assembly District, was 
brought to the attention of the Board. In his protest, George Malraison claimed that, in the 
Twenty-first Election District of the Eighth Assembly District, the face of the returns show a total 
vote cast of 328, while the total is actually 305, the 20 difference not being credited at all, and 
which he claimed we-e cast for him. 

Alderman Long, who had charge of the correction of the returns, said that it was merely an 
error in addition, that it did not affect the returns, and that he had sent for the Inspectors to make 
the correction. 

On motion of Alderman Long, the same course was pursued in this as in the Other cases, and 
it was ordered filed with the Clerk of the Board. 

The protest of E. Holbrook Cushman, candidate for Alderman from the Thirteenth Assembly 
District was next considered. 

The ground upon which this protest was based was, that the statements of the Inspectors in 
the majority of the Election Districts of said Assembly District were defective in form and not com-
pleted or prepared to accordance with section 1892, chapter 410 of Laws of 1882, requiring the said 
Inspectors to attach to the said statements sample ballots of each kind of ballot cast at the election, 
together with all detective ballots cast, or ballots cast and marked as defective, and further requiring 
the said Inspectors to indorse upon the ballots so attached the number of each kind cast, and upon 
defective ballots the reason why considered defective. 

Section t32 of the Code of Election Laws of the State of New York applies to this protest and 
reads as follows : 

The specimen ballots and writing thereon are mere exhibits which no more control the words 
of the statement than did the defective ballot when first required to be preserved anti attached. The 
County Canvassers may cause any return to be sent back to the Inspectors for the purpose of 
correcting clerical errors. Id. They may return a statement to the Inspectors for the purpose of 
attaching the sample ballots and noting thereon the number of each kind voted, so far as that can 
be done, but not for the purpose of a recount, to vary or contradict the result expressed in the 
body of the certificate. Id. The writing in the body of the certificate must prevail over any contrary 
result that call be obtained from the writing on the ballot. Id. Where the Board of County 
Canvassers has proceeded erroneously in this respect, the Court may, by mandamus, compel it to 
reconvene and correct the error. 

The County Canvassers have no power to determine that ballots, with a different initial, were 
intended for the same person. Kuntz vs. Canvassers, 12 Abb. N. C., 84. It is their duty to canvass 
them as returned. 

Alderman Rogers moved that it take the same course as the others; and be filed with the Clerk 
of the Board. 

Which was carried. 

The protests of James L. Stewart, candidate for Member of Assembly from the Fourteenth 
Assembly District, and of John C. O'Neil, candidate for Alderman from the Fourteenth Assembly 
District, were subjected to the same course, and, on motion of Alderman Morgan, filed with the 
Clerk of the Board. 

'"lie protests of Thomas F. Eagan, candidate for Alderman from the Sixteenth Assembly 
District, and of George E. Morey, candidate for Member of Assembly in the Twenty-fifth Assembly 
District, were considered in their turn. The statute defining the powers and duties of the Board of 
County Canvassers applied to these protests also, and, on motion of Alderman Owens, they took 
the same course as the others, and were filed with the Clerk of this Board, 

Alderman Morgan offered the following resolution : 
Resolved, That a Committee of Three be appointed by the Chair to confer with the County 

Clerk for the purpose of fixing the compensation of the Clerks and attaches of the Board of County 
Canvassers. 

Which was carried.
