Whether the Commissioners of the Sinking Fund can authorize an issue of bonds for 

the payment of the work already contracted for in the new Criminal Court Building, after a 
'' resolution has been passed by them turning over the building to the care and custody of the 
'' Commissioner of Public Works. 

.' 2d. Whether the transfer of the Criminal Court Building to the Commissioner of Public 
'' 

 
Works would, in any way, impair the legal status or rights of the City in any litigation con-
cerning that building." 

I have to say : Chapter 371 of the Acts of 1887, entitled '° An Act to provide for the erec. 
'' tion of a building for criminal courts and other purposes in the City of New York," provides, 
among other things, as follows : 

Sectio I. fil commissioners comissioners of the sinking fund of the cityy of New York, are hereby 
" authorized to select and locate a site in the city of New York * * * upon which to erect 
'' a building for criminal courts and other public purposes as in this act provided." 

" Sec. 5. The said commissioners of the sinking fund shall advertise for the submission to 
"° them of plans and specifications for such building 	* * when the said commissioners shall 
" have selected and approved a plan or plans and the specifications for said building, and shall 
'' decide to proceed with the work or any part thereof, they may direct that Saicl work shall be 
'' executed. The said commissioners shall publicly advertise for proposals for the erection in 
'' whole or in part of such building, and for the doing of all work and the supply of all materials 
°' necessary for the completion of the same for use and occupancy. 

" Said contract or contracts when awarded shall be executed by the commissioner of public 
" works of said city under the direction of the aforesaid commissioners in behalf of the mayor, 
°` aldermen and commonalty of the city of New York. The said commis ioners of the sinking 
'' fund are hereby authorized and empowered by the concurrent action of all the members thereof 
00 and with the consent in writing of the contractor and his sureties to alter the plan of said build- 

ing and the terms and specifications of any contract entered into by authority of this act ; pro- 
vided that such alteration shall in no case involve or require an increased expense greater than 

" five per centum of the whole expenditure provided for in said contract. 
"Sec. 7. The said contracts when executed shall be carried out according to their terms under 

'' the direction and supervision of the commissioner of public works. 
" Sec. S. For all expenses to be incurred under the authority of this act 	' 	. the corn- 

" missioners of the sinking fund * * * are hereby authorized to require the comptroller to 
"° issue bonds or stocks of the mayor, aldermen and commonalty of the city of New York, from 
" time to time, to be known as criminal court-house bonds, * * * in such amounts as shall be 
" necessary to carry out the purpose of this act, * * * and of the proceeds of said bonds there 

shall be paid, from time to time, upon the requisition of the commissioners of the sinking fund, 
"° or a majority thereof, the amount by them, from time to time, certified to be due for any of the 
" purposes in this act provided." 

It will be seen that the scheme of the statute was to make of the Commissioners of the Sinking 
Fund a building committee to have full and complete supervisory power over the erection and 
equipment of this building. The Commissioner of Public Works was the executive, but only 
under and subject to the power of the Commissioners. So long as the building is incomplete, so 
long as contracts are outstanding, so long as work remains to be done and moneys to be paid so 
long must the jurisdiction of the Commissioners last. 

The Department of Public Works, under section 316 of the Consolidation Act, subdivision 5, 
has jurisdiction "of the care of public buildings." 

Under section 317 of the same act, subdivision 7, it is provided that there shall be in the 
Department of Public Works 

" A bureau of repairs and supplies, which shall have cognizance of all supplies and repairs to 
" public buildings * * 	" 

The creating of special commissioners for erecting public structures is not new. The plan 
always contemplates that until completion, until equipment, the work shall be continued by the 
commissioners and the expenses thereof paid for by bonds as of the nature of permanent improve-
ments. But when completed the structure shall go under the control of the appropriate depart-
ment, and maintenance thereof shall be provided for in the annual budget. 

In an opinion rendered by me on the 9th of July, 1896, I said : 
"° The completion of a building of the character of the new criminal court-house means when 

" it is ready for occupancy ; when all that is necessary for the accommodation of the various 
"° officers and departments has been done. Incidentally, the general power to complete implies 
" that the sinking fund shall furnish and supply all that is requisite to the proper enjoyment of the 
°` various offices and departments who occupy offices and rooms in the building." 
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Tu treat the building as finally completed and to formally turn it over by resolution to th 
I Iepartment of Public Works, when, as matter of fact, it is not completed when the final certificat 
has not been made, when work is still progressing and when all the payments have not been made 
would not, in my judgment, be a safe or proper course to take. It would perhaps be in the natur 
of a formal adjudication of the Coinmissioners that '' all the expenses to he incurred under the 
authority of the act " had been incurred and provided for and might raise a serious question as t4 
their power of further requisition. 

I therefore advise you against the proposed course.
