RECORD. 

The number of actions and proceedings pending on December 31, 1890, is less by one hundred 
than a year ago, notwithstanding the fact that 1,389 actions and proceedings were begun during 
1890 as against 722 in 1889. 

Schedules 5, 6, 9 and "A" severally indicate improvement upon the work of the previous year. 
The percentage of recovery in accident cases has been reduced to the lowest point yet reached. 

Payments made from appropriations for this Department, exclusive of salaries and payments for 
bureaus, aggregated nearly $20,000 less than in 1889. 

The statement of moneys received by the Counsel to the Corporation during 1890 (Schedule 8) 
shows that the amount was less than for several years previous. This is due to the fact that the 
payments made under settlements of old claims or as a result of old litigations had been sub. 
stantially completed. The reports from the several bureaus, however, show increased returns ; and 
the collections made by the Attorney for Collection of Arrears of Personal Taxes are unprecedented. 

In addition to these general remarks it is proper that particular mention be made of certain 
features of the year's work. 

ASSESSMENT LITIGATION IN THE YEAR 1890. 

File results of litigation in 1890 relating to assessments for local improvements are worthy of 
specialtnention in several respects. 

First-A larger number of proceedings were terminated than in any year since 1886.

GENERAL REMARKS-MISCELLANEOUS. 

A comparison of the foregoing schedules and tables with the corresponding summaries for 1889 
shows a marked and gratifying advance during the year just ended. 

SCHOOL SITES. 

The three condemnation proceedings unfinished at the time of my last annual report have been 
concluded. The report of the Commissioners of Estimate in each case has been confirmed by the 
Court, and title has been acquired by the City. 

Only one condemnation proceeding has been instituted during the past year, owing to the fact 
that under the amendment effected by chapter 35, Laws of 1890, the Board of Education was empow-
ered to purchase property subject to the approval of the Board of Estimate and Apportionment. 
During the year the Board has purchased eight school sites, aggregating $373,523.64, the titles to 
which have been examined by this Department. The examination of the titles to eight other sites 
has been commenced, and it is expected that the City will acquire the several properties during the 

ensuing year. 
STREET OPENING PROCEEDINGS. 

A comparison of the work performed during the past year with that accomplished in 1889 
shows a very substantial increase in almost every particular. Title has been acquired to 68,389 
lineal feet of streets as against 26,436 in the preceding year. Ths number of proceedings con- 

firmed and finally disposed of was more than doubled. 
One of the most important proceedings which has occupied the attention of Commissioners 

during the past, year is the proceeding to acquire title to Melrose avenue, from Third avenue to 
East One Hundred and Sixty-third street. On account of tire great sanitary necessity for its 
earty completion, the matter was rapidly progressed, and the final report, by which the Com-
missioners award $362,717.40, was completed, after the taking of voluminous testimony, and was 
presented to the Court for confirmation in Octolber. Objections were interposed by various 
parties, and after protracted argument the motion was submitted. As yet no decision has been 

rendered. 
The College place widening and extension proceeding has been vigorously pushed. Proof 

of title has been taken, more than one hundred sessions of the Commissioners have been held, 
property-owners have been heard, and the evidence on the part of City is closed.

MANDAMUS-CERTIORARI. 

During the year a large number of writs of certiorari and mandamus have been issued, 
directed to the heads of the various city departments. The form of the return to these writs 
has been materially changed, and the City has been uniformly successful. A natural and 
gratifying result of these favorable decisions of the courts has been the increased efficiency and 

superior discipline attainable in the several departments. The benefits are especially perceptible 

in the Police, Fire and Park Departments of the city, where dismissed employees are rarely 
ever reinstated by the courts. 

NUMBER OF OPINIONS GIVEN. 

The reports of my predecessors show that the preparation of opinions at the request of the heads 
of the various departments is a very important and rapidly increasing branch of the office work, 
which covers an immense field and range of subjects and which frequently involves prolonged study.

1. Albany Road- 

The Commissioners have not been appointed as the necessary rule map and technical 
description have not been received from the Department of Public Parks. 

