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The 850 deaths represent a death-rate of 23.82, against 23.56 for the previous week and 27.70 
for the corresponding week of 1892. 

Contagious and infectious diseases show a marked decrease, mainly confined to typhus fever, 
however ; the number of cases reportedjof diphtheria, measles, scarlet fever, typhoid fever, typhus 
fever and small-pox being respectively 140, 94, 143, 14, 26, and 4, against 125, 99, 123, t9, 92 
and 2 for the previous week, a total of 421 against 460. The increase of diphtheria was chiefly in 
the Seventh, Twelfth, Thirteenth, Eighteenth, Twenty-second and Twenty-third Wards, while 
there was a marked decrease in the Nineteenth and Twentieth Wards. There was an increase of 
measles in the Eleventh, Fourteenth, Seventeenth, Nineteenth and Twenty-second Wards, with a 
marked decrease in the Seventh and Twelfth Wards. The increase of scarlet fever was most 
noticeable in the Twelfth, Thirteenth, Fifteenth, Seventeenth, Nineteenth and Twenty-fourth 
Wards, and there was a pronounced decrease in the Tenth, Twentieth and Twenty-second Wards. 
Nine of the 14 cases of typhoid fever were below Fourteenth street, and 3 of the remaining 5 were 
above Fortieth street. All of the typhus-fever cases, with one exception, were from the cheap 
lodging-house district, the single exception being reported from the Almshouse on Blackwell's Island.
