"I commend President Obama for his decision to dismantle the National Security Entry-Exist Registration (NSEERS). The program was a failed counterterrorism tool, was highly discriminatory, and led to widespread fear and needless dislocation of families across the United States. New York City is proudly home to one of the largest Muslim communities in the country. If NSEERS were reinstated, roughly 28,000 New Yorkers would likely be required to register, with devastating consequences for immigrant families and other members of our community who would face greater fear, uncertainty and exclusion. The Department of Homeland Security took important steps to end the program in 2011, and now the President will finish the job.”
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
