MAYOR BILL DE BLASIO ANNOUNCES TWO NEW APPOINTMENTS TO CCRB
 
NEW YORK—Mayor Bill de Blasio today announced the appointments of Frederick Davie and Angela Fernández to the Civilian Complaint Review Board. Both Davie and Fernández bring to the CCRB a wealth of experience and a proven record serving New Yorkers, working closely with those in the LGBT and immigrant communities. 
 
“Frederick Davie and Angela Fernández’s years of dedicated community work make them great additions to the Civilian Complaint Review Board,” said Mayor Bill de Blasio. “Frederick’s years of experience working in social justice and LGBT programs as well as Angela’s tireless work defending immigrant New Yorkers illustrates their commitment to community and their ability to serve New Yorkers as CCRB members. I look forward to working closely with both of them.”
 
"As a place of dynamic discourse and critical evaluation of evidence in police misconduct complaints and trends, the Board's strength is its diversity of expertise and experience. The Mayor's appointees will add mightily to these strengths," said Maya Wiley, Chair of the Civilian Complaint Review Board.

About Frederick Davie
Fred Davie serves as the Executive Vice President for the Union Theological Seminary, a seminary located in New York City seeking to help prepare students to serve the church and society. Additionally, he is currently a member of the Mayor’s Clergy Advisory Council (CAC) and is co-Convener of the CAC’s public safety committee which is focused on building community safety and improving police-community relations. Before working at Union Theological Seminary, Davie served as Interim Executive Director and Senior Director of the Social Justice and LGBT Programs at the Arcus Foundation, which works to fund organizations world-wide seeking to advance an inclusive, progressive public policy agenda. In the public sphere, Davie served on President Barack Obama’s transition team, performing agency reviews for faith-based and community initiatives, and accepted an appointment by President Obama to the White House Council of Faith-based and Neighborhood Partnerships. Davie has also held other roles in public administration for the City, having served as Deputy Borough President of Manhattan and Chief of Staff to the Deputy Mayor for Community and Public Affairs. Davie holds a BA in Political Science from Greensboro College and a Master of Divinity degree from Yale University’s Divinity School.

About Angela Fernández
Angela Fernández is the Executive Director and Supervising Attorney of Northern Manhattan Coalition for Immigrant Rights. Fernández is a first generation Dominican whose mother migrated to the United States from Baitoa of Santiago de los Caballeros, Dominican Republic. She is a graduate of Boston University and Columbia University School of Law, with 20 years professional experience in law, media, non-profit management, government, policy development and advocacy. Her legal experience has been primarily focused on representing and advocating for immigrants and refugees in the United States and abroad. Fernández also has successfully founded and managed elementary schools in the South Bronx and in Washington D.C., taught Women’s Studies in Spanish to female detainees at Rikers Island Corrections Facility and was a staffer for U.S. Senator Bill Bradley and District Chief of Staff for U.S. Representative Jose Serrano. Fernández co-led the effort to end New York State’s participation in the Secure Communities program, and co-developed the first of its kind in the nation, universal court appointed representation program for detained immigrants. She is Chair of the Dominican Day Parade, an Executive Committee Member of the New York Immigration Coalition, and an Executive Committee Member of CommonWise Education.
 
About the Civilian Complaint Review Board
The Civilian Complaint Review Board (CCRB) is made up of 13 members: five members designated by the Mayor; five members designated by the City Council; and three members designated by the Police Commissioner. The CCRB is an independent agency that is empowered to receive, investigate, mediate, hear, make findings, and recommend action on complaints against New York City police officers alleging the use of excessive or unnecessary force, abuse of authority, discourtesy, or the use of offensive language.
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
