The agency analyzes and interprets the workforce reports to guide recruitment efforts based on the results of those reports.  When underutilization has been identified of a certain sex or race within a specific job group (e.g., Underutilization imbalance indicated for the Technicians Job Group for the White Demographic ethnic group in Quarter 1, which is not a minority group), the final candidate selection process takes into account the demographic pool of candidates available.  

Note that targeted recruitment is non-existent when using civil service lists, which is the primary method of how vacancies are filled.
