These teams
comprise groups of professionals from diverse disciplines who come
together to provide comprehensive assessment and consultation on
abuse cases. The teams function as a problem solving group for
individual cases and create a wider, community-based approach to
handling elder abuse. The teams identify service gaps and breakdowns
in communication and coordination among agencies or individuals and
help rectify any such gaps, which leads to improved client outcomes.

The MDT coordinator overseeing each team will work with the other
team members to coordinate regular meetings of key entities involved
in elder abuse cases, which will include case conferences where
participating organizations will jointly arrive at a plan of action for
responding to the elder abuse situation. These participating
organizations will include but are not limited to legal providers,
District Attorney’s offices, NYPD, community-based organizations
including elder abuse programs and case management agencies, Adult
Protective Services of the NYC Human Resources Administration,
behavioral health entities, and DFTA.
