PUBLIC ACCESS REQUIREMENTS FOR SPECIAL SITES

Public access shall be provided for special sites as specified in
this Section, inclusive. In the event of a conflict between the
provisions of this Section, inclusive, and any underlying
regulation, the provisions of this Section shall govern.

No building permit shall be issued for any #development# or
#enlargement# on such sites until the Chairperson of the
City Planning Commission certifies to the Department of
Buildings that the provisions of this Section have been met.

An application for such certification shall be filed with the
Chairperson showing the plan of the #zoning lot#; a site plan
indicating the area and dimensions of all required public
access areas and the location of all proposed #buildings#, end
a detailed plan or plans demonstrating compliance with the
provisions of this Section. For certifications relating to the
#ERY High Line# and, if applicable, the #Tenth Avenue
Spur#, as set forth in 93-71(h), the requirements set forth in

such section shall apply.

Plans for public access areas shall be set forth in an
instrument in a form acceptable to the City, and setting forth
such provisions as necessary to ensure compliance with the
provisions of this Section. Such instrument shall be filed and
duly recorded in the Borough Office of the City Register of
the City of New York and indexed against the property. Such
filing and recording of the instrument shall be a precondition

for the Chairperson’s certification under this Section. The
recording information shall be included on the certificate of
occupancy for any #building#, or portion thereof, on the
#zoning lot# issued after the recording date.

The Chairperson shall allow for the phased development of
public access areas upon certification to the Commissioner of
Buildings that a plan has been submitted that provides for
the completion of any public access area that is integral to
the #development# of a #building# or #buildings# within each
phase. Where the public use and enjoyment of a public access
area is contingent upon #development# on an adjacent
#zoning lot# that has not yet occurred, the Chairperson may
allow for the future development of such public access area at
the time that the adjacent #zoning lot# is #developed#.

No temporary certificate of occupancy from the Department
of Buildings may be issued for any portion of any

Statement of Basis and Purpose

This proposed rule creates a new class of livery service,
Premium Livery Service. This new class of service is being
created pursuant to the authority granted in N.Y.C.
Administrative Code §19-503.

The City now licenses three types of for-hire bases to operate
in the five boroughs:

[ Luxury limousine bases, which operate distinctive
luxury vehicles that customers often rent for a set
length of time.

[ J Black car bases, another high-end service, that

usually serve corporate clients with whom they
have ongoing accounts.

[ J Community car services (also called “liveries”),
which range widely in the clientele served, the
prices charged and the type of vehicles dispatched.
Liveries are patronized largely by individuals
(rather than corporate accounts) and usually allow
their drivers to pick up passengers, who typically
pay for the service in cash, in their own vehicles.

These three groups have continued to evolve over the years to
meet their customers’ needs. Specifically, black car bases,
which traditionally serve corporate accounts, are getting
more calls from individuals who want to book a car for
personal use but also want to enjoy the high-end level of
service to which they are accustomed from a black car base.
To meet this demand a new business model that is a hybrid
of the black car and community car services is emerging in
the for-hire industry. This proposed rule amends TLC
regulations to allow the operation of businesses that offer
elements of both black car and community car services. By
adapting its regulations to this emerging industry, TLC
intends to encourage innovation and flexibility for businesses
to meet this consumer demand for personal high-end service.
In addition, the brand name of “Premium Livery Service” will
indicate to consumers what service level and price they can
expect from a company listed as a Premium Livery Service
Base as compared to a traditional Livery Base.

Premium Livery Base Requirements

In contrast to existing livery bases, Premium Livery Service
Base Stations will be required to meet their drivers’ workers’
compensation obligations by joining the Black Car Fund,
which provides Workers’ Compensation insurance to Black
Car operators in the state of New York. In addition, to qualify
as a Premium Livery Service Base, the base must conduct at
least 50 percent of its business on a contract basis.

Premium Livery Service Vehicles will be exempt from having
the following features which are currently required for Livery
vehicles:

[ J Base Station Affiliation Markings,

[ Trouble lights,

[ J Protective Holders for Driver and Vehicle Licenses,

Name, Description and Location of Proposal:

84-86 White Street LLC

The applicant, 84-86 White Street LLC, is seeking a special
permit pursuant to the New York City Zoning Resolution
(“ZR”) section 13-561, to allow for the development of an
accessory parking garage within a proposed as-of-right 13-
story approximately 36,776 gross square foot residential
building. The proposed action would facilitate a proposal by
the applicant to develop a 22-space accessory parking garage
to be located in both the cellar and ground levels. The project
site is located at 84-86 White Street, which is bounded by
Walker Street to the north, Lafayette Street to the east,
White Street to the south, and Cortlandt Alley to the west
(Block 198, Lot 27) in the Chinatown neighborhood of
Manhattan, Community District 1.

Specifically, under the special permit, the proposed action
would allow a 22-space attended accessory parking garage
with stackers, to be located in portions of the cellar and
ground level of the residential building. The proposed garage
would occupy 5,730 gross square feet (3,600 gross square feet
on the cellar level and 2,230 gross square feet on the ground
floor). The proposed garaged would have 16 of the spaces
provided in vehicle stackers located on the cellar floor, and
the remaining 8 spaces would be located on the ground level.
The garage would be accessed by a 20 foot curb cut on White
Street and access to the cellar level would be provided by a
vehicle elevator. There would be a two-way ramp to
accommodate entering and existing vehicles.

The project site is currently a vacant lot located in a C6-2A
zoning district. The site is surrounded by C6-4 and C6-4A
zoning districts to the south, M1-5 district to the north, and
Area B1 of the Tribeca Mixed-Use Special District to the
west. The maximum commercial floor area ratio (FAR) in a
C6-2A zoning district is 6.0 and residential FAR of 6.02.

Absent the proposed action, the project site would be
developed with the as-of-right 13 story residential
development, comprised of 33 dwelling units and 7 accessory
spaces on the cellar level. The build year for the project is 2013.
Statement of No Significant Effect:

The Environmental Assessment and Review Division of the
Department of City Planning, on behalf of the City Planning
Commission, has completed its technical review of the
Environmental Assessment Statement, dated February 24,
2012, prepared in connection with the ULURP Application
(120179ZSM). The City Planning Commission has
determined that the proposed action will have no significant
effect on the quality of the environment.

Supporting Statement:

The above determination is based on an environmental

assessment which finds that:

1. A Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA)
was prepared in April, 2006, for the property
located at 84 White Street in Manhattan (Block
195, Lot 27) for the project site. The Phase I ESA
was reviewed by DEP’s Office of Environmental
Planning and Assessment, and Phase II testing was
recommended by DEP, due to the presence of
hazardous materials on the site as a result of past
and present on-site land uses.

The declaration, binding on all successors and
assigns of the applicant, requires that Phase IT
testing be prepared, including a sampling protocol
and a health and safety plan for DEP’s review and
approval. If hazardous material impacts exist, the
declaration requires that the applicant submit a
remediation plan for DEP’s review and approval
and provide for such remediation. The declaration
serves as a mechanism to assure the potential for
hazardous material contamination that may exist
in the subsurface soils and groundwater on the
applicant’s property would be characterized prior to
any site disturbance.

The Restrictive Declaration was executed on
November 21, 2007. On December 6, 2007, DEP
confirmed via written correspondence that the
applicant filed a DEP-approved Restrictive
Declaration with the New York City Department of
Finance of the City Register.

2. No other significant adverse effects on the
environment which would require an
Environmental Impact Statement are foreseeable.
