To the Board of Estimate and Apportionment of the City of New York: 

In response to the request of the Transit Committee of your Board, I write a 
brief statement of the situation in regard to pipe galleries which was one of the matters 
discussed at the conference yesterday. 

Section 6 of the Rapid Transit Act provides: 
"the commission may, in its discretion, include in said plans (detailed plans) 

provisions for galleries, ways, subways or tunnels for sewers, gas or water pipes, 
electric wires and other subsurface structures and conductors proper to be placed 
underground, whenever necessary so to do, in order to permit of the proper con-
struction of any railroad herein provided for in accordance with the plans and 
specifications of the board of rapid transit railroad commissioners or of the 
commission, or for any other purpose in furtherance of the public interest or 
convenience." 
Acting under this provision the former Rapid Transit Board included provision 

for pipe galleries in the contracts for the portions of the Brooklyn Loop Lines now 
approaching completion and in the draft contracts prepared by it in the spring of 
1907 for the Fourth Avenue line in Brooklyn. On the understanding that such action 
was in furtherance of the wishes of the city administration, this Commission has pro-
gressed plans for pipe galleries in conjunction with the detailed plans for the Lex-
ington Avenue route. 

Although the law authorizes the Commission to determine whether provision should 
or should not be made for pipe galleries in the contracts to be submitted to the Board 
of Estimate and Apportionment for approval, the Commission feels that this is a 
matter so largely affecting the finances of the city and the future use of the streets 
that the wishes of your Board as the local authorities in control of the city's finances 
and streets, should be ascertained before additional work is done. Further, if the 
Commission may be now advised of your wishes, much time and expense may be 
saved, for if it is thought wise to omit them in whole or in part, the plans and con-
tracts can be simplified. Upon the other hand, if they are omitted now, their inser-
tion later will involve delay and expense. Accordingly this matter was brought to 
the attention of your Transit Committee. 

The reason underlying the provision for pipe galleries in the Rapid Transit Act 
evidently arose from the idea that they could be constructed more conveniently when 
the streets were torn up for subway construction; and in the plans already prepared, 
the Commission has not provided for pipe galleries where the street surface is not 
to be disturbed. 

Underneath the main streets of the city, there is a mass of pipes, mains and con-
duits. The building of galleries to contain them is in and of itself a work of con-
siderable magnitude and expense. In subway construction alone there are many 
subsurface structures which would not be interfered with or else may be maintained 
during construction, but if pipe galleries are built in conjunction with the subway it 
means a substantial rearrangement and reconstruction of many subsurface structures. 
Hence, less money will be needed to build subways without pipe galleries than with 
them. This is important in view of the limited borrowing capacity of the city and the 
urgent need for subways. However, if subways are properly planned and space is left 
in the streets, pipe galleries may be added at a future time, even though omitted now.

Hand Railroad Compony for an extension of time in which to complete the construction 
required by the change of motive power, from horsepower to e'ectricity, on their respect- 
ive lines in the Borough of The Bronx. 

These petitions were presented to the Board at the meeting of April 15, 1910, and 
wyre referred to a Committee consisting of the President of the Board of Aldermen, 
the President of the BorotHi of The Bronx and the Comptroller, to report at to-day's 
meet i 

The Secretary presented the following: 	
April 19, 1910. 

To the Board o f Estimate and Apportionment, City Hall, New York : 

GENTLEMEN-Your Committee, to which was referred the application of the Pel-
ham Park and City Island Railroad Companies for an extension of time of three months 
in which to finish the work of reconstruction, reports as follows: 

The Committee has held a conference with representatives of the Company, at 
which there were exhibited to the Committee records establishing the fact that ample 
funds have been placed at the disposal of the Company to complete the work of con-
structing a monorail rapid transit road from Bartow to City Island. 

The President of the Borough of The Bronx visited the scene of construction work, 
and, while he was by no means satisfied with the progress of the work, he reports to the 
Committee that sonic grading of the right of way has been done and that work is now 
under way. 

Mr. Burrows, the president of the Company, assures the Committee that the grad-
ing of the right of way will be completed within the next ten days. He stated, and 
exhibited orders and acceptances of orders to establish, that materials to the value of 
upwards of twenty thousand dollars are in transit from factories and workshops and 
will be delivered upon the ground within the next few days. 

While it does appear that an unwarrantable delay has taken place in the past, which 
is not excused by the fact that the Company has been unable to procure funds for its 
undertaking, it also appears that the Company intends to push construction work vigor-
ously to a conclusion from this time forward. 

Mr. Burrows has stated,  that he is prepared to undertake to complete al of that 
portion of the road between Bartow and the westerly approach to the City Island 
Bridge, which is 'he entire portion lyng within the confines of Pelham Bay Park, on 
or before the 4th of July, and that he can guarantee the completion of the remainder of 
the road from the western end of City Island Bridge to the southern end of City Island 
on or before the 4th of September. He is willing to agree that if he fail to do this the 
right of his Company to change the motor power shall be forfeited. 

Your Committee therefore recommends that an extension of time to July 4 be 
granted to the Pelham Park and City Island Companies, upon the distinct undertaking 
of the Companies that they will complete all of the new road and have the same in 
operation between Bartow Station and the westerly approach of City Island Bridge 
within that time. 

The Committ:e further recommends that should the Companies fail to complete this 
work, as promised, the right to change their motor power he revoked. 

The Committee further recommends that, should the Companies comply with this 
condition. a further extension of two months be made from July 4, upon the under-
taking of the Companies to complete the entire road within that period of time; and 
recommends. as before, that should the companies fail to carry out this part of their 
agi cement the right be revoked.

