
Will More Youth Get Jobs in the City’s Summer Jobs Program This Year Than in Recent Summers?

The demand for summer youth jobs has always exceeded the number of jobs provided by the city, and over each of the past three summers 
more than 100,000 youth who applied for the program were turned away. Budget pressures at the state and city level have played a role, as 
well as increases in the minimum wage and programmatic changes. For 2013, some additional federal money along with new private funds 
has increased the number of slots available, which is likely to translate into an increase in enrollment.
