DEAR SIR-In accordance with the circular letter issued by the Comptroller tinder date of 

July 3, 1901, I have the honor to transmit to you herewith, for the use of the Municipal 
Assembly, a certified copy of the Departmental Estimate of the Department of Education for the 
year 1902, as adopted by the Board of Education at a special meeting held on September 23, 
1901.

To the Board of Education 

The Committee on Finance presents herewith the estimate of the Department of Education 
for the year 1902, amounting to twenty millions four hundred and sixty-five thousand sixteen 
dollars and sixty-seven cents. 

The Charter provides that all moneys raised for educational purposes in The City of New 
York shall be raised in two funds, to be known as the Special School Fund and the General 
School Fund, respectively. The estimate of the Department of Education for the year 1902 is, 
therefore, divided as follows :

The General School Fund, being the larger of the two funds, is presented first. 

GENERAL SCHOOL FUND, 1902. 

Chapter 466 of the Laws of 1901, an Act to amend the Greater New York Charter (chapter 
378 of the Laws of 1897), provides as follows 

" The hoard of estimate and apportionment shall appropriate for the general school fund for 
the year 1902. and, annually, for each year thereafter, an amount equivalent to not less than four 
mills on every dollar of assessed valuation of the real and personal estate in The City of New 
York, liable to taxation." 
The taxable valuation of property within The City of New York has been

The question of providing funds for Corporate Schools for the next ensuing year is of par-
ticular Importance in connection with consideration of the requirements of the General School 
Fund. 

Section 1152 names certain Corporate Schools, and provides that they, "shall participate, 
through the board of education, in the distribution of the common school fund in the same manner 
and degree as the common schools in The City of New York." 

Section 1154 names certain Corporate Schools, and then provides that they 11 shall be entitled, 
through the said board, to participate in the apportionment of the school moneys, as provided for 
in this chapter 	* 	* 

Former section 1065, containing a prescribed form of apportionment, has been repealed in 
the new Charter : the Board of Education is, therefore, without light as to what method of 
apportionment, or distribution, or participation, is intended by the new Charter, none being 
specifically mentioned. 

Under the circumstances, and in order to make an equitable division, it is recommended that 
the amount to be paid out of the school funds to the Corporate Schools be based upon the 
"average attendance " of their scholars, the figures appertaining to the public schools being 
used for arithmetical proportion in the computation. 

The City Superintendent of Schools has furnished the following statistics of average attend-
ance for the school year ending July 31, 1901 :
