688 Broadway
The applicant, Downtown RE Holdings LLC, is seeking a
special permit pursuant to Section 74-712 (a) and (b) of the
New York City Zoning Resolution to modify use and bulk
regulations on an unimproved lot (Block 531, Lot 4) “the
project site” located in a M1-5B district. The proposed action
would facilitate a proposal by the applicant to develop a new
12-story mixed use development with a total of 48,110 gross
square feet (gsf), of which 44,140 gsf would be residential
condominium units, and approximately 3,970 gsf would be for
ground floor retail. The project site is located at 688
Broadway between West 3rd and 4th Streets, in Manhattan’s
goHo Historic District, within Manhattan Community
istrict 2.
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The project site is located in a M1-5B district. The maximum
allowable floor area ratios (FAR) within an M1-5B district are
5.0 for manufacturing and commercial uses, and 6.5 for
community facility uses.

The applicant intends to develop a 14-unit residential
building with 3,970 gsf of ground-floor retail.

In addition, the
development of the existing vacant parcel would enhance the
built form by unifying the street wall along Broadway,
contributing to the character and scale of the area.

To avoid the potential for significant adverse impacts related
to air quality, and noise, an (E) designation (E-325) has been
incorporated into the proposed actions on (Block 531, Lot 4),
as described below.

Other types of
procurements, such as sole source, require notice in The
City Record for five consecutive days. Unless otherwise
specified, the agencies and offices listed are open for
business Monday through Friday from 9:00 A.M. to 5:00
P.M., except on legal holidays.

NOTICE TO ALL NEW YORK CITY CONTRACTORS

The New York State Constitution ensures that all laborers,
workers or mechanics employed by a contractor or
subcontractor doing public work are to be paid the same
wage rate that prevails in the trade where the public work
is being done. Additionally, New York State Labor Law

§§ 220 and 230 provide that a contractor or subcontractor
doing public work in construction or building service must
pay its employees no less than the prevailing wage. Section
6-109 (the Living Wage Law) of the New York City
Administrative Code also provides for a "living wage", as
well as prevailing wage, to be paid to workers employed by
City contractors in certain occupations. The Comptroller of
the City of New York is mandated to enforce prevailing
wage.

Each of these
subsections separately lists notices pertaining to Goods,
Services, or Construction.

Notices of Public Hearings on Contract Awards appear at
the end of the Procurement Section.

At the end of each Agency (or Division) listing is a
paragraph giving the specific address to contact to secure,
examine and/or to submit bid or proposal documents, forms,
plans, specifications, and other information, as well as
where bids will be publicly opened and read. This address
should be used for the purpose specified unless a different
one is given in the individual notice. In that event, the
directions in the individual notice should be followed.