2. Audubon Avenue- 
The Commissioners of Estimate and Assessment in this proceeding have duly qualified by 

taking the oath of office, organized by the election of James 1'. Campbell as Chairman, 
and have viewed the premises to be taken. The awards to be made for the lands and 
building to be condemned have been determined. A preliminary area of assessment for 
benefit has been decided upon, as well as the principle upon which the assessment for 
benefit shall be distributed. The necessary draft damage and benefit maps have been 
received from the Department of Public Works. 

3. Bailey Avenue-- 
In this proceeding, after all of the papers had been prepared and the motion for the appoint-

ntent of Commissioners of Estimate and Assessment granted, the Board of Street Opening 
and Improvement laid over the signing of the petition. 

4. Bethune Street-- 
The Commissioners have duly qualified and organized by the selection of William J.  Lacey 

as Chairman. The requi,ite draft damage map has been received from the Department 
of Public Works. They have viewed the premises to be acquired and have taken testi-
mony in reference to the value of the land and buildings to he condemned. 1relimi-
nary area of assessment for benefit has been determined and the Commissioner of Public 
Works requested to furnish the requisite draft benefit maps in accordance therewith. 

5. Brookline Street- 
_Tire Commissioners  in  this proceeding have taken the oath of office and organized by the 

election of Thomas Nolan as C tl 7trman. 	icy have visited the premises to be ac tth'ntt 
and have fixed the awards for land and buildings: The requisite draft damage map has 
been received. Considerable (lifficulty has been experienced in the selection of a fair 
area of as<essment for benefit, and the Commissioners have that matter still under 
advisement. 

6. Beach Avenue- 
The work of the Commissioners in this proceeding, from the time of organization to the 

filing of their abstract of estimate and ass,,ssment, has been completed. 	The abstract 
will shortly I e deposited in the Department of Public Works for the inspection of 
property-owners. 

7. Boston Avenue- 
The motion fur the appointment of Commissioners of Estimate and Assessment has been 

made and granted, but the paper's have not yet been submitted, as the petition has not 
been signed by the members of the hoard of Street Opening and Improvement. 

8. Cedar Avenue-- 
In this proceeding all the work preliminary to the filing of the abstract of estimate and 

assessment has been completed, but owing to the limited area of assessment and the low 
taxable valuations of the property to he assessed for benefit, the awards largely exceed 
the amount that should be assessed upon the pruprrty benefited. It has, therefore, been 
deemed advisable to defer tiling the abstract of estimate and assessment until after the 
valuations of property for the purpose of taxation by the Deputy Tax Commissioners for 
the year 189! have been trade and confirmed. 

9. Cammann Street-- 
All the work of the Commissioners preliminary to the filing of the abstract of estimate and 

assessment has been completed, but the hearings given to the property-owners devel-
oped opposition on the part of some of them to the plan of the street. The Department 
of Public Parks has been petitioned to change the lines and width of the street and to 
discontinue a portion of it. This application is still pending and the proceedings have 
been stayed in the meantime. 

to. Cauldwell Avecue- 
The present Connnis,ioners of Estimate and Assessment duly qualified and organized by 

the election of Edward Jacobs as Chairman. One of the original Commissioners 
declined to serve and the proceeding was necessarily delayed until his successor could 
be appointed. Charles 1'. Iittrill was appointed by the Court to fill his place. The 
requisite draft damage and benefit maps have been received. The awards for land and 
buildings have been officially determined. Considerable difficulty has been had in dis-
ttibuting the assessments for benutit. The area of assessment fir benefit is very large 
and the pruceedimig is a costly one. This matter has not yet been worked out to the 
satisfaction of the Commissioners.

'1'he Commissioners in this proceeding have duly qualilied. They have not yet viewed the 

premises, as the requisite draft damage map sh-xving the property to be condemned has 
has not been furnished by the Department of Public Parks. 