The Secretary presented the following report of the Court House Board relative 
to proposed sites for the Court House in the County of New York, including the last 
site recommended by said Board. The sites are classified in groups in such manner 
as to bring to the attention of the Board their merits or demerits. Of the sites sub-
mitted, those classified under heading No. 7, it is suggested, are suitably located, are 
the only ones which may be reasonably considered, and are commented upon in said 
report. The Court House Board is of the unanimous opinion, however, that the site 
selected by it (City Hall Park) is under all the circumstances the most desirable. 

Also petitions signed by approximately two hundred citizens protesting against the 
location of the Court House in City Hall Park, Manhattan. 

(On March 11, 1910, the report of the Court House Board, dated March 2, 1910, 
selecting a site in City Hall Park, Manhattan, for the new Court House, was presented 
to the Board, and a resolution adopted fixing March 18, 1910, as the date for a public 
hearing in said matter.) 

(At the close of the public hearing on March 18, 1910, the Board directed all those 
opposed to the plan of the Court House Board to submit alternative plans to said Board 
for its consideration.)

The Court House Board, upon whom, by resolution of your Honorable Board, 
duly adopted at the close of a public hearing held on March 18, 1910, was imposed 
the duty of considering any alternative sites which might be submitted to it at any 
time, and of reporting thereon to your Board, begs leave to submit the following 
report: 

Pursuant to notice duly given, a public hearing was held by this Board in the 
Council Chamber of the City Hall, on the 28th day of March, 1910, at which all 
persons there appearing were given a full and free opportunity to be heard and to 
present any alternative sites. 

At said hearing there were heard orally the following persons, to wit: 
1. Mr. Grosvenor Atterbury, Chairman of the Court House Site Committee of 

the American Institute of Architects. 
2. Mr. Henry W. Jessup.

cause the taking of these sites would require the removal of large commercial houses 
and place the Court House in the centre of the wholesale district, or because, in the 
case of one of flint, it is proposed to be located in the heart of the theatre district. 

The five sites classified under heading No. 7 above, which it is suggested are 
suitably located, and which of all of the twenty-five sites submitted are the only ones 
which may be reasonably considered, may be commented upon as follows: 

Three of these sites which seem to be suitably located, Nos. 4, 10 and 11, are 
situated on Centre street; Nos. 10 and 11 are just north of the Criminal Courts Build-
ing; No. 4 is to the south of the Criminal Courts Building and just to the north of the 
site of the Municipal Building which is under construction. Of these three sites No. 
11 is ill-shaped for the purposes of the Court House, it being 330 feet on Centre 
street by only 112 feet in depth. The shallowness of this plot would give no approach to 
the building whatever. 

Site No. 10 lies between Centre street and Mulberry Bend Park. The taking of 
this site involves the closing of Franklin and Baxter streets. It would appear ill-ad-
vised to close Baxter street, as traffic demands all of the available streets running 
north and south. The site itself, although of sufficient size, it being 223 by 440 feet, 
lies adjacent to Mulberry Bend Park, which is a playground for a large number of 
children, and the site would be consequently very noisy for court purposes. 

Site No, 4—Duane street site lies just north of the new Municipal Building. The 
advantage of taking this site is that the City owns a considerable portion of it. It 
might even be possible to follow the suggestion offered, to open through the plot a 
new street running north and south, thereby placing upon the property owners a large 
portion of the expense, and leaving a large plot to the east for commercial purposes. 
The balance of the site is of sufficient size, being somewhat larger than the site of the 
Municipal Building. 

The taking of this site, however, involves the cutting through of a new street and 
the making of such other improvements as are beyond the control of this Board. The 
placing of the Court House on this proposed site would change the entire character of 
the grouping of public buildings, which instead of having their approaches from the 
City Hall, would have their approaches along Centre street; thereby entirely shifting 
the civic centre of these public buildings from City Hall Park to Centre street. The 
monumental character of these public buildings and the desirable approach to them 
from City Hall Park would be sacrificed thereby. 

Your committee considers that the only sites of those submitted which are adapted 
to the present wants and true interests of The City of New York are the Chambers 
street site (No. 2) and the site which this Board has selected on City Hall Park 
(No. 1). 

Site No. 2 at Chambers street is not feasible except in its entirety, the plot which 
would be required being the two blocks directly north of Chambers street, between 
Broadway and the Hall of Records. If a portion of this site were taken the building 
would not have a proper approach. It would not be desirable to place the building be-
tween the Stewart Building and the Hall of Records with a rear building on 
Duane street, and it would he ill-advised to place the Court House directly on the 
Broadway front without a suitable approach. There are great advantages in placing 
public buildings on Chambers street, between Broadway and Centre street, which are 
very well known, and the only objection to it seems to be the cost of the site. 

Site No. 1—City Ball Park Site is the site recommended by the Court House 
Board. Objections are principally made to it because of the proposed encroachment 
on park area. These objections it would seem are best stated by, the Committee of 
the Association of the Bar when it says that it opposes any encroachment on City Hall 
Park and urges that the use of park area should he limited to the least necessary area. 

This Board was influenced to select the City Hall Park Site as a site for the Court 
House mainly for the following reasons: 

First—Because the present Court House buildings are now located on that site, 
which after a test vote has been approved by a majority of the lawyers of the County 
as being nearest to the centre of business, in the midst of the civic centre of public 
buildings and most approachable by transit. The public buildings already located at 
this point have been so located largely with reference to the location of the Court 
House on said site. 

Second—Because its location does not deprive the people of any park space that 
has heretofore been used for that purpose, but, on the contrary, the selection of any 
other site would undoubtedly deprive the people of the use of funds for parks to 
be located where they are most needed. 

Third—Because it was understood, by reason of the rejection of costly sites 
previously recommended, that strict eco.tomy was required to 1- e observed, and it was 
found that ibis site tvas the most economical site that could be selected, and upon 
it can be constructed without delay the much needed Court House building. 