12. College Place - 
The Coinmissioners in this proceeding are Eugene L. Bushe, James G. Janeway and 

Thomas F. I layes. They qualified by taking the oath of office and organized by the 
election of Eugene L. Bushe as Chairman ; Franklin Bartlett as special counsel. Proof 
of title has been taken and all the property-owucrs whose interests are affected were 
duly nlititied of the meetings of the Consnissioners and afforded a hearing. The rnag-
nitude and variety of the interest, affected make this proceeding an intricate one. It 
bristles with novel points of law and practice. Upwards of one hundred sessions have 
been held and the case on the part of the City i7 almost closed. 'l'he rapid manner in 
which this proceeding has been progressed is unprecedented in the history of proceedings 
of this kind, and a speedy conclusion of the labors of the Counnissioners may be 
expected. The preliminary area of assessment is very large and the benefit maps are 
now being prepared by the Department of Public AYorks. 

13. Depot Place- 
The papers in this proceeding have been submitted to Justice Lawrence, but the Commis- 

sioners have not been appointed. 

14. Decatur Avenue-- 
The Commissioners have duly qualified and organized by the election of William E. Still-

ings as Chairman. They have viewed the premises to be taken. The necessary (it-aft 
damage and benefit maps have been received. The awards for land and buildings to 
be acquired have been made and the question of the distribution of the assessme.ts for 
benefit is now tinder consideration. 

15. East One Hundred and Thirty-second street, 
t6. East One hundred and Thirty-third street, 
17. East One Hundred and 'Thirty-fourth street, 
18. East One Ilundred and Thirty-fifth street, 
19. East One Hundred and Thirty-sixth street- 

The work of the Commissioners in these proceedings has been finished and it only remains 
to submit their reports to the courts for confirmation. Parties objecting have been heard 
and their testiniony con-idered. Motions for the confirmation of the reports in the above 
matters will be made early in January. 

20. East One Hundred and Sixty-seventh Street- 
Commissioners have been appointed and have duly qualified by taking the oath of office. 

The requisite draft damage map has been requested from the Department of Public 
Parks, but has not yet been received. 

21. East One Hundred and Seventy-fifth Street- 
The Commissioners have taken the oath of office, organized by the election of Wanhope 

Lynn as Chairman and have viewed the premises to be condemned. The requisite 
draft damage and benefit maps have been received. The awards for land and buildings 
have been made. The principle to be followed in distributing the assessment for benefit 
has also been determined and a request has been made for the final maps to attach to 
their report. 

22. East One Hundred and Seventy-sixth Street- 
The Commissioners in this proceeding duly qualified and organized by the election of Richard 

D. Hamilton as Chairman. One of the original Commissioners declined to serve and it 
was necessary to apply to the Court for the appointment of a successor. Mitchell Levy 
was appointed to fill his place. After viewing the premises and making the awards for 
lands and buildings and fixing the assessments for benefit to be levied on the abutting 
property, the Commissioners were obliged to desist by request of the Board of Street 
Opening and Improvement.

28. Fort Washington Depot Road- 
The property-owners whose land is to be acquired have all offered to cede so much of their 

lands as is necessary to he condemned for the opening of this street and have >.ubmitted 
abstracts of title and the requisite conveyances. An examination of title is now being 
made, and in case proof of title and of authority to cede is found satisfactory this 
proceeding will have to be discontinued and a cession of the street can be taken.

The increase of collections is due to the fact that very many old claims dating as far back as 
1879 have been paid, so that the coming year will tot probably show Si) large a collection. 

There have come under my supervision during the year 3.947 claims, of which number the 
Receiver of faxes remitted to me 2,885, and there remained in the Bureau undisposed of when I 
assumed charge I,e62. 

The summary hereto annexed shows that 736 papers issued for service on delinquents were 
returned by meseug;er, as ''not foul " ; 1,317 were dismissed by the court for various reasons ; 
2o9 resulted in ortlers for commitment, remaining yet unpaid ; 67 tlelinluents died before service 
of papers and left no estate ; 470 tlelinrluent, paid after service of papers on them, and 1,148 claims 
are pending and tntlisposetI of. and of this ntttttlter 576 were sent to me by the Receiver of Taxes on 
the 23th instant. The affairs of the ollice were in a deplorable condition when I assumed charge, 
as my predecessor had not been in possession long enough to effect a change, and I proceeded to 
systematize the work, and then familiarize myself with the papers and proceedings pending. In this 
work the cleric and assistants assigned to this Bureau rentlerctl me material aid, and we have the 
satisfaction of knowing that it has made the office work more etticient and agreeable.