This Board is of the opinion that the civic centre, in regard to which there Ins 
been so much discussion, should be located at the point where it has come to be 
located by the demand of business interests and the plans already devised for the 
erection of public buildings. This civic centre is now located at or about the City 
Hall Park Here have been erected the City Hall, the present Court House, the Hall 
of Records and the new municipal building. All of these buildings now face on City 
Hall Park. The present location of these buildings being near the large financial and 
business buildings of the City and on the direct lines of transit, near to the Post-Office 
and to the various public offices the records of which are often required to be pro-
duced in the courts, and being as easily accessible to all parts of the City as any spot 
that could he chosen, this Board is firmly of the belief that the Court House should 
still continue to be located at or about the City Hall Park. 

Our predecessors on the Court House Board have heretofore selected other 
sites, to wit, the Union Square and Washington Park Sites. These sites have been 
rejected by the City among other reasons on account of the great expense involved in  

acquiring the sites. As the present Act has been interpreted they cannot again be 
selected. The consensus of public opinion heretofore has been against such sites. 

The main objection to the site as selected by the Court House Board on City 
Hall Park is that it required the taking of park space, which it is claimed,  should not 
be taken for other public purposes. This Board is not in favor of sacrificing park 
space for other public purposes where the space is of any use as a park for a 
recreation or breathing space for the people. In the present distribution of the popu-
lation of The City of New York, City Hall Park has not since many years been 
used as a public park and is now only serviceable to the people as a public square and 
a thoroughfare. The use of the park for the Court House would not deprive the people 
of any park area which they now possess and use for park purposes, and the removal 
of the present Court House building woad not give to the people any additional space 
which can suitably be used for a recreation or breathing space for the people. On the 
contrary, the placing of the Court House on another site would entail such great ex-
pense for the acquisition of a new site as would exhaust much of the City's resources, 
and thereby the people might be deprived of the use of large funds for park purposes in 
the denser sections of the City where recreation centres and breathing places are most 
essential. The only advantage there can be to the addition of this area to City Hall 
Park is to provide a plaza in front of any public buildings which may be located on 
Chambers street, so as to give to such buildings an approach which their magnificence 
in architecture might warrant. 

A suitable new Court House building can he erected, as we are informed by 
competent persons, at a cost of not to exceed $10,000,000. If this building is erected 
on the site selected by the Court House Board, the project would involve no addi-
tional cost. But if another site be selected the additional cost of the land would make 
the total project cost not less than $25,000,000, and probably very much more. It is 
believed that The City of New York is in no condition financially to incur an 
expense so totally non-commensurate with the actual needs of the Court House, when 
it is already burdened to meet the pressing needs for rapid transit and other purposes. 

A very important reason for the choice made by the Court House Board was to 
prevent the time and delay which would be occasioned by acquiring any site in 
condemnation proceedings. 

The condition of the present Court House is shameful from a sanitary point of 
view. It is detrimental both to the health of the Judges and lawyers, as well as to 
the parties in the actions and the witnesses who congregate there each day. The 
interests of the general public and of all of the persons who are immediately concerned 
demand that there should be a suitable Court House without any unnecessary delay. 

The Committee has been advised by competent architects that a building suffi-
cient to accommodate all of the Courts for which provision was made by the act 
relating hereto, can be constructed on the site proposed in City Hall Park after an 
architectural design of such character as may enhance, but certainly will not impair, 
the beauty of the City Hall. 

The attention of your honorable Board is called to the terms of the law, which 
provide that before any building plans shall be adopted for the Court House upon 
any site selected by the Court House Board these plans must he approved by your 
honorable Board, and also by a majority of the Justices of the Supreme Court. The 
adoption of any plans for the building is, therefore, a subject for your further 
consideration. 

The Court House Board is, therefore, of unanimous opinion that the site selected 
by it in its report to the Board of Estimate and Apportionment dated March 2, 1910, 
is, under all the circumstances, the most desirable. 

Assuming, however, that your honorable Board considers it desirable that other 
sites be considered, and deems it advisable and feasible to devote to this purpose, in 
addition to the estimated cost of the building of not over $10,000,000, a sum of from 
$15,000,000 to $25,000,000 for the cost of land, in order to avoid occupying any 
part of the present City Hall Park for Court House purposes, and assuming that 
your Board considers that it is possible that this large expenditure can be made to 
give that additional area to City Hall Park, which, without any doubt, would very 
greatly increase the beauty of this group of public buildings and the architectural 
magnificence,of their approaches, this Court House Board will have no objection to 
offer to the selection of the site known as the Chambers street site (No. 2), facing 
on the City Hall Park. It must be considered, however, that if the Chambers street 
site is to be so selected, the space directly north of Chambers street, consisting of the 
two on blocks bounded by Broadway, Duane street, Elm street, the Hall of Records and 
Chambers street, will be fully required. The present assessed valuation of this site 
is placed on the tax book as follows:

The taking of this property would require the closing of Reade street and Man-
hattan place, and would doubtless require that damages be paid therefor. It may 
fairly be estimated, in the light of the experience of the City in acquiring similar 
properties, that the cost to the City of this site alone would amount to at least 
$15,000,000.

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The work represented by these items is about completed and request is made that 
payment be provided for by a transfer from the surplus remaining to the credit of the 
appropriation allowed for fuel. 

In connection with this proposed transfer it may be stated that in a report of the 
Comptroller dated February 1, 1910, recommending the issue of special revenue bond; 
to the amount of $184,881.02. to meet deficiencies in the Department of Public Chari-
ties for the year 1909, which report was approved by your Board on February 18, 1910, 
the hills mentioned, although included in the statement of deficiencies furnished by the 
Department, were not provided for. The contracts for the work were entered into in 
the latter part of 1909, and as practically no work had been done at the time the re-
port on the issue of special revenue bonds was prepared, they were eliminated in the 
amount allowed for deficiencies, with the recommendation that they be charged against 
the appropriation for 1910, or that the work be partially done by the mechanical force 
of the Department. 

Subsequent to the preparation of the report referred to, a question arose in the 
Department of Finance relative to a contract executed by a contractor on December 
29, 1909, and by the Commissioner of Public Charities on January 6, 1910, the De-
partmental certificate being changed, making the expense a charge against the appro-
priation for 1910, instead of 1909. The Law Department was requested for an opinion 
upon the following point: 

"If the Commissioner of Public Charities found that he had exceeded his 
appropriation for 1909 and did not procure any appropriations of revenue bonds 
to cover the deficiency, can the Commissioner legally certify such charge against 
the 1910 appropriation which became available January. 1910?" 

Under date of February 11, 1910, the Corporation Counsel writes: 
"I advise you that i: the Commissioner of Public Charities found that he 

has exceeded his appropriation for 199, and did not procure any appropriation 
of revenue bonds to cover the deficiency, the Commissioner cannot legally certify 
such charge against 1910 appropriation which became available January 1, 1910. 

* * It is advisable that this contract entered into in good faith and 
awarded to the lowest bidder should be validated if possible. There should be 
ascertained the amount of money available as of the date of the award of this 
contract for the purposes of its payment, and. in the event of there being sufficient 
funds in the 1909 appropriation for that purpose. whether or not unexpended 
balances may not be transferred to supply funds for the contract." 

It would seem from the opinion quoted that the contracts invotven in 111,2 pro-
posed transfer, which were entered into in 1909, cannot be charged against the appro-
priation for 1910, and as the appropriation for 1909 was not sufficient to meet the 
expense, it may be provided for by a transfer from the balance remaining to the credit 
of the appropriation made for fuel for the year 1909, a balance of which the Depart-
ment of Finance had no knowledge at the time the report upon the issue of special 
revenue bonds was submitted. 

It also appears that, with the exception of the painting of the buildings on Randalls 
Island. the work called for by the contracts was of such a nature that it could not be 
done by the mechanical force of the Department. As to the painting work, the state-
ment is made that the Painters connected with the Department were engaged upon 
other necessary work, and could not be employed upon the work given out under 
contract. 

The appropriation for item No. 289. Repairs and Replacements by Contracts or 
Onen Orders. Brooklyn and Queens, was $40.000. subsequently reduced by transfer to 
$19,740. The liabilities charged against the account amounting to $23,653.06, or 
$3,916.06 in excess of the -amount available, due to the transfer of $4,000 to the Presi-
dent of the Borough of Brooklyn, for the construction of a sewer at the new Coney 
island 'Hospital. Included in the deficit is a charge of $1,670 for new roofs and re-
pairs to old roofs, leaders and gutters at the Kings County Hospital, which it is pro-
posed to pay from the surplus to the credit of fuel account. 

In view of the fact that the transfers requested are for the purpose of meeting 
liabilities which appear to have been incurred to place the property of the Department 
in a proper condition, I recommend that the request of the Commissioner of the De-
partment of Public Charities be approved, as per resolution attached hereto.

GENTLEMEN-On April 12, 1910, the President of the Borough of Queens, ad-
dressed a communication to your Board requesting the approval of a transfer of funds 
amounting to $15,000 within Budget appropriations for 1910, made to the Bureau of 
Highways. In connection therewith I submit the following: 
. 	The account from which it is proposed to take the funds is for materials for re- 
pairs and replacements by Departmental labor to make the same amount available for 
the item repairs and replacements by contract or open order.

GENTLEMEN-Hon. Calvin Tomkins, Commissioner, Department of Docks and 
Ferries, in communication dated April 1, 1910, requests the Board of Estimate and 
Apportionment to permit him to enter into a contract for the construction of railings, 
gates, stairways, etc., at the ferry house at St. George, Borough of Richmond, at all 
estimated cost of $14,000. 

From an investigation that 1 have caused to be made by the Chief Engineer Of 
this Department, I am advised that this request was originally made for authority to 
award and let a contract for the construction of these railings, gates, etc., by Hon. 
Allen N. Spooner, former Commissioner of Docks and Ferries, on Decemher 21, 
1909, in response to 'which a resolution was passed by the Board of Estimate and 
Apportionment on February 18, 1910, authorizing the said contract, at an estimated 
cost of $7,200. 

It is now explained by Commissioner Tomkins that a further examination of the 
premises shows additional work to be necessary in order to obtain the desired results 
with reference to the proper handling of the ferry traffic. 

As regards the reauthorization of this contract at a considerable increase in 
cost over that originally proposed, I would say that the plans, in accordance with 
which it is intended the work shall now he carried out, present numerous advantages 
over those heretofore approved on which the estimate of cost was $7,200. 

The present plans not only prevent free rides by passengers, who, upon leaving 
an incoming boat may now mingle with those outgoing and take the return trip free 
of cost, but they also present numerous advantages, one of the principal of which. 
I think, is the admission of the public to the main waiting room or concourse without 
being compelled to purchase a ticket. At the present time, persons coming with 
friends who are going out, or to meet those coming in, are compelled to purchase 
trip tickets to get inside the building, and under the plans as now proposed this 
injustice to the public at large would be obviated. The facilities for leaving the boat 
from the lower deck are also to be greatly increased by the construction of wide 
stairways leading to the platform outside of the building. 

These numerous advantages, in my opinion, more than offset the proposed in-
crease in cost of the improvement. 

I therefore recommend that the Board of Estimate and Apportionment suspend 
the application of the resolution of -January 14, 1910, in so far as to permit the Com 
missioner of Docks and Ferries to enter into a contract for the construction of 
railings, gates, stairways, etc., at the ferry house at St. George, Borough of Richmond, 
at an estimated cost not to exceed $14,000.

The Honorable Board of Estimate and Apportionment: 

GENTLEMEN-At a meeting of your Board held March 11, 1910, a resolution pre-
sented from the Board of Aldermen requesting the authorization of the issue of 
$4,917.72 special revenue bonds to be used for the purpose of meeting a deficit in the 
1909 account of the Board of Elections was referred to me for consideration. The facts 
in connection therewith are as follows: 

Request was made by John t Dooling, President, Board of Elections, to the Board 
of Aldermen, under date of January 12, 1910, for an issue of special revenue bonds in 
the sum of $16,768.62 to supplement the appropriation and special revenue bond issue 
made to the Board of Elections for the year 1909. Of this sum $11,850.90 was to 
defray the cost of a special election in the Seventh Senate District, County of Kings, 
and $4,917.72 was to defray part of the expense incurred in publishing the City canvass 
for the year 1909. The total expense for this publication was $14,024.91. Commis-
sioner Dooling stated that the reason he asked for only $4,917.72 was due to the fact 
that previous to this request he had applied to the Board of Estimate and Apportion-
ment for the transfer of the sum of $15,916.66 from unexpended balance of appropria-
tion for 1909 to Revenue Bond Fund for Board of Elections Advertising and Election 
Expenses, 1909, which he assumed at that time would be granted. 

At a meeting of the Board of Aldermen held January 18, 1910, a resolution was 
offered requesting the Board of Estimate and Apportionment to authorize the issue of 
special revenue bonds to the amount of $16,768.62 for the purpose as heretofore stated, 
which was referred to the Committee on Finance. Commissioner Dooling appeared 
before the Committee on Finance and submitted in detail a statement of the expendi-
tures made from the special revenue bond account for the year 1909, in which he 
shows a deficit of $4,917.72, after including the transfer of $15,916.66 previously men-
tioned, and exclusive of the charge for the cost of the special election in the Seventh 
Senate District, County of Kings, which was not estimated at the time of the previous 
hood issue, the call not having been issued by the Governor at this time. 

The Committee on Finance quotes Commissioner Dooling as stating before them 
in his explanation of this deficit "that it was caused by an arbitrary increase in rates 
of advertising charges by the newspapers of from 20 to 40 per cent." The Committee 
in its report to the Board of Aldermen stated that it believed the advance in the rates 
charged to the City by the newspapers immediately after election was a matter which 
required further investigation and consideration, but felt that the expenses of the 
special election was legitimate and could not be foreseen, and should be paid, and there-
fore recommended that the Board of Aldermen adopt a resolution requesting the 
Board of Estimate and Apportionment to authorize the Comptrol r to issue special 
revenue bonds to the amount of $11.850, the proceeds whereof to e used by the Board 
of Elections for the purpose of meeting a deficit on account of extra expense incurred 
in 1909. This resolution was adopted. At the next meeting, February 8, 1910, however, 
the Board of Aldermen took favorable action upon the remainder of the issue and re-
quested concurrence of the Board of Estimate and Apportionment in the additional 
issue of $4,917.72. This is the matter before me./ 

When asked to explain the alleged advance in the rates charged to the City by the 
newspapers immediately after election, as quoted by the Committee on Finance, Com-
missioner Dooling said "that the Committee misapprehended his statement : that this 
deficit was chiefly caused by the increase in hulk -in the advertising of the City Canvass 
due to the increased number of parties having a column on the ballot and the conse-
quent increase in the munber of candidates nominated by the different parties for 
office, the publication of whose names is required by law together with the total 
number of votes received by each. In consequence an increase in the amount of space 
to be used in the newspaper columns was necessary, which meant a corresponding 
increase in the cost of the publication of the City Canvass." 

The following is a statement furnished an Examiner of this Department by Com-
missioner Dooling. It represents the cost of the publication of the City Canvass for 
each year it was published since 1901:

It can be readily seen upon examination of the foregoing statement that the rates 
charged by the different newspapers for the publication of the City Canvass in the 
year 1907 are identical with those charged by the same newspapers for the publication 
of the City Canvass for the year 1909. 

The request made by Commissioner Dooling for the transfer of the sum of 
$15,916.66 previously referred to was not in accord with the law and consequently 
still remains a deficit of $10,000.28 after allowing the special revenue bond issue of 
$4,917.72 herein under consideration. I have submitted an alternative transfer with 
this report to provide for this deficiency. 

The total deficit in the 1909 account of the Board of Elections, exclusive of the 
expenses of the special election previously noted, was $14,917.10. Of this amount 
$14,024.91 was to meet the expenses of the publication of the City Canvass, and 
there remained an outstanding liability of $3,693.54, as against a balance of account 
of $2,801.35, thereby leaving a deficit in account of $892.19. 

In explanation of this deficit Commissioner Dooling says that after the appropria-
tion allowed in the Budget for 1909 for advertising and election expenses had become 
exhausted it was necessary to apply to the Board of Estimate and Apportionment 
for an issue of revenue bonds in the sum of $55.545 to defray the extra heavy elec-
tion expenses. This amount was an underestimate of the liabilities to the extent of 
$892.19. The expenses for the publication of the City Canvass at this time could not 
be estimated. 

In view of the facts I would 'recommend that the Board of Estimate and Appor-
tionment approve of the resolution hereto appended, authorizing the Comptroller to 
issue special revenue bonds in the sum not exceeding $4,917.72. I would also recom-
mend, for the purpose of liquidating the other outstanding liabilities of the Board of 
Elections for 1909, that a transfer of the sum of $10,000.28 from the account entitled, 
"No. 530-For Employment of Temporary Clerks" (this account having an unex-
pended balance of $10,441.50, against which there are no outstanding liabilities), to 
the account entitled, "No. 531-Advertising," for the purpose of meeting the deficiency 
incurred therein.

This system is applied to the office 
force as well as the labor forces, and has worked satisfactorily because employees have 
learned from experience that salary or wage increases come as the result of good work 
and not through preference. The request under consideration is made in order to 
continue the system.

GENTLEMEN-Hon. Calvin Tomkins, Commissioner, Department of Docks and 
Ferries, in communication dated March 17, 1910, requests the Board of Estimate and 
Apportionment to grant him permission to reauthorize and award the contract for the 
construction of Pier 25, at the foot of Oliver street, East River, Borough of Manhat-
tan, at a cost not to exceed $30,000. 

From an investigation which I have caused to be made, I am advised by the Chief 
Engineer of this Department that the construction of a pier at the foot of Oliver 
street was originally authorized by the Board of Estimate and Apportionment on 
June 25, 1909, on which date a resolution was passed in which provision was made that 
the Commissioner of Docks and Ferries be empowered to let and award a contract for 
the work at a cost not to exceed $35,250. 

The contract for the work was not let during the year 1909 for the reason that 
the bulkhead wall being built at that point was not sufficiently advanced. 

The bulkhead wall is now nearing completion, and, as the pier is under lease to the 
Long Island Railroad Company, to be occupied when completed, in order that there 
may be no loss in rental, the construction of the pier should be proceeded with at as 
early a date as possible. 

The building of the pier and platform, and the filling in of dock property westerly 
thereof, will result in the widening of South street at this point, and will be of great 
benefit to traffic, which is heavy on this water-front street. 

The contract will embrace the construction of a pier 300 feet long by 40 feet wide, 
with a deck of reinforced concrete 101/2 inches in thickness, and also a platform 75 
feet westerly therefrom. 

The original estimate of cost was $35,250, but, upon reconsideration, it is now 
estimated that the cost of the work will not exceed $30,000, this amount being based 
on a carefully prepared statement of quantities of work and material necessary and 
estimated unit prices therefor.

S1R-1 respectfully request, on behalf of the Board of Assessors, that the Board of 
Estimate and Apportionment, in pursuance of section 56 of the Charter, recommend to 
the Board of Aldermen the creation of the position of Stenographer to the Board of 
Assessors, with salary of $2,250 per annum, for one incumbent. Should this position 
be created, it is the intention of the Board of Assessors to apply to the Municipal Civil 
Service Commission to place the same in the exempt class. Provision is made in the 
salary schedule for this office accompanying the Budget for the year 1910 for a Ste-
nographer at the compensation aforesaid, which place is now vacant, due to the resig-
nation of Mr. George C. Sutton on March 8, 1910. Should this place be created appli-
cation will be made to your Honorable Board to modify the salary schedule accordingly. 

The reasons for this application are as follows: 
The chief duty of the former incumbent in the position of Stenographer was to 

report hearings upon claims for damages arising under special legislative acts, and to 
render such assistance as might be otherwise required in relation to such matters, such 
as in returns on writs of certiorari and keeping a record of the proceedings.

GENTLEMEN—I have for several years past made application in my regular de-
partmental estimate for each year for an additional Assistant Clerk, at a salary of 
$1,500 per year, but such applications were not granted. 

Probably due to the fact of the great pressure of business and work at the time 
of the adoption of the Budget, the matter did not receive the attention from your 
Board which its importance deserved. 

I find that with the present force it is almost impossible for my Clerks to do the 
work of this Court and office in the manner in which it should be done, and 1 
therefore hereby make application, under section 56 of the Charter of The City of 
New York for the creation of another position of Assistant Clerk, at a salary of 
$1,500 per annum. 

To demonstrate how the business of this Court has grown, I give you the follow-
ing figures showing the number of cases handled annually since the year 1900, when

During that period there has been no increase in the number of Clerks em-

ployed. I have made changes in the system of copying and filing. which have sim-
plified the searching of records, but increased the work of the Clerks, as have also 
the rules adopted by your Board for keeping accounts, payment of bills, etc. 

The population of the County of Queens has. during my term of office, increased 
from less than 120,000 in 1900. to an estimated population of over 250,000 at the 
present time, and with the completion of the Blackwells Island Bridge and the 
Pennsylvania Railroad tunnels, a great increase in population is looked for during 
the next year or two. 

It frequently happens that the records are subpoenaed from this Court to the 
Supreme Court and other Courts in this and adjoining counties, and often two Clerks 
may be away with papers attending other Courts for two or three days at a time. 
I have also been hampered by vacancies occurring occasionally and delay in filling 
same because there were no civil service lists from which to make appointments. 

This Court is the only Court in Greater New York in which no official Stenog-
rapher has been provided. The duties of Court Stenographer have been performed 
by 111V personal Clerk, with a view to saying expenses. This Clerk also performs the 
duties of Assistant Clerk in the office, because it would be impossible for the force 
of Clerks to get along without his assistance, and the consequence has been that 
I am practically without a personal Clerk or Secretary. 

I have, up to the present time, by hard work and constant pushing, been able 
to keep the records of the office about up to date. For the foregoing reasons it is 
becoming increasingly difficult to do so. and unless relief is obtained by the appoint-
ment of another Clerk, the work in this office will be seriously hampered. 

I therefore trust you will give the matter your consideration, and if you will 
name a day for a hearing, I shall he glad to attend before you and give you any fur-
ther information you may require.

GENTLEMEN-In the matter of a communication from the Secretary, Permanent 
Census Board, requesting the establishment of sundry new grades of positions in 
this Board, which was referred to a Select Committee consisting of the Comptroller 
and the President of the Board of Aldermen, at a meeting of the Board of Estimate 
and Apportionment held April 1, 1910, we would report as follows: 

The estimate for the Permanent Census Board for the current year, which was 
prepared prior to the appointment of a secretary and the subsequent outlining of 
definite plans for the proposed work of establishing a permanent census of the school 
children of the city, requested provision for a Secretary, a Stenographer and 20 
Clerks, at an aggregate cost of $26,050, as follows:

The Budget schedule conforms with the estimate, but it is now claimed that the 
clerical force provided for therein is inadequate. It is therefore proposed to decrease 
the number of Clerks with salaries ranging from $900 to $1,200 per annum and thereby 
provide for increasing the size of the staff to 30 by making additions thereto at 
salaries ranging from $330 to $750 per annum, and also to provide for an Assistant 
Secretary at $1,800 per annum, as indicated below.

Of the 10 additional Clerks, 4 are to be stationed at Ellis Island to obtain the 
names of immigrant children, 2 at the Health Department to keep a record of birth, 
and the remainder to assist in the main office at Fifty-ninth street and Park avenue. 

The proposed new grades include one at $390 per annum and one at $330 per 
annum, neither of which is included in the official list of salaries for first grade 
Clerks, as prescribed by the Board of Estimate and Apportionment for all City Depart-
ments. It is, however, feasible to substitute 4 Clerks at $480 per annum, 9 at $420 
and 3 at $300 for 3 at $480, 6 at $420. 6 at $390 and I at $330. and still keep within the 
appropriation, which arrangement is satisfactory to the Secretary of the Census 
Board. 

It appears necessary to have a larger clerical force than was originally provided 
for in order to do the work of the Board, and practicable to employ Clerks at lower 
salaries to operate the counting and adding machines and so keep within the appro-
priation. We would therefore recommend the establishment of new grades as pro-
posed, according to the resolution submitted herewith.

GENTLEMEN—In view of the urgent necessity for the immediate letting of contracts 
for repaving, your Sub-Committee on the corporate stock Budget has decided to make 
a recommendation for authorization and reauthorization of corporate stock for re-
paving in advance of the corporate stock Budget, as follows: 

Borough of Manhattan. 
The unencumbered corporate stock authorized for Repaving Fund in the Borough 

of Manhattan on April 19, 1910, as shown on the books of the Department of Finance 
and the President of the Borough, taking into account contracts released by the Board 
of Estimate and Apportionment, was $185,000. Your Committee recommends the re-
kase of this amount from the operation of the resolution of this Board adopted Janu-
ary 14, 1910; also a new authorization of corporate stock to the amount of $615,000, 
making a total for the Borough of Manhattan of reauthorization and new authoriza-
tion of $800,000. 

Borough of The Bronx. 
The corporate stock for Repaving Fund, Borough of The Bronx, unencumbered, on 

March 31, 1910, as per the books of the Department of Finance, was $444,756.05. Your 
Committee recommends that $160,000 of this amount be released from the operation of 
the resolution of January 14, 1910. 

Borough of Brooklyn. 
On March 31, 1910, there was no unencumbered authorization in the Repaving 

Fund of the Borough of Brooklyn, taking into consideration the contracts offered for 
certification, as approved by the Board of Estimate and Apportionment at its meeting 
of March 4, 1910, on a report of the Comptroller, under date of February 23, 1910. 
Your Committee recommends a new authorization of $800,000 for this Borough. 

Borough of Queens. 
Under date of February 23, 1910, the Comptroller, in a communication to the Board 

of Estimate and Apportionment, previously referred to, requested the release of 
S151,556.60 of corporate stock authorizations from the operation of the resolution of 
January 14. 1910, for the Borough of Queens, this being the amount of contracts for 
repaving let by the President of the Borough of Queens, but not certified by the 
Comptroller. This recommendation was approved by the Board of Estimate and Ap-
portionment at its meeting of March 4, 1910. These contracts have not yet been re-
turned to the Department of Finance for registration, and there would therefore appear 
to he no extraordinary emergency at this time for funds to provide for additional work. 

Borough of Richmond. 
The President of the Borough of Richmond at the meeting of the Board of Esti-

mate and Apportionment of March 11, 1910, offered a resolution releasing the unencum-
bered authorization for Repaving Fund for said Borough from the operation of the 
resolution of January 14, 1910. This resolution wasadopted. The unencumbered au-
thorization in this fund as of March 31, 1910, was $182,866.76, as shown on the books 
of the Department of Finance, but no contracts up to the date of the report of your 
Committee had been transmitted to the Comptroller for certification under the resolu-
tion of March 11. 1910. In view of the fact that all the corporate stock authorized 
but unencumbered was released for this Borough at the meeting of the Board of Es-
timate and Apportionment of March 11, 1910, and in view of the fact that no contracts 
thereunder have been presented to the Comptroller for certification, it appears to your 
Committee that the present emergency needs of the Borough have been taken care of 
by the action of the Board of Estimate and Apportionment of March 11, 1910, and that 
no new authorization is required at this time.

SIR-We are enabled to present you herewith a summary statement of the un-

settled -accounts of private institutions for 1909 and a single item for 1910. 
In the attached statement we are asking for the transfer of a series of funds from 

the accounts of institutions having a surplus to those institutions whose bills have 
exhausted their apportionments. 

In making up a budget for a coming year, it is our practice to make a statement 
of the business of an institution for the six months preceding the time of making our 
estimates. If an institution is increasing its business, and we know of an enlarge-
ment of its plant; or if an institution is decreasing because of inadequate accom-
modations or epidemic or for any other reason, we note these facts. There is also 
the item of increase in population, and as carefully as we can, on a series of per-
centages, increase or decrease, if there should be any; or if an institution has reached 
its capacity and is stationary, we estimate the amount of moneys to be required and 
as a whole, over a period of years, we have had reasonable success. 

There are two elements liable to destroy any forecast which we may make. One 
is a severe winter in which grippe, pneumonia and diseases of the throat and lungs 
are common or epidemic. The other is a period of financial depression. Both of 
these will flood the institutions with a population not anticipated. 

Another element preventing accuracy an determining how much money shall be 
apportioned to an institution is the impossibility to guess what the action of the 
Judges in the Courts will be. It sometimes happens that for special reasons, such 
as an institution being quarantined or damaged by fire or water, a population which 
would have gone to it will be diverted to other institutions. It happens that a com-
mitting magistrate having the name of .an institution frequently in mind, will un-
consciously send more children to that than to the others, and so in this particular 
matter we can do no more than guess. An institution that seemed to receive a large

number of children last year may receive fewer this, or may receive many more than 
before. 

Experience has demonstrated that in the main, in the budget as a whole, we have 
made complete provision except as changes may arise because of epidemics in the 
Community or financial difficulties. 

The correction of all these peculiarities has been found in transferring funds 
from an institution which has a surplus to an institution which is found not to have 
enough. The private charitable institutions budget is a family affair, at least it is 
peculiar to itself, and funds from the general budget are rarely transferred from 
the charitable institutions budget to other Departments. And if there remains a sur-
plus in the appropriation it is returned to or remains in the City Treasury on closing 
the accounts for the year. 

Since 1901 the practice has been in lire with the papers presented herewith. We 
call the attention of the Comptroller to the exact conditions and he, in his discretion, 
passes on our recommendation to the Board of Estimate and Apportionment, and they 
cover the situation by a resolution, after which transfers are made in the books in 
this Department and we proceed to send forward to the Auditor the bills already 
prepared for payment. 

There is one item of 1910. This is wholly exceptional. The Good Counsel 
Training School, about the beginning of the year completed some improvements in 
its plant at White Plains and is now so exceptionally desirable that both the Charity 
Department and the Courts are doubling and trebling its population, so that its entire 
appropriation for 1910, based on the business of 1909, will be exhausted by April. 

The Hospital of the Holy Family, Dean street. Brooklyn, which was carried on 
for many years as St. Mary's Maternity, is much delayed in renovating and rebuilding 
its plant. Their contractors have so held them up that it is doubtful if they will 
begin work for the present year before July. It is, therefore, entirely feasible to 
transfer a large part of their apportionment to the account of the Good Counsel 
Training School. This is a situation that has not arisen before.

On March 22, 1907, the Board of Estimate and Apportionment adopted a resolution 
requesting the Board of Aldermen to establish the positions of Deputy Police Com-
missioners at an increased salary rate. The Aldermen concurred with the resolution 
in so far as it related to the First Deputy Police Commissioner, whose salary was 
:hereby fixed at $6,000 per annum. No action was taken on that part of the resolution 
increasing the -salaries of the other Deputy Police Commissioners. The result is that 
the First Deputy Police Commissioner is receiving $2,000 more per annum than the 
Second, Third and Fourth Deputy Police Commissioners. 

Duties of the Deputy Police Commissioners. 
The duties of the Deputy Police Commissioners whose salaries it is proposed to 

increase from $4,000 to $6,000 per annum each are summed up as follows: 
Second Deputy Commissioner-He acts as executive officer to the Police Commis-

sioner; has direct cognizance of and control over the administration and discipline of 
the Department and entire force; is especially charged with the enforcement of the 
laws and ordinances in the Boroughs of Manhattan, The Bronx and Richmond; holds 
trials in any of the Boroughs when assigned thereto. Has supervision over the Chief 
Inspector's office and the entire uniformed force, the Police Surgeons, the Bureau of 
Electrical Service, the regulation of traffic, pistol permits, parade permits, School of 
Instruction, Special Policemen, and records, shields and funds of same. 

Third Deputy Commissioner-He presides at trials in the Boroughs of Manhattan, 
The Bronx and Richmond ; has supervision over the offices of the Property Clerk, the 
Boiler Inspectors and the Complaint Clerk. He is also intrusted with the approval of 
charges preferred against all members of the force. He is responsible for the legality 
of all blanks and forms used by the Department and the legality of all contracts and 
other documents involving the expenditure of money. His duties also include super-
vision over the Pension Bureau and the investigation of pension claims, and the grant-
ing of licenses for masquerade balls, theatres, concert halls, steamboat and railroad 
runners and immigrant boarding houses.

His duties are: Drawing 
checks on Contingent Fund to pay the expenses of officers, sending out notices that 
checks for the same are ready .and receiving receipts in duplicate. He has complete 
charge of files containing vouchers for supplies sent to the Comptroller for payment. 
He checks up the payrolls of the force for each month. folds and files them in nu-
merical order. He also ass;sts in the payment of pensions. As Messenger he carries 
large sums of money to different banks for deposit. 

Your Committee, after due examination, is of the opinion that the request of 
the Police Commissioner for the establishment of new grades of positions which will 
permit an increase in the salaries of the Second, Third and Fourth Deputy Commis-
sioners, the Secretary to the Police Commissioner, the First Deputy Clerk, the As-
sistant Bookkeeper. the Complaint Clerk and the Messenger, in the Police Department, 
is deserving of approval by the Board of Estimate and Apportionment. The description 
of the duties and the work rendered by the subordinates of the Police Department 
whose salaries it is proposed to increase, which description is contained in this report, 
shows that they occupy important and responsible positions and are justly entitled 
to remuneration at a higher rate of pay than they are at present receiving. We would 
therefore recommend favorable consideration of the resolution hereto appended.
